Demonographers
have made him a demon, who has the head of a king and
serpents for feet. The Basilidians, twelfth century heretics,
saw him as their supreme god. Since they found that the
seven Greek letters which formed his name added up in Greek
to the number 365, which is the number of days in a year.
They placed under his command several orders of genies who

He appears in the guise of a young soldier dressed
all in red from head 1o fnot,-mmd on & horse of the same
color, wearing o crown on his head; he responds concerning
the pust, the present and the future. One masters him by the
virtue of magic rings; but do not forger that he is often de-
ceitful. He has the talent to change all metals into gold: also
one sometimes regards him as the demon of the alchemists.
He gives dignities and makes singers' voices clear and uplift-
ing. “lwenty six legions are under his orders,

He is the idol of the Sichemites and perhaps he is
the sime Bt of Sanchanistan, whose learned ones believe
him 1o be Pallas or Diana.

The author of Solide tresor du Petit Albert tells 3
story of an adventure of Brrith's which made him believe that

Jeannette Abadie and other women have revealed that they
have seen tosds dressed in red velvet and some in black vel-
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vety they wear a small bell around the neck and another on
theit hind foot. _ - e
xxvil,  Banee of the Sabbath. Pierre Delancre asserts that
the sabbath dances drove men wild and made wonsen mis-
carry. One says the devil taughr different kinds of dances to
the witches of Geneva. These dances were very mude, since
they used birch rods and staffs like those they used to make
animals dance. It was in this counuy that a young woman
had given to her by the devil a stane of fire which hud the
virtue of making anyone who touched it dance, She mocked
the judges during her trial, and protested o them that they
could not make her die; but she changed her tune.

Demons danced with witches in the form of a goat
or some other snimal, One generally dances in a circle ut the
sabbith, back to back, rarely alane or with two. There are
three brawls; the first is called the bohemian brawl; the sec-

@anga Gramma was as follows, One sank down in a skin backed
with hooks, by which means one was raised in the air; there
they performed sleight-ol-hand and cut capers before the
spectators. When simple and credulous women, who were
‘that this cerémaony is agreeable o Ganga Gamna
and would cause them no harm, consented, then thete was
no time to change their minds before they were already in
the air. The cries of the agsistants stifled their complaints. A
kind of penitence, always in honor of this sume demon, con-
sists of letting a string pass through his chair, and to dance
while other people pull this string. The night following the
festival of Ganga Geamma one sacrificed to him a buffalo whose
blood had filled a vase which was placed befare his image.
One swears that the very next day the blood had vanished.
Some suthors say that sometimes, instead of a buffalo, ane
imunolates 3 human victin,
xxxy, Ganida, fabulous bird who is often represented with
the head of a handsome young man, with a white ring around
the neck and the body of an eagle. He servewas o mount o
Vishnu, like the eagle who served asa vehicle for Jupiter. The
Indians tell dhat be was hatched from an egg his mother, Di,
had laid and brooded over for five years.

They also havnted cemeteries
where they disinterred cadavers and ate them, leaving noth-
ing of the dead except their bones.

xt.  Leies, demons of the woods, a kand of satyr among
the Russians who gave him & human body from the waist up
with the homs, ears, and beard of a she-goar; and, from the
waist down, the form of 4 goat. When they marched tn the
fields, they shrank themselves to the height of the grass; but
when they fan in the forests, they grew to the size of the
tallest trees. Their cries were frightful. They wandered
around promenaders unceasingly, using a voice known to
them and lusing them to their caverns, where they took plea-
sure in tckding them almost to death,

21t Téomard, demon of the first order, grand muster of
the sabhaths, chief of the subaltem demons, inspector gen-
eral of sorcery, black magic, and wirches, He is often called
“Je Girand Negre” (The Black Man), He presides over the
sabbath in the form of a goat from the waistup; he has three
horns on his head, Two fox-like ears, hair-like brstles, round
eves which were inflamed and wide open, a goat’ beard, and
u face on his burr. Wirches adore him by kissing this lower
face while holding a green candle im their hand. Sometimes
he resembles o blood hound, or a beef, or a hig black bird, or
a tree trunk surmounted with o gloomy face, His feet, when
he attends the sabbarh, are always those of a goose. Mean-
while, experts who have seen the devil at the sabbath obterve
thar he has no feet at all when he tkes the form of a tree
trunk and in other extraoedinary circumstances. Leonand is
taciturn and melanchalic; but at all the sssemblies of witches
and devils where he is obliged to appear, be shows himself o
advantage and makes use of a superh graveness,
xun,  Luoler, name of the spirit who rules over the East,
ncconting to the apimion of the Lucther was evoaked
on Monday in the middle of a circle in which was his name.
He was content with 2 mouse ar venison-hit as the price of
his compliance. He was often tken for the king of hell, and,
according to several demonomuniaes, he is superior o S,
One says that he is perfectly facetions, and that one of his
tricks i to pull witches off the brooms they were riding on to
the sabbath and give them a ride on his shoulders; this was

attested to by the witches of Moirs, in Sweden, in 1672, These

same witclies have affirmed that they had seen at the sabbath
the same Co0fer in a gray habit, with blue arms and red cu-
peans and the Asians, He would appear with the form and
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inflamed, but it is nothing monstrous, He is, according to
seme demonographers, a great lover of justice in hell, Heis
invoked first in the litanies of the sabbath,

xuin. Walphas, grand-president of hell, who uppears in
d'i;fmmal'_g raven. When he shows himself in human form,
the sound of his voice is raucous; he builds citadels and im-
pregnable towers, overthrows the enemies’ ramparts, finds

good workers, gives familiars, receives sycrifices and deceives:

the sacrificers; forty legions obey himm.

Xiiv.  Wammon, demon of avarice: it is he, says Milton,
who from the first taught men ro rend the hreast of the earth
to wrest away her treasures, '

self in the guise of a ferocious she-wolf, with the wings of a
griffin and a serpent’ wil; under this gracious aspect the mar-
quis vomits flames. When he takes human form. one be-
lieves that he sees a grand soldier. He obeys exorcists and the
domination of angels and commands thirty legions.

He was adored by the Ammonites under
the form of a bronze statue seated on 3 throne of the same
metal, having a calfs head surmounted with a royal crown,
H_in arms were extended to receive human victims: one
sacrificed children to him.

Under this name and in
the form of o kelpie, devil-horse of the Scots, he frequents
the lakes and the rivers of Scandinavia, where he ralses tem-
pests, hurricanes and hailstorms. He is on the lile of Rugen,
in the midst of a somber lake, when its witers are trouliled
and whose banks are covered by thick woods, It is there that
he likes to torment the fishermen und upset their boats and
throw them sometimes almost to the tops of the highest fir
trees. From the Scandingviain Rickar are descended the
mermen and the merwomen, the nixies of the Teatons, There
are none more famous than the nymphs of the Elbe and the
Gial. Befare the establishment of Christinnity, the Saxons
who lived around these two rivers adared a feminine divinity,
whose temple was in the city of Magdehourg or Megdeburch
(city of the young lady), and who has inspired ever since o
certain fear as the nuiad of the Elbe. She would appear at
Magdebourg, where she would go for o walk with a basker
under her arm: she was full of grace, proper, and at first glance

In snother age, necromancers
would offer him libations and halocausts; they evoked him
by means of magic spells that they suid were compased by
that very wise king, Solomon; this is false, because it was
Cham, son of Noah, who first began the evocation of evil
spirits, He was made to serve Buleth and compose an art in
his nume, and a book which s apprecisted greatly by math-
ematicians, Onie cites another book arrributed to the proph-
ety Eli and Elijab, with which @Gaag is conjured by the virme
of the saints’ names of God contained in the Key of Solomon,
If same exorcist knows the art of Byleth, Gaap or
Tap will not be able to support the presence of said exorcist,
Gaap or Wap excites the passion of love and hatred.

vxiv.  Bolac, high-president of hell; he appears in the form
of a child with the wings of an angel, mounted on a two-
headed dragon, He knows the position of the planets and
the lurking places of serpents. Thirty legions abey him,

v, Vogages of Sarcerers. 16 they go ro the sabbath car-
ried by a goat or a black sheep or by a demon, on their other
excursions they generally only travel by riding on a broom-
stick.

vxvy,  WWall, grear and powerful duke of the somber em-
pire; e has the form of a dromedary, tall and terrible if he
takies human form, he speaks Egyptian; be knows the present,
the pust, and the fomare; he was of the order of the Powers.
Thirty six legions are under his orders:

txvit. Xaphan, demon of the second order, ' When Satan
and his angels revolted against god, Xaghan joined the mal-
conrents, and he was well received because he had an inven-
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tive spirit. He proposed that the rebels set heaven on fire;
but he was thrown with the others to the depth of the abyss,
where he is continually oceupied with fanning the flames of
the furnaces with his mouth and his hands. He has 2 bellows

He has the form of a
good soldier mounted on # crocodile; his head is covered with
a ducal crown. He is sweer of character.
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
