Spurgeon’s vocabulary 

is so vast that the reader may still find himself reaching for a dictionary, but 

this will surely be an added benefit! 

Since I did not have the opportunity to ask Spurgeon’s permission, when I 

meet him I will seek his forgiveness if in attempting to bring clarity I have 

clouded the issue. The reader must judge. My prayer is that another genera- 

tion will emerge thankful to God for the work of Spurgeon, whose memory 

we revere and whose example of godly devotion we seek to follow.

[ is interesting to consider how large a portion of the Bible is occupied with the subject of 
prayer, either in furnishing examples, enforcing precepts, or pronouncing promises.

scarcely open the Bible before we read, “People began to call upon the name of the LorRD;”? 
and just as we are about to close the volume, the “Amen” of an earnest supplication meets 
our ear. Instances are plentiful. Here we find a wrestling Jacob—there a Daniel who prayed 
three times a day—and a David who with all his heart called upon his God. On the moun- 
tain we see Elijah; in the dungeon Paul and Silas. We have multitudes of commands, and myr- 
iads of promises. What does this teach us, but the sacred importance and necessity of 
prayer? We may be certain that whatever God has made prominent in His Word, He intended 
to be conspicuous in our lives. If He has said much about prayer, it is because He knows we 
have much need of it. So deep are our necessities that until we are in heaven we must not cease 
to pray. Do you need nothing? Then I fear you do not know your poverty. Have you no mercy 
to ask of God? Then may the Lord’s mercy show you your misery! A prayerless soul is a 
Christless soul. Prayer is the lisping of the believing infant, the shout of the fighting believer, 
the requiem of the dying saint falling asleep in Jesus. It is the breath, the watchword, the com- 
fort, the strength, the honor of a Christian. If you are a child of God, you will seek your 
Father’s face and live in your Father’s love. Pray that this year you may be holy, humble, 
zealous, and patient; have closer communion with Christ, and enter more often into the 
banqueting-house of His love.

ll things on earth need to be renewed. No created thing continues by itself. “You renew 
the face of the ground,” was the psalmist’s utterance.

and draw from the hidden treasures of the soil. The cedars of Lebanon, which God has 
planted, only live because day by day they are full of sap freshly drawn from the earth. 
Neither can man’s life be sustained without renewal from God. As it is necessary to repair 
the body by the frequent meal, so we must repair the soul by feeding upon the Book of 
God, or by listening to the preached Word, or by the soul-fattening table of the ordinances. 
How depressed are our graces when means are neglected! What poor starving souls they 
are who live without the diligent use of the Word of God and secret prayer! If our piety can 

live without God it is not of divine creating; it is but a dream; for if God had begotten it, it 

would wait upon Him as the flowers wait upon the dew. Without constant restoration we 

are not ready for the perpetual assaults of hell, or the stern afflictions of heaven, or even for 

the strife within. When the whirlwind shall be loosed, woe to the tree that has not sucked 

up fresh sap and grasped’the rock with many inter-twisted roots. When tempests arise, woe 

to the mariners that have not strengthened their mast, nor cast their anchor, nor sought the 

haven. If we suffer the good to grow weaker, the evil will surely gather strength and strug- 

gle desperately for the mastery over us; and as a result a painful desolation and a lamenta- 

ble disgrace may follow. Let us draw near to the footstool of divine mercy in humble entreaty,

Ask that your love may become extended, more 
intense, more practical, influencing every thought, word, and deed. Grow likewise in humil- 
ity. Seek to lie very low and know more of your own nothingness. As you grow downward 
in humility, seek also to grow upward—having nearer approaches to God in prayer and more 
intimate fellowship with Jesus. May God the Holy Spirit enable you to “grow in... the 
knowledge of our Lord and Savior.” He who grows not in the knowledge of Jesus, refuses 
to be blessed. To know Him is “life eternal,” and to advance in the knowledge of Him is to 
increase in happiness. He who does not long to know more of Christ, knows nothing of 
Him yet. Whoever has sipped this wine will thirst for more, for although Christ does sat- 
isfy, yet it is such a satisfaction that the appetite is not choked, but whetted. If you know 
the love of Jesus as the hart pants for the water-brooks, so will you pant after deeper draughts 
of His love. If you do not desire to know Him better, then you love Him not, for love always 
cries, “Nearer, nearer.” Absence from Christ is hell; but the presence of Jesus is heaven. Do 
not rest content without an increasing acquaintance with Jesus.

his morning our desires went forth for growth in our acquaintance with the Lord Jesus;

This was most blessedly perfect long before we had the slightest knowledge of 
Him. “Your eyes saw my unformed substance; in your book were written, every one of 
them, the days that were formed for me, when as yet there were none of them.”' Before we 
had a being in the world we had a being in His heart.

Physical light is said by Solomon to be sweet, but gospel light is infinitely more 

precious, for it reveals eternal things and ministers to our immortal natures. When the Holy 

Spirit gives us spiritual light and opens our eyes to behold the glory of God in the face of Jesus 

Christ, we behold sin in its true colors, and ourselves in our real position; we see the Most 

Holy God as He reveals Himself, the plan of mercy as He propounds it, and the world to 

come as the Word describes it. Spiritual light has many beams and prismatic colors, but 

whether they be knowledge, joy, holiness, or life, all are divinely good. If the light received 

be thus good, what must the essential light be, and how glorious must be the place where 
He reveals Himself. O Lord, since light is so good, give us more of it, and more of Yourself, 

the true light. 
No sooner is there a good thing in the world than a division is necessary. Light and 

darkness have no communion; God has divided them—let us not confound them. Sons of 
light must not have fellowship with deeds, doctrines, or deceits of darkness. The children of 
the day must be sober, honest, and bold in their Lord’s work, leaving the works of darkness 
to those who will dwell in it forever. Our churches should by discipline divide the light 
from the darkness, and we should by our distinct separation from the world do the same. 
In judgment, in action, in hearing, in teaching, in association, we must discern between the 
precious and the vile, and maintain the great distinction that the Lord made upon the 
world’s first day.

his morning we noticed the goodness of the light, and the Lord’s dividing it from the 
darkness. We now note the special eye that the Lord had for the light. “God saw the 

light”—He looked at it with complacency, gazed upon it with pleasure, saw that it “was 
good.” If the Lord has given you light, dear reader, He looks on that light with peculiar 
interest; for not only is it dear to Him as His own handiwork, but it is like Himself, for 
“God is light.” It is pleasant for the believer to know that God’s eye tenderly observes that 
work of grace that He has begun. He never loses sight of the treasure that He has placed in 
our earthen vessels. Sometimes we cannot see the light, but God always sees the light, and 
that is much better than our seeing it. Better for the judge to see my innocence than for me 
to think I see it. It is very comfortable for me to know that I am one of God’s people—but 
whether J know it or not, if the Lord knows it, I am still safe. This is the foundation, “The 
Lord knows those who are his.”' You may be sighing and groaning because of inbred sin, and 
mourning over your darkness; yet the Lord sees “light” in your heart, for He has put it 
there, and all the cloudiness and gloom of your soul cannot conceal your light from His 
gracious eye. You may have sunk low in despondency, and even despair; but if your soul 
has any longing toward Christ, and if you are seeking to rest in His finished work, God sees 
the “light.” He not only sees it, but He also preserves it in you. “I, the Lord, do keep it.” 
This is a precious thought to those who, after anxious watching and guarding of them- 
selves, feel their own powerlessness to do so. The light thus preserved by His grace, He will 
one day develop into the splendor of noonday, and the fullness of glory. The light within is 
the dawn of the eternal day.

he believer did not always live to Christ. He began to do so when God the Holy Spirit 

A aces him of sin, and when by grace he was brought to see the dying Savior mak- 

ing a propitiation for his guilt. From the moment of the new and heavenly birth the man 

begins to live to Christ. Jesus is to believers the one pearl of great price, for whom we are will- 

ing to part with all that we have. He has so completely won our heart that it beats alone for 

Him; to His glory we would live, and in defense of His Gospel we would die. He is the pat- 

tern of our life, and the model after which we would sculpture our character. Paul’s words 

mean more than most men think; they imply that the aim and end of his life was Christ— 
nay, his life itself was Jesus. In the words of an ancient saint, he ate and drank and slept 
eternal life. Jesus was his very breath, the soul of his soul, the heart of his heart, the life of 
his life. Can you say, as a professing Christian, that you live up to this idea? Can you honestly 
say that for you to live is Christ? Your business—are you doing it for Christ? Is it not done 
for self-aggrandizement and for family advantage? Do you ask, “Is that a mean reason?” 
For the Christian it is. He professes to live for Christ; how can he live for another object with- 
out committing spiritual adultery? There are many who carry out this principle in some 
measure; but who is there that dares say that he has lived wholly for Christ as the apostle did? 
Yet this alone is the true life of a Christian—its source, its sustenance, its fashion, its end,

bserve the sweet titles with which the heavenly Solomon with intense affection addresses

love; My sweet companion, part of My own self. My sister, by My Incarnation, which 
makes Me bone of your bone and flesh of your flesh; my bride, by heavenly betrothal, in 
which I have married you to Myself in righteousness. My sister, whom I knew of old, and 
over whom I watched from her earliest infancy; My bride, taken from among the daugh- 
ters, embraced by arms of love and joined to me forever.” See how true it is that our royal 
Kinsman is not ashamed of us, for He dwells with manifest delight upon this twofold rela- 
tionship. We have the word “my” twice in our version; as if Christ dwelt with rapture on 
His possession of His Church. His delights were with the sons of men because those sons of 
men were His own chosen ones. He, the Shepherd, sought the sheep because they were His 
sheep; He has gone about “to seek and to save that which was lost,” because that which 
was lost was His long before it was lost to itself or lost to Him. The church is the exclusive 
portion of her Lord; none else may claim a partnership or pretend to share her love. Jesus, 
Your church delights to have it so! Let every believing soul drink solace out of these wells.

. . . GUILT FROM THE HOLY THINGS. — Exopus 28:38 

Wr a veil is lifted up by these words, and what a disclosure is made! It will be humbling 
and profitable for us to pause awhile and see this sad sight. The iniquities of our pub- 

lic worship, its hypocrisy, formality, lukewarmness, irreverence, wandering of heart, and 
forgetfulness of God—what a full measure have we there! Our work for the Lord, its emu- 
lation, selfishness, carelessness, slackness, unbelief—what a mass of defilement is there! 
Our private devotions, their laxity, coldness, neglect, sleepiness, and vanity—what a moun- 
tain of dead earth is there! If we looked more carefully, we should find this iniquity to be 
far greater than appears at first sight. Dr. Payson, writing to his brother, says, “My parish, 
as well as my heart, very much resembles the garden of the sluggard; and what is worse, I find 
that very many of my desires for the improvement of both, proceed either from pride or 
vanity or indolence. I look at the weeds, which overspread my garden, and breathe out an 
earnest wish that they were eradicated. But why? What prompts the wish? So that I may walk 
out and say to myself, ‘In what fine order is my garden kept!’ This is pride. Or, so that my 
neighbors may look over the wall and say, ‘How finely your garden flourishes!’ This is van- 
ity. Or I may wish for the destruction of the weeds, because I am weary of pulling them up. 
This is indolence.” So even our desires after holiness may be polluted by ill motives. Under 
the greenest sods worms hide themselves; we need not look long to discover them. How 
cheering is the thought that when the High Priest bore the iniquity of the holy things he 
wore upon his brow the words, “HOLINESS TO THE LORD,” and even so while Jesus 
bears our sin, He presents before His Father’s face not our unholiness, but His own holi- 
ness. O for grace to view our great High Priest by the eye of faith!

othing gives the believer so much joy as fellowship with Christ. He has enjoyment as oth-

[Peas in divine service is a token of acceptance. Those who serve God with a sad coun- 
tenance, because they do what is unpleasant to them, are not serving Him at all; they 

bring the form of loyalty, but the life is absent. Our God requires no slaves to grace His 
throne; He is the Lord of the empire of love, and would have His servants dressed in the 
uniform of joy. The angels of God serve Him with songs, not with groans; a murmur or a sigh 
would be a mutiny in their ranks. That obedience that is not voluntary is disobedience, for 
the Lord looks at the heart, and if He sees that we serve Him from force, and not because 
we love Him, He will reject our offering. Service coupled with cheerfulness is heart-service 
and therefore true. Take away joyful willingness from the Christian, and you have removed 
the test of his sincerity. If a man be driven to battle, he is no patriot; but he who marches 
into the fray with flashing eye and beaming face, singing, “It is sweet for one’s country to die,” 
proves himself to be sincere in his patriotism.

y soul, examine yourself this morning by the light of this text. You have received the 

Word with joy; your feelings have been stirred, and a lively impression has been 

made. But, remember, to receive the Word in the ear is one thing, and to receive Jesus into 

your very soul is quite another; superficial feeling is often joined to inward hardness of 

heart, and a lively impression of the Word is not always a lasting one. In the parable, the 

seed in one case fell upon ground having a rocky bottom, covered over with a thin layer of 

earth; when the seed began to take root, its downward growth was hindered by the hard 

stone, and therefore it spent its strength in pushing its green shoot aloft as high as it could. 

But having no inward moisture derived from root nourishment, it withered away. Is this my 
case? Have I been making a fair show in the flesh without having a corresponding inner 
life? Good growth takes place upward and downward at the same time. Am I rooted in sin- 
cere fidelity and love to Jesus? If my heart remains unsoftened and unfertilized by grace, the 
good seed may germinate for a season, but it must ultimately wither, for it cannot flourish 
on a rocky, unbroken, unsanctified heart. Let me dread a godliness as rapid in growth and 
as lacking in endurance as Jonah’s vine; let me count the cost of being a follower of Jesus. 
Above all let me feel the energy of His Holy Spirit, and then I shall possess an abiding and 
enduring seed in my soul. If my mind remains as stubborn as it was by nature, the sun of 
trial will scorch, and my hard heart will help cast the heat the more terribly upon the ill- 
covered seed, and my religion will soon die, and my despair will be terrible. Therefore, O 
heavenly Sower, plow me first, and then cast the truth into me, and let me yield a boun- 
teous harvest.

I HAVE PRAYED FOR YOU. — LUKE 22:32 

ow encouraging is the thought of the Redeemer’s never-ceasing intercession for us. When 
we pray, He pleads for us; and when we are not praying, He is advocating our cause, 

and by His supplications shielding us from unseen dangers. Notice the word of comfort 
addressed to Peter—“Simon, Simon, behold, Satan demanded to have you, that he might 
sift you like wheat, but”'—what? “But go and pray for yourself”? That would be good 
advice, but it is not so written. Neither does He say, “But I will keep you watchful, and so 
you shall be preserved.” That would be a great blessing. No, it is, “But I have prayed for 
you that your faith may not fail.”* We little know what we owe to our Savior’s prayers. When 
we reach the hilltops of heaven and look back upon all the way whereby the Lord our God 
has led us, how we shall praise Him who, before the eternal throne, undid the mischief that 
Satan was doing upon earth. How we shall thank Him because He never held His peace 
but day and night pointed to the wounds upon His hands and carried our names upon His 
breastplate! Even before Satan had begun to tempt, Jesus had forestalled him and entered a 
plea in heaven. Mercy outruns malice. Consider, He does not say, “Satan hath desired to have 
you.”

3... 99 ou are Christ’s.” You are His by donation, for the Father gave you to the Son; His by 
His purchase of blood, for He paid the price for your redemption; His by dedication, 

for you have consecrated yourself to Him; His by relation, for you are named by His name 
and made one of His brethren and joint-heirs. Labor practically to show the world that you 
are the servant, the friend, the bride of Jesus. When tempted to sin, reply, “I cannot do this 
great wickedness, for I am Christ’s.” Immortal principles forbid the friend of Christ to sin. 
When wealth is before you to be won by sin, say that you are Christ’s, and touch it not. Are 
you exposed to difficulties and dangers? Stand fast in the evil day, remembering that you 
are Christ’s. Are you placed where others are sitting down idly, doing nothing? Rise to the 
work with all your powers; and when the sweat stands upon your brow, and you are tempted 
to loiter, cry, “No, I cannot stop, for I am Christ’s. If I were not purchased by blood, I 
might be like Issachar, crouching between two burdens; but I am Christ’s and cannot loi- 
ter.” When the siren song of pleasure would tempt you from the path of right, reply, “Your 
music cannot charm me; I am Christ’s.” When the cause of God invites you, give your 
goods and yourself away, for you are Christ’s. Never contradict your profession. Be ever 
one of those whose manners are Christian, whose speech is like Jesus, whose conduct and 
conversation are so reminiscent of heaven that all who see you may know that you are the 
Savior’s, recognizing in you His features of love and His countenance of holiness. “I am a 
Roman!” was of old a reason for integrity; far more, then, let your argument for holiness 
be, “I am Christ’s!”

I HAVE YET SOMETHING TO SAY ON GOD’S BEHALF. — Jos 36:2 

W: ought not to court publicity for our virtue or notoriety for our zeal; but at the same 
time it is a sin to be always seeking to hide what God has bestowed upon us for the 

good of others. A Christian is not to be a village in a valley, but “a city set on a hill”;’ he is 
not to be a candle under a bushel, but a candle in a candlestick, giving light to all. Retirement 
may be lovely in its season, and to hide one’s self is doubtless modest, but the hiding of 
Christ in us can never be justified, and the keeping back of truth, which is precious to our- 
selves, is a sin against others and an offense against God. If you have a nervous tempera- 
ment and a retiring disposition, take care that you do not indulge this trembling propensity, 

lest you should be useless to the church. Seek in the name of Him who was not ashamed of 

you to do some little violence to your feelings and tell others what Christ has told to you. If 

you cannot speak with trumpet tongue, use the still small voice. If the pulpit must not be your 

tribune, if the press may not carry on its wings your words, yet say with Peter and John, “I 

have no silver and gold, but what I do have I give to you.”? By Sychar’s well talk to the 

Samaritan woman, if you cannot preach a sermon on the mountain; utter the praises of 

Jesus in the house, if not in the temple; in the field, if not in the public square; in your own 

household, if you cannot ‘in the great family of man. From the hidden springs within, let 

sweetly flowing streams of testimony flow forth, giving drink to every passerby. Hide not your 

talent; trade with it, and you shall bring in good interest to your Lord and Master. To speak 

for God will be refreshing to ourselves, cheering to saints, useful to sinners, and honoring 

to the Savior.

— 1 KINGS 22:48 

olomon’s ships had returned in safety, but Jehoshaphat’s vessels never reached the land 

Se: gold. Providence prospers one and frustrates the desires of another, in the same busi- 

ness and at the same spot; yet the Great Ruler is as good and wise at one time as another. May 

we have grace today, in the remembrance of this text, to bless the Lord for ships broken at 

Ezion-geber as well as for vessels filled with temporal blessings; let us not envy the more 

successful, nor murmur at our losses as though we were singularly and specially tried. Like 

Jehoshaphat, we may be precious in the Lord’s sight, although our schemes end in disap- 

pointment. 
The secret cause of Jehoshaphat’s loss is well worthy of notice, for it is the root of very 

much of the suffering of the Lord’s people; it was his alliance with a sinful family, his fel- 
lowship with sinners. In 2 Chronicles 20:37 we are told that the Lord sent a prophet to 
declare, “Because you have joined with Ahaziah, the LorD will destroy what you have 
made.” This was a fatherly chastisement, which appears to have been considered blessed to 
him; for in the verse which succeeds our morning’s text we find him refusing to allow his 
servants to sail in the same vessels with those of the wicked king. Would to God that 
Jehoshaphat’s experience might be a warning to the rest of the Lord’s people, to avoid 
being unequally yoked together with unbelievers! A life of misery is usually the lot of those 
who are united in marriage, or in any other way of their own choosing, with the men of the 
world. O for such love to Jesus that, like Him, we may be holy, harmless, undefiled, and 
separate from sinners; for if that is not the case with us, we may expect to hear it often said, 
“The Lord will destroy what you have made.”

. . » MADE THE IRON FLOAT. — 2 KINGS 6:6 

he axe head seemed hopelessly lost, and as it was borrowed, the honor of the prophetic 
band was likely to be imperiled, and so the name of their God to be compromised. 

Contrary to all expectation, the iron was made to mount from the depth of the stream and 
to swim; for things impossible with man are possible with God. I knew a man in Christ but 
a few years ago who was called to undertake a work far exceeding his strength. It appeared 
so difficult as to involve absurdity in the bare idea of attempting it. Yet he was called to it, 
and his faith rose with the occasion. God honored his faith, unlooked-for aid was sent, and 
the iron did swim. Another of the Lord’s family was in dreadful financial straits. He would 
have been able to meet all claims and much more if he could have realized a certain portion 
of his estate, but he was overtaken with a sudden pressure. He sought for friends in vain, 
but faith led him to the unfailing Helper, and lo, the trouble was averted, his footsteps were 
enlarged, and the iron did swim. A third had a sorrowful case of depravity to deal with. He 
had taught, reproved, warned, invited, and interceded, but all in vain. Old Adam was too 
strong for young Melanchthon; the stubborn spirit would not relent. Then came an agony 
of prayer, and before long a blessed answer was sent from heaven. The hard heart was bro- 
ken; the iron did swim. 

Beloved reader, what is your desperate case? What heavy matter have you to deal with 
this evening? Bring it here. The God of the prophets lives, and lives to help His saints. He 
will not suffer you to lack any good thing. Believe in the Lord of hosts! Approach Him 
pleading the name of Jesus, and the iron shall swim; you too shall see the finger of God work- 
ing marvels for His people. According to your faith be it unto you, and yet again the iron shall 
swim.

MIGHTY TO SAVE. — IsAIaH 63:1 

B: the words “to save” we understand the whole of the great work of salvation, from the 
first holy desire onward to complete sanctification. The words are multum in parvo [much 

in little]: indeed, here is all mercy in a word. Christ is not only “mighty to save” those who 
repent, but He is able to make men repent. He will carry those to heaven who believe; but 
He is, moreover, mighty to give men new hearts and to work faith in them. He is mighty to 
make the man who hates holiness love it, and to constrain the despiser of His name to bend 
the knee before Him. And this is not all the meaning, for the divine power is equally seen in 
the after-work. The life of a believer is a series of miracles wrought by the Mighty God. The 
bush burns but is not consumed. He is mighty to keep His people holy after He has made 
them so, and to preserve them in His fear and love until He consummates their spiritual 
existence in heaven. Christ’s power does not lie in making a believer and then leaving him 
to fend for himself; but He who begins the good work carries it on; He who imparts the 
first germ of life in the dead soul prolongs the divine existence and strengthens it until it 
breaks every bond of sin, and the soul leaps from earth, perfected in glory. Believer, here is 
encouragement. Are you praying for some beloved one? Oh, do not give up praying, for 
Christ is “mighty to save.” You are powerless to reclaim the rebel, but your Lord is Almighty. 
Lay hold on that mighty arm and rouse it to put forth its strength. Does your own case 
trouble you? Fear not, for His strength is sufficient for you. Whether to begin with others 
or to carry on the work in you, Jesus is “mighty to save,” the best proof of which lies in the 
fact that He has saved you. What a thousand mercies that you have not found Him mighty 
to destroy!

ee times are praying times with the Lord’s servants. Peter neglected prayer at start- 
ing upon his venturous journey, but when he began to sink, his danger made him a sup- 

pliant, and his cry, though late, was not too late. In our hours of bodily pain and mental 
anguish, we find ourselves as naturally driven to prayer as the wreck is driven upon the 
shore by the waves. The fox runs to its hole for protection; the bird flies to the wood for 
shelter; and even so the tried believer hastens to the mercy-seat for safety. Heaven’s great 
harbor of refuge is All-prayer; thousands of weather-beaten vessels have found a haven there, 
and the moment a storm comes on, it is wise for us to make for it with full sail. 

Short prayers are long enough. There were but three words in the petition that Peter 

gasped out, but they were sufficient for his purpose. Not length but strength is desirable. A 

sense of need is a mighty teacher of brevity. If our prayers had less of the tail feathers of 

pride and more wing, they would be all the better. Verbiage is to devotion as chaff to the 

wheat. Precious things lie in small compass, and all that is real prayer in many a long 

address might have been uttered in a petition as short as that of Peter. 
Our extremities are the Lord’s opportunities. Immediately a keen sense of danger forces 

an anxious cry from us, the ear of Jesus hears, and with Him ear and heart go together, and 

the hand does not long linger. At the last moment we appeal to our Master, but His swift hand 

makes up for our delays by instant and effectual action. Are we nearly engulfed by the bois- 

terous waters of affliction? Let us then lift up our souls unto our Savior, and we may rest 

assured that He will not suffer us to perish. When we can do nothing, Jesus can do everything; 

let us enlist His powerful aid upon our side, and all will be well.

od’s promises were never meant to be thrown aside as wastepaper; He intended that they 

Gao be used. God’s gold is not miser’s money but is minted to be traded with. Nothing 

pleases our Lord better than to see His promises put in circulation; He loves to see His chil- 

dren bring them up to Him and say, “Lord, do as you have said.” We glorify God when we 

plead His promises. Do you think that God will be any poorer for giving you the riches He 

has promised? Do you dream that He will be any less holy for giving holiness to you? Do 

you imagine He will be any less pure for washing you from your sins? He has said, “Come 

now, let us reason together, says the LoRD: though your sins are like scarlet, they shall be as 

white as snow; though they are red like crimson, they shall become like wool.”’ Faith lays 

hold upon the promise of pardon, and it does not delay, saying, “This is a precious promise— 
I wonder if it be true?” but goes straight to the throne with it and pleads, “Lord, here is the 
promise. Do as you have said.” Our Lord replies, “Be it unto you even as you will.” When 
a Christian grasps a promise, if he does not take it to God, he dishonors Him; but when he 
hastens to the throne of grace and cries, “Lord, I have nothing to recommend me but this, 

You have said it,” then his desire shall be granted. Our heavenly Banker delights to cash 
His own notes. Never let the promise rust. Draw the word of promise out of its sheath and 
use it with holy violence. Think not that God will be troubled by your importunately remind- 
ing Him of His promises. He loves to hear the loud outcries of needy souls. It is His delight 
to bestow favors. He is more ready to hear than you are to ask. The sun is not weary of 
shining, nor the fountain of flowing. It is God’s nature to keep His promises; therefore go at 
once to the throne with, “Do as You have said.”

BuT I GIVE MYSELF TO PRAYER. — PSALM 109:4 

| peels tongues were busy against the reputation of David, but he did not defend himself; 
he moved the case into a higher court and pleaded before the great King Himself. Prayer 

is the safest method of replying to words of hatred. The psalmist prayed in no coldhearted 
manner; he gave himself to the exercise—threw his whole soul and heart into it—straining 
every sinew and muscle, as Jacob did when wrestling with the angel. Thus, and thus only, 
shall any of us speed at the throne of grace. As a shadow has no power because there is no 
substance in it, even so that supplication in which a man’s proper self is not thoroughly 
present in agonizing earnestness and vehement desire is utterly ineffectual, for it lacks that 
which would give it force. “Fervent prayer,” says an old divine, “like a cannon planted at 
the gates of heaven, makes them fly open.” The common fault with most of us is our readi- 
ness to yield to distractions. Our thoughts go roving here and there, and we make little 
progress toward our desired end. Like quicksilver our mind will not hold together but rolls 
off this way and that. How great an evil this is! It injures us, and what is worse, it insults 
our God. What should we think of a petitioner if, while having an audience with a prince, 
he should be playing with a feather or catching a fly? 

Continuance and perseverance are intended in the expression of our text. David did not 
cry once and then relapse into silence; his holy clamor was continued till it brought down 
the blessing. Prayer must not be our intermittent work but our daily business, our habit and 
vocation. As artists give themselves to their models, and poets to their classical pursuits, so 
must we addict ourselves to prayer. We must be immersed in prayer as in our element, and 
so pray without ceasing. Lord, teach us so to pray, that we may be more and more effica- 
cious in supplication.

ell me where you lost the company of Christ, and I will tell you the most likely place to 

a P Him. Have you lost Christ in the closet by restraining prayer? Then it is there you 

must seek and find Him. Did you lose Christ by sin? You will find Christ in no other way 

but by the giving up of the sin, and seeking by the Holy Spirit to mortify the member in which 

the lust dwells. Did you lose Christ by neglecting the Scriptures? You must find Christ in 

the Scriptures. It is a true proverb, “Look for a thing where you dropped it—it is there.” So 

look for Christ where you lost Him, for He has not gone away. But it is hard work to go 

back for Christ. Bunyan tells us that the pilgrim found the piece of the road back to the Arbor 

of Ease, where he lost his roll, the hardest he had ever traveled. Twenty miles onward is 

easier than to go one mile back for the lost evidence.

How is it that you did not watch Him every moment for fear of losing sight 
of Him? Yet, since you have let Him go, what a mercy that you are seeking Him, even 
though you mournfully groan, “O that I knew where I might find Him!”

H: whom we viewed last evening as opening Scripture, we here perceive opening the 
understanding.

the mind to receive the Scriptures. Our Lord Jesus differs from all other teachers. They 
reach the ear, but He instructs the heart; they deal with the outward letter, but He imparts 
an inward taste for the truth, by which we perceive its savor and spirit.

Happy are we if we have had our under- 
standings cleared and strengthened by the Master! How many men of profound learning 
are ignorant of eternal things! They know the killing letter of revelation, but its killing 
spirit they cannot discern; they have a veil upon their hearts that the eyes of carnal rea- 
son cannot penetrate. Such was our case a little time ago. We who now see were once 
utterly blind; truth was to us as beauty in the dark, a thing unnoticed and neglected. Had 
it not been for the love of Jesus we should have remained to this moment in utter ignorance, 
for without His gracious opening of our understanding, we could no more have attained 
to spiritual knowledge than an infant can climb the Pyramids or an ostrich fly up to the 
stars. Jesus’ College is the only one in which God’s truth can be really learned; other schools 
may teach us what is to be believed, but Christ’s alone can show us how to believe it. Let 
us sit at the feet of Jesus and by earnest prayer call upon His blessed help, that our dull wits 
may grow brighter, and our feeble understandings may receive heavenly things.

ABEL WAS A KEEPER OF SHEEP. — GENESIS 4:2 

“ays a shepherd Abel sanctified his work to the glory of God and offered a sacrifice of 
blood upon his altar, and the Lord had respect unto Abel and his offering. This early 

type, a foreshadowing of our Lord, is exceedingly clear and distinct. Like the first streak of 
light that tinges the east at sunrise, it does not reveal everything, but it clearly manifests the 
great fact that the sun is coming. As we see Abel, a shepherd and yet a priest, offering a sac- 
rifice of sweet fragrance unto God, we discern our Lord, who brings before His Father a 
sacrifice to which Jehovah ever has respect. Abel was hated by his brother—hated without 
a cause; and even so was the Savior. The natural and carnal man hated the accepted man in 
whom the Spirit of grace was found, and did not rest until his blood had been shed. Abel 
fell and sprinkled his altar and sacrifice with his own blood, and therein sets forth the Lord 
Jesus slain by the enmity of man while serving as a priest before the Lord. “The good shep- 
herd lays down his life for the sheep.”' Let us weep over Him as we view Him slain by the 
hatred of mankind, staining the horns of His altar with His own blood. Abel’s blood speaks. 
“And the LorD said, ‘What have you done? The voice of your brother’s blood is crying to 
me from the ground.’”* The blood of Jesus has a mighty tongue, and the import of its pre- 
vailing cry is not vengeance but mercy. It is precious beyond all preciousness to stand at the 
altar of our Good Shepherd—to see Him bleeding there as the slaughtered priest, and then 
to hear His blood speaking peace to all His flock—peace in our conscience, peace between 
Jew and Gentile, peace between man and his offended Maker, peace all down the ages of eter- 
nity for blood-washed men. Abel is the first shepherd in order of time, but our hearts shall 
ever place Jesus first in order of excellence. Great Keeper of the sheep, we, the people of 
Your pasture, bless You with our whole hearts when we see You slain for us.

TURN MY EYES FROM LOOKING AT WORTHLESS THINGS; 

AND GIVE ME LIFE IN YOUR WAYS. — PSALM 119:37 

here are various kinds of vanity. The cap and bells of the fool, the merriment of the 
world, the dance, and the cup of the dissolute—all these men know to be vanities; 

they wear upon their chest their proper name and title. Far more treacherous are those 
equally vain things—the cares of this world and the deceitfulness of riches. A man may 
follow vanity as truly in a portfolio as in a theater. If he is spending his life in amassing 
wealth, he passes his days in a vain show. Unless we follow Christ and make our God the 
great object of life, we only differ in appearance from the most frivolous. It is clear that there 

is much need of the prayer of our text: “Give me life in your ways.” The psalmist con- 

fesses that he is dull, heavy, all but dead. Perhaps, dear reader, you feel the same. We are 

so sluggish that the best motives cannot quicken us, apart from the Lord Himself. What! 

Will not hell quicken me? Shall I think of sinners perishing, and yet not be awakened? Will 

not heaven quicken me? Can I think of the reward that awaits the righteous and yet be cold? 

Will not death quicken me? Can I think of dying and standing before my God, and yet be 

slothful in my Master’s service? Will not Christ’s love constrain me? Can I think of His 

dear wounds, can I sit at the foot of His cross, and not be stirred with fervency and zeal? 

It seems so! No mere consideration can quicken us to zeal, but God Himself must do it; 

hence the cry, “Give me life in your ways.” The psalmist breathes out his whole soul in vehe- 

ment pleadings; his body and his soul unite in prayer. “Turn my eyes,” says the body. 

“Give me life,” cries the soul. This is a fit prayer for every day. O Lord, hear it in my case 

this night.

amson was thirsty and ready to die. The difficulty was totally different from any that the 
hero had met before. Merely to get thirst quenched is nothing like so great a matter as to 

be delivered from a thousand Philistines! But when the thirst was upon him, Samson felt 
that particular difficulty to be more weighty than the great past difficulty out of which he had 
so specially been delivered. It is very usual for God’s people, when they have enjoyed a 
great deliverance, to find a little trouble too much for them. Samson slays a thousand 
Philistines and piles them up in heaps, and then faints for a little water! Jacob wrestles with 
God at Peniel and overcomes Omnipotence itself, and then goes “limping because of his 
hip!”? Strange that there must be a shrinking of the sinew whenever we win the day. As if 
the Lord must teach us our littleness, our nothingness, in order to keep us within bounds. 
Samson boasted right loudly when he said, “I have slain a thousand men.” His boastful 
throat soon grew hoarse with thirst, and he betook himself to prayer. God has many ways 
of humbling His people. Dear child of God, if after great mercy you are laid very low, your 
case is not an unusual one. When David had mounted the throne of Israel, he said, “I am 
this day weak, though anointed king.” You must expect to feel weakest when you are enjoy- 
ing your greatest triumph. If God has wrought for you great deliverances in the past, your 
present difficulty is only like Samson’s thirst, and the Lord will not let you faint, nor allow 
your enemy to triumph over you. The road of sorrow is the road to heaven, but there are wells 
of refreshing water all along the route. So, tested and tired pilgrim, cheer your heart with 
Samson’s words, and rest assured that God will deliver you before long.

and they bring forth fruit to His glory. But what are they without their God? What are they 
without the continual influence of the Spirit, begetting fruitfulness in them? O believer, 
learn to reject pride, seeing that you have no ground for it. Whatever you are, you have 
nothing to make you proud. The more you have, the more you are in debt to God; and you 
should not be proud of that which renders you a debtor. Consider your origin; look back to 
what you were. Consider what you would have been but for divine grace. Look upon your- 
self as you are now. Does not your conscience reproach you? Do not your thousand wan- 
derings stand before you and tell you that you are unworthy to be called His son? And if 
He has made you anything, are you not taught thereby that it is grace that has made you to 
differ?

his was the wicked question of Satan concerning that upright man of old, but there are 
many in the present day concerning whom it might be asked with justice, for they love

give up all their boasted faith in God. If they can clearly see that since the time of their sup- 
posed conversion the world has gone prosperously with them, then they will love God in their 
poor, carnal way; but if they endure adversity, they rebel against the Lord. Their love is the 
love of the table, not of the host; a love of the cupboard, not of the master of the house. As 
for the true Christian, he expects to have his reward in the next life and to endure hardness 
in this.

is adversity. Remember Christ’s words—”Every branch of mine that does not bear fruit” — 

what?—‘“he takes away, and every branch that does bear fruit he prunes, that it may bear 

more fruit.”* If you bring forth fruit, you will have to endure affliction. “Alas,” you say, “that 

is a terrible prospect.” But this affliction works out such precious results, for the Christian 

who is the subject of it must learn to rejoice in tribulations because as his tribulations abound, 

so his consolations abound by Christ Jesus. Rest assured, if you are a child of God, you will 

be no stranger to the rod. Sooner or later every bar of gold must pass through the fire. Fear 

not, but rather rejoice that such fruitful times are in store for you, for in them you will be 

weaned from earth and made meet for heaven; you will be delivered from clinging to the 

present and made to long for those eternal things that are so soon to be revealed to you.

(es delivers His people from the snare of the fowler in two senses. From and out of. 
First, He delivers them from the snare—He does not let them enter it; and secondly, if 

they should be caught in it, He delivers them out of it. The first promise is the most pre- 
cious to some; the second is the best to others. 

“He will deliver you from the snare.” How? Trouble is often the means God uses to 
deliver us. God knows that our backsliding will soon end in our destruction, and He in mercy 
sends the rod. We say, “Lord, why is this?” not knowing that our trouble has been the 
means of delivering us from far greater evil. In this way many have been saved from ruin by 
their sorrows and their crosses. At other times God keeps His people from the snare of the 
fowler by giving them great spiritual strength, so that when they are tempted to do evil they 
say, “How then can I do this great wickedness and sin against God?”! But what a blessed 
thing it is that if the believer shall, in an evil hour, come into the net, yet God will bring him 
out of it! O backslider, be cast down, but do not despair. Wanderer though you have been, 
hear what your Redeemer says: “Return, O backsliding children; I will have mercy upon 
you.” But you say you cannot return, for you are a captive. Then listen to the promise— 
“For he will deliver you from the snare of the fowler.” You shall yet be brought out of all 
evil into which you have fallen, and though you shall never cease to repent of your ways, 
yet He who has loved you will not cast you away. He will receive you and give you joy and 
gladness, that the bones that He has broken may rejoice. No bird of paradise shall die in 
the fowler’s net.

BUT MARTHA WAS DISTRACTED WITH MUCH SERVING. — LUKE 10:40 

er fault was not that she served: The condition of a servant is commendable in the 
Christian. “I serve” should be the motto of all the princes of the royal family of heaven. 

Nor was it her fault that she had “much serving.” We cannot do too much. Let us do all 
that we possibly can; let head and heart and hands be engaged in the Master’s service. It 
was no fault of hers that she was busy preparing a feast for the Master. Happy Martha, to 
have an opportunity of entertaining so blessed a guest; and happy, too, to have the spirit to 
throw her whole soul so heartily into the engagement. Her fault was that she grew “distracted 
with much serving,” so that she forgot Him and only remembered the service. She allowed 
service to override communion, and so presented one duty stained with the blood of another. 

We ought to be Martha and Mary in one: We should do much service and have much com- 

munion at the same time. For this we need great grace. It is easier to serve than to com- 

mune. Joshua never grew weary in fighting with the Amalekites; but Moses, on the top of 

the mountain in prayer, needed two helpers to sustain his hands. The more spiritual the 

exercise, the sooner we tire in it. The choicest fruits are the hardest to rear; the most heav- 

enly graces are the most difficult to cultivate. Beloved, while we do not neglect external 

things, which are good enough in themselves, we ought also to see to it that we enjoy living, 

personal fellowship with Jesus. See to it that sitting at the Savior’s feet is not neglected, even 

though it be under the specious pretext of doing Him service. The first thing for our soul’s 

health, the first thing for His glory, and the first thing for our own usefulness is to keep our- 

selves in perpetual communion with the Lord Jesus and to see that the vital spirituality of 

our faith is maintained over and above everything else in the world.

you are God’s child; it is your first duty to obey your heavenly Father. A servile spirit you have 
nothing to do with: You are not a slave but a child. And now, inasmuch as you are a beloved 
child, you are bound to obey your Father’s faintest wish, the least intimation of His will. Does 
He bid you fulfill a sacred ordinance? It is at your peril that you neglect it, for you will be 
disobeying your Father. Does He command you to seek the image of Jesus? Is it not your 
joy to do so? Does Jesus tell you, “You therefore must be perfect, as your heavenly Father is 
perfect” ?? Then not because the law commands, but because your Savior enjoins, you will 
labor to be perfect in holiness. Does He bid his saints to love one another? Do it, not 
because the law says, “Love your neighbor,” but because Jesus says, “If you love me, you will 
keep my commandments.”* And this is the commandment that He has given unto you,

Even so would my longing spirit look into 
the secret of the Lord, pierce to the interior of truth, enter into that which is within the veil, 
and reach to my Beloved in very deed. To Jesus must I come: Short of the nearest and dear- 
est communion with Him my panting spirit cannot stay. Blessed Lord Jesus, be with me, 
reveal Yourself, and abide with me all night, so that when I awake I may be still with You. I 
note that the dove brought in her mouth an olive branch plucked off, the memorial of the past 
day and a prophecy of the future. Have I no pleasing record to bring home? No pledge and 
earnest of loving-kindness yet to come? Yes, my Lord, I present You my grateful acknowl- 
edgments for tender mercies that have been new every morning and fresh every evening; 
and now, I pray, put forth Your hand and take Your dove into Your bosom.

i] members of Christ’s Church should be very prayerful, always seeking the unction of

But there are times when God seems especially 
to favor Zion; such seasons ought to be to them like “the sound of marching in the tops of 
the balsam trees.” We ought then to be doubly prayerful, doubly earnest, wrestling more at 
the throne than we have been used to do. Action should then be prompt and vigorous. The 
tide is flowing—now let us pull manfully for the shore. O for Pentecostal outpourings and 
Pentecostal labors. Christian, in yourself there are times “when you hear the sound of march- 
ing in the tops of the balsam trees.” You have a peculiar power in prayer; the Spirit of God 
gives you joy and gladness; the Scripture is open to you; the promises are applied; you walk 
in the light of God’s countenance; you have peculiar freedom and liberty in devotion, and 
more closeness of communion with Christ than before. Now, at such joyous periods when 
you hear the “sound of marching in the tops of the balsam trees,” is the time to rouse your- 
self; now is the time to get rid of any evil habit, while God the Spirit helps your infirmities. 
Spread your sail; but remember what you sometimes sing— 

I can only spread the sail; 

But God must breathe the auspicious gale. 

Only be sure you have the sail up. Do not miss the gale for want of preparation for it. 
Seek help from God, that you may be more earnest in duty when made more strong in 
faith, that you may be more constant in prayer when you have more liberty at the throne, that 
you may be more holy in your conversation while you live more closely with Christ.

IN HIM WE HAVE OBTAINED AN INHERITANCE. — EPHESIANS 1:11 

hen Jesus gave Himself for us, He gave us all the rights and privileges that went with 
Himself; so now, although as eternal God He has essential rights to which no crea- 

ture may venture to pretend, yet as Jesus, the Mediator, the federal Head of the covenant of 
grace, He has no heritage apart from us. All the glorious consequences of His obedience 
unto death are the joint riches of all who are in Him, and on whose behalf He accom- 
plished the divine will. See, He enters into glory, but not for Himself alone, for it is written, 
“Jesus has gone as a forerunner on our behalf.”? Does He stand in the presence of God? 
Christ appears “in the presence of God on our behalf.”* Consider this, believer: You have 

no right to heaven in yourself; your right lies in Christ. If you are pardoned, it is through 

His blood; if you are justified, it is through His righteousness; if you are sanctified, it is 

because He is made of God unto you sanctification; if you shall be kept from falling, it will 

be because you are preserved in Christ Jesus; and if you are perfected at the last, it will be 

because you are complete in Him. Thus Jesus is magnified—for all is in Him and by Him; thus 

the inheritance is made certain to us—for it is obtained in Him; thus each blessing is the 

sweeter, and even heaven itself the brighter, because it is Jesus our Beloved in whom we 

have obtained all. Where is the man who shall estimate our divine portion? Weigh the 

riches of Christ in scales and His treasure in balances, and then think to count the treasures 

that belong to the saints. Reach the bottom of Christ’s sea of joy, and then hope to under- 

stand the bliss that God has prepared for them that love Him. Overleap the boundaries of 

Christ’s possessions, and then dream of a limit to the fair inheritance of the elect. “All are 

yours, and you are Christ’s, and Christ is God’s.”*

t will always give a Christian the greatest calm, quiet, ease, and peace to think of the per- 

Tin righteousness of Christ. How often are the saints of God downcast and sad! I do not 

think they ought to be. I do not think they would be if they could always see their perfec- 

tion in Christ. There are some who are always talking about corruption and the depravity 

of the heart and the innate evil of the soul. This is quite true, but why not go a little further 

and remember that we are perfect in Christ Jesus. It is no wonder that those who are dwelling 

upon their own corruption should wear such downcast looks; but surely if we call to mind 

“Christ Jesus, whom God made . . . our righteousness,”! we shall be of good cheer. What 

though distresses afflict me, though Satan assault me, though there may be many things to 
be experienced before I get to heaven, those are done for me in the covenant of divine grace; 
there is nothing wanting in my Lord—Christ has done it all. On the cross He said, “It is fin- 
ished!” and if it be finished, then am I complete in Him and can rejoice with joy unspeak- 
able and full of glory, “not having a righteousness of my own that comes from the law, but 
that which comes through faith in Christ, the righteousness from God that depends on 
faith.”* You will not find on this side of heaven a holier people than those who receive into 
their hearts the doctrine of Christ’s righteousness. When the believer says, “I live on Christ 
alone; I rest on Him solely for salvation; and I believe that, however unworthy, I am still saved 

in Jesus,” then there rises up as a motive of gratitude this thought: “Shall I not live to 
Christ? Shall I not love Him and serve Him, seeing that I am saved by His merits?” “The 
love of Christ controls us,”* “that those who live might no longer live for themselves but 
for him who for their sake died and was raised.”* If saved by imputed righteousness, we 
shall greatly value imparted righteousness.

THEN AHIMAAZ RAN BY THE WAY OF THE PLAIN, 
AND OUTRAN THE CUSHITE. — 2 SAMUEL 18:23 

Ra is not everything. There is much in the way that we select: A swift foot over hill 
and down dale will not keep pace with a slower traveler upon level ground. How is it 

with my spiritual journey? Am I laboring up the hill of my own works and down into the 
ravines of my own humiliations and resolutions, or do I run by the plain way of “Believe 
and live”? How blessed is it to wait upon the Lord by faith! The soul runs without weari- 
ness and walks without fainting in the way of believing. Christ Jesus is the way of life, and 
He is a plain way, a pleasant way, a way suitable for the tottering feet and feeble knees of 
trembling sinners. Am I found in this way, or am I hunting after another track such as 
priestcraft or metaphysics may promise me? I read of the way of holiness, that the wayfar- 
ing man, though a fool, shall not err therein. Have I been delivered from proud reason and 
been brought as a little child to rest in Jesus’ love and blood? If so, by God’s grace I shall 
outrun the strongest runner who chooses any other path. This truth I may remember to my 
profit in my daily cares and needs. It will be my wisest course to go at once to my God, and 
not to wander in a roundabout manner to this friend and that. He knows my wants and 
can relieve them. To whom should I repair but to Himself by the direct appeal of prayer 
and the plain argument of the promise? “Straightforward makes the best runner.” I will not 
parley with the servants but hasten to their master. ; 

In reading this passage, it strikes me that if men vie with each other in common mat- 
ters, and one outruns the other, I ought to be in solemn earnestness so to run that I may 
obtain. Lord, help me to gird up the loins of my mind, and may I press forward toward the 
mark for the prize of my high calling of God in Christ Jesus.

NO FORGIVENESS OF SINS.—HEBREWS 9:22 

bios is the voice of unalterable truth. In none of the Jewish ceremonies were sins even 
typically removed without blood-shedding. In no case, by no means can sin be par- 

doned without atonement. It is clear, then, that there is no hope for me outside of Christ; 
for there is no other blood-shedding that is worth a thought as an atonement for sin. Am Is 
then, believing in Him? Is the blood of His atonement truly applied to my soul? All men are 
on the same level in terms of their need of Him. Even if we are moral, generous, amiable, or 
patriotic, the rule will not be altered to make an exception for us. Sin will yield to nothing 
less potent than the blood of Him whom God has set forth as a propitiation. What a bless- 
ing that there is the one way of pardon! Why should we seek another? 

Persons of merely formal religion cannot understand how we can rejoice that all our 
sins are forgiven for Christ’s sake. Their works and prayers and ceremonies give them very 
poor comfort; and their unease is no surprise, for they are neglecting the one great salvation 
and endeavoring to get remission without blood. My soul, sit down and recognize that a 
just God is bound to punish sin; then consider how that punishment all falls upon the Lord 
Jesus, and fall down in humble joy at the feet of Him whose blood has made atonement for 
you. It is useless when conscience is aroused to trust in feelings and evidences for comfort; 
this is a bad and sorry habit. The only cure for a guilty conscience is the sight of Jesus suf- 
fering on the cross. “The blood is the life,” says the Levitical law, and let us rest assured 
that it is the life of faith and joy and every other holy grace.

NOW THE RECORDS ARE ANCIENT.—1 CHRONICLES 4:22 

ut not so ancient as those precious things that are the delight of our souls. Let us for a 
moment recount them, repeating them as misers count their gold. The sovereign choice 

of the Father, by which He elected us unto eternal life, before creation, is a matter of vast 
antiquity, since no date can be conceived for it by the mind of man. We were chosen from 
before the foundations of the world. Everlasting love went with the choice, for it was not a 
bare act of divine will by which we were set apart, but the divine affections were concerned. 
The Father loved us in and from the beginning. Here is a theme for daily contemplation. 
The eternal purpose to redeem us from our foreseen ruin, to cleanse and sanctify us and at 

last to glorify us, was of infinite antiquity and runs side by side with immutable love and 

absolute sovereignty. The covenant is always described as being everlasting, and Jesus, the 

second party in it, is from eternity. He struck hands in sacred covenant long before the first 

stars began to shine, and it was in Him that the elect were ordained unto eternal life. In this 

way a most blessed covenant union was established between the Son of God and His elect 

people, which will remain as the foundation of their safety when time shall be no more. Is it 

not profitable to be conversant with these ancient things? Is it not shameful that they should 

be so readily neglected and even rejected by the majority of professing Christians? If they 

knew more of their own sin, would they not be more ready to adore distinguishing grace? Let 

us both admire and adore tonight, as we sing—

SO THEN, BROTHERS, WE ARE DEBTORS. — ROMANS 8:12 

s God’s creatures, we are all debtors to Him: to obey Him with all our body and soul and 

Arceaiese Having broken His commandments, as we all have, we are debtors to His jus- 

tice, and we owe to Him a vast amount that we are not able to pay. But of the Christian it 

can be said that he does not owe God’s justice anything, for Christ has paid the debt His 

people owed; for this reason the believer is in debt to ove. Iam a debtor to God’s grace and 

forgiving mercy; but I am no debtor to His justice, for He will never accuse me of a debt 

already paid. Christ said, “It is finished!” and by that He meant that whatever His people 

owed was wiped away forever from the book of remembrance. Christ has completely satis- 

fied divine justice; the account is settled; the handwriting is nailed to the cross; the receipt is 
given, and we are no longer in debt to God’s justice. But then it follows that since we are 
not debtors to our Lord in that sense, we become ten times more debtors to God than we 
should have been otherwise. Christian, pause and consider for a moment. What a debtor 
you are to divine sovereignty! How much you owe to His disinterested love, for He gave 
His own Son that He might die for you. Consider how much you owe to His forgiving 
grace, that even after ten thousand offenses He loves you as infinitely as ever. Consider 
what you owe to His power; how He has raised you from your death in sin; how He has 
preserved your spiritual life; how He has kept you from falling; and how, though a thou- 
sand enemies have surrounded your path, you have been able to hold on your way. Consider 
what you owe to His immutability. Though you have changed a thousand times, He has 
not changed once. You are as deep in debt as you can be to every attribute of God. To God 
you owe yourself and all you have: Offer yourself as a living sacrifice; it is but your reason- 
able service. 

am EVENING & 
TELL ME... WHERE YOU PASTURE YOUR FLOCK, 

WHERE YOU MAKE IT LIE DOWN AT NOON. — SONG OF SOLOMON 1:7 

hese words may be taken as expressions of the believer’s desire for Christ’s fellowship and 
his longing for present communion with Him. Where do You feed Your flock? In Your 

house? I will go, if I may find You there. In private prayer? Then I will pray without ceas- 
ing. In the Word? Then I will read it diligently. In Your ordinances? Then I will pursue them 
with all my heart. Tell me where this happens, for wherever You stand as the Shepherd, 
there will I lie down as a sheep; for no one but Yourself can supply my need. I cannot be 
satisfied to be apart from You. My soul hungers and thirsts for the refreshment of Your 
presence. “Where you make it lie down at noon.” Whether at dawn or at noon, my only 
rest must be where You are and Your beloved flock. My soul’s rest must be a grace-given 
rest and can only be found in You. Where is the shadow of that rock? Why should I not rest 
beneath it? “Why should I be as one that turns aside by the flocks of your companions?” 
(see v. 76). You have companions—why should I not be one? Satan tells me I am unworthy; 
but I always was unworthy, and yet You have long loved me; and therefore my unworthi- 
ness cannot be a barrier to having fellowship with You now. It is true I am weak in faith 
and prone to fall, but my very feebleness is the reason why I should always be where You feed 
Your flock, that I may be strengthened and preserved in safety beside the still waters. Why 
should I turn aside? There is no reason why I should, but there are a thousand reasons why 
I should not, for Jesus beckons me to come. If He withdrew Himself a little, it is but to 
make me value His presence more. Now that I am grieved and distressed at being away 
from Him, He will lead me again to that sheltered nook where the lambs of His fold are 
sheltered from the burning sun.

. .. EVEN AS THE LORD LOVES. — HosEA 3:1 

Bee look back through all your experience, and think of the way in which the Lord 
your God has led you in the wilderness, and how He has fed and clothed you every 

day—how He has suffered your poor behavior—how He has put up with all your murmur- 
ings and all your longings after the flesh-pots of Egypt—how He has opened the rock to 
supply you and fed you with manna that came down from heaven. Think of how His grace 
has been sufficient for you in all your troubles—how His blood has been a pardon to you 
in all your sins—how His rod and His staff have comforted you. When you have then 
reflected upon the love of the Lord, let faith survey His love in the future, for remember 
that Christ’s covenant and blood have something more in them than the past. He who has 
loved you and pardoned you will never cease to love and pardon. He is Alpha, and He shall 
be Omega also: He is first, and He shall be last. Therefore, remember when you pass through 
the valley of the shadow of death, you need fear no evil, for He is with you. When you 
stand in the cold floods of Jordan, you need not fear, for death cannot separate you from 
His love; and when you come into the mysteries of eternity you need not tremble, “For I 
am sure that neither death nor life, nor angels nor rulers, nor things present nor things to 
come, nor powers, nor height nor depth, nor anything else in all creation, will be able to 
separate us from the love of God in Christ Jesus our Lord.”! Now, soul, is not your love 
refreshed? Does not this make you love Jesus? Does not a survey of the vastness of God’s 
loving care stir your heart and compel you to delight yourself in the Lord your God? Surely 
as we meditate on the love of the Lord, our hearts burn within us, and we long to love Him 
more.

. .. A REFUGE FROM THE AVENGER OF BLOOD. — JOSHUA 20:3 

[ is said that in the land of Canaan, cities of refuge were so arranged that any man might 
reach one of them within half a day at the most. In the same way the word of our salva- 

tion is near to us; Jesus is a present Savior, and the way to Him is short. It is but a simple 
renunciation of our own merit and a laying hold of Jesus to be our all in all. With regard to 
the roads to the city of refuge, we are told that they were strictly preserved, every river was 
bridged, and every obstruction removed, so that the man who fled might find an easy pas- 
sage to the city. Once a year the elders went along the roads to check on their condition, so 
that nothing might impede the flight of anyone and cause them, through delay, to be over- 

taken and slain. How graciously do the promises of the Gospel remove stumbling blocks from 

the way! Wherever there were junctions and turnings, there were signposts clearly stating, 

“To the city of refuge!” This is a picture of the road to Christ Jesus. It is no roundabout 

road of the law; it is no obeying this, that, and the other; it is a straight road: “Believe, and 

live.” It is a road so hard that no self-righteous man can ever tread it, but so easy that every 

sinner who knows himself to be a sinner may by it find his way to heaven. As soon as the man 

seeking refuge reached the outskirts of the city, he was safe; it was not necessary for him to 

be beyond the walls—the suburbs themselves were sufficient protection. Learn from this 

that if you merely touch the hem of Christ’s garment, you shall be made whole; if you can 

only lay hold upon him with “faith as a grain of mustard seed,” you are safe. 

A little genuine grace ensures 
The death of all our sins. 

So waste no time; do not dillydally, for the avenger of blood moves quickly; and it 

could be that he is at your heels even this evening.

t is a sweet thought that Jesus Christ did not appear without His Father’s permission, 

ae consent, and assistance. He was sent by the Father, that He might be the Savior 

of men. We are too apt to forget that while there are distinctions as to the persons in the 

Trinity, there are no distinctions of honor, We are prone to ascribe the honor of our salva- 

tion, or at least the depths of its benevolence, more to Jesus Christ than to the Father. This 

is a very great mistake. Yes, Jesus came, but didn’t His Father send Him? He spoke power- 

fully, but didn’t His Father pour grace into His lips, that He might be an able minister of 
the new covenant? Whoever knows the Father and the Son and the Holy Spirit as they should 
know them never sets one before another in his love; he sees them together at Bethlehem, at 
Gethsemane, and on Calvary, all equally engaged in the work of salvation. O Christian, 
have you put your confidence in the Man Christ Jesus? Have you placed your trust solely 
on Him? And are you united with Him? Then believe that you are united with the God of 
heaven. Since to the Man Christ Jesus you are brother and live in close fellowship, you are 
in this way linked with God the Eternal, and “the Ancient of days” is your Father and your 
friend. Did you ever consider the depth of love in the heart of Jehovah, when God the 
Father equipped His Son for the great enterprise of mercy? If not, meditate today on this: The 
Father sent Him! Contemplate that subject. Think how Jesus works what the Father wills. 
In the wounds of the dying Savior view the love of the great I AM. Let every thought of 
Jesus be also connected with the Eternal, ever-blessed God, for “It was the will of the Lord 

to crush him; he has put him to grief.”!

AT THAT TIME JESUS DECLARED .. . — MATTHEW 11:25 

his is a pointed way in which to begin a verse—“At that time Jesus declared.” If you 
look at the context you will realize that no one had asked Him a question and that He 

was not in conversation with any human being. Yet it is written, “Jesus declared, I thank you, 
Father.” When a man answers, he answers a person who has been speaking to him. Who, 
then, had been speaking to Christ? His Father. Yet there is no record of it; and this should 
teach us that Jesus had constant fellowship with His Father, and that God spoke into His 
heart so often, so continually, that it was not a circumstance peculiar enough to be recorded. 
It was the habit and life of Jesus to talk with God. Let us then learn the lesson that this sim- 
ple statement concerning Him teaches us. May we also enjoy silent fellowship with the Father, 
so that often we answer Him, and although our friends don’t know to whom we speak, we 
will be responding to that secret voice that they do not hear but that our own ear, opened 
by the Spirit of God, recognizes with joy. God has spoken to us; let us speak to God—either 
to affirm that God is true and faithful to His promise, or to confess the sin of which the 
Spirit of God has convinced us, or to acknowledge the mercy that God’s providence has given, 
or to express agreement with the great truths that God the Holy Spirit has revealed to us. 
Intimate communion with the Father of our spirit is a great privilege! It is a secret hidden from 
the world, a joy with which even the nearest friend does not interfere. If we desire to hear 
the whispers of God’s love, our ear must be purged and fit to listen to His voice. This very 
evening may our hearts be in such a condition, so that when God speaks to us, we, like 
Jesus, may be prepared at once to answer Him.

PRAYING AT ALL TIMES. — EPHESIANS 6:18 

Wie countless prayers we have offered from the first moment we learned to pray. Our 
first prayer was a prayer for ourselves; we asked that God would have mercy upon us 

and blot out our sin. He heard us. But when He had blotted out our sins like a cloud, then 
we had more prayers for ourselves. We have had to pray for sanctifying grace, for con- 
straining and restraining grace; we have been led to crave for a fresh assurance of faith, for 
the comfortable application of the promise, for deliverance in the hour of temptation, for help 
in the line of duty, and for comfort in the day of trial. We have been compelled to go to 
God for our souls, as constant beggars asking for everything. Remember, child of God, you 
have never been able to get anything for your soul anywhere else. All the bread your soul 
has eaten has come down from heaven, and all the water it has drunk has flowed from the 
living rock—Christ Jesus the Lord. Your soul has never grown rich in itself; it has always been 
dependent upon the daily provision of God; and consequently your prayers have ascended 
to heaven for a vast range of spiritual mercies. Your wants were innumerable, and therefore 
the supplies have been infinitely great, and your prayers have been as varied as the mercies 
have been countless. So then have you not reason to say, “I love the Lord, because He has 
heard my voice and my pleas for mercy”? For as your prayers have been many, so also have 
God’s answers been. He has heard you in the day of trouble, has strengthened you and helped 
you, even when you dishonored Him by trembling and doubting at His throne. Remember 
this, and let it fill your heart with gratitude to God, who has graciously heard your poor, weak 
prayers. “Bless the LORD, O my soul, and forget not all His benefits.”'

B; encouraged to cheerfully offer intercessory prayer, by remembering that such prayer is 
the sweetest God ever hears. The prayer of Christ is of this character. In all the incense 

that our Great High Priest now puts into the golden censer, there is not a single grain for 
Himself. His intercession must be the most acceptable of all supplications—and the more our 
prayer like Christ’s, the sweeter it will be. Thus while petitions for ourselves will be accepted, 
our pleadings for others, having in them more of the fruits of the Spirit—more love, more 
faith, more brotherly kindness—will be, through the precious merits of Jesus, the sweetest 
sacrifice that we can offer to God. Remember, again, that intercessory prayer is exceedingly 
prevalent [powerful]. What wonders it has accomplished! The Word of God teems with its 
marvelous deeds. Believer, you have a mighty engine in your hand; use it well, use it con- 
stantly, use it with faith, and you will surely be a blessing to others. When you have the King’s 

ear, speak to Him for the suffering members of His body. When you are favored to draw 

very near to His throne, and the King says to you, “Ask, and it will be given to you,” let 

your petitions be, not for yourself alone, but for the many who need His aid. If you have 

any grace at all and are not an intercessor, that grace must be as small as a grain of mustard 

seed. You have just enough grace to float your soul clear from the quicksand, but you have 

no depth of grace or else you would carry in your vessel a heavy cargo of the wants of oth- 

ers, and you would bring back from your Lord rich blessings for them that apart from you 

they might not have obtained.

hen a person is dear, everything connected with him becomes dear for his sake.

Ma people, if they are asked what they understand by salvation, will reply, “Being 
saved from hell and taken to heaven.” This is one result of salvation, but it is not one 

tenth of what is contained in that blessing. It is true our Lord Jesus Christ does redeem all His 
people from the wrath to come; He saves them from the fearful condemnation that their 
sins had brought upon them; but His triumph is far more complete than this. He saves His 
people “from their sins”’—a complete deliverance from our worst foes. Where Christ works 
a saving work, He casts Satan from his throne and will not let him be master any longer. 
No man is a true Christian if sin reigns in his mortal body. Sin will be in us—it will never be 
utterly expelled till the spirit enters glory; but it will never have dominion. There will be a 
striving for dominion—a lusting against the new law and the new spirit that God has 

implanted—but sin will never get the upper hand so as to be absolute monarch of our 

nature. Christ will be Master of the heart, and sin must be mortified. The Lion of the tribe 

of Judah shall prevail, and the dragon shall be cast out. Professing Christian, is sin subdued 

in you? If your life is unholy; your heart is unchanged; and if your heart is unchanged, you 

are an unsaved person. If the Savior has not sanctified you, renewed you, given you a hatred 

of sin and a love of holinesss He has done nothing in you of a saving character. The grace 

that does not make a man better than others is a worthless counterfeit. Christ saves His 

people not in their sins but from them. “. . . for the holiness without which no one will see 

the Lord.”? “Let everyone who names the name of the Lord depart from iniquity.”? If not 

saved from sin, how shall we hope to be counted among His people? Lord, save me now from 

all evil, and enable me to honor my Savior.

hen David made this inquiry, he had just fought the Philistines and gained a classic 

victory. The Philistines came up in great numbers, but, by the help of God, David 

had easily put them to flight. Note, however, that when they came a second time, David 

did not go up to fight them without inquiring of the Lord. Once he had been victorious, 

and he might have said, as many have in other cases, “I shall be victorious again. I may 

rest quite sure that if I have conquered once I shall triumph yet again. Why should I delay 

by seeking God?” Not so David. He had gained one battle by the strength of the Lord; he 

would not venture upon another until he had ensured the same. He inquired, “Shall I go 

up against them?” He waited until God’s sign was given. Learn from David to take no 
step without God. Christian, if you would know the path of duty, take God for your com- 
pass; if you would steer your ship through the dark billows, put the tiller into the hand of 
the Almighty. Many a rock might be escaped if we would let our Father take the helm; many 
a shoal or quicksand we might well avoid if we would leave it to His sovereign will to choose 
and to command. The Puritan said, “As sure as ever a Christian carves for himself, he’ll 

cut his own fingers.” This is a great truth. Another old divine said, “He that goes before 
the cloud of God’s providence goes on a fool’s errand,” and so he does. We must mark God’s 
providence leading us; and if providence delays, wait until providence comes. He who 
goes before providence will be very glad to retreat. “I will instruct you and teach you in 
the way you should go,”! is God’s promise to His people. Let us, then, take all our per- 
plexities to Him and say, “Lord, what will you have me do?” Do not leave your house this 
morning without inquiring of the Lord.

LEAD US NOT INTO TEMPTATION; 

BUT DELIVER US FROM EVIL. — Luke 11:4 [KJV] 

he things we are taught to seek or avoid in prayer, we should equally pursue or avoid in 
action. We should with sincerity avoid temptation, seeking to walk so guardedly in the 

path of obedience that we may never tempt the devil to tempt us. We are not to enter the 
jungle in search of the lion. We might pay dearly for such presumption. This lion may cross 
our path or leap upon us from the jungle, but we have nothing to do with hunting him. He 
that meets with him, even though he wins the day, will find it a tough struggle. Let the 
Christian pray that he may be spared the encounter. Our Savior, who had experience of 
what temptation meant, thus earnestly admonished His disciples, “Pray that you do not enter 
into temptation.” 

But let us do as we will, we shall be tempted; hence the prayer, “deliver us from evil.” 
God had one Son without sin; but He has no son without temptation. The natural man is 
born to trouble as the sparks fly upward, and just as certain the Christian man is born to 
temptation. We must be always on our watch against Satan because, like a thief, he gives 
no intimation of his approach. Believers who have had experience of the ways of Satan 
know that there are certain seasons when he will most probably make an attack, just as at 
certain seasons bleak winds may be expected; thus the Christian is put on a double guard 
by fear of danger, and the danger is averted by preparing to meet it. Prevention is better 
than cure: It is better to be so well armed that the devil will not attack you than to endure 
the perils of the fight even though you come off a conqueror. Pray this evening first that you 
may not be tempted, and then if temptation be permitted, pray that you may be delivered 
from the evil one.

here are many who know “how to be brought low” who have not learned “how to 
abound.” When they are set upon the top of a pinnacle their heads grow dizzy, and 

they are ready to fall. The Christian disgraces his profession more often in prosperity than 
in adversity. It is a dangerous thing to be prosperous. The crucible of adversity is a less 
severe trial for the Christian than the place of prosperity. What leanness of soul and neglect 
of spiritual things have been brought on through the very mercies and bounties of God! Yet 
this is not a matter of necessity, for the apostle tells us that he knew how to abound. When 
he had much, he knew how to use it. Abundant grace enabled him to bear abundant pros- 
perity. When he had a full sail he was loaded with much ballast, and so floated safely. It needs 
more than human skill to carry the brimming cup of earthly joy with a steady hand; yet 
Paul had learned that skill, for he declares, “In any and every circumstance, I have learned 
the secret of facing plenty and hunger.” It is a divine lesson to know how to be full, for the 
Israelites were full once, but while the food was still in their mouths, the wrath of God 
came upon them. Many have asked for mercies, that they might satisfy their own hearts’ 
lust. Fullness of bread has often made fullness of blood, and that has brought on emptiness 
of spirit. When we have plenty of God’s providential mercies, it often happens that we have 
but little of God’s grace, and little gratitude for the blessings we have received. We are full, 
and we forget God: Satisfied with earth, we are content to do without heaven. Rest assured, 
it is harder to know how to be full than it is to know how to be hungry—so desperate is the 
tendency of human nature to pride and forgetfulness of God. Take care that you ask in 
your prayers that God would teach you how to be full.

ay attention to THE INSTRUCTIVE PICTURE: Our sins are like a cloud. As clouds 
P appear in many shapes and shades, so do our transgressions. As clouds obscure the light 
of the sun and darken the landscape below, so do our sins hide from us the light of Jehovah’s 
face and cause us to sit in the shadow of death. They are earthborn things and arise from 
the miry places of our lives; and when they collect and their measure is full, they threaten us 
with storm and tempest. Sadly, unlike clouds, our sins yield us no genial showers but rather 

threaten to deluge us with a fiery flood of destruction. How can it be fair weather when the 

dark clouds of sin remain within our souls? 
Let our happy gaze ponder THE NOTABLE ACT of divine mercy—“blotted out.” God 

Himself appears upon the scene and in divine generosity, instead of manifesting His anger, 

reveals His grace. He at once and forever effectually removes the mischief, not by blowing 

away the cloud, but by blotting it out from existence once and for all. Against the justified 

man no sin remains; the great transaction of the cross has eternally removed his transgres- 

sions from him. On Calvary’s summit the great deed, by which the sin of all the chosen was 

forever put away, was completely and effectually performed. 

Practically let us obey THE GRACIOUS COMMAND: “Return to me.” Why should 

pardoned sinners live at a distance from their God? If all of our sins have been forgiven, let 

no legal fear hold us back from the boldest access to our Lord. Let backslidings be bemoaned, 

but let us not persevere in them. Let us, in the power of the Holy Spirit, work strenuously 

to return to intimate communion with the Lord. O Lord, restore us now, tonight!

Christian should be a striking likeness of Jesus Christ. You have read lives of Christ, 

jeepers and eloquently written, but the best life of Christ is His living biography, writ- 

ten out in the words and actions of His people. If we were what we profess to be, and what 

we should be, we would be pictures of Christ; yes, such striking likenesses of Him that the 

world would not have to hold us to the mirror and say, “Well, it seems somewhat of a like- 

ness”; they would, when they saw us, exclaim, “He has been with Jesus; he has been taught 

by Him; he is like Him; he has caught the very idea of the holy Man of Nazareth, and he 

works it out in his life and everyday actions.” A Christian should be like Christ in his bold- 

ness. Never blush to own your Christianity; your profession will never disgrace you: Take 

care you never disgrace that. Be like Jesus, very valiant for your God. Imitate Him in your 
loving spirit; think kindly, speak kindly, and do kindly, that men may say of you, “He has 
been with Jesus.” Imitate Jesus in His holiness. Was He zealous for His Master? So should 
you be, going about doing good. Do not waste time; it is too precious. Was He self-deny- 
ing, never looking to His own interest? Be the same. Was He devout? Then be fervent in 
your prayers. Did He defer to His Father’s will? So submit yourselves to Him. Was He 
patient? So learn to endure. And best of all, as the highest portraiture of Jesus, try to for- 
give your enemies, as He did; and let those sublime words of your Master, “Father, forgive 
them, for they know not what they do,” always ring in your ears. Forgive, as you hope to 
be forgiven. Heap coals of fire on the head of your enemy by your kindness to him. Good 
for evil, remember, is Godlike. Be Godlike then; and in all ways and by all means so live 
that all may say of you, “He has been with Jesus.”

here is a perfect balance in this. God in His providence operates the scales; on one side 
He puts His people’s trials, and on the other He puts their consolations. When the scale 

of trial is nearly empty, you will always find the scale of consolation in nearly the same con- 
dition; and when the scale of trials is full, you will find the scale of consolation just as 
heavy. When the dark clouds gather, the light is more brightly revealed to us. When night falls 
and the storm is brewing, the Heavenly Captain is always closest to His crew. It is a blessed 
thing that when we are most downcast, then we are most lifted up by the consolations of 
the Spirit. One reason is, trials make more room for consolation. Great hearts can only be 
made by great troubles. The spade of trouble digs the reservoir of comfort deeper and 
makes more room for consolation. God comes into our heart—He finds it full—He begins 
to break our comforts and to make it empty; then there is more room for grace. The hum- 
bler a man is, the more comfort he will always have, because he will be more fitted to 
receive it. Another reason why we are often happiest in our troubles is this—then we have the 
closest dealings with God. When the barn is full, man can live without God: When the 
purse is bursting with gold, we try to do without so much prayer. But when our shelter is 
removed, then we want our God; when the house is purged of idols, then we are compelled 
to honor the Lord. “Out of the depths I cry to you, O LorD!”' There is no cry so good as 
that which comes from the bottom of the mountains, no prayer half so hearty as that which 
comes up from the depths of the soul, through deep trials and afflictions. They bring us to 
God, and we are happier; for nearness to God is happiness. Come, troubled believer, do not 
fret over your heavy troubles, for they are the heralds of weighty mercies.

coi the Father revealed Himself to Old Testament believers before the coming of His Son 

and was known to Abraham, Isaac, and Jacob as God Almighty.

Let us humble ourselves this evening for past neglect, and now 

entreat the heavenly dew to rest upon us, the sacred oil to anoint us, the celestial flame to 

burn within us. The Holy Spirit is not a temporary gift—He remains with the church. 

When we seek Him as we should, we will find Him. He is jealous, but He is full of pity; if 

He leaves in anger, He returns in mercy. Condescending and tender, He does not grow 

tired of us but constantly displays His grace.

— 1 JOHN 3:1-2 

ee what kind of love the Father has given to us.” Consider who we were and what we 

feel ourselves to be even now when corruption is at work within us, and you will won- 

der at our adoption. Yet we are called God’s children. What a high relationship is that of a 

son, and what privileges it brings! What care and tenderness the son expects from his father, 

and what love the father feels toward the son! But all that, and more than that, we now 

have through Christ. As for the temporary drawback of suffering with the elder brother, 

this we accept as an honor: “The reason why the world does not know us is that it did not 
know him.” We are content to be unknown with Him in His humiliation, for we are to be 
exalted with Him. “Beloved, we are God’s children now.” That is easy to read, but it is not 

so easy to feel. How is it with your heart this morning? Are you in the lowest depths of sor- 
row? Does corruption rise within your spirit, and grace seem like a poor spark trampled 
underfoot? Does your faith almost fail you? Fear not, it is neither your graces nor feelings 
on which you are to live: you must live simply by faith in Christ.

ne of the most touching and instructive of the Savior’s miracles is before us tonight.

After she had 

obtained the cure, she rejoiced with trembling: She was glad that the divine virtue had 

worked a marvel in her; but she feared in case Christ should retract the blessing and 

negate the grant of His grace. Little did she comprehend the fullness of His love! We do not 

have as clear a view of Him as we could wish; we do not know the heights and depths of 

His love. But we know of a certainty that He is too good to withdraw from a trembling 

soul the gift that it has been able to obtain. But here is the marvel of it: Although her knowl- 

edge was small, her faith, because it was real faith, saved her, and saved her at once. 

There was no tedious delay—faith’s miracle was instantaneous. If we have faith as a 

grain of mustard seed, salvation is our present and eternal possession. If in the list of the 

Lord’s children we are described as the feeblest of the family, yet, being heirs through faith, 

no power, human or devil, can eject us from salvation.

<4 Pose words show us that contentment is not a natural propensity of man. Weeds grow 
easily. Covetousness, discontent, and murmuring are as natural to man as thorns are to 

the soil. We do not need to sow thistles and brambles; they come up naturally enough, 
because they are indigenous to earth. And so we do not need to teach men to complain; 
they complain fast enough without any education. But the precious things of the earth must 
be cultivated. In order to have wheat, we must plow and sow; if we want flowers, there 
must be the garden, and all the gardener’s care. Now, contentment is one of the flowers of 
heaven, and if we would have it, it must be cultivated; it will not grow in us by nature. It is 
the new nature alone that can produce it, and even then we must be specially careful and 
watchful that we maintain and cultivate the grace that God has sown in us. Paul says, “I have 
learned . . . to be content,” as much as to say he did not know how at one time. It cost him 
some pains to discover that great truth. No doubt he sometimes thought he had learned, 
and then broke down. And when at last he had attained to it and could say, “I have learned 
in whatsoever situation I am to be content,” he was an old, gray-headed man, upon the 
borders of the grave—a poor prisoner shut up in Nero’s dungeon at Rome. We might well 
be willing to endure Paul’s infirmities and share the cold dungeon with him, if we also 
might by some means attain to his good stature. Do not indulge the notion that you can be 
contented with learning or learn without discipline. It is not a power that may be exercised 
naturally but a science to be acquired gradually. We know this from experience. Christian, 
hush that murmur, even though it is natural, and continue as a diligent pupil in the College 
of Contentment.

Ppa weary soul, the Lord is doing this to develop your graces. There are some of your 
graces that would never be discovered if it were not for your trials. Do you not know 

that your faith never looks as good in summer as it does in winter? Love is too often like a 
glowworm, showing but little light unless it is surrounded by darkness. Hope itself is like 
a star—not to be seen in the sunshine of prosperity, and only to be discovered in the night 
of adversity. Afflictions are often the black foils in which God sets the jewels of His chil- 
dren’s graces, to make them shine brighter. It was only a little while ago that on your 
knees you were saying, “Lord, I fear I have no faith. Let me know that I have faith.” Were 
you not really, though perhaps unconsciously, praying for trials? For how can you know that 
you have faith until your faith is exercised? Depend upon it—God often sends us trials so 
that our graces may be discovered and that we may be convinced of their existence. Besides, 
it is not merely discovery; real growth in grace is the result of sanctified trials. God often 
takes away our comforts and our privileges in order to make us better Christians. He 
trains His soldiers not in tents of ease and luxury, but by turning them out and subjecting 
them to forced marches and hard service. He makes them ford through streams, and swim 
through rivers, and climb mountains, and walk many long miles with heavy backpacks of 
sorrow. Well, Christian, may this not account for the troubles through which you are 
passing? Is the Lord bringing out your graces and making them grow? Is it for this reason 
He contends with you?

t is quite certain that those whom Christ has washed in His precious blood need not 
make a confession of sin as culprits or criminals before God the Judge, because Christ has 

forever taken away all their sins in a legal sense, so that they no longer stand where they 
can be condemned, but are once for all accepted in the Beloved. But having become chil- 
dren, and offending as children, should they not every day go before their heavenly Father 
and confess their sin and acknowledge their iniquity in that character? Nature teaches that 
it is the duty of erring children to make a confession to their earthly father, and the grace of 
God in the heart teaches us that we, as Christians, owe the same duty to our heavenly 
Father. We daily offend and ought not to rest without daily pardon. Suppose that my tres- 

passes against my Father are not at once taken to Him to be washed away by the cleansing 

power of the Lord Jesus—what will be the consequence? If I have not sought forgiveness 

and been washed from these offenses against my Father, I shall feel at a distance from Him; 

I shall doubt His love to me;I shall tremble before Him; I shall be afraid to pray to Him: I 

shall grow like the prodigal who, although still a child, was yet far away from his father. 

But if with a child’s sorrow at offending so gracious and loving a Parent, I go to Him and 

tell Him everything, and do not rest until I realize that I am forgiven, then I shall feel a holy 

love to my Father and shall go through my Christian career not only as saved, but as one 

enjoying present peace in God through Jesus Christ my Lord. There is a wide distinction 

between confessing sin as a culprit and confessing sin as a child. The Father’s bosom is the 

place for penitent confessions. We have been cleansed once for all, but our feet still need to 

be washed from the defilement of our daily walk as children of God.

rayer is the forerunner of mercy. Turn to sacred history, and you will find that scarcely ever 

P did a great mercy come to this world unheralded by supplication. You have found this true 

in your own personal experience. God has given you many an unsolicited favor, but still great 

prayer has always been the prelude of great mercy with you. When you first found peace 

through the blood of the cross, you had been praying much and earnestly interceding with 

God that He would remove your doubts and deliver you from your distresses. Your assur- 

ance was the result of prayer. When at any time you have had high and rapturous joys, you 

have been obliged to look upon them as answers to your prayers. When you have had great 

deliverances out of sore troubles and mighty help in great dangers, you have been able to 

say, “I sought the Lor, and He answered me and delivered me from all my fears.”' Prayer 
is always the preface to blessing. It goes before the blessing as the blessing’s shadow. When 
the sunlight of God’s mercies rises upon our necessities, it casts the shadow of prayer far down 
upon the plain. Or, to use another illustration, when God piles up a hill of mercies, He 
Himself shines behind them, and He casts on our spirits the shadow of prayer, so that we may 
rest confident, if we are much in prayer, that our pleadings are the shadows of mercy. Prayer 
is thus connected with the blessing to show us the value of it. If we had the blessings with- 
out asking for them, we should think them common things; but prayer makes our mercies 
more precious than diamonds. The things we ask for are precious, but we do not realize 
their preciousness until we have sought them earnestly.

his case is an excellent pattern of all cases where spiritual life is vigorous. As soon as a 
man has found Christ, he begins to find others. I will not believe that you have tasted of 

the honey of the Gospel if you can eat it all yourself. True grace puts an end to all spiritual 
monopoly. Andrew first found his own brother Simon, and then others. Relationship has a 
very strong demand upon our first individual efforts. Andrew, you did well to begin with 
Simon. I doubt whether there are not some Christians giving away tracts at other people’s 
houses who would do well to give away a tract at their own—whether there are not some 
engaged in works of usefulness abroad who are neglecting their special sphere of usefulness 
at home. You may or may not be called to evangelize the people in any particular locality, 
but certainly you are called to witness to-your own servants, your own family and acquain- 
tances. Let your faith begin at home. Many tradesmen export their best commodities—the 
Christian should not. He should have all his conversation everywhere be the best; but let 
him take care to display and share the sweetest fruit of spiritual life and testimony in his 
own family. When Andrew went to find his brother, he little imagined how eminent Simon 
would become. Simon Peter was worth ten Andrews so far as we can gather from sacred 
history, and yet Andrew was instrumental in bringing him to Jesus. You may be very deficient 
in talent yourself, and yet you may be the means of drawing to Christ one who shall become 
eminent in grace and service. Dear friend, you hardly know the possibilities that are in you. 
You may simply speak a word to a child, and in that child there may be slumbering a noble 
heart that shall stir the Christian church in years to come. Andrew has only two talents, but 
he finds Peter. Go out and do the same.

nd who comforts like Him? Go to some poor, melancholy, distressed child of God; tell

He is 
drinking gall and wormwood, and no matter how you comfort him, you will only get a 
note or two of mournful resignation from him; you will bring forth no psalms of praise, no 
hallelujahs, no joyful sonnets. But let God come to His child, let Him lift up his counte- 
nance, and the mourner’s eyes glisten with hope. Do you not hear him sing— 

‘Tis paradise, if you are here;

You could not have cheered him: but the Lord has done it; He is the “God of all com- 
fort.”' There is no balm in Gilead, but there is balm in God. There is no physician among 
the creatures, but the Creator is Jehovah-rophi. It is marvelous how one sweet word of God 
will make whole songs for Christians. One word of God is like a piece of gold, and the 
Christian is the gold-beater and can hammer that promise out for weeks. So, then, poor 
Christian, you need not sit down in despair. Go to the Comforter, and ask Him to give you 
consolation. You are a poor, dry well. You have heard it said that when a pump is dry, you 
must pour water down it first of all, and then you will get water; and so, Christian, when 
you are dry, go to God, ask Him to shed abroad His joy in your heart, and then your joy 
shall be full. Do not go to earthly acquaintances, for you will find them to be Job’s comforters; 
but go first and foremost to “God, who comforts the downcast,” and you will soon say,

holy character does not prevent temptation—Jesus was tempted. When Satan tempts 
us, his sparks fall upon tinder; but in Christ’s case, it was like striking sparks on water; 

yet the enemy continued his evil work. Now, if the devil goes on striking when there is no 
result, how much more will he do it when he knows what inflammable stuff our hearts are 
made of. Though you become greatly sanctified by the Holy Spirit, expect that the great 
dog of hell will bark at you still. In the haunts of men we expect to be tempted, but even seclu- 
sion will not guard us from the same trial. Jesus Christ was led away from human society into 
the wilderness and was tempted by the devil. Solitude has its charms and its benefits and 
may be useful in checking the lust of the eye and the pride of life; but the devil will follow 

us into the most lovely retreats. Do not suppose that it is only the worldly-minded who 

have dreadful thoughts and blasphemous temptations, for even spiritually minded persons 

endure the same; and in the holiest position we may suffer the darkest temptation. The utmost 

consecration of spirit will not insure you against satanic temptation. Christ was conse- 

crated through and through. It was His meat and drink to do the will of Him that sent Him— 

and yet He was tempted! Your hearts may glow with an angelic flame of love for Jesus, and 

yet the devil will try to bring you down to lukewarm uselessness. If you will tell me when God 

permits a Christian to lay aside his armor, I will tell you when Satan has left off temptation. 

Like the old knights in wartime, we must sleep with helmet and breastplate buckled on, for 

the arch-deceiver will seize our first unguarded moment to make us his prey. May the Lord 

keep us watchful in all seasons and grant us a final escape from the jaw of the lion and the 

paw of the bear.

f we can only grasp these words by faith, we have an all-conquering weapon in our hand. 

leae doubt will not be slain by this two-edged sword? What fear is there that shall not 

fall smitten with a deadly wound before this arrow from the bow of God’s covenant? Will not 

the distresses of life and the pangs of death, will not the internal corruptions and the exter- 

nal snares, will not the trials from above and the temptations from beneath all seem but 

light afflictions when we can hide ourselves beneath the bulwark of “he has said”? Yes; 

whether for delight in peace or for strength in our conflict, “he has said” must be our daily 

resort. And this may teach us the extreme value of searching the Scriptures. There may be a 

promise in the Word that would exactly fit your case, but you may not know of it, and 

therefore you miss its comfort. You are like prisoners in a dungeon, and there may be one key 
in the bunch that would unlock the door, and you might be free; but if you will not look for 
it, you may remain a prisoner still, though liberty is so near at hand. There may be a potent 
medicine in the great pharmacy of Scripture, and you may yet continue sick unless you will 
examine and search the Scriptures to discover what “he has said.” Should you not, besides 
reading the Bible, store your memories richly with the promises of God? You can recollect the 
sayings of great men; you treasure up the verses of renowned poets. So should you not also 
be proficient in your knowledge of the Word of God, so that you may be able to quote it read- 
ily in solving a difficulty or overthrowing a doubt? Since “he has said” is the source of all wis- 
dom and the fountain of all comfort, let it dwell in you richly, as “a spring of water welling 
up to eternal life.”' In this way you will grow healthy, strong, and happy in the divine life.

DO YOU UNDERSTAND WHAT YOU ARE READING? — Acts 8:30 

W: would be more able teachers, and not so easily carried away by every wind of doc- 
trine, if we sought to have a more intelligent understanding of the Word of God. As the 

Holy Spirit, the Author of the Scriptures, is the only one who can enlighten us rightly to 
understand them, we should constantly ask His help to lead us into truth. When the prophet 
Daniel was called upon to interpret Nebuchadnezzar’s dream, what did he do? He set him- 
self to earnest prayer that God would open up the vision. The apostle John, in his vision at 
Patmos, saw a book sealed with seven seals that none was found worthy to open or so 
much as to look upon. The book was afterward opened by the Lion of the tribe of Judah, who 
had prevailed to open it; but it is written first, “I wept much.” The tears of John, which 
were his liquid prayers, were, so far as he was concerned, the sacred keys by which the 
folded book was opened. Therefore, if, for your own and others’ profiting, you desire to be 
“filled with the knowledge of his will in all spiritual wisdom and understanding,”? remem- 
ber that prayer is your best means of study. Like Daniel, you shall understand the dream 
and its interpretation when you have sought it from God; and like John you shall see the seven 
seals of precious truth unloosed after you have wept much. Stones are not broken except by 
a constant, diligent use of the hammer; and the stone-breaker must go down on his knees. 
Use the hammer of diligence, and let the knee of prayer be exercised, and there is not a 
stony doctrine in revelation that is useful for you to understand that will not fly into shivers 
under the exercise of prayer and faith. You may force your way through anything with the 
leverage of prayer. Thoughts and reasoning are like the steel wedges that give a hold upon 
truth; but prayer is the lever that pries open the iron chest of sacred mystery, that we may 
get the treasure hidden inside.

ifs strength that God gives to His Josephs is real strength; it is not a boasted valor, a fic- 
tion, a thing of which men talk but which ends in smoke; it is truae—divine strength, 

Why does Joseph stand against temptation? Because God enables him. There is nothing 
that we can do without the power of God. All true strength comes from “the Mighty One 
of Jacob.” Notice in what a blessedly familiar way God gives this strength to Joseph—“His 
arms were made agile by the hands of the Mighty One of Jacob.” God is represented as 
putting His hands on Joseph’s hands, placing His arms on Joseph’s arms. Just as a father 
teaches his children, so the Lord teaches them that fear Him. He puts His arms upon them. 
Marvelous condescension! God Almighty, Eternal, Omnipotent, stoops from His throne 
and lays His hand upon the child’s hand, stretching His arm upon the arm of Joseph, that 
he may be made strong! This strength was also covenant strength, for it is ascribed to “the 
Mighty One of Jacob.” Now, wherever you read of the God of Jacob in the Bible, you 
should remember the covenant with Jacob. Christians love to think of God’s covenant. All 
the power, all the grace, all the blessings, all the mercies, all the comforts, all the things we 
have flow to us from the fountainhead, through the covenant. If there were no covenant, then 
we should fail indeed; for all grace proceeds from it, as light and heat from the sun. No angels 
ascend or descend except by the ladder that Jacob saw, at the top of which stood a covenant 
God. Christian, it may be that the archers have sorely grieved you and shot at you and 
wounded you, but still your bow remains unmoved. Be sure, then, to ascribe all the glory to 
Jacob’s God.

THE LORD IS SLOW TO ANGER AND GREAT IN POWER. — NAHuM 1:3 

ehovah “is slow to anger.” When mercy comes into the world, she drives winged horses; 
the axles of her chariot-wheels are red-hot with speed. But when wrath goes forth, it toils 

on with tardy footsteps, for God takes no pleasure in the sinner’s death. God’s rod of mercy 
is always in His hands outstretched; His sword of justice is in its scabbard, held down by 
that pierced hand of love that bled for the sins of men. “The LorD is slow to anger” because 
He is “great in power.” He is truly great in power who has power over himself. When 
God’s power restrains Himself, then it is power indeed: The power that binds omnipotence 
is omnipotence surpassed. A man who has a strong mind can bear to be insulted and only 
resents the wrong when a sense of right demands his action. The weak mind is irritated at a 
little; the strong mind bears it like a rock that doesn’t move though a thousand breakers 

dash upon it and cast their pitiful malice in spray upon its summit. God marks His enemies, 

and yet He bestirs not Himself but holds in His anger. If He were less divine than He is, He 

would long have since sent forth the whole of His thunders and emptied the cannons of 

heaven; He would have long ago blasted the earth with the wondrous fires of its lower 

regions, and man would have been utterly destroyed. But the greatness of His power brings 

us mercy. Dear reader, what is your condition this evening? Can you by humble faith look 

to Jesus and say, “My substityte, You are my rock, my trust”? Then, beloved, do not be afraid 

of God’s power; for if by faith you have fled to Christ for refuge, the power of God need no 

more terrify you than the shield and sword of the warrior need terrify those whom he loves. 

Rather rejoice that He who is “great in power” is your Father and Friend.

o promise is for private application. Whatever God has said to one saint, He has said 

Ne all. When He opens a well for one, it is that all may drink. When He opens a gran- 

ary-door to give out food, there may be one starving man who is the reason for it being 

opened, but all hungry saints may come and feed too. Whether He gave the word to Abraham 

or to Moses matters not, believer; He has given it to you as one of the covenanted seed. 

There is not a high blessing too lofty for you, nor a wide mercy too extensive for you. Lift 

up your eyes now to the north and to the south, to the east and to the west, for all this is 
yours. Climb to the mountaintop, and view the utmost limits of the divine promise, for the 
land is all your own. There is not a brook of living water of which you may not drink. If 
the land flows with milk and honey, eat the honey and drink the milk, for both are yours. 
Be bold to believe, for He has said, “I will never leave you nor forsake you.” In this prom- 
ise, God gives His people everything.

.. . TAKE UP HIS CROSS DAILY AND FOLLOW ME. — LUKE 9:23 

Nee do not make your own cross, although unbelief is a master carpenter at cross-mak- 
ing; neither are you permitted to choose your own cross, although self-will wants to be 

lord and master. But your cross is prepared and appointed for you by divine love, and you 
must cheerfully accept it; you are to take up the cross as your chosen badge and burden, 
and not to stand complaining. This night Jesus bids you submit your shoulder to His easy 
yoke. Do not kick at it in petulance, or trample on it in pride, or fall under it in despair, or 
run away from it in fear, but take it up like a true follower of Jesus. Jesus was a cross- 
bearer; He leads the way in the path of sorrow. Surely you could not desire a better guide! 
And if He carried a cross, what nobler burden would you desire? The Via Crucis is the way 
of safety; fear not to tread its thorny paths. 

Beloved, the cross is not made of feathers or lined with velvet; it is heavy and galling to 
disobedient shoulders; but it is not an iron cross, though your fears have painted it with 
iron colors; it is a wooden cross, and a man can carry it, for the Man of Sorrows tried the 
load. Take up your cross, and by the power of the Spirit of God you will soon be so in love 
with it that like Moses you would not exchange the reproach of Christ for all the treasures 
of Egypt. Remember that Jesus carried it; remember that it will soon be followed by the 
crown, and the thought of the coming weight of glory will greatly lighten the present heav- 
iness of trouble. May the Lord help you bow your spirit in submission to the divine will 
before you fall asleep tonight, so that waking with tomorrow’s sun, you may go forth to the 
day’s cross with the holy and submissive spirit that is fitting for a follower of the Crucified. 



FEBRUARY 24 a MORNING & 
I WILL SEND DOWN THE SHOWERS IN THEIR SEASON; 

THEY SHALL BE SHOWERS OF BLESSING. — EZEKIEL 34:26 

Hx: is sovereign mercy—“I will send down the showers in their season.” Is it not sover- 
eign, divine mercy? For who-can say, “I will send down showers” except God? There 

is only one voice that can speak to the clouds and bid them send the rain. “Who sends 
down the rain upon the earth? Who scatters the showers upon the green herb? Do not I, the 
Lord?” So grace is the gift of God and is not to be created by man. It is also needed grace. 
What would the ground do without showers? You may break the clods, you may sow your 
seeds, but what can you do without the rain? Just as absolutely needful is the divine bless- 
ing; you work in vain until God bestows the shower and sends salvation down. Then, it is 
plenteous grace. “I will send down the showers.” It does not say, “I will send down drops,” 
but “showers.” So it is with grace. If God gives a blessing, He usually gives it in such a 
measure that there is not room enough to receive it. Plenteous grace! We need plenteous grace 
to keep us humble, to make us prayerful, to make us holy; plenteous grace to make us zeal- 
ous, to preserve us through this life, and at last to land us in heaven. We cannot do without 
saturating showers of grace. Again, it is seasonable grace. “I will cause the shower to come 
down in their season.” What is your season this morning? Is it the season of drought? Then 
that is the season for showers. Is it a season of great heaviness and black clouds? Then that 
is the season for showers. “As your days, so shall your strength be.”! And here is a varied 
blessing. “I will give you showers of blessing.” The word is in the plural. All kinds of bless- 
ings God will send. All God’s blessings go together, like links in a golden chain. If He gives 
converting grace, He will also give comforting grace. He will send “showers of blessing.” 
Look up today, O parched plant, and open your leaves and flowers for a heavenly watering.

O LORD OF HOSTS, HOW LONG WILL YOU HAVE NO MERCY ON 
JERUSALEM? ... AND THE LORD ANSWERED GRACIOUS AND 
COMFORTING WORDS TO THE ANGEL. — ZECHARIAH 1:12-13 

hat a sweet answer to an anxious inquiry! This night let us rejoice in it. O Zion, there 
are good things in store for you; your time of travail will soon be over; your children 

shall come forth; your captivity shall end. Bear patiently the rod for a season, and under the 
darkness still trust in God, for His love burns toward you. God loves the church with a love 
too deep for human imagination: He loves her with all His infinite heart. Therefore let her 
sons be of good courage; she cannot be far from prosperity to whom God speaks “gracious 
and comforting words.” The prophet goes on to tell us: “I am exceedingly jealous for 
Jerusalem and for Zion.” The Lord loves His church so much that He cannot bear that she 

should go astray to others; and when she has done so, He cannot endure that she should 

suffer too much or too heavily. He will not have his enemies afflict her: He is displeased 

with them because they increase her misery. When God seems most to leave His church, 

His heart is warm toward her. History shows that whenever God uses a rod to chasten His 

servants, He always breaks it afterwards, as if He loathed the rod that gave his children 

pain. “As a father shows compassion to his children, so the LORD shows compassion to those 

who fear him.”? God has not forgotten us because He strikes—His blows are no evidences 

of absence of love. If this is true of His church collectively, it is also necessarily true of each 

individual member. You may fear that the Lord has passed you by, but it is not so: He who 

counts the stars and calls them by their names is in no danger of forgetting His own chil- 

dren. He knows your case as thoroughly as if you were the only creature He ever made or 

the only saint He ever loved. Approach Him and be at peace.

t is pleasant to pass over a country after a storm has spent itself—to smell the freshness of 

bee herbs after the rain has passed away, and to note the drops while they glisten like 

purest diamonds in the sunlight. That is the position of a Christian. He is going through a 

land where the storm has spent itself upon His Savior’s head, and if there be a few drops of 

sorrow falling, they distill from clouds of mercy, and Jesus cheers him by the assurance that 

they are not for his destruction. But how terrible it is to witness the approach of a tem- 

pest—to note the forewarnings of the storm; to mark the birds of heaven as they droop 

their wings; to see the cattle as they lay their heads low in terror; to discern the face of the 

sky as it grows black, and to find the sun obscured, and the heavens angry and frowning! 
How terrible to await the dread advance of a hurricane, to wait in terrible apprehension till 
the wind rushes forth in fury, tearing up trees from their roots, forcing rocks from their 
pedestals, and hurling down all the dwelling-places of man! And yet, sinner, this is your 
present position. No hot drops have fallen as yet, but a shower of fire is coming. No terrible 
winds howl around you, but God’s tempest is gathering its dread artillery. So far the water- 
floods are dammed up by mercy, but the floodgates will soon be opened: The thunderbolts 
of God are still in His storehouse, the tempest is coming, and how awful will that moment 
be when God, robed in vengeance, shall march forth in fury! Where, where, where, O sin- 
ner, will you hide your head, or where will you run to? May the hand of mercy lead you 
now to Christ! He is freely set before you in the Gospel: His pierced side is the place of shel- 
ter. You know your need of Him; believe in Him, cast yourself upon Him, and then the fury 
shall be past forever.

BUT JONAH ROSE TO FLEE TO TARSHISH FROM THE PRESENCE OF 

THE LORD. HE WENT DOWN TO JOPPA. — JONAH 1:3 

| Bes of going to Nineveh to preach the Word, as God told him, Jonah disliked the work 
and went down to Joppa to escape from it. There are occasions when God’s servants shrink 

from duty. But what is the consequence? What did Jonah lose by his conduct? He lost the 
presence and comfortable enjoyment of God’s love. When we serve our Lord Jesus as believ- 
ers should do, God is with us; and though we have the whole world against us, if we have 
God with us, what does it matter? But the moment we retreat and seek to establish our 
own agenda, we are at sea without a pilot. Then we will bitterly lament and groan out, “O 
my God, where have You gone? How could I have been so foolish as to shun Your service, 
and in this way lose all the bright shinings of Your face? This is a price too high. Let me return 
to my allegiance, that I may rejoice in Your presence.” In the next place, Jonah lost all 
peace of mind. Sin soon destroys a believer’s comfort. It is the poisonous tree whose leaves 
distill deadly drops that destroy the life of joy and peace. Jonah lost everything upon which 
he might have drawn for comfort in any other case. He could not plead the promise of 
divine protection, for he was not in God’s ways; he could not say, “Lord, I meet with these 
difficulties in the discharge of my duty; therefore help me through them.” He was reaping 
his own deeds; he was filled with his own ways. Christian, do not play the Jonah unless you 
wish to have all the waves and the billows rolling over your head. You will find in the long 
run that it is far harder to shun the work and will of God than to at once yield yourself to 
it. Jonah lost his time, for he had to go to Tarshish after all. It is hard to contend with God; 
let us yield ourselves to Him immediately. 



FEBRUARY 26 ™ MORNING & 
SALVATION BELONGS TO THE LORD! — Jonau 2:9 

Sees: is the work of God. It is He alone who quickens the soul “dead in. . . tres- 
passes and sins,”' and He it is who maintains the soul in its spiritual life. He is both 

“Alpha and Omega.” “Salvation belongs to the Lorp!” If I am prayerful, God makes me 
prayerful; if I have graces, they are God’s gifts to me; if I hold on in a consistent life, it is 
because He upholds me with His hand. I do nothing whatever toward my own preservation, 
except what God Himself first does in me. Whatever I have, all my goodness is of the Lord 
alone. Whenever I sin, that is my own doing; but when I act correctly, that is wholly and 
completely of God. If I have resisted a spiritual enemy, the Lord’s strength nerved my arm. 
Do I live before men a consecrated life? It is not I, but Christ who lives in me. Am I sancti- 
fied? I did not cleanse myself: God’s Holy Spirit sanctifies me. Am I separated from the 
world? I am separated by God’s chastisements sanctified to my good. Do I grow in knowl- 
edge? The great Instructor teaches me. All my jewels were fashioned by heavenly art. I find 
in God all that I want; but I find in myself nothing but sin and misery. “He only is my rock 
and my salvation.”* Do I feed on the Word? That Word would be no food for me unless 
the Lord made it food for my soul and helped me to feed upon it. Do I live on the bread 
that comes down from heaven? What is that bread but Jesus Christ Himself incarnate, 
whose body and whose blood I eat and drink? Am I continually receiving fresh supplies of 
strength? Where do I gather my might? My help comes from heaven’s hills: Without Jesus 
I can do nothing. As a branch cannot bring forth fruit except it abide in the vine, no more 
can I, except I abide in Him. What Jonah learned in the ocean, let me learn this morning 
in my room: “Salvation belongs to the LORD.” 

m™ EVENING & 
IF THE LEPROUS DISEASE HAS COVERED ALL HIS BODY, 

HE SHALL PRONOUNCE HIM CLEAN OF THE DISEASE. — LEVITICUS 13:13 

Ithough this regulation appears to be strange, yet there was wisdom in it, for the removal 
of the disease proved that the character was healthy. This evening it may be well for us 

to discover this principle to our profit. We, too, are in a sense lepers and may read the law 
of the leper as applicable to ourselves. When a man sees himself to be completely lost and 
ruined, covered with the defilement of sin, with no part free from pollution; when he dis- 
claims all righteousness of his own and pleads guilty before the Lord, then he is clean through 
the blood of Jesus and the grace of God. Hidden, unfelt, unconfessed iniquity is the true 
leprosy of the soul; but when sin is seen and felt, it has received its deathblow, and the Lord 
looks with eyes of mercy upon the afflicted soul. Nothing is more deadly than self-right- 

eousness or more hopeful than contrition. We must confess that we are “nothing else but sin,” 

for no confession short of this will be the whole truth; and if the Holy Spirit is at work in 

us, convincing us of sin, there will be no difficulty about making such an acknowledg- 

ment—it will spring spontaneously from our lips. This text affords great comfort to truly 

awakened sinners: The very circumstance that so grievously discouraged them is here turned 

into a sign and symptom of a hopeful state! Digging out the foundation is the first thing in 

building—and a thorough sense of sin is one of the earliest works of grace in the heart. 

Spiritual lepers, aware of their condition, should take heart from the text and come as they 

are to Jesus. 

For let our debts be what they may, however great or small, 

As soon as we have naught to pay, our Lord forgives us all. 

Tis perfect poverty alone that sets the soul at large: 

While we can call one mite our own, we have no full discharge.

YOU HAVE MADE THE LORD YOUR DWELLING PLACE—THE MOsT HIGH, 

WHO IS MY REFUGE. — PSALM 91:9 

he Israelites in the wilderness were continually exposed to change. Whenever the pillar 

of cloud stopped, the tents were pitched; but the next day the morning sun arose, the 

trumpet sounded, the ark was in motion, and the fiery, cloudy pillar was leading the way 

through the narrow mountain passes, up the hillsides, or along the arid wastes of the wilder- 

ness. They scarcely had time to rest a little before they heard the sound of “Onward! this is 

not your rest; you must keep journeying onward toward Canaan!” They never stayed for long 

in one place. Even wells and palm trees could not detain them. They had an abiding home 
in their God; His cloudy pillar was their roof, and its flame by night their fireplace. They must 
go onward from place to place, continually changing, never having time to settle or to say, 
“Now we are secure; we will stay in this place.” Moses says, “Though we are always chang- 
ing, Lord, you have been our dwelling-place throughout all generations.”’ The Christian 
knows no change with regard to God. He may be rich today and poor tomorrow; he may 
be sick today and well tomorrow; he may be happy today and sad tomorrow—but there is 
no change regarding his relationship to God. If He loved me yesterday, He loves me today. 
My unmoving mansion of rest is my blessed Lord. Even when prospects are few and hopes 
are squashed and joy is waning, I have lost nothing of what I have in God. He is “my 
refuge” to which I continually return. I am a pilgrim in the world, but at home in my God. 
In the earth I wander, but in God I dwell in a quiet dwelling place.

. . . WHOSE ORIGIN IS FROM OF OLD, 

FROM ANCIENT DAYS. — MICAH 5:2 

he Lord Jesus had purposes for His people as their representative before the throne, 
long before they appeared upon the stage of time. It was “from ancient days” that He 

signed the contract with His Father that He would pay blood for blood, suffering for suf- 
fering, agony for agony, and death for death on behalf of His people; it was “from ancient 
days” that He gave Himself up without a murmuring word. From the crown of His head to 
the sole of His foot He sweat great drops of blood; He was spat upon, pierced, mocked, 
torn, and crushed beneath the pains of death. All of this was “from ancient days.” Let our 
souls pause in wonder at God’s purposes from of old. Not only when you were born into 
the world did Christ love you, but His delights were with the sons of men before there were 
any sons of men! He often thought of them; from everlasting to everlasting He had set His 
affection upon them. Since He has been so long about your salvation, will not He accom- 
plish it? Has He from everlasting been going forth to save me, and will He lose me now? It 
is inconceivable that having carried me in His hand, as His precious jewel, He would let me 
now slip from between His fingers.

[ is the believer’s privilege to use this language. If he is looking for anything from the 
world, it is a poor hope indeed. But if he looks to God for the supply of his needs, whether 

temporal or spiritual blessings, his hope will not be in vain. He may constantly draw from 
the bank of faith and get his need supplied out of the riches of God’s loving-kindness. I 
know this: I would rather have God for my banker than all the Rothschilds. My Lord never 
fails to honor His promises; and when we bring them to His throne, He never sends them 
back unanswered. Therefore I will wait only at His door, for He always opens it with the hand 
of abundant grace. At this hour I will turn to Him afresh. But we have “hope” beyond this 
life. We will die soon; and still our “hope is from him.” May we not expect that when we face 
illness He will send angels to carry us to His bosom? We believe that when the pulse is faint 
and the heart is weak, some angelic messenger shall stand and look with loving eyes upon 
us and whisper, “Come away!” As we approach the heavenly gate, we expect to hear the wel- 
come invitation, “Come, you who are blessed by my Father, inherit the kingdom prepared for 
you from the foundation of the world.”' We are expecting harps of gold and crowns of 
glory; we are hoping soon to be among the company of shining ones before the throne; we 
are looking forward and longing for the time when we shall be like our glorious Lord—for 
“We shall see him as he is.”” Then if these are your hopes, O my soul, live for God; live 
with the desire and resolve to glorify Him from whose grace in your election, redemption, 
and calling you safely “hope” for the coming glory.

onsider the faithfulness of divine love. It is clear that this woman had daily necessities. 
She had to feed her son and herself in a time of famine; and now, in addition, the 

prophet Elijah was also to be fed. But though the need was threefold, the supply was not 
spent, for it was constant. Each day she made withdrawals from the jar, but each day it 
remained the same. You, dear reader, have daily necessities, and because they come so fre- 
quently, you are apt to fear that the jar of flour will one day be empty, and the jug of oil will 
fail you. Rest assured that, according to the Word of God, this shall not be the case. Each day, 
though it bring its trouble, it shall also bring its help; and though you should live longer 
than Methuselah, and your needs should be as many as the sands of the seashore, yet God’s 
grace and mercy will last through all your necessities, and you will never know a real lack. 

For three long years, in this widow’s days, the heavens never saw a cloud, and the stars 

never wept a holy tear of dew upon the wicked earth: famine and desolation and death 

made the land a howling wilderness, but this woman was never hungry but always joyful in 

abundance. So it will be with you. You will see the sinner’s hope perish, for he trusts in 

himself; you will see the proud Pharisee’s confidence crumble, for he builds his hope upon the 

sand; you will even see your own plans blown apart, but you will discover that your daily 

needs are amply supplied. Better to have God for your guardian than the Bank of England for 

your possession. You might spend the wealth of the nations, but you can never exhaust the 

infinite mercies of God.

The Master came one night to the door and knocked with the iron hand of the law; the 
door shook and trembled upon its hinges. But the man piled every piece of furniture that he 
could find against the door, saying, “I will not admit the man.” The Master turned away, 
but soon He returned, and with His own soft hand, using most that part where the nail had 
penetrated, He knocked again—softly and tenderly. This time the door did not shake, but, 
strange to say, it opened, and there upon his knees the once unwilling host was found rejoic- 
ing to receive his guest. “Come in, come in; you have knocked in such a tender way that my 
heart is turned to you. I could not think of your pierced hand leaving its blood-mark on my 
door and of your going away without my welcome. Your love has won my heart.” And so 
it is in every case that loving-kindness wins the day. What Moses with the tablets of stone 
could never do, Christ does with His pierced hand. Such is the doctrine of effectual calling. 
Do I understand it experimentally? Can I say with the hymn-writer, “He drew me, and I 
followed on, glad to confess the voice divine”? If so, may He continue in His faithfulness to 
me until at last I shall sit down at the marriage supper of the Lamb.

| Dye reader, have you received the Spirit who is from God? The necessity of the work of 
the Holy Spirit in the heart may be clearly seen from this fact, that all which has been 

done by God the Father and by God the Son will be ineffectual to us unless the Spirit reveals 
these things to our souls. What effect does the doctrine of election have upon any man until 
the Spirit of God enters into him? Election is a dead letter in my consciousness until the 
Spirit of God calls me out of darkness into marvelous light. Then through my calling, I see 
my election, and knowing myself to be called of God, I know myself to have been chosen in 
the eternal purpose. A covenant was made with the Lord Jesus Christ by His Father; but what 
good is that covenant to us until the Holy Spirit brings us its blessings and opens our hearts 
to receive them? These blessings in Christ Jesus are beyond our reach, but the Spirit of God 
takes them down and hands them to us, and so they actually become ours. Covenant bless- 
ings in themselves are like bread in heaven, far out of mortal reach, but the Spirit of God 
opens the windows of heaven and scatters the living bread around the camp of the redeemed. 
Christ’s finished work is like wine stored in the wine-vat; through unbelief we can neither 
draw nor drink. The Holy Spirit dips our vessel into this precious wine, and then we drink; 
but without the Spirit we are as truly dead in sin as though the Father never had elected, 
and though the Son had never bought us with His blood. The Holy Spirit is absolutely nec- 
essary to our well-being. Let us walk lovingly toward Him and tremble at the thought of 
grieving Him.

W;: are engaged in a great war with the Philistines of evil. Every weapon within our reach 
must be used. Preaching, teaching, praying, giving—all must be brought into action, 

and talents that have been thought too mean for service must now be employed. These var- 
ious tools may all be useful in slaying Philistines; rough tools may deal hard blows, and killing 
need not be elegantly done, so long as it is done effectually. Each moment of time, in season 
or out of season; each fragment of ability, educated or untutored; each opportunity, favor- 
able or unfavorable, must be used, for our foes are many and our force but slender. 

Most of our tools need sharpening; we need quickness of perception, tact, energy, 
promptness—in a word, complete adaptation—for the Lord’s work. Practical common 
sense is a very scarce thing among the conductors of Christian enterprises. We might learn 
from our enemies if we would, and so make the Philistines sharpen our weapons. This 
morning let us note enough to sharpen our zeal during this day by the aid of the Holy 
Spirit. Witness the energy of some, how they travel over sea and land to make one proselyte— 
are they to monopolize all the earnestness? Consider what tortures some endure in the ser- 
vice of their idols! Are they alone to exhibit patience and self-sacrifice? Observe the prince 
of darkness, how persevering in his endeavors, how unabashed in his attempts, how daring 
in his plans, how thoughtful in his plots, how energetic in all! The devils are united as one 
man in their infamous rebellion, while we believers in Jesus are divided in our service of 
God and scarcely ever work with unanimity. O that from Satan’s infernal industry we may 
learn to go about like good Samaritans, seeking whom we may bless!

THE UNSEARCHABLE RICHES OF CHRIST. — EPHESIANS 3:8 

he apostle Paul felt it a great privilege to be allowed to preach the Gospel. He did not look 
upon his calling as a drudgery, but he entered upon it with intense delight. Although 

Paul was thankful for his calling, his success in it greatly humbled him. The fuller a ship 
becomes, the deeper it sinks in the water. Idlers may indulge a fond conceit of their abilities, 
because they are untried; but the earnest worker soon learns his own weakness. If you seek 
humility, try hard work; if you would know your nothingness, attempt some great thing for 
Jesus. If you want to feel how utterly powerless you are apart from the living God, attempt 
especially the great work of proclaiming the unsearchable riches of Christ, and you will know, 

as you never knew before, what a weak, unworthy thing you are. Although the apostle thus 

knew and confessed his weakness, he was never perplexed as to the subject of his ministry. 

From his first sermon to his last, Paul preached Christ, and nothing but Christ. He lifted up 

the cross and extolled the Son of God who bled on it. Follow his example in all your per- 

sonal efforts to spread the glad tidings of salvation, and let “Christ and him crucified” be your 

ever-recurring theme. The Christian should be like those lovely spring flowers that, when 

the sun is shining, open their golden cups, as if saying, “Fill us with your beams!” But when 

the sun is hidden behind a cloud, they close their cups and droop their heads. So should the 

Christian feel the sweet influence of Jesus. Jesus must be his sun, and He must be the flower 

that yields itself to the Sun of Righteousness. Oh, to speak of Christ alone—this is the sub- 

ject that is both “seed to the sower and bread to the eater.”' This is the live coal for the lip 

of the speaker, and the master-key to the heart of the hearer.

— ISAIAH 48:10 

omfort yourself, tried believer, with this thought: God says, “I have chosen thee in the 

furnace of affliction” [KJV]. Does not the Word come like a soft shower, assuaging the 

fury of the flame? Yea, is it not a protective shield, against which the heat has no power? 

Let affliction come—God has chosen me. Poverty, you may stride in at my door, but God is 

in the house already, and He has chosen me. Sickness, you may intrude, but I have balsam 

ready—God has chosen me. Whatever befalls me in this vale of tears, I know that He has 

“chosen” me. If, believer, you require still greater comfort, remember that you have the Son 

of Man with you in the furnace. In that silent chamber of yours, there sits by your side One 
whom you have not seen, but whom you love; and often when you do not know it, He 
comforts you in your affliction and softens the place of rest. You are in poverty; but in your 
lovely house the Lord of life and glory is a frequent visitor. He loves to come into these des- 
olate places, that He may visit you. Your friend sticks closely to you. You cannot see Him, 
but you may feel the pressure of His hands. Do you not hear His voice? Even in the valley 
of the shadow of death He says, “Fear not, for 1 am with you; be not dismayed, for I am 
your God.”! Remember that noble speech of Caesar: “Fear not, you carry Caesar and all 
his fortune.” Fear not, Christian; Jesus is with you. In all your difficult trials, His presence 
is both your comfort and safety. He will never leave one whom He has chosen for His own. 
“Fear not, for 1am with you” is His sure word of promise to His chosen ones in the “fur- 
nace of affliction.” Will you not, then, take hold of Christ and say— 

Through floods and flames, if Jesus lead, 

I'll follow where He goes.

HE SAW THE SPIRIT OF GOD DESCENDING LIKE A DOVE. — MATTHEW 3:16 

s the Spirit of God descended upon the Lord Jesus, the head, so He also, in measure, 
descends upon the members of the mystical body. His descent is to us after the same fash- 

ion as that in which it fell upon our Lord. There is often a sudden swiftness about it; before 
we are even aware of it, we are impelled onward and heavenward beyond all expectation. Yet 
there is none of the hurry of earthly haste, for the wings of the dove are as soft as they are 
swift. Quietness seems essential to many spiritual operations; the Lord is in the still small 
voice, and like the dew, His grace is distilled in silence. The dove has always been the cho- 
sen type of purity, and the Holy Spirit is holiness itself. Where He comes, everything that is 
pure and lovely and of good report is made to abound, and sin and uncleanness depart. Peace 
reigns also where the Holy Dove comes with power; He bears the olive branch, which 
shows that the waters of divine wrath are assuaged. Gentleness is a sure result of the Sacred 
Dove’s transforming power: Hearts touched by His benign influence are meek and lowly from 
that point and forever. Harmlessness follows as a matter of course; eagles and ravens may 
hunt their prey—the turtledove can endure wrong but cannot inflict it. We must be harm- 
less as doves. The dove is an apt picture of love; the voice of the turtle is full of affection. 
And so the soul visited by the blessed Spirit abounds in love to God, in love to the brethren, 
and in love to sinners, and above all, in love to Jesus. The brooding of the Spirit of God 
upon the face of the deep first produced order and life, and in our hearts He causes and fos- 
ters new life and light. Blessed Spirit, as You did rest upon our dear Redeemer, even so rest 
upon us from this time forward and forever.

MY GRACE IS SUFFICIENT FOR YOU. — 2 CORINTHIANS 12:9 

If none of God’s saints were poor and tried, we should not know half so well the consola- 
tions of divine grace. When we find the wanderer who has nowhere to lay his head who still 

can say, “I will trust in the Lord,*“or when we see the pauper starving on bread and water 
who still glories in Jesus, when we see the bereaved widow overwhelmed in affliction and 
yet having faith in Christ—oh, what honor it reflects on the Gospel. God’s grace is illus- 
trated and magnified in the poverty and trials of believers. Saints bear up under every dis- 
couragement, believing that all things work together for their good, and that out of apparent 
evils a real blessing shall ultimately spring—that their God will either work a deliverance 
for them speedily or most assuredly support them in the trouble, as long as He is pleased to 
keep them in it. This patience of the saints proves the power of divine grace. There is a 
lighthouse out at sea: It is a calm night—I cannot tell whether the edifice is firm. The tem- 
pest must rage about it, and then I shall know whether it will stand. So with the Spirit’s work: 
If it were not on many occasions surrounded with tempestuous waters, we would not know 
that it was true and strong; if the winds did not blow upon it, we would not know how 
firm and secure it was. The masterworks of God are those men who stand in the midst of 
difficulties steadfast, unmovable— 

Calm mid the bewildering cry, 
Confident of victory. 

The one who would glorify his God must be prepared to meet with many trials. No one 
can be illustrious before the Lord unless his conflicts are many. If, then, yours is a much- 
tried path, rejoice in it, because you will be better able to display the all-sufficient grace of 
God. As for His failing you, never dream of it—hate the thought. The God who has been 
sufficient until now should be trusted to the end. 

om EVENING & 
THEY FEAST ON THE ABUNDANCE OF YOUR HOUSE. — PSALM 36:8 

heba’s queen was amazed at the sumptuousness of Solomon’s table. She lost all heart when 
she saw the provision of a single day; and she marveled equally at the company of servants 

who enjoyed the king’s feast. But what is this in comparison to the abundance of the God 
of grace? Ten thousand thousand of His people are daily fed; hungry and thirsty, they bring 
large appetites with them to the banquet, but not one of them returns unsatisfied; there is 
enough for each, enough for all, enough forevermore. Although the company that eats at 
Jehovah’s table is as countless as the stars of heaven, yet each one has his own portion. 
Think how much grace one saint requires, so much that nothing but the Infinite could sup- 
ply him for one day; and yet the Lord spreads His table not for one, but for many saints; 

not for one day, but for many years; not for many years only, but for generation after gen- 

eration. Consider the full feasting spoken of in the text; the guests at mercy’s banquet are 

satisfied—more, abundantly satisfied, and not with ordinary fare, but with the peculiar abun- 

dance of God’s own house; and such feasting is guaranteed by a faithful promise to all 

those children of men who put their trust under the shadow of Jehovah’s wings. I once 

thought that if I could just’get the leftovers at God’s back door of grace I would be satisfied, 

like the woman who said, “The dogs eat the crumbs that fall from their masters’ table.” 

But no child of God is ever served with scraps and leftovers; like Mephibosheth, they all eat 

from the King’s own table. In matters of grace, we all have Benjamin’s portion—we all have 

ten times more than we could have expected; and though our necessities are great, yet are 

we often amazed at the marvelous fullness of grace that God gives us richly to enjoy. 



MARCH 5 am MORNING 
LET US NOT SLEEP, AS OTHERS DO. — 1 THESSALONIANS 5:6 

here are many ways of encouraging the Christian to stay awake. First, let me strongly 

advise Christians to talk to each other about the ways of the Lord. In Bunyan’s Pilgrim’s 

Progress, Christian and Hopeful, on their journey to the Celestial City, said to themselves, 

“To prevent drowsiness in this place, let us fall into good discourse.” Christian inquired, 

“Brother, where shall we begin?” And Hopeful answered, “Where God began with us.” Then 

Christian sang this song: 

When saints do sleepy grow, let them come hither, 

And hear how these two pilgrims talk together; 

Yea, let them learn of them, in any wise, 

Thus to keep open their drowsy slumb’ring eyes. 

Saints’ fellowship, if it be managed well, 

Keeps them awake, and that in spite of hell. 

Christians who isolate themselves and walk alone are very liable to grow drowsy. Keep 
Christian company, and you will be kept wakeful by it, and refreshed and encouraged to 
make quicker progress on the road to heaven. But as you enjoy fellowship with others in 
the ways of God, take care that the theme of your conversation is the Lord Jesus. Let the 
eye of faith be constantly looking to Him; let your heart be full of Him; let your lips speak 
of His worth. Friend, live near to the cross, and you will not sleep. Work hard to impress 
yourself with a deep sense of the value of the place to which you are going. If you remem- 
ber that you are going to heaven, you will not sleep on the road. If you think that hell is 
behind you, and the devil pursuing you, you will not loiter. Would the innocent sleep with the 
enemy in pursuit and the city of refuge before him? Christian, will you sleep while the 
pearly gates are open—the songs of angels waiting for you to join them—a crown of gold 
ready for your brow? Ah, no! In holy fellowship continue to watch and pray, that you enter 
not into temptation. 

om EVENING & 
SAY TO MY SOUL, “I AM YOUR SALVATION!” — PsaLM 35:3 

hat does this sweet prayer teach me? It shall be my evening’s petition; but first let it 
grant me an instructive meditation. The text informs me first of all that David had 

his doubts; for why should he pray, “Say to my soul, ‘I am your salvation’” if he were not 
sometimes exercised with doubts and fears? Let me, then, be encouraged that I am not the 
only saint who has to face such faltering faith. If David doubted, I need not conclude that I 
am not a Christian because I have doubts. The text reminds me that David was not content 
while he had doubts and fears, but he proceeded directly to the mercy-seat to pray for 
assurance, for he valued it as much as gold. I too must work to foster a continual sense of 
being accepted in the Beloved and must have no joy when His love is not shed abroad in 
my soul. When my Bridegroom is gone, my soul must long for Him. I learn also that David 
knew where to obtain full assurance. He went to his God in prayer, crying, “Say to my 
soul, ‘I am your salvation.’” I need to be often alone with God if I am to enjoy a clear sense 
of Jesus’ love. When my prayers cease, my eye of faith will grow dim. Much in prayer, 
much in heaven; slow in prayer, slow in progress. I notice that David would not be satisfied 
unless his assurance had a divine source. “Say to my soul . . .” Lord, speak to me! Nothing 
less than a divine testimony in the soul will ever content the true Christian. Moreover, 
David could not rest unless his assurance had a vivid personality about it. “Say to my soul, 
‘Iam your salvation.’” Lord, if You said this to all the saints, it means little unless You should 
say it to me. Lord, I have sinned; I do not deserve Your smile; I scarcely dare to ask for it. 
But oh, say to my soul, even to my soul, “I am your salvation.” Let me have a present, per- 
sonal, infallible, indisputable sense that I am Yours and that You are mine. 



MARCH 6 ™ MORNING w& 
YOU MUST BE BORN AGAIN. — JOHN 3:7 

| Re Se ateapee’ is a subject that lies at the very basis of salvation, and we should be very 
diligent to make sure that we really are “born again,” for there are many who imagine 

they are, who are not. Be assured that to be called a Christian is not the same nature as 
being a Christian, and that being born in a Christian country and being recognized as pro- 
fessing the Christian religion is of no significance at all unless there be something more added 
to it. Being “born again” is a matter so mysterious that human words cannot describe it. “The 
wind blows where it wishes, and you hear its sound, but you do not know where it comes 
from or where it is goes. So it is with everyone who is born of the Spirit.” Nevertheless, it is 
a change that is known and felt—known by works of holiness and felt by a gracious experi- 
ence. This great work is supernatural. It is not an operation that a man performs for him- 
self: A new principle is infused that works in the heart, renews the soul, and affects his 
whole life. It is not a change of my name, but a renewal of my nature, so that I am not the 
man I used to be, but a new man in Christ Jesus. To wash and dress a corpse is a far differ- 
ent thing from making it alive: Man can do the one—God alone can do the other.

It is no longer 
I who live, but Christ who lives in me.” May the Lord grant us assurance on this vital 
point, for to be unregenerate is to be unsaved, unpardoned, without God, and without 
hope.

BEFORE DESTRUCTION A MAN’S HEART IS HAUGHTY. — PROVERBS 18:12 

t is an old and common saying that “coming events cast their shadows before them.” 
The wise man teaches us that a haughty heart is the precursor of evil. Pride is as clearly 

the sign of destruction as the change of mercury in the barometer is the sign of rain, and 
far more infallibly so than that. When men have ridden the high horse, destruction has 
always overtaken them. Let David’s aching heart show that there is an eclipse of a man’s 
glory when he dotes upon his own greatness (2 Samuel 24:10). Observe Nebuchadnezzar, 
the mighty builder of Babylon, creeping on the earth, devouring grass like a beast, his 
nails grown like the bird’s claws, and his hair like eagle’s feathers (Daniel 4:33). Pride 
made the boaster a beast, as once before it made an angel a devil. God hates high looks 
and never fails to bring them down. All the arrows of God are aimed at proud hearts. 

O Christian, is your heart haughty this evening? For pride can get into the Christian’s 

heart as well as into the sinner’s; it can delude him into dreaming that he is “rich, I have pros- 

pered, and I need nothing.”' Are you glorying in your graces or your talents? Are you 

proud of yourself and your spiritual experiences? Be careful, reader—there is a destruction 

coming to you also. Your flaunting poppies of self-conceit will be pulled up by the roots, 

your mushrooming graces will wither in the burning heat, and your self-sufficiency will 

become as straw for the dunghill. If we forget to live at the foot of the cross in deepest 

lowliness of spirit, God will not forget to discipline us for our good. A destruction will come 

to you, O unduly exalted believer, the destruction of your joys and of your comforts, 

although there can be no destruction of your soul. Therefore, “Let the one who boasts, boast 

in the Lord.”*

the wheels are taken from the chariot, and we drag ourselves along. With faith I can do all 

things; without faith I will be missing both the inclination and the power to do anything in 

the service of God. If you want to find the men who serve God best, you must look for men 

of faith. Little faith will save a man, but little faith cannot do great things for God. Poor Little- 

faith could not have fought “Apollyon”; it needed “Christian” to do that. Poor Little-faith 

could not have slain “Giant Despair”; it required “Great-heart’s” arm to knock that mon- 

ster down. Little faith will go to heaven most certainly, but it often has to hide itself in a 
nutshell, and it frequently loses all but its jewels. Little-faith says, “It is a rough road, beset 
with sharp thorns, and full of dangers; I am afraid to go;” but Great-faith remembers the 
promise, “Your bars shall be iron and bronze, and as your days, so shall your strength be”;’ 
and so she boldly ventures. Little-faith stands despondently, mingling her tears with the flood; 
but Great-faith sings, “When you pass through the waters, I will be with you; and through 
the rivers, they shall not overwhelm you,”? and she crosses the stream at once. Do you 
want to be comfortable and happy? To enjoy the journey do you desire cheerfulness rather 
than gloom? Then “have faith in God.” If you love darkness and are satisfied to dwell in 
gloom and misery, then be content with little faith; but if you love the sunshine and would 
sing songs of rejoicing, covet earnestly this best gift, great faith.

N: doubt the reader has been tempted to rely upon the things that are seen instead of rest- 
ing alone upon the invisible God.

Does this evening’s passage 
meet the eye of a child of God who is filled with anxiety? Then let us reason with you. You 
trust in Jesus, and only in Jesus, for your salvation; then why are you troubled?

Is God not enough for your need, or is His all-sufficiency too narrow for 
your wants? Do you need another to watch for you when you have Him who sees every secret 
thing? Is His heart faint? Is His arm weary? If so, seek another God; but if He is infinite, 
omnipotent, faithful, true, and all-wise, why do you run around seeking another confi- 
dence? Why do you scour the earth to find another foundation when this is strong enough 
to bear all the weight that you can ever build on it? Christian, do not mix your wine with 
water; do not tarnish the gold of faith with the dross of human confidence. Wait only upon 
God, and let your expectation be from Him. Do not covet Jonah’s gourd but rest in Jonah’s 
God. Let the sandy, shaky foundations be the choice of fools; but you, like one who sees the 
approaching storm, build for yourself an abiding place upon the Rock of Ages.

Ge people have their trials. It was never God’s plan, when He chose His people, that 
they should be untested. They were chosen in the furnace of affliction; they were never 

chosen for worldly peace and earthly joy. Freedom from sickness and the pains of mortality 
was never promised to them; but when their Lord drew up the charter of privileges, He 
included chastisements among the things to which they should inevitably be heirs. Trials 
are a part of our experience; they were predestinated for us in Christ’s last legacy. As surely 
as the stars are fashioned by His hands, and their orbits fixed by Him, so surely are our tri- 
als allotted to us. He has ordained their season and their place, their intensity and the effect 
they shall have upon us. Good men must never expect to escape troubles; if they do, they 
will be disappointed, for none of their predecessors have been without them. Consider the 
patience of Job; remember Abraham, for he had his trials, and facing them with faith, he 
became the father of the faithful. Review the biographies of all the patriarchs, prophets, apos- 
tles, and martyrs, and you will find that each of those whom God made vessels of mercy were 
made to pass through the fire of affliction. God has ordained that the cross of trouble 
should be engraved on every vessel of mercy, as the royal insignia distinguishing the King’s 
vessels of honor. But even though tribulation is the path of God’s children, they have the com- 
fort of knowing that their Master has walked it before them. They have His presence and 
sympathy to cheer them, His grace to support them, and His example to teach them how to 
endure; and when they reach “the kingdom,” it will more than make amends for the “many 
tribulations” through which they passed to enter it.

[ee every matter there is a bright as well as a dark side. Rachel was overwhelmed with 
the sorrow of her own travail and death; Jacob, while mourning the loss of his wife, could 

see the mercy of the child’s birth. It is good for us if, while the flesh mourns over trials, our 
faith triumphs in divine faithfulness. Samson’s lion yielded honey, and so will our adversi- 
ties, if rightly considered. The stormy sea feeds multitudes with its fish; the wild wood blooms 
with beautiful flowers; the stormy wind sweeps away disease, and the biting frost loosens 
the soil. Dark clouds distill bright drops, and black earth grows lovely flowers. A vein of good 
is to be found in every mine of evil. Sad hearts have peculiar skill in discovering the most 
disadvantageous point of view from which to gaze upon a trial; if there were only one swamp 

in the world, they would soon be up to their necks in it, and if there were only one lion in 

the desert they would hear it roar. About us all there is a tinge of this wretched folly, and 

we are apt, at times, like Jacob, to cry, “All these things are against me.” Faith’s way of 

walking is to cast all care upon the Lord, and then to anticipate good results from the worst 

calamities. Like Gideon’s men, she does not fret over the broken pitcher but rejoices that 

the lamp shines with even more brilliance. Out of the rough oyster-shell of difficulty she 

extracts the rare pearl of honor, and from the deep ocean-caves of distress she discovers the 

priceless coral of experience. When her flood of prosperity ebbs, she finds treasures hidden 

in the sands; and when her sun of delight goes down, she turns her telescope of hope to the 

starry promises of heaven. When death itself appears, faith points to the light of resurrec- 

tion beyond the grave, thus making our dying Ben-oni to be our living Benjamin.

eware of thinking lightly of sin. At the time of conversion, the conscience is so tender 

Bax we are afraid of the slightest sin. Young converts have a holy timidity, a godly fear 

of offending God. But sadly very soon the fine bloom upon these first ripe fruits is removed 

by the rough handling of the surrounding world: The sensitive plant of young piety turns 

into a willow in later life, too pliable, too easily yielding. It is sadly true that even a Christian 

may grow by degrees so callous that the sin that once startled him does not alarm him in 

the least. By degrees men get familiar with sin. The ear in which the cannon has been 

booming will not notice slight sounds. At first a little sin startles us; but soon we say, “Is it 

not a little one?” Then there comes another, larger, and then another, until by degrees we 
begin to regard sin as but a small matter; and this is followed by an unholy presumption: 
“We have not fallen into open sin. True, we tripped a little, but we stood upright for the 
most part. We may have uttered one unholy word, but as for most of our conversation, it 
has been consistent.” So we toy with sin; we throw a cloak over it; we call it by dainty 
names. Christian, beware of thinking lightly of sin. Take heed in case you fall little by lit- 
tle. Sin a little thing? Is it not a poison? Who knows its deadliness? Sin a little thing? Do 
not the little foxes spoil the grapes? Doesn’t the tiny coral insect build a rock that wrecks a 
navy? Do not little strokes fell lofty oaks? Will not continual drippings wear away stones? 
Sin a little thing? It put a crown of thorns on Jesus’ head and pierced His heart! It made Him 
suffer anguish, bitterness, and woe. If you could weigh the least sin in the scales of eter- 
nity, you would run from it as from a serpent and abhor the slightest appearance of evil. 
Look upon all sin as that which crucified the Savior, and you will see it to be “sinful 
beyond measure.”

he surpassing grace of God is seen very clearly in that we were not only sought, but 
sought out. Men seek for a thing that is lost upon the floor of the house, but in such a 

case there is only seeking, not seeking out. The loss is more perplexing and the search more 
persevering when a thing is sought out. We were mingled with the mire: We were as when 
some precious piece of gold falls into the sewer, and men gather out and carefully inspect a 
mass of abominable filth, and continue to stir and rake, and search among the heap until 
the treasure is found. Or, to use another figure, we were lost in a maze; we wandered here and 
there, and when mercy came after us with the Gospel, it did not find us at the first com- 
ing—it had to search for us and seek us out; for we as lost sheep were so desperately lost 
and had wandered into such a strange country that it did not seem possible that even the 
Good Shepherd could track our devious roamings. Glory be to unconquerable grace, we were 
sought out! No darkness could hide us, no filthiness could conceal us; we were found and 
brought home. Glory be to infinite love—God the Holy Spirit restored us! 

If the lives of some of God’s people could be written, they would fill us with holy aston- 
ishment. Strange and marvelous are the ways that God used in their case to find His own. 
Blessed be His name, He never relinquishes the search until the chosen are sought out effec- 
tually. They are not a people sought today and cast away tomorrow. Almightiness and wis- 
dom combined will make no failures; they shall be called, “Sought Out!” That any should 
be sought out is matchless grace, but that we should be sought out is grace beyond degree!

Perhaps, on the other hand, you are rich, and the poor live nearby. Do not scorn to call 
them neighbors. Admit that you are bound to love them. The world calls them your inferi- 
ors. In what way are they inferior? They are far more your equals than your inferiors, for “He 
made from one man every nation of mankind to live on all the face of the earth.”! Your 
clothes are better than theirs, but you are in no way better than them. They are men, and what 
are you more than that? Pay attention that you love your neighbor even though he be in 
rags or sunken in the depths of poverty. 

But perhaps you say, “I cannot love my neighbors because no matter what I do for 
them they respond with ingratitude and contempt.” All the more reason for the heroism of 
love. Would you be a featherbed warrior instead of bearing the rough fight of love? He who 
dares the most shall win the most; and if the path of love is rough, tread it boldly, still lov- 
ing your neighbors through thick and thin. Heap coals of fire on their heads, and if they are 
hard to please, do not seek to please them, but to please your Master; and remember if they 
spurn your love, your Master has not spurned it, and your deed is as acceptable to Him as 
if it had been acceptable to them.

ired out by her wanderings, the dove finally returns to the ark as her only resting place. 
How heavily she flies—she will drop—she will never reach the ark! But she struggles 

on. Noah has been looking out for his dove all day long and is ready to receive her. She has 
just enough strength to reach the edge of the ark; she can hardly alight upon it and is ready 
to drop when Noah puts forth his hand and pulls her in unto him. Note that: “brought her 
into the ark with him.” She did not fly right in herself, because she was too fearful or too 
weary to do so. She flew as far as she could, and then he put out his hand and pulled her in 
with him. This act of mercy was shown to the wandering dove, and she was not scolded for 
her wanderings. Just as she was, she was pulled into the ark. So you, seeking sinner, with all 
your sin, will be received. “Only return”—those are God’s two gracious words—“ only 
return.” What! Nothing else? No; “only return.” She had no olive branch in her mouth this 
time, nothing at all but just herself and her wanderings; but it is “only return,” and she 
does return, and Noah pulls her in.

Every moment you delay increases your misery; your attempts to plume yourself 
and make yourself fit for Jesus are all vanity. Come to Him just as you are. If you are run- 
ning and hiding from God, then return as a backslider with all your backslidings about 
you. Return, return, return! Jesus is waiting for you! He will stretch forth His hand and 
pull you in—in to Himself, your heart’s true home.

hrist has grace without measure in Himself, but He has not retained it for Himself. As 

Ca. reservoir empties itself into the pipes, so Christ has emptied out His grace for His peo- 

ple. “From His fullness we have all received, grace upon grace.”' He seems only to have all 

this in order to dispense to us. He stands like the fountain, always flowing, but only run- 

ning in order to supply the empty pitchers and the thirsty lips that draw near to it. Like a tree, 

He bears sweet fruit, not to hang on branches, but to be gathered by those who need it. Grace, 

whether its work be to pardon, to cleanse, to preserve, to strengthen, to enlighten, to quicken, 

or to restore, is ever to be had from Him freely and without price; nor is there one form of 

the work of grace that He has not bestowed upon His people. As the blood of the body, 
though flowing from the heart, belongs equally to every member, so the influences of grace 
are the inheritance of every saint united to the Lamb; and herein there is a sweet commun- 
ion between Christ and His church, inasmuch as they both receive the same grace. Christ is 
the head upon which the oil is first poured; but the same oil runs to the very skirts of the 
garments, so that the meanest saint has an unction of the same costly moisture as that 
which fell upon the head. This is true communion when the sap of grace flows from the 
stem to the branch, and when it is perceived that the stem itself is sustained by the very 
nourishment that feeds the branch. As we day by day receive grace from Jesus, and more con- 
stantly recognize it as coming from Him, we shall behold Him in communion with us and 
enjoy the joy of communion with Him. Let us make daily use of our riches and constantly 
come to Him as our own covenant Lord, taking from Him the supply of all we need with as 
much boldness as men take money from their own wallet.

his is no unusual occurrence; it is the general rule of the moral universe that the pros-

God does not give harvests 
to lazy men except harvests of thistles, nor is He pleased to send wealth to those who will 
not dig in the field to find its hidden treasure. It is universally confessed that if a man would 
prosper, he must be diligent in business. It is the same in the matter of faith as it is in 
other things. If you would prosper in your work for Jesus, let it be heart work, and let it 
be done with all your heart. Put as much force, energy, heartiness, and earnestness into 
faith as ever you do into business, for it deserves far more. The Holy Spirit helps our 
weaknesses, but He does not encourage our laziness; He loves active believers. Who are the 
most useful men in the Christian church? The men who do what they undertake for God 
with all their hearts. Who are the most successful Sunday school teachers? The most tal- 
ented? No. The most zealous; those whose hearts are on fire—they are the ones who see 
their Lord riding forth prosperously in the majesty of His salvation. Wholeheartedness 
shows itself in perseverance; there may be failure at first, but the earnest worker will say, 
“It is the Lord’s work, and it must be done; my Lord has called me to do it, and in His 
strength I will accomplish it.” Christian, are you serving your Master with all your heart? 
Remember the earnestness of Jesus! Think what heart-work was His! He could say, “Zeal 
for Your house has consumed me.” When He sweat great drops of blood, it was no light 
burden He had to carry upon those blessed shoulders; and when He poured out His 
heart, it was no weak effort He was making for the salvation of His people. Was Jesus in 
earnest, and we are lukewarm?

uch was the prayer of the “man after God’s own heart.” Did holy David need to pray 
like this? How needful, then, such a prayer must be for us babes in grace! It is as if he 

said, “Keep me back, or I shall rush headlong over the precipice of sin.” Our evil nature, 
like an ill-tempered horse, is apt to run away. May the grace of God put the bridle upon it 
and hold it in, that it rush not into mischief. What would the best of us do if it were not for 
the checks that the Lord sets upon us both in providence and in grace! The psalmist’s prayer 

is directed against the worst form of sin—that which is done with deliberation and willful- 

ness. Even the holiest need to be “kept back” from the vilest transgressions. It is a solemn 
thing to find the apostle Paul warning saints against the most loathsome sins: “Put to death 

therefore what is earthly in you: sexual immorality, impurity, passion, evil desire, and cov- 

etousness, which is idolatry.”!

WX Thy does God allow so many of His children to be poor? He could make them all rich 

if He pleased; He could lay bags of gold at their doors; He could send them a large 

annual income; or He could scatter around their houses abundance of provisions, as once 

he made the quails lie in heaps around the camp of Israel and rained bread out of heaven to 

feed them. There is no necessity that they should be poor, except that He sees it to be best. 

“The cattle on a thousand hills”' are His—He could supply them; He could make the rich, 

the great, and the mighty bring all their power and riches to the feet of His children, for the 

hearts of all men are in His control. But He does not choose to do so. He allows them to expe- 
rience need; He allows them to struggle in poverty and obscurity. Why is this? There are many 
reasons. One is, to give us, who are favored with enough, an opportunity of showing our love 
to Jesus. We show our love to Christ when we sing of Him and when we pray to Him; but 
if there were no needy people in the world, we should lose the sweet privilege of displaying 
our love by ministering by our gifts to His poorer brethren. He has ordained that in this 
way we should prove that our love stands not only in word, but in deed and in truth. If we 
truly love Christ, we will care for those who are loved by Him. Those who are dear to Him 
will be dear to us. Let us then look upon it not as a duty but as a privilege to relieve the 
poor of the Lord’s flock, remembering the words of the Lord Jesus, “As you did it to one of 
the least of these my brothers, you did it to me.”? Surely this assurance is sweet enough, and 
this motive strong enough to lead us to help others with a willing hand and a loving heart— 
recollecting that all we do for His people is graciously accepted by Christ as done to Himself.

BLESSED ARE THE PEACEMAKERS,

his is the seventh of the beatitudes: and seven was the number of perfection among the 
Hebrews. It may be that the Savior placed the peacemaker seventh on the list because 

he most nearly approaches the perfect man in Christ Jesus. He who would have perfect 
blessedness, so far as it can be enjoyed on earth, must attain to this seventh benediction and 
become a peacemaker. There is a significance also in the position of the text. The verse that 
precedes it speaks of the blessedness of “the pure in heart, for they shall see God.” It is impor- 
tant to understand that we are to be “first pure, then peaceable.” Our peaceableness is 
never to be a contract with sin or toleration of evil. We must set our faces like flint against 
everything that is contrary to God and His holiness: When purity in our souls is a settled mat- 
ter, we can go on to peaceableness. In the same way, the verse that follows seems to have been 
put there on purpose. However peaceable we may be in this world, yet we shall be misrep- 
resented and misunderstood; and we should not be surprised, for even the Prince of Peace, 
by His very peacefulness, brought fire upon the earth. He Himself, though He loved mankind 
and did no ill, was “despised and rejected by men; a man of sorrows, and acquainted with 
grief.”* Just in case the peaceable in heart should be surprised when they meet with ene- 
mies, the following verse reads, “Blessed are those who are persecuted for righteousness’ sake, 
for theirs is the kingdom of heaven.” So, the peacemakers are not only pronounced to be 
blessed, but they are surrounded with blessings. Lord, give us grace to climb to this seventh 
beatitude! Purify our minds that we may be “first pure, then peaceable” and fortify our souls, 
that our peaceableness may not lead us into cowardice and despair when we are persecuted 
for Your sake.

ew had fellowship with the sorrows of Gethsemane. The majority of the disciples were 

Fn. sufficiently advanced in grace to be admitted to behold the mysteries of the agony.

Only three highly favored ones could approach the veil of our Lord’s 

mysterious sorrow. Within that veil even they must not intrude; they remain a stone’s throw 

apart. He must tread the winepress alone, and of the people there must be none with Him. 

Peter and the two sons of Zebedee represent the few eminent, experienced saints who may 
be written down as “Father”; those doing business on the great waters can in some degree 
measure the huge Atlantic waves of their Redeemer’s passion. To some selected spirits it is 
given, for the good of others and to strengthen them for future, special, and tremendous 
conflict, to enter the inner circle and hear the pleadings of the suffering High Priest; they have 
fellowship with Him in his sufferings, becoming like Him in His death. Yet even these can- 
not penetrate the secret places of the Savior’s woe. “Thine unknown sufferings” is the 
remarkable expression of the Greek liturgy: There was an inner chamber in our Master’s 
grief, shut out from human knowledge and fellowship. There Jesus is “left alone.” Here Jesus 
was more than ever an “unspeakable gift!” Is not Watts right when he sings— 

And all the unknown joys he gives, 
Were bought with agonies unknown.

f we are inclined to boast of our abilities, the grandeur of nature will quickly show us 
how puny we are. We cannot move the least of all the twinkling stars or quench so much 

as one of the sunbeams of the morning. We speak of power, but the heavens laugh us to scorn. 
When the stars shine forth in spring-like joy, we cannot restrain their influences; and when 
Orion reigns above, and the year is bound in winter’s chains, we cannot relax the icy grip. 
The seasons arrive by divine appointment, and it is impossible for men to change the cycle. 
Lord, what is man? 

In the spiritual, as in the natural, world, man’s power is limited on all hands. When the 
Holy Spirit sheds abroad His delights in the soul, none can disturb; all the cunning and 
malice of men are unable to prevent the genial, quickening power of the Comforter. When 
He deigns to visit a church and revive it, the most inveterate enemies cannot resist the good 
work; they may ridicule it, but they can no more restrain it than they can push back the spring 
when the Pleiades rule the hour. God wills it, and so it must be. On the other hand, if the Lord 
in sovereignty, or in justice, binds up a man so that his soul is in bondage, who can give him 
liberty? He alone can remove the winter of spiritual death from an individual or a people. 
He looses the bands of Orion, and none but He. What a blessing it is that He can do it. O that 
He would perform the wonder tonight. Lord, end my winter, and let my spring begin. I can- 
not with all my longings raise my soul out of her death and dullness, but all things are pos- 
sible with You. I need heavenly influences, the clear shinings of Your love, the beams of 
Your grace, the light of Your countenance—these are as summer suns to me. I suffer greatly 
from sin and temptation; these are my terrible wintry signs. Lord, work wonders in me, 
and for me. Amen.

hers are several instructive features in our Savior’s prayer in His hour of trial. It was 
lonely prayer. He withdrew even from His three favored disciples. Believer, be diligent 

in solitary prayer, especially in times of trial. Family prayer, social prayer, prayer in the church 
will not be sufficient; these are very precious, but the fragrance of heaven will be sweetest in 
your private devotions, where no ear hears but God’s. 

It was humble prayer. Luke says He knelt, but another evangelist says He “fell on His 
face.” Where, then, must be your place, you humble servant of the great Master? What 
dust and ashes should cover your head! Humility gives us a good foothold in prayer. There 
is no hope of prevailing with God unless we abase ourselves, that He may exalt us in due time. 

It was filial prayer. “Abba, Father.” You will find it a stronghold in the day of trial to 
plead your adoption. You have no rights as a subject—you have forfeited them by your 
treason; but nothing can forfeit a child’s right to a father’s protection. Do not be afraid to say, 
“My Father, hear my cry.” 

Observe that it was persevering prayer. He prayed three times. Do not stop until you pre- 
vail. Be like the importunate widow, whose continual coming earned what her first suppli- 
cation could not win. Continue in prayer with a thankful heart. 

Lastly, it was the prayer of resignation. “Nevertheless, not as I will, but as you will.” 
Let it be as God wills, and God will determine for the best. Be content to leave your prayer 
in His hands, who knows when to give, and how to give, and what to give, and what to 
withhold. So pleading, earnestly, importunately, yet with humility and resignation, you will 
surely prevail.

In this way 

the disciple is at cross-purposes with his Lord. The soul cannot be in both places: The beloved 

one cannot be with Christ and with you too. Now, which of the two who plead shall win 

the day? If you had your choice, if the King should step from His throne and say, “Here are 

two supplicants praying in opposition to one another,” which shall be answered? Oh, Iam 

sure, though it were agony, you would jump to your feet and say, “Jesus, not my will, but 

Yours be done.” You would give up your prayer for your loved one’s life, if you could real- 

ize the thoughts that Christ is praying in the opposite direction—“Father, I desire that they 

also, whom you have given me, may be with me where I am.” Lord, You shall have them. 

By faith we let them go.

he mental pressure arising from our Lord’s struggle with temptation so forced his frame 

its an unnatural excitement that his pores sent forth, as it were, great drops of blood, 

which fell down to the ground. This proves how tremendous must have been the weight of 

sin, that it was able to crush the Savior to this extent! This demonstrates the mighty power 

of His love. It is a very helpful observation that the sap, which exudes from the tree without 

it being cut, is always the best. This precious camphor tree yielded sweet spices when it was 

wounded by the whips and pierced by the nails on the cross; but consider how it produces 

its best spice when there is no whip, no nail, no wound. This presents the voluntariness of 

Christ’s sufferings, since without a lance the blood flowed freely. No need to put on the 
leech or apply the knife; it flows spontaneously. No need for the rulers to cry, “Spring up, 
O well”; of itself it flows in crimson torrents. When men suffer great pain of mind, the 
blood apparently rushes to the heart. The cheeks are pale; a fainting fit comes on; the blood 
has gone inward as if to nourish the inner man while passing through its trial. But look at 
Christ in His agony; he is so utterly oblivious of self that instead of His agony driving His 
blood to the heart to nourish Himself, it drives it outward falling to the ground. The agony 
of Christ, inasmuch as it pours Him out upon the ground, pictures the fullness of the offer- 
ing that He made for men. 

Can we fathom how intense the wrestling must have been through which he passed, 
and will we not hear its voice to us? “In your struggle against sin you have not yet resisted 
to the point of shedding your blood.”! Behold the great Apostle and High Priest of our pro- 
fession, and sweat even to blood rather than yield to the great tempter of your souls.

ut could the stones cry out? Assuredly they could if He who opens the mouth of the 
dumb should bid them lift up their voice. Certainly if they were to speak, they would 

have much to declare in praise of Him who created them by the word of His power; they 
could extol the wisdom and power of their Maker who called them into being. Shall we not 
speak well of Him who made us new and out of stones raised up children unto Abraham? 
The old rocks could tell of chaos and order and the handiwork of God in successive 
stages of creation’s drama; are we not also able to talk of God’s decrees, of God’s great 
work in ancient times, in all that He did for His church in the days of old? If the stones 
were to speak, they could tell of their breaker, how he took them from the quarry and made 
them fit for the temple. And aren’t we also able to tell of our glorious Breaker, who broke 
our hearts with the hammer of His Word, that He might build us into His temple? If the 
stones should cry out, they would magnify their builder, who polished them and fash- 
ioned them into a beautiful palace; and shall not we talk of our Architect and Builder, 
who has put us in our place in the temple of the living God? If the stones could cry out, 
they might have a long, long story to tell by way of memorial, for many a time a great stone 
has been rolled as a memorial before the Lord; and we too can testify, stones of help and 
pillars of remembrance. The broken stones of the law cry out against us, but Christ 
Himself, who has rolled away the stone from the door of the tomb, speaks for us.

“He 
was heard because of His reverence.” He was no more alone, but heaven was with Him. 
Perhaps this is the reason why He came three times to His disciples.

He found them all asleep; but perhaps He gained some faint comfort from the thought that 
they were sleeping not from treachery, but from sorrow; the spirit indeed was willing, but 
the flesh was weak.

Am I sincere in 
them? If not, I am a base traitor. Do I live in the world as carelessly as others do, and yet 
make a profession of being a follower of Jesus? Then I am exposing my faith to ridicule 
and leading men to speak evil of the very name Christian. Surely if I act inconsistently, I 
am a Judas, and it were better for me if I had never been born. Dare I hope that I am inno- 
cent in this matter? Then, O Lord, keep me so. O Lord, make me sincere and true. Preserve 
me from every false way. Never let me betray my Savior. I do love You, Lord Jesus, and 
though I often grieve You, I still desire to remain faithful even unto death.

ow constantly our Master used the title, “the Son of man!” If He had chosen, He 
might always have spoken of Himself as the Son of God, the Everlasting Father, the

call Himself the Son of man. Let us learn a lesson of humility from our Savior; let us never 
court great titles nor proud degrees.

In that 
He Himself has suffered as “the Son of Man,” He is able to rescue and comfort us. We 
bless You, Lord Jesus, for using such a title to remind us and assure us that You are a 
brother.

They 

had all been warned of the danger and had promised to die rather than leave their Master; 

and yet they were seized with sudden panic and took to their heels. It may be that I, at the 

opening of this day, have braced myself to bear a trial for the Lord’s sake, and I imagine 

myself able for the challenge; but let me be careful in case with the same evil heart of 

unbelief I should depart from my Lord as the apostles did. It is one thing to promise, and 
quite another to perform. It would have been to their eternal honor to have stood man- 
fully at Jesus’ side; they fled from honor. May I be kept from imitating them! Where else 
could they have been so safe as near their Master, who could presently call for twelve legions 
of angels? They fled from their true safety. O God, let me not play the fool also. Divine grace 
can make the coward brave. The smoking flax can flame forth like fire on the altar when 
the Lord wills it. These very apostles who were timid as hares grew to be bold as lions 
after the Spirit had descended upon them, and even so the Holy Spirit can make my 
wretched spirit brave to confess my Lord and witness for His truth. 

What anguish must have filled the Savior as He saw His friends so faithless! This was one 
bitter ingredient in His cup; but that cup is drained dry; let me not put another drop in it. If 
I forsake my Lord, I shall crucify Him afresh and put Him to an open shame. Keep me, O 
blessed Spirit, from such a shameful end.

his woman gained comfort in her misery by thinking great thoughts of Christ. The

“My sins 
are many, but oh, it is nothing to Jesus to take them all away. The weight of my guilt 
presses me down as a giant’s foot would crush a worm, but it is no more than a grain of 
dust to Him, because He has already borne its curse in His own body on the tree. It will be 
only a small thing for Him to give me full remission, although it will be an infinite blessing 
for me to receive it.” The woman opens her needy soul very wide, expecting great things 
of Jesus, and He fills it with His love. Dear reader, do the same. She won the victory by 
believing in Him. Her case is an instance of prevailing faith; and if we would conquer like 
her, we must imitate her tactics.

Such, 
too, was His passive obedience, when He endured with unmurmuring submission hunger and 
thirst, cold and nakedness, and at the end sweat as it were great drops of blood in 
Gethsemane. He gave His back to the smiters and His cheeks to them that plucked out the 
hair and was fastened to the cruel wood, that He might suffer the wrath of God in our behalf. 
These two things are sweet before the Most High; and for the sake of His doing and His 
dying, His substitutionary sufferings and His vicarious obedience, the Lord our God accepts 

us. What a preciousness there must be in Him to overcome our lack of preciousness! What 

a pleasing aroma to put away our nasty odor! What a cleansing power in His blood to take 

away sin such as ours! And what glory in His righteousness to make such unacceptable 

creatures to be accepted in the Beloved! Consider, believer, how sure and unchanging is our 

acceptance, since it is in Him! Take care that you never doubt your acceptance in Jesus. 

You cannot be accepted without Christ; but when you have received His merit, you cannot 

be unaccepted. Despite all your doubts and fears and sins, Jehovah’s gracious eye never 

looks upon you in anger; though He sees sin in you, in yourself, yet when He looks at you 

through Christ, He sees ng sin. You are always accepted in Christ, are always blessed and 

dear to the Father’s heart. Therefore lift up a song, and as you see the smoking incense of 

the Savior’s merit coming up this evening before the sapphire throne, let the incense of your 

praise go up also. 



MARCH 29 am MORNING & 
ALTHOUGH HE WAS A SON, HE LEARNED OBEDIENCE 

THROUGH WHAT HE SUFFERED. — HEBREWS 5:8 

Vi Je are told that the Captain of our salvation was made perfect through suffering; 

therefore we who are sinful and who are far from being perfect must not wonder if 

we are called to pass through suffering too. Shall the head be crowned with thorns while 

the other parts of the body enjoy only comfort and ease? Must Christ pass through seas of 

His own blood to win the crown while we walk to heaven dry-shod in silver slippers? No; 

our Master’s experience teaches us that suffering is necessary, and the true-born child of 

God must not, would not, escape it if he could. But there is one very comforting thought in 

the fact of Christ’s “being made perfect” through suffering—it is that He can have complete 
sympathy with us. He is not a high priest who is “unable to sympathize with our weak- 
nesses.”! In this sympathy of Christ we find a sustaining power. One of the early martyrs said, 
“I can bear it all, for Jesus suffered, and He suffers in me now; He sympathizes with me, 
and this makes me strong.” Believer, grasp this thought in every agonizing experience. Let the 
thought of Jesus strengthen you as you follow in His steps. Find a sweet support in His 
sympathy; and remember that to suffer is an honorable thing—to suffer for Christ is glory. 
The apostles rejoiced that they were counted worthy to do this. Just so far as the Lord shall 
give us grace to suffer for Christ, to suffer with Christ, just so far does He honor us. The 
jewels of a Christian are his afflictions. The regalia of the kings whom God has anointed 
are their troubles, their sorrows, and their griefs. Let us not, therefore, shun being honored. 

Let us not turn aside from being exalted. Griefs exalt us, and troubles lift us up. “If we endure, 
we will also reign with him.”? 

am EVENING & 
I CALLED HIM, BUT HE GAVE NO ANSWER. — SONG OF SOLOMON 5:6 

P2 sometimes lingers, like a petitioner at the gate, until the King comes with the bless- 
ings that she seeks. The Lord, when He has given great faith, has been known to test it 

by long delays. He has allowed His servants’ voices to echo in their ears as if the heavens were 
brass. They have knocked at the golden gate, but it has remained immovable, as though it 
were rusted upon its hinges. Like Jeremiah, they have cried, “You have wrapped yourself with 
a cloud so that no prayer can pass through.”? In this manner true saints have continued to 
wait patiently without a reply, not because their prayers were not strong, nor because they 
were unaccepted, but because it so pleased Him who is a Sovereign and who gives accord- 
ing to His own pleasure. If it pleases Him to test our patience, shall He not do as He wishes 
with His children? Beggars must not be choosers either as to time, place, or form. But we must 
be careful not to take delays in prayer for denials. God’s postdated checks will be punctu- 
ally honored; we must not allow Satan to shake our confidence in the God of truth by 
pointing to our unanswered prayers. Unanswered petitions are not unheard. God keeps a 
file for our prayers—they are not blown away by the wind; they are treasured in the King’s 
archives. This is a registry in the court of heaven in which every prayer is recorded. Struggling 
believer, your Lord has as it were a tear-bottle in which the costly drops of your sacred grief 
are put away, and a book in which your holy groanings are numbered. By-and-by your case 
shall prevail. Can you not be content to wait a little? Will the Lord’s time not be better than 
yours? By-and-by He will comfortably appear, to your soul’s joy, and will cause you to put 
away the sackcloth and ashes of long waiting and put on the scarlet and fine linen of full 
fruition.

W did Jesus cause Himself to be enrolled among sinners? This wonderful condescen- 
sion was justified by many powerful reasons. By doing so He could better become their 

advocate. In some trials there is an identification of the counselor with the client, nor can they 
be looked upon in the eye of the law as separate from each other. Now, when the sinner is 
brought to the bench, Jesus appears there Himself. He stands to answer the accusation. He 
points to His side, His hands, His feet, and challenges Justice to bring anything against the 
sinners whom He represents. He pleads His blood, and pleads so triumphantly, being num- 
bered with them and having a part with them, that the Judge proclaims, “Let them go, deliver 
them from the pit, for He has provided a ransom.” Our Lord Jesus was numbered with the 
transgressors in order that they might feel their hearts drawn toward Him. Who can be afraid 
of one whose name appears on the same list with us? Surely we may come boldly to Him 
and confess our guilt. He who is numbered with us cannot condemn us. Was He not entered 
in the transgressor’s list that we might be written in the red roll of the saints? He was holy 
and written among the holy; we were guilty and numbered among the guilty. He transfers His 
name from that list to this dark indictment, and our names are taken from the indictment and 
written in the roll of acceptance, for there is a complete transfer made between Jesus and 
His people. All our condition of misery and sin Jesus has taken; and all that Jesus has comes 
to us. His righteousness, His blood, and everything that He has He gives us as our dowry. 
Rejoice, believer, in your union to Him who was numbered among the transgressors; and 
prove that you are truly saved by being clearly identified with those who are new creatures 
in Him.

LET US TEST AND EXAMINE OUR WAYS, AND 

RETURN TO THE LORD! — LAMENTATIONS 3:40 

he wife who fondly loves her absent husband longs for his return; a long protracted 
separation from him is a semi-death to her spirit. And so it is with souls who love the 

Savior much; they need to see His face; they cannot bear that He should be away, thus depriv- 
ing them of communion with Him. A reproaching glance, an uplifted finger will be grievous 
to loving children who fear to offend their tender father and are only happy in his smile. 
Beloved, it was so once this way with you. A text of Scripture, a threatening, a touch of the 
rod of affliction, and you went to your Father’s feet, crying, “Let me know why you con- 
tend against me.” Is that still the case? Or are you content to follow Jesus from a distance? 
Can you contemplate broken communion with Christ without being alarmed? Can you 
bear to have your Beloved walking contrary to you, because you walk contrary to Him? Have 

your sins separated between you and your God, and is your heart at rest? Let me affection- 

ately warn you, for it is a grievous thing when we can live contentedly without the present 

enjoyment of the Savior’s face. Let us work to feel what an evil thing this is—little love to 

our own dying Savior, little joy in His company, little time with the Beloved! Hold a true 

Lent in your souls, while you sorrow over your hardness of heart. Do not stop at sorrow! 

Remember where you first received salvation. Go at once to the cross. There, and there 

only, can you get your spirit quickened.

ilate delivered our Lord to be scourged. The Roman scourge was a most dreadful instru- 

ment of torture. It was made of the sinews of oxen, and sharp bones were intertwined 

among the sinews, so that every time the lash came down, these pieces of bone inflicted 

fearful laceration and tore off the flesh from the bone. The Savior was, no doubt, bound to 

the column, and thus beaten. He had been beaten before; but this from the Roman soldiers 

was probably the most severe of His flagellations. My soul, stand here and weep over His 

poor, stricken body. 
Believer in Jesus, can you gaze upon Him without tears as He stands before you, the 

mirror of agonizing love? He is at once fair as the lily for innocence and red as the rose with 

the crimson of His own blood. As we feel the sure and blessed healing that His stripes have 

wrought in us, does not our heart melt at once with love and grief? If ever we have loved 

our Lord Jesus, surely we must feel that affection glowing now within our hearts. 

See how the patient Jesus stands, 
Insulted in His lowest case! 

Sinners have bound the Almighty’s hands, 

And spit in their Creator’s face. 

With thorns His temples gor’d and gash’d 

Send streams of blood from every part; 

His back’s with knotted scourges lash’d. 

But sharper scourges tear His heart. 

We may long to go to our bedrooms and weep; but since our business calls us away, we 
will first ask the Lord Jesus to print the image of His bleeding self upon the tablets of our 
hearts all the day, and at nightfall we will return to commune with Him and sorrow that 
our sin should have cost Him so dearly.

To watch with Jesus should be our business, to protect His honor 
our occupation, to abide by His cross our solace. Those ghastly corpses might well have 
frightened Rizpah, especially by night, but in our Lord, at whose cross we are sitting, there 
is nothing revolting but everything attractive. Never was living beauty so enchanting as a 
dying Savior. Jesus, we will watch with You still, and may You graciously unveil Yourself to 
us; then shall we not sit beneath sackcloth but in a royal pavilion.

or several days we have been dwelling upon the Savior’s passion, and for some little 

ies to come we shall linger there.

The kiss of daily, present communion is that which we long to be repeated day after day, till 
it is changed into the kiss of reception, which removes the soul from earth, and the kiss of 
consummation that fills it with the joy of heaven.

| be had never been slow of speech when He could bless the sons of men, but He would 
not say a single word for Himself. “No man ever spoke like this man,” and no man was 

ever silent like Him. Was this singular silence the index of His perfect self-sacrifice? Did it 
show that He would not utter a word to prevent His crucifixion, which He had dedicated 
as an offering for us? Had He so entirely surrendered Himself that He would not interfere 
on His own behalf, even in the smallest details, but be crowned and killed an unstruggling, 
uncomplaining victim? Was this silence a type of the defenselessness of sin? Nothing can be 
said to excuse human guilt; and, therefore, He who bore its whole weight stood speechless 
before His judge. Patient silence is the best reply to a world of cruel opposition. Calm 
endurance answers some questions infinitely more conclusively than the loftiest eloquence. 
The best apologists for Christianity in the early days were its martyrs. The anvil breaks a host 
of hammers by quietly bearing their blows. Did not the silent Lamb of God furnish us with 
a grand example of wisdom? Where every word was occasion for new blasphemy, it was 
the line of duty to provide no fuel for the flame of sin. The ambiguous and the false, the 
unworthy and mean will soon enough confound themselves, and therefore the true can afford 
to be quiet and find silence to be its wisdom. Evidently our Lord, by His silence, furnished a 
remarkable fulfillment of prophecy. A long defense of Himself would have been contrary to 
Isaiah’s prediction: “Like a lamb that is led to the slaughter, and like a sheep that before its 
shearers is silent, so he opened not his mouth.”! By His silence He declared Himself to be 
the true Lamb of God. As such we worship Him this morning. Be with us, Jesus, and in the 
silence of our heart let us hear the voice of Your love. 

am EVENING & 
HE SHALL SEE HIS OFFSPRING; HE SHALL PROLONG HIS DAYS; THE WILL OF 

THE LORD SHALL PROSPER IN HIS HAND. — ISAIAH 53:10 

sk God to fulfill this promise quickly, all you who love the Lord. It is easy work to pray 
when our desires are fixed and established on God’s own promise. How can He who gave 

the word refuse to keep it? Immutable truth cannot demean itself by a lie, and eternal faith- 
fulness cannot degrade itself by neglect. God must bless His Son—His covenant binds Him 
to it. The Spirit prompts us to ask for Jesus what God the Father decrees to give Him. 
Whenever you are praying for the kingdom of Christ, let your eyes behold the dawning of the 
blessed day that draws near, when the Crucified will receive His coronation in the place where 
men rejected Him. Take courage, you who prayerfully work for Christ with only scant suc- 

cess—it will not always be this way; better times are ahead. Your eyes cannot see the won- 

derful future: borrow the telescope of faith; wipe the misty breath of your doubts from the 

viewfinder; look through it and behold the coming glory. Reader, let us ask, do you make 

this your constant prayer? Remember that the same Christ who tells us to say, “Give us 

each day our daily bread,” first gave us this petition, “Hallowed be your name; your king- 

dom come; your will be done in earth as it is in heaven.” Do not let your prayers be all 

about your own sins, your own desires, your own imperfections, your own trials, but let them 

climb the starry ladder artd get up to Christ Himself, and then as you draw near to the 

blood-sprinkled mercy-seat, offer this prayer continually: “Lord, extend the kingdom of Your 

dear Son.”

SO THEY TOOK JESUS, AND HE WENT OUT. — JOHN 19:1 6-17 

e had spent the night in agony, and in the early morning He was hurried from the hall 

H:: Caiaphas to Pilate, from Pilate to Herod, and from Herod back again to Pilate. 

Consequently his strength was almost gone, but He was granted neither food nor rest. They 

were eager for His blood and therefore led Him out to die, burdened with the cross. At this 

sad procession the women wept, and my soul weeps in turn. 
What do we learn here as we see our blessed Lord led forth? Do we not perceive the truth, 

which was foreshadowed in the scapegoat? Remember how the high priest brought the scape- 

goat and put both his hands upon its head, confessing the sins of the people, so that those sins 

might be transferred from the people and laid upon the goat. Then the goat was led away into 
the wilderness, and it carried away the sins of the people, so that if they looked for them 
they could not be found. Now we see Jesus brought before the priests and rulers, who pro- 
nounce Him guilty. God Himself imputes our sins to Him: “the Lord has laid on him the inig- 
uity of us all”;! “He made him to be sin.”? And as the substitute for our guilt, bearing our 
sin upon His shoulders, representéd by the cross, we see the great Scapegoat led away by 
the appointed officers of justice. Beloved, can you feel assured that He carried your sin? As 
you look at the cross upon His shoulders, does it represent your sin? There is one way by 
which you can tell whether He carried your sin or not. Have you laid your hand upon His 
head, confessed your sin, and trusted in Him? Then your sin no longer lies on you; it has all 
been transferred by blessed imputation to Christ, and He bears it on His shoulder as a load 
heavier than the cross. 

Do not allow this picture to disappear until you have rejoiced in your own deliverance 
and bowed in adoring wonder before the Redeemer upon whom your iniquities were laid. 

om EVENING & 
ALL WE LIKE SHEEP HAVE GONE ASTRAY; WE HAVE TURNED EVERY ONE 

TO HIS OWN WAY; AND THE LORD HAS LAID ON HIM 
THE INIQUITY OF US ALL. — IsSATAH 53:6 

H« a confession of sin is shared by all the elect people of God. They have all fallen, 
and therefore, in one voice, from the first who entered heaven to the last who shall arrive 

they all say, “All we like sheep have gone astray.” This confession is not only unanimous, it 
is also special and particular: “We have turned every one to his own way.” All are sinful, 
but each individual faces his or her own peculiar sinfulness, which is not found in someone 
else. It is the mark of genuine repentance that while it naturally associates itself with other 
penitents, it also takes up a position of loneliness. “We have turned every one to his own 
way” is a confession that each individual had sinned against light peculiar to himself or 
sinned with an aggravation that he could not perceive in others. This confession is unreserved; 
there is not a word to detract from its force, nor a syllable by way of excuse. This confes- 
sion bids farewell to every plea of self-justification. It is the declaration of those who are 
consciously guilty—guilty with aggravations, guilty without excuse: they stand with their 
weapons of rebellion broken in pieces and cry, “All we like sheep have gone astray; we have 
turned every one to his own way.” Yet we hear no mournful wailings attending this confes- 
sion of sin; for the next sentence makes it almost a song. “The LorD has laid on him the 
iniquity of us all.” It is the most grievous sentence of the three, but it overflows with com- 
fort. How strange that where misery was concentrated, mercy reigned; where sorrow reached 
her climax, weary souls find rest. The Savior bruised is the healing of bruised hearts. Consider 
how the humble confession gives way to assured confidence by simply gazing at Christ on the 
cross!

[kv betes Christian, why are you weeping? Are you mourning over your own sins and 
failings? Look to your perfect Lord, and remember, you are complete in Him. You 

are in God’s sight as perfect as if you had never sinned; more than that, the Lord our 
Righteousness has clothed you with a royal robe of righteousness, which is wholly unde- 
served—you have the righteousness of God. You who are mourning by reason of inbred sin 
and depravity, remember, none of your sins can condemn you. You have learned to hate sin; 
but you have also learned how that sin is not yours—it was laid upon Christ’s head. Your 
standing is not in yourself—it is in Christ. Your acceptance is not in yourself, but in your 
Lord; you are just as accepted by God today, with all your sinfulness, as you will be when you 
stand before His throne, free from all corruption. So I urge you, take hold of this precious 
thought—perfection in Christ! For you are “complete in him.”! With your Savior’s garment 
on, you are as holy as the Holy One. “Who is to condemn? Christ Jesus is the one who died— 
more than that, who was raised—who is at the right hand of God, who indeed is interced- 
ing for us.”* Christian, let your heart rejoice, for you are “accepted in the beloved”?—what 
do you have to fear? Keep a smile on your face! Live near your Master; live in the suburbs 
of the Heavenly City; for soon, when your time has come, you will rise up to where Jesus 
sits and reign at His right hand; and all because the Lord Jesus was made “to be sin who knew 
no sin, so that in him we might become the righteousness of God.”

COME, LET US GO UP TO THE MOUNTAIN OF THE LORD. — ISAIAH 2:3 

[ is exceedingly beneficial to our souls to rise above this present evil world to something 
nobler and better. The cares of this world and the deceitfulness of riches are apt to choke 

everything good within us, and we grow fretful, desponding, perhaps proud and carnal. It 
is good for us to cut down these thorns and briers, because heavenly seed sown among 
them is not likely to yield a harvest. Where will we find a better scythe with which to cut them 
down than communion with God and the things of the kingdom? There are places in the 
world where the lowlands are a breeding ground for sickness. Doctors will often suggest 
that their patients head for the mountains where they can breathe the clear, fresh air. Heeding 
such advice, the valley dwellers leave their homes among the marshes and the fever mists to 
inhale the bracing elements upon the hills. It is to such an exploit of climbing that I invite 

you this evening. May the Spirit of God assist us to leave the mists of fear and the fevers of 

anxiety and all the ills that gather in this valley of earth, and to ascend the mountains of antic- 

ipated joy and blessedness. May God the Holy Spirit cut the cords that keep us here below 

and enable us to climb! We are too often like chained eagles fastened to the perch, and even 

worse, unlike the eagle, we begin to love our chain and might even, if it came to the test, be 

loath to have it snapped. May God now grant us grace, if we cannot escape from the chain 

as to our flesh, yet to do so as to our spirits; and leaving the body, like a servant, at the foot 

of the hill, may our soul, like Abraham, reach the top of the mountain, so that we can enjoy 

communion with the MostHigh.

7. . LAID ON HIM THE GROSS, TO CARRY IT BEHIND JESUS. 

— LUKE 23:26 

\ X Te see in Simon’s carrying the cross a picture of the work of the church throughout all 

generations; she is the cross-bearer after Jesus. Notice, Christian, that Jesus does not 

suffer so as to prevent your suffering. He bears a cross, not that you may escape it, but that 

you may endure it. Christ exempts you from sin, but not from sorrow. Remember that, and 

expect to suffer. But let us comfort ourselves with this thought, that in our case, as in Simon’s, 

it is not our cross but Christ’s cross that we carry. When you are persecuted for your piety, 

when your faith is the occasion of cruel jokes, then remember it is not your cross, it is Christ’s 

cross; and what a privilege it is to carry the cross of our Lord Jesus! 
You carry the cross after Him. You have blessed company; your path is marked with 

the footprints of your Lord. The mark of His blood-red shoulder is upon that heavy bur- 
den. It is His cross, and He goes before you as a shepherd goes before his sheep. Take up 
your cross daily, and follow Him. 

Do not forget, also, that you bear this cross in partnership. It is the opinion of some 
that Simon only carried one end of the cross, and not the whole of it. That is very possible. 
Christ may have carried the heavier part, against the transverse beam, and Simon may have 
borne the lighter end. Certainly that is the case with you; you only carry the light end of the 
cross—Christ bore the heavier end. 

And remember, though Simon had to bear the cross for only a short while, it gave him 
lasting honor. Even so, the cross we carry is only for a little while at most, and then we 
shall receive the crown, the glory. Surely we should love the cross and, instead of shrinking 
from it, count it very dear, for it works out for us an eternal weight of glory beyond all 
comparison. 

am EVENING & 
HUMILITY COMES BEFORE HONOR. — PROVERBS 15:33 

{il bape ap of soul always brings a positive blessing with it. If we empty our hearts of 
self, God will fill them with His love. If we desire close communion with Christ, we 

should remember the word of the Lord: “This is the one to whom I will look: he who is 
humble and contrite in spirit and trembles at my word.”! Stoop if you want to climb to 
heaven. Is it not said of Jesus, “He who descended is the one who also ascended” ?? So must 
you. You must grow downwards, that you may grow upwards; for the sweetest fellowship 
with heaven will be enjoyed by humble souls and by them alone. God will deny no blessing 
to a thoroughly humbled spirit. “Blessed are the poor in spirit, for theirs is the kingdom of 
heaven,”? with all its riches and treasures. All of God’s resources will be made available to the 
soul that is humble enough to be able to receive them without growing proud because of it. 
God blesses each of us up to the level and extent of what it is safe for Him to do. If you do 
not get a blessing, it is because it is not safe for you to have one. If our heavenly Father 
were to let your unhumbled spirit win a victory in His holy war, you would snatch the 
crown for yourself, and in the next battle you would fall a victim. He keeps you low for 
your own safety! When a man is sincerely humble and never tries to take the credit or the 
praise, there is scarcely any limit to what God will do for him. Humility makes us ready to 
be blessed by the God of all grace and equips us to deal efficiently with our fellows. True 
humility is a flower that will adorn any garden. This is a sauce that will season every dish of 
life and improve it in every case. Whether in prayer or praise, whether in work or suffering, 
the genuine salt of humility cannot be used in excess.

THEREFORE LET US GO TO HIM OUTSIDE THE CAMP. — HEBREWS 13:13 

es bearing His cross, went to suffer outside the gate. The Christian’s reason for leaving 
the camp of the world’s sin and religion is not because he loves to be isolated, but because 

Jesus did so; and the disciple must follow his Master. Christ was “not of the world.” His 
life and His testimony were a constant protest against conformity with the world. Although 
He displayed overflowing affection for men, He was still separate from sinners. In the same 
way Christ’s people must “go to him.” They must take their position “outside the camp,” 
as witness-bearers for the truth. They must be prepared to walk the straight and narrow path. 
They must have bold, unflinching, lion-like hearts, loving Christ first, and His truth next, and 
Christ and His truth more than all the world. Jesus desires His people to “go . . . outside 
the camp” for their own sanctification. You cannot grow in grace to any high degree while 
you are conformed to the world. The life of separation may be a path of sorrow, but it is 
the highway of safety; and though the separated life may be painful and make every day a 
battle, yet it is a happy life after all. No joy can excel that of the soldier of Christ: Jesus reveals 
Himself so graciously and gives such sweet refreshment that the warrior feels more calm 
and peace in his daily strife than others in their hours of rest. The highway of holiness is the 
highway of communion. It is in this way we shall hope to win the crown if we are enabled 
by divine grace faithfully to follow Christ “outside the camp.” The crown of glory will fol- 
low the cross of separation. A moment’s shame will be well rewarded by eternal honor; a 
little while of witness-bearing will seem nothing when we are forever with the Lord. 

™ EVENING ™& 
IN THE NAME OF THE LORD I CUT THEM OFF! — PSALM 118:12 

Ox Lord Jesus, by His death, did not purchase a right to just a part of us, but to all of 
us. He pondered in His passion our complete sanctification—spirit, soul, and body, 

that in every area He Himself might reign supreme without a rival. It is the business of the 
newborn nature that God has given to the regenerate to assert the rights of the Lord Jesus 
Christ. My soul, insofar as you are a child of God, you must conquer all the rest of yourself 
that remains unblessed; you must subdue all your powers and passions, and you must never 
be satisfied until He who is King by purchase also becomes King by gracious coronation 
and reigns in you supreme. Seeing, then, that sin has no right to any part of us, we are 
involved in good and lawful warfare when we seek, in the name of God, to drive it out. 
Since my body is a member of Christ, shall I tolerate subjection to the prince of darkness? My 
soul, Christ has suffered for your sins and redeemed you with His most precious blood; do 

not allow your memory to store up evil thoughts or your passions to be the occasion of sin. 

Do not allow your judgment to be perverted by error or your will to be led in chains of 

iniquity. No, my soul, you are Christ’s, and sin has no right to you. 

Be courageous concerning this, O Christian! Be not dispirited, as though your spiritual 

enemies could never be destroyed. You are able to overcome them—but not in your own 

strength—the weakest of them would be too much for you; but you can and shall overcome 

them through the blood of the Lamb. If you wonder how to dispossess them since they are 

greater and mightier than you, go to the strong for strength, wait humbly upon God, and 

the mighty God of Jacob will surely come to your rescue, and you will sing of victory through 

His grace.

O MEN, HOW LONG SHALL MY HONOR BE TURNED INTO SHAME? 

— PSALM 4:2 

n instructive writer has made a mournful list of the honors that the blinded people of 

Israel awarded to their long-expected King. (1) They gave Him a procession of honor, 

in which Roman legionaries, Jewish priests, and men and women took part, He Himself bear- 

ing His cross. This is the triumph that the world awards to Him who comes to overthrow 

man’s greatest enemy. Derisive shouts are His only acclamations, and cruel taunts His only 

songs of praise. (2) They presented Him with the wine of honor. Instead of a golden cup of 

generous wine, they offered Him the criminal’s anesthetic potion, which He refused in 

order that he might, in all its unmitigated horror, taste death; and afterwards when He 

cried, “I thirst,” they gave Him vinegar mixed with gall, thrust to His mouth upon a sponge. 
What wretched, detestable inhospitality to the King’s Son. (3) He was provided with a 
guard of honor, who showed their esteem of Him by gambling over His clothes, which they 
had seized as their treasure. The bodyguard of Jesus was a quaternion of brutal gamblers. 
(4) A throne of honor was found-for Him upon the bloody tree. The cross was, in fact, the 
full expression of the world’s feeling toward Him. “There,” they seemed to say, “you Son 
of God, this is the manner in which God Himself should be treated, could we reach Him.” 

(5) The title of honor was nominally “King of the Jews,” but this was distinctly repudiated. 
They really called Him “King of thieves” by preferring Barabbas and by placing Jesus in the 
place of highest shame between two thieves. In this way His glory was turned into shame 
by the sons of men, but it shall nevertheless still gladden the eyes of saints and angels, 
world without end. 

am EVENING & 
DELIVER ME FROM BLOODGUILTINESS, O GOD, O GOD OF MY SALVATION, 

AND MY TONGUE WILL SING ALOUD OF YOUR 

RIGHTEOUSNESS. — PSALM 51:14 

I this solemn confession, it is helpful to observe that David plainly names his sin. He does 
not call it manslaughter or speak of it as an imprudence by which an unfortunate acci- 

dent occurred to a worthy man, but he calls it by its true name, “bloodguiltiness.” He did not 
actually kill the husband of Bathsheba; but still it was planned in David’s heart that Uriah 
should die, and David was before the Lord responsible for his murder. Learn in confession 
to be honest with God. Do not give fair names to foul sins; call them what you will, they 
will smell no sweeter. What God sees them to be, that you should work to feel them to be; 

and with an honest, open heart acknowledge their real character. Observe that David was evi- 
dently oppressed with the heinousness of his sin. It is easy to use words, but it is difficult to 
feel their meaning. The fifty-first Psalm is the photograph of a contrite spirit. Let us seek to 
display the same brokenness of heart; because no matter how excellent our words may be, 
if our heart is not conscious of the hell-deservingness of sin, we cannot expect to find for- 
giveness. 

Our text has in it an earnest prayer—it is addressed to the God of salvation. It is His 
prerogative to forgive; it is His very name and office to save those who seek His face. Better 
still, the text calls Him the God of my salvation. We bless His name, in that while we are 
still going to Him through Jesus’ blood, we may rejoice in the God of our salvation. 

The psalmist ends with a commendable vow: If God will deliver him he will sing—actu- 
ally, he will “sing aloud.” Who can mute their praise in light of such a mercy as this! But 
note the subject of the song—“your righteousness.” We must sing of the finished work of a 
precious Savior; and the one who knows this forgiving love the best will sing the loudest of 
us all.

FOR IF THEY DO THESE THINGS WHEN THE WOOD IS GREEN, WHAT WILL 

HAPPEN WHEN IT IS DRY? — LUKE 23:31 

mong other interpretations of this suggestive question, the following is full of teach- 
ing: “If the innocent substitute for sinners suffers in this way, what will be done when 

the sinner himself—the dry tree—falls into the hands of an angry God?” When God saw 
Jesus in the sinner’s place, He did not spare Him; and when He finds the unregenerate 
without Christ, He will not spare them. O sinner, Jesus was led away by His enemies; and 
you will be dragged away by fiends to the place appointed for you. Jesus was deserted by 
God; and if He, who was only imputedly a sinner, was deserted, how much more will you 
be? “Eloi, eloi, lama sabachthani?” What an awful shriek! But what will be your cry when 
you shall say, “O God! O God! Why have You forsaken me?” and the answer shall come 
back, “Because you have ignored all My counsel and would have none of My reproof, I 
also will laugh at your calamity; I will mock when terror strikes you.” If God did not 
spare His own Son, how much less will He spare you! What whips of stinging pain will be 
yours when your conscience smites you with all its terrors. You rich, you merry, you most 
self-righteous sinners—who would stand in your place when God says, “Awake, O sword, 
against the man that rejected Me; smite him, and let him feel the sting forever”? Jesus was 
spat upon. Sinner, what shame will be yours! We cannot sum up in one word all the mass 
of sorrows that met upon the head of Jesus who died for us; therefore it is impossible for 
us to tell you what streams, what oceans of grief must roll over your spirit if you die as 
you are now. You may die in this state; you may die now. By the agonies of Christ, by His 
wounds and by His blood, do not bring upon yourselves the wrath to come! Trust in the Son 
of God, and you shall never die. 

a EVENING & 
I WILL FEAR NO EVIL, FOR YOU ARE WITH ME. — PSALM 23:4 

Go: how the Holy Spirit can make the Christian independent of outward circum- 
stances. What a bright light may shine within us when it is really dark outside! How firm, 

how happy, how calm, how peaceful we may be when the world shakes, and the founda- 
tions of the earth are removed! Even death itself, with all its terrible influences, has no 
power to suspend the music of a Christian’s heart, but instead makes that music sweeter, 
clearer, more heavenly, until the last kind act that death can do is allow the earthly song to 
melt into the heavenly chorus, the temporal joy into the eternal bliss! Let us have confi- 
dence, then, in the blessed Spirit’s power to comfort us. Dear reader, are you facing poverty? 
Do not fear—the Holy Spirit can give you, in your need, a greater plenty than the rich have 

in their abundance. You never know what joys may be stored up for you in the cottage 

around which grace will plant the roses of contentment. Are you conscious of your physical 

frailty? Do you anticipate sleepless nights and painful days? Do not be sad! Your bed may 

become a throne to you. You cannot tell how every pain that shoots through your body 

may be a refining fire to consume your dross—a beam of glory to light up the secret parts of 

your soul. Is your eyesight failing? Jesus will be your light. Is your hearing deteriorating? 

Jesus’ name will be your soul’s best music, and His person your dear delight. Socrates used 

to say, “Philosophers canbe happy without music,” and Christians can be happier than 

philosophers when all outward causes of rejoicing are removed. In You, my God, my heart 

shall triumph, no matter my circumstances! By Your power, O blessed Spirit, my heart shall 

rejoice even though all things should fail me here below.

mong the rabble that hounded the Redeemer to His doom, there were some gracious 

Aw whose bitter anguish found an outlet in wailing and lamentations—suitable music 

to accompany that woeful march. When I can, in imagination, see the Savior bearing His 

cross to Calvary, my soul joins the godly women and weeps with them; for, indeed, there is 

true cause for grief—cause lying deeper than those mourning women recognized. They 

bewailed innocence maltreated, goodness persecuted, love bleeding, meekness about to die; 

but my heart has a deeper and more bitter cause to mourn. My sins were the scourges that 

lacerated those blessed shoulders and crowned with thorns those bleeding brows: my sins 

cried, “Crucify Him! crucify Him!” and laid the cross upon His gracious shoulders. His being 

led forth to die is sorrow enough for one eternity: but my having been His murderer is 
more, infinitely more, grief than one poor fountain of tears can express. The reason for 
those women’s love and tears is plain to read, but they could not have had greater reasons 
for love and grief than my heart has. The widow of Nain saw her son restored—but I myself 
have been raised to newness of life. Peter’s mother-in-law was cured of the fever—but I of 
the greater plague of sin. Out of Magdalene seven devils were cast—but a whole legion out 
of me. Mary and Martha were favored with visits—but He dwells with me. His mother 
bore His body—but He is formed in me, the hope of glory. Since I am not behind the holy 
women in debt, let me not be behind them in gratitude or sorrow. 

Love and grief my heart dividing, 

With my tears His feet I'll lave— 

Constant still in heart abiding, 

Weep for Him who died to save. 

om EVENING & 
YOUR GENTLENESS MADE ME GREAT. — PSALM 18:35 

hese words are capable of being translated, “Your goodness made me great.” David 
gratefully ascribed all his greatness not to his own goodness, but to the goodness of 

God. “Your providence” is another reading; and providence is nothing more than goodness 
in action. Goodness is the bud of which providence is the flower, or goodness is the seed of 
which providence is the harvest. Some render it, “Your help,” which is just another word 
for providence, providence being the firm ally of the saints, aiding them in the service of 
their Lord. Or again, “Your humility made me great.” “Your condescension” may perhaps 
serve as a comprehensive reading, combining all these ideas, including humility. God’s 
making Himself little is the cause of our being made great. We are so little that if God 
should display His greatness without condescension, we would be trampled under His feet; 
but God, who must stoop to view the skies and bow to see what angels do, turns His eye 
yet lower and looks to the lowly and contrite and makes them great. There are still other 
translations. For example, the Septuagint reads, “Your discipline’—Your fatherly correc- 
tion—“made me great,” while another paraphrase reads, “Your word increased me.” Still the 
idea is the same. David ascribes all his own greatness to the condescending goodness of his 
Father in heaven. May this attitude be echoed in our hearts this evening while we cast our 
crowns at Jesus’ feet and cry, “Your gentleness made me great.” How marvelous is our 
experience of God’s gentleness! How gentle His corrections! How gentle His patience! 
How gentle His teachings! How gentle His invitations! Meditate upon this theme, believer. 
Let gratitude be awakened; let humility be deepened; let love be quickened before you fall 
asleep tonight.

Bes hill of comfort is the hill that is called The Skull or Calvary; the house of consolation 
is built with the wood of the cross; the temple of heavenly blessing is based upon the riven 

rock—riven by the spear that pierced His side. No scene in sacred history ever gladdens the 
soul like Calvary’s tragedy. 

Is it not strange, the darkest hour 

That ever dawned on sinful earth, 

Should touch the heart with softer power, 

For comfort, than an angel’s mirth? 

That to the Cross the mourner’s eye should turn, 
Sooner than where the stars of Bethlehem burn? 

Light springs from the midday-midnight of Golgotha, and every herb of the field blooms 
sweetly beneath the shadow of the once accursed tree. In that place of thirst, grace has dug 
a fountain that runs continually with water pure as crystal, each drop capable of alleviat- 
ing the woes of mankind. You who have had your seasons of conflict will confess that it 
was not at Olivet that you ever found comfort, not on the hill of Sinai, nor on Tabor; but 
Gethsemane and Golgotha have been a means of comfort to you. The bitter herbs of 
Gethsemane have often taken away the pains in your life; and the groans of Calvary yield 
rare and rich comfort. We never would have known Christ’s love in all its heights and depths 
if He had not died; nor could we guess the Father’s deep affection if He had not given His 
Son to die. The common mercies we enjoy all sing of love, just as the seashell, when we 
put it to our ears, whispers the sounds of the deep sea from which it came; but if we desire 
to hear the ocean itself, we must not look at everyday blessings, but at the transactions of 
the crucifixion. If you want to know love, then go afresh to Calvary and see the Man of 
Sorrows die. 

am EVENING & 
FOR THIS VERY NIGHT THERE STOOD BEFORE ME AN ANGEL OF THE GOD TO 

WHOM I BELONG. — AcTS 27:23 

Seas and darkness, combined with imminent risk of shipwreck, had brought the crew 
of the vessel into a sorry predicament; only one man among them remained perfectly calm, 

and by his word the rest were reassured. Paul was the only man who had enough heart to say, 
“I urge you to take heart.” There were veteran Roman soldiers on board, and brave sailors, 
but their poor Jewish prisoner had more spirit than all of them. He had a secret Friend who 
kept his courage up. The Lord Jesus sent a heavenly messenger to whisper words of com- 
fort in Paul’s ear, and as a result his face shone, and he spoke like a man at ease. 

If we fear the Lord, we may look for His timely intervention when our case is at its worst. 
Angels are not kept from us by storms or hindered by darkness. Seraphs do not think it is 

beneath them to visit the poorest of the heavenly family. If angels’ visits are few and far 

between at ordinary times, they will be frequent in our nights of tempest and storm. Friends 

may leave us when we are under pressure, but our awareness of the members of the angelic 

world will be far more apparent. Strengthened by loving words brought to us from the throne 

via Jacob’s ladder, we will be able to do daring feats. Dear reader, are you facing an hour of 

distress? Then ask for particular help. Jesus is the angel of the covenant, and if you earnestly 

seek His presence, it will not’be denied. The encouragement which that presence brings will 

be remembered by those who, like Paul, have had the angel of God standing by them in a 

night of storm, when anchors slipped and shipwreck threatened.

— PSALM 22:1 4 

id earth or heaven ever witness a sadder spectacle than this? In soul and body, our 

Did felt Himself to be weak as water poured upon the ground. The placing of the 

cross in its socket had shaken Him with great violence, had strained all the ligaments, 

pained every nerve, and more or less dislocated all His bones. Burdened by His own weight, 

the impressive sufferer felt the strain increasing every moment of those six long hours. His 

sense of faintness and general weakness were overpowering, and He felt Himself to be 

nothing but a mass of misery and swooning sickness. When Daniel saw the great vision, he 

describes his sensations in this way: “No strength was left in me. My radiant appearance 

was fearfully changed, and I retained no strength.”! How much more devastating must it have 

been for Jesus when He saw the dreadful vision of the wrath of God and felt it in His own 

soul! Sensations that our Lord endured, we could not have faced, and unconsciousness would 
have had to come to our rescue. In His case He was wounded and felt the sword; He drained 

the cup and tasted every drop. 

O King of Grief! (a title strange, but true, 
To Thee of all kings only due) 

O King of Wounds! how shall I grieve for Thee, 

Who in all grief savest me! 

As we kneel before our ascended Savior’s throne, let us carefully remember the way by 
which He prepared it as a throne of grace for us; let us in spirit drink of His cup, that we 
may be strengthened for our hour of heaviness whenever it may come. In His natural body 
every member suffered, and so must it be in the spiritual; just as out of all His griefs and 
woes His body emerged uninjured to glory and power, similarly His mystical body will 
come through the furnace with not so much as the smell of smoke upon it. 

a EVENING & 
CONSIDER MY AFFLICTION AND MY TROUBLE, AND 

FORGIVE ALL MY SINS. — PSALM 25:18 

[ is good for us when prayers about our sorrows are linked with pleas concerning our sins— 
when, being under God’s hand, we do not focus exclusively on our pain, but remember 

our sins against God. It is also good to take both sorrow and sin to the same place. It was 
to God that David carried his sorrow: It was to God that David confessed his sin. Notice, 
then, we must take our sorrows to God. Even your little sorrows you may cast upon God, for 
He counts the hairs of your head; and your great sorrows you may commit to Him, for He 
holds the ocean in the hollow of His hand. Go to Him, whatever your present trouble may 
be, and you will find Him able and willing to relieve you. But we must take our sins to God 
too. We must carry them to the cross, that the blood may fall upon them, to purge away 
their guilt and to destroy their defiling power. 

The special lesson of the text is this:—we are to go to the Lord with sorrows and with 
sins in the right spirit. Note that all David asks concerning his sorrow is, “Consider my afflic- 
tion and my trouble”; but the next petition is vastly more explicit, definite, decided, plain— 
“Forgive all my sins.” Many sufferers would have reversed it: “Remove my affliction and 
my pain, and consider my sins.” But David does not; he cries, “Lord, when it comes to my 
affliction and my pain, I will not dictate to Your wisdom. Lord, look at them—I will leave 
them to You. I would like to have my pain removed, but do as You will. But as for my sins, 
Lord, I know what needs to happen—I must have them forgiven; I cannot endure to live 
under their curse for a moment.” A Christian counts sorrow lighter in the scale than sin; he 
can bear to have troubles continue, but he cannot bear the burden of his transgressions.

QO: blessed Lord experienced a terrible sinking and melting of soul. “A man’s spirit will 
endure sickness, but a crushed spirit who can bear?”! Deep spiritual depression is the 

most devastating of all trials; nothing compares to it. No wonder the suffering Savior cries 
to His God, “Do not be far off,” for more than at any other time a man needs his God 
when his heart is melted within him because of heaviness. Believer, come to the cross this 
morning, and humbly worship the King of glory as one who has been brought far lower, in 
mental distress and inward anguish, than anyone among us; and consider Him a faithful High 
Priest who is able to sympathize with our weakness. Especially let those of us whose sad- 
ness springs directly from the withdrawal of a present sense of our Father’s love enter into 
near and intimate communion with Jesus. Let us not give in to despair; our Master has 
already walked this dark road. Our souls may sometimes long and faint, and thirst even to 
the point of anguish, to see the light of the Lord’s face; at such times let us calm ourselves 
by focusing on the sympathy of our great High Priest.

He is not a drop of it—He is a basketful. He is not a sprig or flower of it, but a whole bun- 

dle. There is enough in Christ for all my needs; do not let me be slow to avail myself of 

Him. Our well-beloved is compared to a “sachet,” again, for variety, for there is in Christ not 

only the one thing needful, but “in him the whole fullness of deity dwells bodily”;' everything 

needful is in Him. Consider the numerous aspects of Christ, and you will see a marvelous 

variety—Prophet, Priest, King, Husband, Friend, Shepherd. Consider Him in His life, death, 

resurrection, ascension, second coming; view Him in His virtue, gentleness, courage, self- 

denial, love, faithfulness, truth, righteousness—everywhere He is a sachet of preciousness. He 

is a “sachet of myrrh” for preservation—not loose myrrh tied up, but myrrh to be stored in 
a container. We must value Him as our best treasure; we must prize His words and His 
ordinances; and we must keep our thoughts of Him and our knowledge of Him as under lock 
and key, in case the devil should steal anything from us. Furthermore, Jesus is a “sachet of 
myrrh” for specialty. The emblem suggests the idea of distinguishing, discriminating grace. 
From before the foundation of the world, He was set apart for His people; and He gives 
His perfume only to those who understand how to enter into communion with Him, to 
have close dealings with Him—blessed people whom the Lord has admitted into His secrets, 
and for whom He sets Himself apart. Choice and happy are those who can say, “My beloved 
is to me a sachet of myrrh.”

ere we view the Savior in the depth of His sorrows. No other place displays the griefs 

ib Christ like this, and no other moment at Calvary is so full of agony as when His cry 

rends the air—“My God, my God, why have you forsaken me?” At this moment physical 

weakness was united with acute mental torture from the shame and ignominy through which 

He had to pass; His grief culminated in suffering the spiritual agony beyond all telling that 

resulted from the departure of His Father’s presence. This was the black midnight of His 

horror—when He descended the abyss of suffering. No man can enter into the full meaning 

of these words. Some of us think at times that we could cry, “My God, my God, why have 

you forsaken me?” There are seasons when the brightness of our Father’s smile is eclipsed 

by clouds and darkness; but let us remember that God never really does forsake us. It is 

only a seeming forsaking with us, but in Christ’s case it was a real forsaking. We grieve at a 
little withdrawal of our Father’s love; but the real turning away of God’s face from His 
Son—who can calculate how deep the agony that caused Him? 

In our case, our cry is often dictated by unbelief: In His case, it was the utterance of a 
dreadful fact, for God had really turned away from Him for a season. Poor, distressed soul 
who once lived in the sunshine of God’s face but now in darkness, remember that He has 
not really forsaken you. God in the clouds is as much our God as when He shines forth in 
all the beauty of His grace; but since even the thought that He has forsaken us gives us 
agony, what must the suffering of the Savior have been when He exclaimed, “My God, my 
God, why have you forsaken me?”

BE THEIR SHEPHERD AND CARRY THEM FOREVER. — PSALM 28:9 

(aes people need to be carried. They are very heavy by nature. They have no wings, or 
if they have, they are like the dove of old that lay among the pots; and they need divine 

grace to make them rise up on wings covered with silver and with feathers of yellow gold. 
By nature sparks fly upward, but the sinful souls of men fall downward. O Lord, “carry them 
forever”! David himself said, “To you, O LorD, I lift up my soul,”! and here he feels the 
necessity that other men’s souls should be lifted up as well as his own. When you ask for 
this blessing, do not forget to seek it for others also. There are three ways in which God’s peo- 
ple require to be carried or lifted up. They require to be lifted up in character. Lift them up, 
Lord; do not allow Your people to be like the rest of the world! The world lies in the wicked 
one; lift them out of it! The world’s people are looking for silver and gold, seeking their 
own pleasures and the gratification of their lusts; but, Lord, carry Your people up beyond 
all this; keep them from being “muck-rakers,” as John Bunyan calls the man who was always 
scraping for gold! Set their hearts upon their risen Lord and the heavenly heritage! Moreover, 
believers need to be carried in conflict. In the battle, if they seem to fall, Lord, be pleased to 
give them the victory. If the foot of the enemy is upon their necks for a moment, help them 
to grasp the sword of the Spirit and eventually to win the battle. Lord, lift up Your chil- 
dren’s spirits in the day of conflict; do not let them sit in the dust, mourning forever. Do not 
allow the adversary to disturb their peace and make them fret; but if they have been, like 
Hannah, persecuted, let them sing of the mercy of a delivering God. 

We may also ask our Lord to carry them at the last! Lift them up by taking them home; 
carry their bodies from the tomb, and raise their souls to Your eternal kingdom in glory.

Se at the foot of the cross, we see hands and feet and side all distilling crimson 
streams of “precious blood.” It is “precious” because of its redeeming and atoning effi- 

cacy. By it the sins of Christ’s people.are atoned for; they are redeemed from under the law; 
they are reconciled to God, made one with Him. Christ’s blood is also “precious” in its 
cleansing power; it cleanses from all sin. “Though your sins are like scarlet, they shall be as 
white as snow.”' Through Jesus’ blood there is not a spot left upon any believer; no wrinkle 
nor any such thing remains. O precious blood that makes us clean, removing the stains of our 
iniquity and permitting us to stand accepted in the Beloved despite the many ways in which 
we have rebelled against our God. The blood of Christ is also “precious” in its preserving 
power. We are safe from the destroying angel under the sprinkled blood. Remember, it is 
God's seeing the blood that is the true reason for our being spared. Here is comfort for us 
when the eye of faith is dim, for God’s eye is still the same. The blood of Christ is “pre- 
cious” also in its sanctifying influence. The same blood that justifies by taking away sin also 
quickens the new nature and leads it onward to subdue sin and to obey the commands of 
God. There is no greater motive for holiness than that which streams from the veins of 
Jesus. And “precious,” unspeakably precious, is this blood because it has an overcoming 
power. It is written, “And they have conquered him by the blood of the Lamb.”? How 
could they do otherwise? He who fights with the precious blood of Jesus fights with a weapon 
that cannot know defeat. The blood of Jesus! Sin dies at its presence; death ceases to be death: 
Heaven’s gates are opened. The blood of Jesus! We shall march on, conquering and to con- 
quer, so long as we can trust its power!

he prayer of Moses was so mighty that everything depended upon it. The petitions of 
Moses disconcerted the enemy more than the fighting of Joshua. Yet both were needed. 

In the soul’s conflict, force and fervor, decision and devotion, valor and vehemence must 
join their forces, and all will be well. You must wrestle with your sin, but the major part of 
the wrestling must be done alone in private with God. Prayer like Moses’ holds up the 
token of the covenant before the Lord. The rod was the emblem of God’s working with 
Moses, the symbol of God’s government in Israel. Learn, praying saint, to hold up the 
promise and the oath of God before Him. The Lord cannot deny His own declarations. 
Hold up the rod of promise, and have what you seek. 

Moses grew tired, and then his friends assisted him. Whenever your prayer loses vigor, 

let faith support one hand, and let holy hope lift up the other, and prayer seating itself upon 

the stone of Israel, the rock of our salvation, will persevere and prevail. Beware of growing 

faint in your devotion. If Moses felt it, who can escape? It is far easier to fight with sin in pub- 

lic than to pray against it in private. It has been observed that while Joshua never grew 

weary in the fighting, Moses did grow weary in the praying; the more spiritual an exercise, 

the more difficult it is for flesh and blood to maintain it. Let us cry, then, for special strength, 

and may the Spirit of God, who helps our weaknesses as He helped Moses, enable us like him 

to continue with our steady hands “until the going down of the sun,” until the evening of 

life is over, until we shall come to the rising of a better sun in the land where prayer is swal- 

lowed up in praise.

The question is not whether you have 

Rea to a knowledge of doctrine or an observance of ceremonies or to a certain form 

of experience, but have you come to the blood of Jesus? The blood of Jesus is the life of all 

vital godliness. If you have truly come to Jesus, we know how you came—the Holy Spirit 

kindly brought you there. You came to the sprinkled blood with no merits of your own. 

Guilty, lost, and helpless, you came to take that blood, and that blood alone, as your ever- 

lasting hope. You came to the cross of Christ with a trembling and an aching heart; and 

what a precious sound it was to you to hear the voice of the blood of Jesus! The dropping 

of His blood is as the music of heaven to the penitents of earth. We are full of sin, but the 
Savior bids us lift our eyes to Him; and as we gaze upon His streaming wounds, each drop 
of blood, as it falls, cries, “It is finished; I have made an end of sin; I have brought in ever- 

lasting righteousness.” Sweet language of the precious blood of Jesus! If you have come to 
that blood once, you will come to it constantly. Your life will be “looking to Jesus.” Your 
whole conduct will be epitomized in this—“to whom coming.” Not to whom I have come, 
but to whom I am always coming. If you have ever come to the sprinkled blood, you will 
feel your need of coming to it every day. He who does not desire to wash in it every day has 
never washed in it at all. Believers constantly feel it to be their joy and privilege that there is 
still a fountain opened. Past experiences are doubtful food for Christians; a present coming 
to Christ alone can give us joy and comfort. This morning let us sprinkle our doorpost 
fresh with blood, and then feast upon the Lamb, assured that the destroying angel must 
pass us by.

WE WISH TO SEE JESUS. — JOHN 12:21 

he constant cry of the world is, “Who will show us any good?” They seek satisfaction 
in earthly comforts, enjoyments, and riches. But the quickened sinner knows of only 

one good. “I wish I knew where I might find Him!” When he is truly awakened to feel his 
guilt, if you could lay a fortune before him he would say, “Take it away: I want to find 
Him.” It is a blessed thing for a man when he has brought his desires into focus, so that 
they all center in one object. When he has fifty different desires, his heart resembles a stag- 
nant pool spreading out into a marsh, breeding disease; but when all his desires are channeled 
in one direction, his heart becomes like a river of pure water, running swiftly to fertilize the 
fields. Happy is he who has one desire, if that one desire is set on Christ, though it may not 
yet have been realized. When a soul desires Jesus, it is a sure indication of divine work within. 
Such a man will never be content with mere externals. He will say, “I want Christ; I must have 
Him—mere ordinances are of no use to me. I want Himself; do not offer me these; you 
offer me the empty pitcher, while I am dying of thirst; give me water or I die. Jesus is my soul’s 
desire. I wish to see Jesus!” 

Is this your condition, my reader, at this moment? Have you only one desire, and is that 
for Christ? Then you are not far from the kingdom of heaven. Have you only one wish in 
your heart, and that is that you may be washed from all your sins in Jesus’ blood? Can you 
really say, “I would give all I have to be a Christian. I would give up everything I have and 
hope for, in order to know that I have an interest in Christ”? Then, despite all your fears, 
be encouraged—the Lord loves you, and you will come out into daylight soon and rejoice 
in the liberty with which Christ makes you free.

Rv depended for her preservation upon the promise of the spies, whom she regarded 
as the representatives of the God of Israel. Her faith was simple and firm, but it was 

very obedient. To tie the scarlet cord in the window was a very trivial act in itself, but she 
dared not run the risk of omitting it. Come, my soul, is there not here a lesson for you? 
Have you been attentive to all your Lord’s will, even though some of His commands should 
seem nonessential? Have you observed in His own way the two ordinances of believers’ 
baptism and the Lord’s Supper? To neglect these is to display the unloving disobedience in 
your heart. From now on be blameless in everything, even the tying of a thread, if that is 
what’s commanded. 

This act of Rahab provides an even more solemn lesson. Have I implicitly trusted in the 
precious blood of Jesus? Have I tied the scarlet cord, with an intricate knot in my window, 
so that my trust can never be removed? Or can I look out toward the Dead Sea of my sins 
or the Jerusalem of my hopes without seeing the blood and seeing all things in connection 
with its blessed power? The passer-by can see a cord of such a conspicuous color if it hangs 
from the window: It will be good for me if my life makes the efficacy of the atonement con- 
spicuous to all onlookers. What is there to be ashamed of? Let men or devils gaze if they want, 
the blood is my boast and my song. My soul, there is One who will see that scarlet cord, 
even when because your faith is weak you cannot see it yourself; Jehovah, the Avenger, will 
see it and pass over you. Jericho’s walls fell flat: Rahab’s house was on the wall, and yet it 
stood undisturbed. My nature is built into the wall of humanity, and yet when destruction 
smites the race, I will be secure. My soul, tie the scarlet cord in the window again, and rest 
in peace.

BUT YOU SAID, I WILL SURELY DO YOU GOOD. — GENEsIs 32:12 

hen Jacob was on the other side of the brook Jabbok, and Esau was coming with armed 
men, Jacob earnestly sought God’s protection, and the ground of his appeal was this: 

“But you said, I will surely do you good.” What force is in that plea! He was holding God 
to His word—“ You said.” The attribute of God’s faithfulness is a splendid horn of the altar 
to lay hold upon; but the promise, which contains the attribute and something more, is might- 
ier still—“You said, I will surely do you good.” Would He say it and then not do it? “Let God 
be true though everyone were a liar.”' Will He not be true? Will He not keep His word? 
Will not every word that comes out of His lips stand fast and be fulfilled? Solomon, at the 
opening of the temple, used this same mighty plea. He pleaded with God to remember the 
word that He had spoken to his father David and to bless that place. When a man gives a 

promissory note, his honor is engaged; he signs his name, and he must honor it when the 

due time comes or else he loses credit. It shall never be said that God dishonors His bills. 

The credit of the Most High was never impeached, and never shall be. He is punctual to the 

second: He is never before His time, but He is never behind it. Search God’s Word through, 

and compare it with the experience of God’s people, and you will find the two tally from 

beginning to end. Many an ancient patriarch has said with Joshua, “Not one word has 

failed of all the good things that the LorD your God promised concerning you. All have come 

to pass.”? If you have a divine promise, you need not plead it with an mites you may urge it 

with certainty. The Lord meant to fulfill the promise or He would not have given it. God does 

not give His words merely to keep us quiet and to keep us hopeful for a while with the 

intention of putting us off in the end; but when He speaks, it is because He means to do as 

He has said.

o small miracle was performed in the tearing of so strong and thick a curtain; but it 

Ne: not intended merely as a display of power—many lessons were contained in it. The 

old law of ordinances was put away and, like a worn-out garment, torn and set aside. 

When Jesus died, the sacrifices were all finished, because they were fulfilled in Him; and 

therefore the place of sacrifice, the temple, was marked with a clear sign of this change. With 

the curtain torn, all the hidden things of the old dispensation became apparent: The mercy- 

seat could now be seen, and the glory of God gleaming above it. By the death of our Lord 

Jesus we have a clear revelation of God, for He was “not like Moses, who would put a veil 

over his face.”! Life and immortality are now brought to light, and things that have been 
hidden since the foundation of the world are displayed in Him. The annual ceremony of 
atonement was also abolished. The atoning blood that once every year was sprinkled 
inside the curtain was now offered once for all by the great High Priest, and therefore the 
place of the symbolical rite was finished. No blood of bullocks or of lambs is needed now, 
for Jesus has entered inside the curtain with his own blood. Therefore access to God is 
now permitted and is the privilege of every believer in Christ Jesus. It is not just a small open- 
ing through which we may peer at the mercy-seat, but the tear reaches from the top to the 
bottom. We may come with boldness to the throne of heavenly grace. Is it wrong to sug- 
gest that the opening of the Holy of Holies in this marvelous manner by our Lord’s expir- 
ing cry was signifying the opening of the gates of paradise to all the saints by virtue of the 
Passion? Our bleeding Lord has the key of heaven; He opens and no man shuts; let us 
enter in with Him to the heavenly places and sit with Him there until our common ene- 
mies shall be made His footstool.

That 
sacred robe will remain most fair and glorious when nature shall decay. He is Amen in 
every single title that He bears; your Husband, never seeking a divorce; your Friend, stick- 
ing closer than a brother; your Shepherd, with you in death’s dark vale; your Help and your 
Deliverer; your Refuge and your Strong Tower; the Vessel of your strength, your confi- 
dence, your joy, your all in all, and your Yes and Amen in everything.

Death is no longer banishment; it is a return from exile, a going home to the many 
mansions where the loved ones are already living. The distance between glorified spirits in 
heaven and militant saints on earth seems great; but it is not. We are not far from home—a 
moment will bring us there. The sail is spread; the soul is launched upon the deep. How 
long will its voyage be? How many weary winds must beat upon the sail before it shall be 
berthed in the port of peace? How long shall that soul be buffeted on the waves before it 
comes to that sea that knows no storm? Listen to the answer: “away from the body and at 
home with the Lord.”!

And now it is like a Jacob’s lad- 
der with its base in a dark grave, but with its top reaching to everlasting glory.

he Christian is involved in a continual war, with Jesus Christ as the Captain of their sal- 
vation.

he essence of Job’s comfort lies in the little word “my”—“my Redeemer”—and in the 

Ape that the Redeemer lives. Oh, to get hold of a living Christ. We must get a share in 

Him before we can enjoy Him. What is gold to me while it is still in the mine? It is gold in 

my possession that will satisfy my necessities by purchasing the things I need. So a Redeemer 

who does not redeem me, an avenger who will never stand up for my blood, what benefit is 

there in that? Do not rest content until by faith you can say, “Yes, I cast myself upon my 

living Lord; and He is mine.” You may hold Him with a feeble hand and half think it pre- 

sumption to say, “He lives as my Redeemer.” But remember, if you have faith even as a 

grain of mustard seed, that little faith entitles you to say it. But there is also another word 
here, which expresses Job’s strong confidence: “I know.” To say, “I hope so, I trust so” is 
comfortable, and there are thousands in the fold of Jesus who hardly ever get much further. 
But to reach the essence of consolation you must say, “I know.” Ifs, buts, and maybes are sure 
destroyers of peace and comfort. Doubts are dreary things in times of sorrow. Like wasps they 
sting the soul! If I have any suspicion that Christ is not mine, then there is vinegar mingled 
with the gall of death. But if I know that Jesus lives for me, then darkness is not dark: Even 
the night is light about me. Surely if Job, in those ages before the coming of Christ, could 
say, “I know,” we should not speak less positively. God forbid that our positiveness should 
be presumption. Let us make sure that our evidences are right, in case we build upon an 
ungrounded hope; and then let us not be satisfied with the mere foundation, for it is from 
the upstairs rooms that we get the panoramic views. A living Redeemer, truly mine, is 
unspeakable joy.

. .. WHO IS AT THE RIGHT HAND OF GOD. — ROMANS 8:34 

H: who was once despised and rejected by men now occupies the honorable position of 
a beloved and honored Son. The right hand of God is the place of majesty and favor. 

Our Lord Jesus is His people’s representative. When He died for them, they had rest; when 
He rose again for them, they had liberty; when He sat down at His Father’s right hand, they 
had favor and honor and dignity. The raising and elevation of Christ is the elevation, the 
acceptance, and the glorifying of all His people, for He is their head and representative. 
This sitting at the right hand of God, then, is to be viewed as the reception of the 
Representative and therefore the acceptance of our souls. Believer, this is why you are free 
from condemnation. “Who is he that condemneth?” [kJv]. Who will condemn those men 
who are in Jesus at the right hand of God? 

The right hand is the place of power. Christ at the right hand of God has all the power 
in heaven and on earth. Who will fight against the people who have such power vested in their 
Captain? My soul, what can destroy you if Omnipotence is your helper? If the protection 
of the Almighty covers you, what sword can harm you? Be sure of this: If Jesus is your all- 
prevailing King and has trampled your enemies beneath His feet, if sin, death, and hell are 
all defeated by Him, and you are represented in Him, there exists no possibility of your 
being destroyed.

A fie our Lord, who once was crucified, dead, and buried, now sits upon the throne of 
glory. The highest place that heaven affords is His by undisputed right. It is vital and 

helpful to remember that the exaltation of Christ in heaven is a representative exaltation. 
He is exalted at the Father’s right hand, and though as Jehovah He had eminent glories, in 
which finite creatures cannot share, yet as the Mediator, the honors that Jesus wears in heaven 
are the heritage of all the saints. It is delightful to think of how close Christ’s union is with 
His people. We are actually one with Him; we are members of His body; and His exaltation 
is our exaltation. He will allow us to sit upon His throne, even as He has overcome and is 
seated with His Father on His throne. He has a crown, and He gives us crowns too. He has 
a throne, but He is not content with having a throne to Himself; on His right hand there must 
be His queen, dressed in fine gold. He cannot be glorified without His bride. Look up, 
believer, to Jesus now. Let the eye of your faith see Him with many crowns upon His head; 
and remember that one day you will be like Him, when you will see Him as He is. You 
shall not be as great as He is, you will not be as divine; but you will, in some measure, share 
the same honors and enjoy the same happiness and the same dignity that He possesses. Be 
content to live unknown for a little while and to walk your weary way through the fields of 
poverty or up the hills of affliction; for soon enough you will reign with Christ, for He has 
“made [us] a kingdom and priests to our God,” and we shall reign forever and ever.' What 
a wonderful thought for the children of God! We have Christ for our glorious representa- 
tive in heaven’s courts right now, and soon He will come and receive us to Himself, to be with 
Him there, to see His glory and to share His joy.

YOU WILL NOT FEAR THE TERROR OF THE NIGHT. — PSALM 91:5 

AX is this “terror”? It may be the cry of fire or the noise of thieves or intrigued 
appearances or the shriek of sudden sickness or death. We live in the world of death 

and sorrow; we may anticipate facing ills and difficulties during the night as well as in the 
glare of the noonday sun. This should not alarm us, for whatever the terror may be, the prom- 
ise is that the believer shall not be afraid. Why should he be? Let us put this more closely— 
why should we? God our Father is here, and will be with us all through the lonely hours. 
He is an almighty Watcher, a sleepless Guardian, a faithful Friend. Nothing can happen with- 
out His direction, for even hell itself is under His control. Darkness is not dark to Him. He 
has promised to be a wall of fire around His people—and who can break through such a 
barrier? Unbelievers may well be afraid, for they have an angry God above them, a guilty con- 

science within them, and a yawning hell beneath them. But we who rest in Jesus are saved 

from all these by His rich mercy. If we give way to foolish fear, we will dishonor our testi- 

mony and lead others to doubt the reality of godliness. We ought to be afraid of being 

afraid, in case we should grieve the Holy Spirit by foolish distrust. Down, then, you dismal 

forebodings and groundless apprehensions—God has not forgotten to be gracious, nor held 

back His tender mercies. It may be night in the soul, but there need be no terror, for the 

God of love does not change. Children of light may walk in darkness, but they are not 

therefore cast away. No, they are now enabled to prove their adoption by trusting in their 

heavenly Father in a way that hypocrites cannot do.

WX Te go to Christ for forgiveness, and then too often look to the law for power to fight 

our sins. Paul issues this rebuke: “O foolish Galatians! Who has bewitched you? . . . 

Let me ask you only this: Did you receive the Spirit by works of the law or by hearing with 

faith? Are you so foolish? Having begun by the Spirit, are you now being perfected by the 

flesh?”! Take your sins to Christ’s cross, for the flesh can only be crucified there: We are 

crucified with Him. The only weapon to fight sin with is the spear that pierced the side of 

Jesus. To give an illustration—if you want to overcome an angry temper, how do you go 

about it? It is very possible that you have never tried the right way of going to Jesus with it. 

How did I get salvation? I came to Jesus just as I was, and I trusted Him to save me. I must 
kill my angry temper in the same way. It is the only way in which I can ever kill it. I must go 
to the cross with it and say to Jesus, “Lord, I trust You to deliver me from it.” This is the 
only way to give it a deathblow. Are you covetous? Do you feel the world entangle you? 
You may struggle against this evil as long as you please, but if it is your besetting sin, you 
will never be delivered from it in any other way than by the blood of Jesus. Take it to 
Christ. Tell Him, “Lord, I have trusted You, and Your name is Jesus, for You save Your 

people from their sins. Lord, this is one of my sins; save me from it!” Ordinances are noth- 
ing without Christ as a means of mortification. Your prayers, and your repentances, and your 
tears—the whole of them put together—are worth nothing apart from Him. Only Jesus can 
do helpless sinners good, and helpless saints too. You must be conquerors through Him 
who has loved you if you will be a conqueror at all. Our laurels must grow among His 
olives in Gethsemane.

hy should our exalted Lord appear in glory with His wounds? The wounds of Jesus are 
His glories, His jewels, His sacred ornaments. To the eye of the believer, Jesus is alto- 

gether lovely. We see Him as the lily of matchless purity, and as the rose crimsoned with His 
own blood. We behold the beauty of Christ in all His earthly pilgrimage, but there never 
was such matchless beauty as when He hung upon the cross. There we saw all His beauties 
in perfection, all His attributes developed, all His love drawn out, all His character expressed. 
Beloved, the wounds of Jesus are far fairer in our eyes than all the splendor and pomp of 
kings.

[ appears that Christians may forget Christ! There would be no need for this loving 
exhortation if there were not a fearful possibility that our memories might prove treach- 

erous. Nor is this an empty notion: It is, sadly too well confirmed in our experience, not 
as a possibility, but as a lamentable fact. It appears almost impossible that those who 
have been redeemed by the blood of the dying Lamb and loved with an everlasting love 
by the eternal Son of God could forget that gracious Savior; but if startling to the ear, 
sadly it is too apparent to the eye to allow us to deny the crime. Forget Him who never 
forgot us! Forget Him who poured His blood out for our sins! Forget Him who loved us 
even to death! Can it be possible? Yes, it is not only possible, but conscience confesses 
that it is too sadly a fault with all of us that we treat Him as a stranger, like an overnight 
guest. Instead of Him being a permanent resident in our memories, we treat Him as a vis- 
itor. The cross where one would expect that memory would linger and disinterest would 
be an unknown intruder is desecrated by the feet of forgetfulness. Doesn’t your con- 
science say that this is true? Don’t you find yourselves forgetful of Jesus? Some other love 
steals away your heart, and you are unmindful of Him upon whom your affection ought 
to be set. Some earthly business engrosses your attention when you ought to be fixed 
steadily upon the cross. It is the incessant turmoil of the world, the constant attraction of 
earthly things, that takes the soul away from Christ. While memory works to preserve a 
poisonous weed, it allows the rose of Sharon to wither. Let us charge ourselves to tie a 
heavenly forget-me-not around our hearts for Jesus our Beloved, and whatever else we let 
slip, let us hold tight to Him.

die every day,”' said the apostle. This was the life of the early Christians; they went every- 
where with their lives in their hands. We are not at this time being called to pass through 

the same fearful persecutions: if we were, the Lord would give us grace to bear the test. But 
the tests of Christian life, at the present moment, though outwardly not so terrible, are still 
more likely to overcome us than even those of the fiery age. We have to bear the sneer of 
the world—that is small; its flatteries, its soft words, its oily speeches, its fawning, its 
hypocrisy are far worse. Our danger is that we might grow rich and become proud; we 
might give ourselves up to the fashions of this present evil world and lose our faith. Or if 
wealth does not test us, worldly care is quite as mischievous. If we cannot be torn in pieces 
by the roaring lion, we may be hugged to death by the bear. The devil cares very little which 

it is, as long as he destroys our love for Christ and our confidence in Him. I am afraid that 

the Christian church is far more likely to lose her integrity in these soft and easy days than 

in those rougher times. We must stay awake now, for we are crossing enchanted ground 

and are most likely to fall asleep to our own ruin, unless our faith in Jesus is a reality and 

our love for Jesus an ardent flame. Many in these days of easy-believism are likely to prove 

to be tares, and not wheat; hypocrites with attractive masks on their faces, but not the true- 

born children of the living God. Christian, do not think that these are times in which you 

can dispense with watchfulness or with holy ardor; you need these things more than ever, and 

may God the eternal Spirit display His omnipotence in you, that you may be able to say, in 

all these softer things as wellas in the rougher, “We are more than conquerors through him 

who loved us.”?

Ney your particular need may be, you will find some promise in the Bible related 
to it.

If that is your condition, take this word of grace to the throne and plead 
it: “The mountains may depart and the hills be removed, but my steadfast love shall not 
depart from you.”* If you have lost the sweet sense of the Savior’s presence and are seeking 
Him with a sorrowful heart, remember the promises: “Return to me... and I will return to 
you.”* “For a brief moment I deserted you, but with great compassion I will gather you.”® 
Feast your faith upon God’s own Word, and whatever your fears or wants, take them to the 
Bank of Faith with your Father’s note, which reads, “Remember your word to your ser- 
vant, in which you have made me hope.”’

At there no exceptions? No, not one. Even God’s chosen are described in this way. If 
the best are so bad, then what must the worst be like? Come, my heart, consider to 

what extent you share in this universal accusation; as you think, prepare to be ashamed of 
those things of which you are guilty. The first charge is impudence, or hardness of forehead, 
an absence of holy shame, an unholy boldness in evil. Before my conversion, I could sin and 
feel no regret, hear of my guilt and remain unhumbled, and even confess my iniquity with- 
out any accompanying humiliation. When a sinner goes to God’s house and pretends to 
pray to Him and praise Him, he displays a brazen-facedness of the worst kind!

His presence, worshiped Him in a slovenly manner, and sinned without bewailing myself 

on account of it. If my forehead were not like a diamond, harder than flint, I would display 

more holy fear and a far deeper contrition of spirit. Woe is me, for I am one of the impu- 

dent house of Israel. The second charge is hard-heartedness, and I dare not attempt to plead 

innocent here. Once I had nothing but a heart of stone, and although through grace I now 

have a new and fleshy heart, much of my former stubbornness remains. I am not affected 

by the death of Jesus as I ought to be; neither am I moved as I should be by the lostness of 

my fellowmen, the wickedness of the times, the chastisement of my heavenly Father, and 

my own failures. O that my-heart would melt at the recital of my Savior’s sufferings and 

death. Would to God I were rid of this dreadful burden within me, this hateful body of 

death. Blessed be the name of the Lord, the disease is not incurable; the Savior’s precious 

blood is the universal remedy, and it will effectually soften me, even me, until my heart 

melts as wax before the fire.

A word with you, 
grumbler! Why should you grumble against the dealings of your heavenly Father? Can He 
treat you more severely than you deserve? Consider what a rebel you once were, but He has 
pardoned you! Surely, if He in His wisdom considers it necessary to chasten you, you should 
not complain. After all, are you punished as severely as your sins deserve? Consider the cor- 
ruption that is in your heart, and then will you wonder that so much of the rod is necessary 
to root it out? Weigh yourself, and discern how much dross is mingled with your gold; and 
do you think the fire is too hot to purge away the amount of dross you have? Doesn’t your 
proud rebellious spirit prove that your heart is not thoroughly sanctified? Aren’t those 
grumbling words contrary to the holy, submissive nature of God’s children? Isn’t the correc- 
tion necessary? But if you will grumble against the chastening, pay attention, for it will go 
hard with grumblers. God always chastises His children twice if they do not respond prop- 
erly the first time.

I God’s own time every believer will experience the sweet and blessed occasion of going 
home to be with Jesus. In a few more years the Lord’s soldiers, who are presently fighting 

“the good fight of the faith,”' will have finished the battle and will have entered into the joy 
of their Lord. But although Christ prays that His people may eventually be with Him where 
He is, He does not ask that they may be taken at once away from this world to heaven. He 
wishes them to stay here. Yet how often is the weary pilgrim heard to pray, “Oh, that I had 
wings like a dove! I would fly away and be at rest.” But Christ does not pray like that; He 
leaves us in His Father’s hands until, like shocks of fully ripe corn, we shall each be gath- 
ered into our Master’s garner. Jesus does not plead for our instant removal by death, because 
our earthly journey is needful for others even when daunting for us. He asks that we may 
be kept from evil, but He never asks for us to be admitted to the inheritance in glory until it 
is time. Christians often want to die when they have any trouble. Ask them why, and they 
tell you, “Because we would rather be with the Lord.” I wonder whether it is not so much 
that they long to be with the Lord as it is because they want to be free of their troubles; oth- 
erwise they would feel the same desire to die at other times when not under the pressure of 
trial. They want to go home not so much for the Savior’s company as to be at rest. Now it 
is quite right to desire to depart if we can do it in the same spirit that Paul did—because to 
be with Christ is far better; but the wish to escape from trouble is a selfish one. Rather let your 
longing be to glorify God by your life down here as long as He pleases, even though you 
live in the midst of toil and conflict and suffering. Leave Him to say when it is enough. 

a EVENING & 
THESE ALL DIED IN FAITH. — HEBREWS 11:13 

onsider the epitaph of all those blessed saints who fell asleep before the coming of our 
Lord! The issue is not how they died—whether of old age or by violent means—but 

that whatever their diverse experiences, they are united in Him: “These all died in faith.” In 
faith they lived—it was their comfort, their guide, their motive, and their support; and in 
the same spiritual grace they died, ending their life-song in the sweet melody that had fol- 
lowed them through life. They did not die trusting in the flesh or their own attainments; 
they never wavered from their first way of acceptance with God but held to the way of faith 
to the end. Faith is as precious to die by as to live by. 

Dying in faith has distinct reference to the past. They believed the promises that had gone 

before and were assured that their sins were blotted out through the mercy of God. Dying 

in faith has to do with the present. These saints were confident of their acceptance with 

God; they enjoyed the benefits of His love and rested in His faithfulness. Dying in faith 

looks into the future. They fell asleep, affirming that the Messiah would surely come and that 

when He in the last days appeared upon the earth, they would rise from their graves to behold 

Him. To them the pains of death were but the birth-pangs of a better state. Take courage, 

my soul, as you read this epitaph. Your journey, through grace, is one of faith, not sight, 

and this has always been the pathway of the brightest and the best. Faith was the orbit in 

which these stars of the first fnagnitude shone in their day; and happy are you to be in their 

company. Look again tonight to Jesus, the founder and perfecter of your faith, and thank 

Him for giving you like precious faith with souls now in glory.

Sin and self are still within. If you had no devil to tempt you, no enemies to fight you, and 
no world to ensnare you, you would still find in yourself enough evil to be a sore trial to 
you, for “the heart is deceitful above all things, and desperately sick.”* Expect trouble then, 
but do not despair on account of it, for God is with you to help and to strengthen you. He 
has said, “call upon me in the day of trouble; I will deliver you, and you shall glorify me.”*

ovenant blessings are not meant only to be observed but to be appropriated. Even our 
Lord Jesus is given to us for our present use. Believer, you do not make use of Christ as 

Does He 
not have a sympathizing heart, and can He not comfort and relieve you? No, you are going 
to all your friends, except your best Friend, and telling your story everywhere, except into the 
heart of your Lord. Are you burdened with this day’s sins? Here is a fountain filled with 
blood: Use it, saint, use it. Has a sense of guilt returned upon you? The pardoning grace of 
Jesus may be proved again and again. Come to Him at once for cleansing. Do you deplore 
your weakness? He is your strength: Why not lean upon Him? Do you feel naked? Come 
here, soul; put on the robe of Jesus’ righteousness.

but the shrines of pride are not forsaken, and the golden calf still stands. Self makes an 
empty display, and the flesh sets up its altars wherever it can find space for them. Favorite 
children are often the cause of much sin in believers; the Lord is grieved when He sees us 
doting upon them beyond measure; they will live to be as great a curse to us as Absalom 
was to David, or they will be taken from us to leave our homes desolate. If Christians desire 
to grow thorns with which to stuff their sleepless pillows, let them dote on their children. 

It is accurate to say that “such are not gods,” for the objects of our foolish love are 
very doubtful blessings, the solace that they yield us now is dangerous, and the help that they 
can give us in the hour of trouble is small indeed. Why, then, are we so bewitched with 
vanities? We pity the poor heathen who worships a god of stone, and yet we worship a 
god of gold. Where is the vast superiority between a god of flesh and one of wood? The prin- 
ciple, the sin, the folly is the same in either case; the only difference is that our crime is 
more aggravated because we have more light, and sin in the face of it. The heathen bows 
to a false deity, but the true God he has never known; we commit two evils, inasmuch as 
we forsake the living God and turn to idols. May the Lord purge us all from this grievous 
iniquity!

eter earnestly exhorted the scattered saints to love each other “earnestly from a pure 
heart” (verse 22), and he did so not on the basis of the law or human nature or philoso- 

phy, but from that high and divine nature that God has implanted in His people. In the 
same way that a sensible tutor of princes might seek to foster in them a kingly spirit and 
dignified behavior, finding arguments in their position and pedigree, so, looking upon God’s 
people as heirs of glory, princes of royal blood, descendants of the King of kings, earth’s truest 
and oldest aristocracy, Peter said to them in essence, “See that you love one another because 
of your noble birth, being born of imperishable seed, because of your pedigree, being 
descended from God, the Creator of all things, and because of your immortal destiny, for you 
shall never pass away, though the glory of the flesh shall fade and even its existence shall 

cease.” We would do well if, in the spirit of humility, we recognized the true dignity of our 

regenerated nature and lived up to it. What is a Christian? If you compare him with a king, 

he adds priestly sanctity to royal dignity. The king’s royalty often lies only in his crown, but 

with a Christian it is infused into his inmost nature. He is as much above his fellows through 

his new birth as a man is above the beast that perishes. Surely he shall conduct himself in 

all his dealings as one who is different from the crowd, chosen out of the world, distinguished 

by sovereign grace, part of God’s “peculiar people.”' Such trophies of God’s grace cannot 

grovel in the dust like some, nor live in the fashion of the world’s citizens. Let the dignity of 

your nature and the brightness of your prospects, O believers in Christ, constrain you to hold 

fast to holiness and to avoid the very appearance of evil.

Yer pass quickly for the happy and the healthy; but thirty-eight years of disease must 
have seemed like forever in the life of the poor impotent man. When Jesus, therefore, 

healed him by a word while he lay at the pool of Bethesda, the man was delightfully aware 
of a change. Even so the sinner who has for weeks and months been paralyzed with despair 
and has wearily sighed for salvation is very conscious of the change when the Lord Jesus 
speaks the word of power and gives joy and peace in believing. The evil removed is too 
great to be removed without our discerning it; the life imparted is too remarkable to be 
possessed and remain inoperative; and the change is too marvelous not to be perceived. Yet 
the poor man was ignorant of the author of his cure; he did not know this person, or the 
part that he played, or the plan that had brought Him among men. Hearts that feel the power 
of His blood may still be ignorant of His ways. We must not be too quick to condemn men 
for lack of knowledge; but where we can see the faith that saves the soul, we must believe that 
salvation has been bestowed. The Holy Spirit makes men penitents long before He makes 
them ministers; and he who believes what he knows shall soon know more clearly what he 
believes. Ignorance is, however, an evil; for this poor man was much tantalized by the 
Pharisees and was quite unable to cope with them. It is good to be able to answer our crit- 
ics; but we cannot do so if we do not know the Lord Jesus clearly and with understanding. 
The cure of his ignorance, however, soon followed the cure of his infirmity, for he was vis- 
ited by the Lord in the temple; and after that gracious discourse, he was soon declaring to 
all “that it was Jesus who had healed him.” Lord, if You have saved me, show me Yourself, 
that I may declare You to the sons of men.

he bride was about to engage in hard work and desired her beloved’s company in it. 
She does not say, “I will go,” but “let us go.” In like fashion, it is a blessing to work when 

Jesus is at our side! It is the business of God’s people to be trimmers of God’s vines. Like 
our first parents, we are put into the garden of the Lord for usefulness; let us then go out 
into the fields. When God’s people are thinking properly, they desire to enjoy communion 
with Christ. Some may imagine that they cannot serve Christ actively and still have fellow- 
ship with Him; they are mistaken. There is no doubt that we may easily neglect our inward 
life in outward exercises and be forced to say, “They made me keeper of the vineyards, but 
my own vineyard have I not kept!”* There is no reason why this should be the case except 
for our own foolishness and neglect. It is certain that a professing Christian may do nothing 
and end up just as lifeless in spiritual things as those who are most busy. Mary was not praised 
for sitting still, but for her sitting at Jesus’ feet. Even so, Christians are not to be praised for 
neglecting duties under the pretense of having secret fellowship with Jesus: It is not sitting, 
but sitting at Jesus’ feet that is commendable. Do not think that activity is in itself an evil: It 
is a great blessing and a means of grace to us. Paul called it a grace given to him to be 
allowed to preach; and every form of Christian service may become a personal blessing to 
those engaged in it. Those who have most fellowship with Christ are not recluses or her- 
mits, who have time on their hands, but tireless workers who are toiling for Jesus and who, 
in their endeavor, have Him side by side with them, so that they are workers together with 
God. Let us remember then, in anything we have to do for Jesus, we can do it and should 
do it in close communion with Him.

Abe whole system of Christianity rests upon the fact that “Christ has been raised from 
the dead;” for “If Christ has not been raised, then our preaching is in vain and your 

faith is in vain” (verse 13). The divinity of Christ finds its surest proof in His resurrection, 
since He was “declared to be the Son of God in power according to the Spirit of holiness by 
his resurrection from the dead.” It would not be unreasonable to doubt His Deity if He 
had not risen. Furthermore, Christ’s sovereignty depends upon His resurrection: “For to 
this end Christ died and lived again, that he might be Lord both of the dead and of the liv- 
ing.”* Again, our justification, that choice blessing of the covenant, is linked with Christ’s 
triumphant victory over death and the grave, for He “was delivered up for our trespasses and 
raised for our justification.” *> More than this, our very regeneration is connected with His 
resurrection, for we are “born again to a living hope through the resurrection of Jesus 
Christ from the dead.”* And most certainly our ultimate resurrection rests here, for “If the 
Spirit of him who raised Jesus from the dead dwells in you, he who raised Christ Jesus from 
the dead will also give life to your mortal bodies through his Spirit who dwells in you.” If 
Christ is not risen, then we will not rise; but if He is risen, then those who are asleep in 

Christ have not perished but in their flesh shall surely see God. In this way the silver thread 
of resurrection runs through all the believer’s blessings, from his regeneration onward to his 
eternal glory, and ties them all together. How important for believers is this glorious fact, 
and how they rejoice that beyond a doubt it is established, that “in fact Christ has been raised 
from the dead.”

he tender love of God for His servants makes Him concerned for how they feel inside. He 
wants them to be courageous. Some people think it is okay for a believer to be vexed with 

doubts and fears, but God does not think so. From this text it is clear that our Master does 
not want us entangled with fears. He desires for us to live without fretfulness, doubt, and 
cowardice. Our Master does not think as lightly of our unbelief as we do. When we are 
despondent, we are subject to a grievous ailment that is not to be trifled with but instead taken 
at once to the beloved Physician. Our Lord does not like to see our faces sad. It was a law 
of Ahasuerus that no one should come into the king’s court dressed in mourning: This is 
not the law of the King of kings, for we may come to Him in mourning. But He still would 
have us put off the spirit of heaviness and put on the garment of praise, for there are so 
many reasons to rejoice. The Christian ought to be of a courageous spirit, in order that the 
Lord may be glorified when trials are bravely endured. The fearful and fainthearted dis- 
honor their God. Besides, what a bad example it is. This disease of doubtfulness and dis- 
couragement is an epidemic that spreads quickly among the Lord’s flock. One downcast 
believer makes twenty souls sad. Moreover, unless your courage is kept up, Satan will be 
too much for you. Let your spirit be joyful in God your Savior; the joy of the Lord shall be 
your strength, and no fiend of hell shall make headway against you. But cowardice lets the 
banner fall. Moreover, work is easy for the cheerful spirit; and success waits upon cheerful- 
ness. The workers, rejoicing in their God, believing with all their heart, have success guar- 
anteed. To sow in hope will be to reap in joy; therefore, dear reader, “be strong and very 
courageous.”

le Lord Jesus gives special revelations of Himself to His people. Even if Scripture did 
not declare this, many of the children of God could testify to the truth of it from their 

own experience. They have had manifestations of their Lord and Savior, Jesus Christ, in a 
peculiar manner, such as no mere reading or hearing could afford. In the biographies of 
eminent saints, you will find many instances recorded in which Jesus has been pleased in a 
very special manner to speak to their souls and to unfold the wonders of His person; in this 
way their souls have been steeped in happiness, and they have thought themselves to be in 
heaven. Although they were not there, they were close to the threshold of it—for when 
Jesus manifests Himself to His people, it is heaven on earth; it is paradise in embryo; it is 
bliss begun. Special manifestations of Christ exercise a holy influence on the believer’s 
heart. One effect will be humility. If a man says, “I have had such-and-such spiritual com- 
munications, I am a great man,” he has never had any communion with Jesus at all; for 
“the LORD regards the lowly, but the haughty he knows from afar.”! He does not need to 
come near the haughty to know them and will never give them any visits of love. Another 
effect will be happiness; for in God’s presence there are pleasures forevermore. Holiness 
will be sure to follow. A man who has no holiness has never had this manifestation. Some 
men profess a great deal; but we must not believe anyone unless we see that his actions 
agree with what he says. “Do not be deceived: God is not mocked.”? He will not bestow 
His favors upon the wicked, for He will neither cast away a perfect man, nor will He respect 
an evildoer. Thus there will be three effects of nearness to Jesus—humility, happiness, and 
holiness. May God give them to you, Christian!

heathen strangers. It was a new scene, and likely to be a trying one: Who shall venture 
among citizens of a foreign power without some anxiety? Yet the way was evidently 
appointed for him, and therefore he resolved to go. This is frequently the experience of 
believers; they are called to face perils and temptations. At such times let them imitate 
Jacob’s example by offering sacrifices of prayer to God and seeking His direction. Let 
them not take a step until they have waited upon the Lord for His blessing: Then they will 
have Jacob’s companion to be their friend and helper. How blessed to feel assured that the 
Lord is with us in all our ways and condescends to enter into our humiliations and banish- 
ments! Even at such times we may bask in the sunshine of our Father’s love. We need not 

hesitate to go where He promises His presence; even the darkest valley grows bright with 

the radiance of this assurance. Marching onward with faith in their God, believers shall have 

Jacob’s promise. They will be brought up again, whether it be from the troubles of life or 

the chambers of death. Jacob’s offspring came out of Egypt in due time, and so shall all 

the faithful pass unscathed through the tribulations of life and the terror of death. Let us 

exercise Jacob’s confidence? “Do not be afraid” is the Lord’s command and His divine 

encouragement to those who at His bidding are launching upon new seas; God’s presence 

and preservation forbid so much as one unbelieving fear. Without our God we would be 

afraid to move; but when He bids us to, it would be dangerous to linger. Reader, go forward, 

and do not be afraid.

Do you think that 
human accolades or thunderous applause could prepare you to face death or encourage 
you in the prospect of judgment? No! There are sorrows in life that wealth cannot alleviate; 
and there is the deep need of a dying hour, for which no riches can provide. But when you 
have God for your portion, you have more than everything else put together. In Him every 
need is met, whether in life or in death. With God for your portion you are rich indeed, for 
He will supply your need, comfort your heart, relieve your grief, guide your steps, walk 
with you in the dark valley, and then take you home to enjoy Him as your portion forever. 
“I have enough,” said Esau; this is the best thing a worldly man can say, but Jacob replied 
in essence, “I have everything,” which is a note too high for carnal minds.

Pa boundless realms of His Father’s universe belong by right to Christ. As “heir of all 
things,”’ He is the sole proprietor of the vast creation of God, and He has admitted us 

to claim it all as ours, by making us His fellow heirs. The golden streets of paradise, the pearly 
gates, the river of life, the transcendent bliss, and the unutterable glory are all, by our 
blessed Lord, made ours for an everlasting possession. All that He has, He shares with His 
people. The royal crown He has placed upon the head of His Church, granting her a king- 
dom, and calling her sons a royal priesthood, a generation of priests and kings. He 
uncrowned Himself that we might have a coronation of glory; He would not sit upon His 
own throne until He had procured a place upon it for all who overcome by His blood. Crown 
the head, and the whole body shares the honor. Here then is the reward of every Christian 
conqueror! Christ’s throne, crown, scepter, palace, treasure, robes, heritage are yours. He 
deems His happiness completed by His people sharing it. “The glory that you have given 
me I have given to them.”* “These things I have spoken to you, that my joy may be in you, 
and that your joy may be full.”* The smiles of His Father are all the sweeter to Him because 
His people share them. The honors of His kingdom are more pleasing because His people 
appear with Him in glory. More valuable to Him are His conquests since they have taught

ho is He of whom such gracious words are spoken? He is the Good Shepherd. Why 
does He carry the lambs in His bosom? Because He has a tender heart, and any weak- 

ness at once melts His heart. The sighs, the ignorance, the feebleness of the little ones of His 
flock draw forth His compassion. It is His office, as a faithful High Priest, to consider the 
weak. Besides, He purchased them with blood; they are His property: He must and will 
care for those who cost Him so dearly. Then He is responsible for each lamb, bound by 
covenant love not to lose one. Moreover, they are all a part of His glory and reward. 

But how may we understand the expression, “he will carry them”? Sometimes He car- 
ries them by not permitting them to endure much trial. Providence deals tenderly with 
them. Often they are carried by being filled with an unusual degree of love, so that they 

bear up and stand fast. Though their knowledge may not be deep, they have great sweet- 

ness in what they do know. Frequently He carries them by giving them a very simple faith, 

which takes the promise just as it stands and in childlike trust runs with every trouble straight 

to Jesus. The simplicity of their faith gives them an unusual degree of confidence, which 

carries them above the world. 
He carries the lambs “in his bosom.” Here is boundless affection. Would He put them 

in His bosom if He did not love them much? Here is tender nearness: They are so near that 

they could not possibly be nearer. Here is a holy relationship: There are precious love-pas- 

sages between Christ and His‘weak ones. Here is perfect safety: In His bosom who can hurt 

them? They must hurt the Shepherd first. Here is perfect rest and sweetest comfort. Surely 

we are not sufficiently aware of the infinite tenderness of Jesus!

he believer in Christ receives a present justification. Faith does not produce this fruit later 

on, but ow. So far as justification is the result of faith, it is given to the soul in the 

moment when it closes with Christ and accepts Him as its all in all. Are those who stand 

before the throne of God justified now? So are we as certainly and as clearly justified as 

those who have entered into the portals of heaven. The thief upon the cross was justified 

the moment that he turned the eye of faith to Jesus; and Paul, at the end of his life, after 

years of service, was not more justified than the thief who had no service at all. We are 

today accepted in the Beloved, today absolved from sin, today acquitted at the bar of God’s 

judgment. What a soul-stirring thought! There are some benefits that we will not be able to 
enjoy until we enter heaven; but this is our immediate possession. This is not like the corn 
of the land, which we can never eat until we cross the Jordan; but this is part of the manna 

in the wilderness, a portion of our daily nutriment with which God supplies us in all our com- 
ings and goings. We are now—even now—pardoned; even now are our sins put away; even 
now we stand in the sight of God accepted, as though we had never been guilty. “There is 
therefore now no condemnation for those who are in Christ Jesus.”' There is not a sin in 
the Book of God, even now, against one of His people. Who dares to lay anything to their 
charge? There is neither speck, nor spot, nor wrinkle, nor anything remaining upon any 
one believer in this matter of being justified in the sight of the Judge of all the earth. Let our 
present privileges awaken us to present duty, and now, while life lasts, let us spend and be 
spent for our sweet Lord Jesus.

Re 4 that there are two kinds of perfection that the Christian needs—the perfec- 
tion of justification in the person of Jesus, and the perfection of sanctification accom- 

plished in him by the Holy Spirit. At present, corruption still remains even in the hearts of 
the regenerate—experience soon teaches us this. Within us there still are lusts and evil 
imaginations. But I rejoice to know that the day is coming when God shall finish the work 
that He has begun; and He will present my soul not only perfect in Christ, but perfect through 
the Spirit, without spot or blemish or any such thing. Can it be true that this poor sinful 
heart of mine is to become holy even as God is holy? Can it be that this spirit, which often 
cries, “Wretched man that I am! Who will deliver me from this body of death?”? shall get 
rid of sin and death—that I will have no evil sounds to vex my ears, and no unholy thoughts 
to disturb my peace? May this happy hour come quickly! When I cross the Jordan, the 
work of sanctification will be finished; but not until that moment shall I ever claim perfec- 
tion in myself. Then my spirit will have its last baptism in the Holy Spirit’s fire. I think I 
long to die to receive that last and final purification that will usher me into heaven. An 
angel will not be any purer than I shall be, for I shall be able to say, in a double sense, “I am 
clean,” through Jesus’ blood and through the Spirit’s work. We should extol the power of 
the Holy Spirit who makes us fit to stand before our Father in heaven! Yet we must not 
allow the hope of perfection there to make us content with imperfection now. If it does this, 
our hope cannot be genuine; for a good hope is a purifying thing, even now. Grace must be 
at work in us xow or it will not be perfected in us then. Let us pray to “be filled with the 
Spirit,”* that we may increasingly bring forth the fruits of righteousness.

he armies of the three kings were famishing and in need of water. God was about to 
send it, and in these words the prophet announced the coming blessing.

In similar fashion the people of the Lord are often at their 
wits’ end—seeing their helplessness, and then learning where their help is to be found. Notice 
that people were to prepare in faith to receive the divine blessing. They were to dig the 
trenches in which the water would be held. The church must learn by her efforts and prayers 

to make herself ready to be blessed; she must make the pools, and the Lord will fill them. This 

must be done in faith, in the full assurance that the blessing is about to descend. They were 

soon to discover a unique provision of the water they required. The shower did not pour from 

the clouds, as in Elijah’s case; but in a silent and mysterious manner the pools were filled. 

The Lord has His own sovereign modes of action: He is not tied to process and time as we 

are but does as He pleases among the sons of men. Our part is to humbly receive from 

Him, and not to dictate to Him. We must also notice the remarkable abundance of the sup- 

ply—there was enough for the needs of all. And so it is in the gospel blessing. All the needs 

of the congregation and of the entire church will be met by divine power in answer to 

prayer; and above all this, victory shall be quickly given to the armies of the Lord.

LV Thy should Christians imitate Christ? They should do it for their own sakes. If they 

desire to be spiritually healthy—if they want to escape the sickness of sin and enjoy 

the vigor of growing grace, Jesus must be their model. For their own happiness’ sake, if 

they would drink deeply of His love, if they would enjoy holy and happy communion with 

Jesus, if they would be lifted up above the cares and troubles of this world, let them walk even 

as He walked. There is nothing that is able to assist you in walking directly toward heaven 

like wearing the image of Jesus on your heart to rule all its emotions. It is when, by the 

power of the Holy Spirit, you are enabled to walk with Jesus in His very footsteps that you 
are most happy and most known to be the sons of God. Peter at a distance is both unsafe 
and uneasy. Next, for religion’s sake strive to be like Jesus. Poor religion, you have been 
fiercely attacked by cruel foes, but you have not been wounded half as much by your ene- 
mies as you have by your friends. Who made those wounds in the fair hand of godliness? 
The professing Christian who used the dagger of hypocrisy. The man who with disguises 
enters the fold, being nothing but a wolf in sheep’s clothing, worries the flock more than the 
lion outside. There is no weapon half so deadly as a Judas-kiss. Inconsistent professing 
Christians injure the Gospel more than the sneering critic or the heretic. But especially for 
Christ’s own sake, imitate His example. Christian, do you love your Savior? Is His name 
precious to you? Is His cause dear to you? Would you see the kingdoms of the world become 
His? Is it your desire that He should be glorified? Are you longing that souls should be won 
to Him? If so, imitate Jesus; be “a letter of Christ . .. known and read by all.”!

YOU ARE MY SERVANT, I HAVE CHOSEN YOU. — ISAIAH 41:9 

f we have received the grace of God in our hearts, its practical effect has been to make us 
God’s servants. We may be unfaithful servants, we certainly are unprofitable ones, but 

yet, blessed be His name, we are His servants, wearing His uniform, eating at His table, 
and obeying His commands. We were once the servants of sin, but He who made us free 
has now taken us into His family and taught us obedience to His will. We do not serve our 
Master perfectly, but we would if we could. As we hear God’s voice saying unto us, “You 
are My servant,” we can answer with David, “I am your servant. . . . You have loosed my 
bonds.” But the Lord calls us not only His servants, but His chosen ones—“I have chosen 
you.” We have not chosen Him first, but He has chosen us. If we are now God’s servants, it 
wasn’t always so; the change must be ascribed to sovereign grace. The eye of sovereignty 
singled us out, and the voice of unchanging grace declared, “I have loved you with an ever- 
lasting love.”* Long before time began or space was created, God had written upon His 
heart the names of His elect people, had predestinated them to be conformed unto the 
image of His Son, and ordained them heirs of all the fullness of His love, His grace, and His 
glory. What comfort is here! Having loved us for so long, will the Lord then reject us? He 
knew how stiff-necked we would be, He understood that our hearts were evil, and yet He 
made the choice. Our Savior is no fickle lover. He dos not feel enchanted for a while with 
some gleams of beauty from His church’s eye and then afterwards reject her because of her 
unfaithfulness. No, He married her in old eternity; and He hates divorce! The eternal choice 
is a bond upon our gratitude and upon His faithfulness, which neither can disown.

It should then be no sur- 

prise if His followers, who are princes in His line, should also be looked down upon as 

inferior and contemptible persons. The world is upside-down, and therefore the first are 
last and the last first. Consider how the servile sons of Satan lord it in the earth! What a 
high horse they ride! How they exalt themselves. David wanders on the mountains, while 
Saul reigns in state; Elijah is complaining in the cave, while Jezebel is boasting in the palace. 
Yet who would wish to take the places of the proud rebels? And who, on the other hand, 
might not envy the despised saints? When the wheel turns, those who are lowest rise, and 
the highest sink. Patience, then, believer, eternity will right the wrongs of time. 

Let us not fall into the error of letting our passions and sinful appetites ride in triumph, 
while our nobler powers walk in the dust. Grace must reign as a prince and make the mem- 
bers of our bodies instruments of righteousness. The Holy Spirit loves order, and He there- 
fore sets our powers and faculties in proper rank and place, giving the highest room to 
those spiritual faculties that link us with the great King; let us not disturb the divine arrange- 
ment but ask for grace to keep our body under control and bring it into subjection.

[ was a remarkable thing that the man who was never to die, for whom God had ordained 
an infinitely better lot, the man who would be carried to heaven in a chariot of fire and be 

translated and not see death, should thus pray, “Take away my life, for I am no better than 
my fathers.” We have here a memorable proof that God does not always answer prayer in 
kind, though He always does in effect. He gave Elijah something better than what he asked 
for, and thus really heard and answered him. It was strange that the lion-hearted Elijah should 
be so depressed by Jezebel’s threat as to ask to die, and yet it was so kind on the part of our 
heavenly Father not to take His desponding servant at his word. There is a limit to the doc- 
trine of the prayer of faith. We are not to expect that God will give us everything we choose 
to ask for. We know that we sometimes ask and do not receive because we ask wrongly. If 
we ask for that which is not promised—if we run counter to the spirit that the Lord would 
have us cultivate—if we ask contrary to His will or to the decrees of His providence—if we 
ask merely for selfish gratification and without a concern for His glory, we must not expect 
that we will receive. But when we ask in faith, without doubting, if we do not receive the 
precise thing for which we asked, we shall receive an equivalent, and more than an equiva- 
lent, for it. As one remarks, “If the Lord does not pay in silver, He will in gold; and if He 
does not pay in gold, He will in diamonds.” If He does not give you precisely what you ask 
for, He will give you that which is tantamount to it, and that which you will be happy to 
receive in its place. So, dear reader, be much in prayer, and make this evening a time of earnest 
intercession, but be careful what you ask for!

f.” Then this is not a matter to be taken for granted concerning every one of the human 

race.

There is no spiri- 

tual favor that may not be a matter for heart-searching. 
But while this should be a matter of earnest and prayerful inquiry, no one ought to be 

content while there is any such thing as an “if” about his having tasted that the Lord is 
good. A jealous and holy distrust of self may give rise to the question even in the believer's 
heart, but the continuance of such a doubt would be an evil indeed. We must not rest with- 

out a desperate struggle to clasp the Savior in the arms of faith and say, “I know whom I have 
believed, and I am convinced that he is able to guard until that Day what has been entrusted 
to me.”! Do not rest, believer, until you have a full assurance of your interest in Jesus. Let 
nothing satisfy you until, by the infallible witness of the Holy Spirit bearing witness with your 
spirit, you are identified as a child of God. Do trifle with this. Do not be satisfied with “per- 
haps” or “if” or “maybe.” Build on eternal truths; really build upon them. Let your anchor 
be cast into that which is within the veil, and see to it that your soul is linked to the anchor 
by a cable that will not break. Get beyond these dreary “ifs”; stay no longer in the wilder- 
ness of doubts and fears; cross the Jordan of distrust, and enter the promised land of peace, 
where the land ceases not to flow with milk and honey.

ike looking back upon the character of our prayers, if we do it honestly, we shall be filled 
with wonder that God has ever answered them.

to pray more earnestly. Remember, Christian, how cold your prayers have been. When in 
your closet you should have wrestled as Jacob did; but instead your petitions have been faint 
and few—far removed from that humble, believing, persevering faith that cries, “I will not 
let you go unless you bless me.” Yet, how wonderful to know that God has heard these 
cold prayers of yours, and not only heard, but answered them. Reflect also how infrequent 
have been your prayers unless you have been in trouble, and then you have gone often to the 
mercy-seat: But when deliverance has come, what happened to your constant supplica- 
tion? Yet, even though you have stopped praying as you once did, God has not stopped 
blessing. When you have neglected the mercy-seat, God has not deserted it, but the bright 
light of His glory has remained visible between the wings of the cherubim. How mar- 
velous that the Lord should pay attention to our intermittent spasms of prayerfulness that 
ebb and flow with our needs. What a God He is to hear the prayers of those who come to 
Him when they have pressing concerns but neglect Him when they have received a mercy; 
who approach Him when they are forced to come but who almost forget to address Him 
when benefits are plentiful and sorrows are few. Let His gracious kindness in hearing such 
prayers touch our hearts, so that from now on we may be found “praying at all times in 
the Spirit, with all prayer and supplication.”!

he apostle’s concern is not simply with our talk and conversation with one another, but 
with the whole course of our life and behavior in the world. The Greek word translated 

“manner of life” signifies the actions and the privileges of citizenship: And in this way we 
are commanded to let our actions, as citizens of the New Jerusalem, be worthy of the 
Gospel of Christ. What “manner of life” is this? In the first place, the Gospel is very simple. 
So Christians should be simple and plain in their habits. There should be about our man- 
ner, our speech, our dress, our whole behavior that simplicity that is the very soul of beauty. 
The Gospel is preeminently true. It is gold without dross; and the Christian’s life will be lus- 
terless and valueless without the jewel of truth. The Gospel is a very fearless Gospel; it 

boldly proclaims the truth, whether men like it or not. We must be equally faithful and 

unflinching. But the Gospel is also very gentle. We see this in Jesus: “a bruised reed he will 

not break.”? Some professing Christians are sharper than a thorn-hedge; such men are not 

like Jesus. Let us seek to win others by the gentleness of our words and deeds. The Gospel 

is very loving. It is the message of the God of love to a lost and fallen race. Christ’s com- 

mand to His disciples was, “Love one another.” We need more real, hearty union with and 

love for all the saints, more tender compassion toward the souls of the worst and vilest of 

men! We must not forget that the Gospel of Christ is holy. It never excuses sin: It pardons 

it, but only through an atorfement. If our life is to resemble the Gospel, we must shun not 

merely the grosser vices, but everything that would hinder our perfect conformity to Christ. 

For His sake, for our own sakes, and for the sake of others, we must strive day by day to let 

our manner of life be more in accordance with His Gospel.

Wee the two disciples had reached Emmaus and were refreshing themselves at the 
evening meal, the mysterious stranger who had so enchanted them on the road took 

bread and broke it, made Himself known to them, and then vanished out of their sight. 
They had constrained Him to stay with them because the day was far spent; but now, 
although it was much later, their love was a lamp to their feet, indeed wings also. They for- 
got the darkness, their weariness was all gone, and immediately they headed back the seven 
miles to tell the wonderful news of a risen Lord who had appeared to them on the road. 
They reached the Christians in Jerusalem and were received by a burst of joyful news before 
they could tell their own tale. These early Christians were all on fire to speak of Christ’s res- 
urrection and to proclaim what they knew of the Lord; they happily shared their experiences. 
This evening let their example impress us deeply. We also must bear our witness concerning 
Jesus. John’s account of the sepulcher needed to be supplemented by Peter; and Mary could 
speak of something further still; the combined accounts provide us with a complete testimony 
from which nothing necessary is missing. Each of us has peculiar gifts and personal experi- 
ences; but the one object God has in view is the maturing of the whole Body of Christ. We 
must, therefore, bring our spiritual possessions and lay them at the apostles’ feet, that we may 
share all of what God has given to us. Withhold no part of the precious truth, but speak 
what you know and declare what you have seen. Do not allow the toil or darkness or pos- 
sible unbelief of your friends to dissuade you. Let us rise and march to the place of duty, 
and there declare what great things God has shown to our soul.

ee even when addressed to legitimate matters, if it is carried to excess, has in it the 
nature of sin. Again and again Jesus exhorted His followers to avoid anxious care. The 

apostles reiterated the call; and it is one that cannot be neglected without involving trans- 
gression: For the very essence of anxious care is imagining that we are wiser than God and 
putting ourselves in His place as if we could do for Him what He has undertaken to do for 
us. We attempt to think of things that we imagine Him forgetting; we work to take upon our- 
selves a heavy burden, as if He were unable or unwilling to take it for us. Now this disobe- 
dience to His plain precept, this unbelief in His Word, this presumption that intrudes upon 
His province, is all sinful. But more than this, anxious care often leads to acts of sin. If we 
cannot calmly leave our affairs in God’s hand but attempt to carry our own burden, we will 
be tempted to use wrong means to help ourselves. This sin leads to a forsaking of God as 
our counselor and resorting instead to human wisdom. This is going to the broken well 
instead of to the fountain, a sin of which Israel was guilty in the past. Anxiety makes us doubt 
God’s loving-kindness, and so our love to Him grows cold; we feel mistrust, and in this we 
grieve the Spirit of God, so that our prayers are hindered, our consistent example spoiled, and 
our life one of self-seeking. Such lack of confidence in God leads us to wander far from 
Him; but if through simple faith in His promise we cast each burden as it comes upon Him 
and are “not... anxious about anything”! because He undertakes to care for us, it will 
keep us close to Him and strengthen us against temptation. “You keep him in perfect peace 
whose mind is stayed on you, because he trusts in you.”

erseverance is the badge of true saints. The Christian life is not only a beginning in the 
ways of God, but also means continuing in those ways as long as life lasts. It is with a

Can I not have at 

least a holiday from this constant warfare?” Satan will make many a fierce attack on your 

perseverance; it will be the target for all his arrows. He will strive to hinder you im service: 

He will insinuate that you are doing no good and that you need to rest. He will endeavor to 

make you weary of suffering; he will whisper, “Curse God, and die.” Or he will attack your 

steadfastness: “What is the good of being so zealous? Be quiet like the rest; sleep as others do, 

and let your lamp go out like the foolish virgins.” Or he will assail your doctrinal senti- 

ments: “Why do you hold to these doctrinal creeds? Sensible men are getting more liberal; 

they are removing the old landmarks: Fall in with the times.” So, Christian, wear your 

shield close to your armor dnd cry earnestly to God, that by His Spirit you may endure to 

the end.

Like 

Mephibosheth, we may exclaim to the King of Glory, “What is Your servant, that You should 

show regard for a dead dog such as I?” But still the Lord invites us to share intimately with 

Him, because He sees in our countenances the remembrance of His dearly-beloved Jesus. It 

is on account of Jesus that the Lord’s people are dear to God. Such is the love that the 

Father bears to His only begotten that for His sake He raises His lowly brothers and sisters 

from poverty and exile to enjoy the king’s court, noble rank, and royal provision. Their 

deformity shall not rob them of their privileges. Lameness is no bar to sonship; the disabled 
is as much the heir as if he could run like a gazelle. Our ability to enter may be impaired 
but not our right of entry. A king’s table is a noble hiding-place for lame legs, and at the gospel 
feast we learn to rejoice in infirmities because the power of Christ rests upon us. Yet serious 
disability may spoil the journey of the best-loved saints. Here is one feasted by David, and yet 
so lame in both his feet that he could not go up with the king when he fled from the city 
and was therefore maligned and injured by his servant. Saints whose faith is weak and 
whose knowledge is limited are great losers; they are exposed to many enemies and cannot 
follow the king wherever he goes. This disease is frequently the result of a fall. Bad nursing 
in their spiritual infancy often causes converts to fall into a despondency from which they 
never recover, and sin in other cases brings broken bones. Lord, help the lame to leap like 
the hart, and satisfy all Your people with the bread of Your table!

f Mephibosheth was humbled by David’s kindness, what shall we be in the presence of 
our gracious Lord? The more grace we have, the less we shall think of ourselves, for 

grace, like light, reveals our impurity. Eminent saints have scarcely known what to compare 
themselves to, their sense of unworthiness has been so clear and keen. “I am,” says the 
godly Rutherford, “a dry and withered branch, a piece of dead carcass, dry bones, and not 
able to step over a straw.” In another place he writes, “Apart from their open outbursts, I 
am too much like Judas and Cain.” The meanest objects in nature appear to the humbled 
mind to have a preference above itself, because they have never contracted sin: A dog may 
be greedy, fierce, or filthy, but it has no conscience to violate, no Holy Spirit to resist. A dog 
may be appear to be worthless, and yet by a little kindness it is soon won to love its master 
and is faithful to death; but we forget the goodness of the Lord and do not follow His call. 
The term dead dog is the most expressive of all terms of contempt, but it is not too strong 
to express the self-abhorrence of well-taught believers. They do not display false modesty; 
they mean what they say; they have weighed themselves in the balances of the sanctuary 
and discovered the vanity of their nature. At best we are but clay, animated dust; but viewed 
as sinners, we are monsters indeed. Let it be published in heaven as a miracle that the Lord 
Jesus should set His heart’s love upon people like us. Dust and ashes though we be, we 
must and will magnify the exceeding greatness of His grace. Could His heart not find rest in 
heaven? Does He need to come to these tents for a spouse and choose a bride from the chil- 
dren of men? Let the heavens and earth break forth into song and give all the glory to our 
sweet Lord Jesus.

Wee, is frequently the slave of despondency. Despairing minds remember every dark 
prediction in the past and expand upon every gloomy feature in the present; in this way 

memory, clothed in sackcloth, presents to the mind a cup of bitter-tasting herbs. There is, 
however, no necessity for this. Wisdom can readily transform memory into an angel of 
comfort. That same recollection that on the one hand brings so many gloomy omens may 
be trained instead to provide a wealth of hopeful signs. She need not wear a crown of iron; 
she may encircle her brow with a tiara of gold, all spangled with stars. Such was Jeremiah’s 
experience: in the previous verse memory had brought him to deep humiliation of soul: 
“My soul continually remembers it and is bowed down within me”; but now this same 

memory restored him to life and comfort. “But this I call to mind, and therefore I have hope.” 

Like a two-edged sword, his memory first killed his pride with one edge and then slew his 

despair with the other. As a general principle, if we would exercise our memories more wisely, 

we might, in our very darkest distress, strike a match that would instantaneously kindle the 

lamp of comfort. There is no need for God to create a new thing upon the earth in order to 

restore believers’ joy; if they would prayerfully rake the ashes of the past, they would find 

light for the present; and if they would turn to the book of truth and the throne of grace, their 

candle would soon shine as before. Let us then remember the loving-kindness of the Lord and 

rehearse His deeds of grace. Let us open the volume of recollection, which is so richly illu- 

minated with memories of His mercy, and we will soon be happy. Thus memory may be, as 

Coleridge calls it, “the bosom-spring of joy,” and when the Divine Comforter bends it to 

His service, it is then the greatest earthly comfort we can know.

And when our Redeemer shall come to be our Judge, those 
thundering words, “Depart from me, you cursed” that are, indeed, but a prolongation of 
His life-teaching concerning sin shall manifest His abhorrence of iniquity.

Transgression destroys peace of mind, obscures fellowship with Jesus, hinders prayer, brings 

darkness over the soul; therefore do not be the serf and slave of sin. There is still a higher 

argument: Each time you serve sin you are “crucifying once again the Son of God... and 

holding him up to contempt.”? Can you bear that thought? If you have fallen into any spe- 

cial sin during this day, it may be that my Master has sent this admonition this evening to 

bring you back before you Kave wandered very far. Turn to Jesus afresh. He has not for- 

gotten His love for you; His grace is still the same. With weeping and repentance, come to 

His footstool, and you shall be reunited in His love; you will be set upon a rock again, and 

your goings shall be established.

He is as much at home with one sinner as 
with another, and He never yet met an unusual case that was difficult for Him. He has had 
extraordinary complications of strange diseases to deal with, but He has known exactly 
with one glance of His eye how to treat the patient. He is the only universal doctor; and the 
medicine He gives is the only true panacea, healing in every instance. Whatever our spiri- 
tual malady may be, we should apply at once to this Divine Physician. There is no broken- 
ness of heart that Jesus cannot bind up. “The blood of Jesus his Son cleanses us from all sin.”2 
We have only to think of the myriads who have been delivered from all sorts of diseases 
through the power and virtue of His touch, and we will joyfully put ourselves in His hands. 
We trust Him, and sin dies; we love Him, and grace lives; we wait for Him, and grace is 
strengthened; we see Him as he is, and grace is perfected forever.

me. I am glad to run His errands and to sit at His feet. | am both His servant and His disci- 
ple and count it my highest honor to serve Him in this way. He is a good teacher. If He should 
ask me why I call Him “good,” I could answer easily. It is true that “no one is good except 
God alone,”’ but then He is God, and all the goodness of Deity shines in Him. In my expe- 
rience I have found Him to be good, indeed so good that all the good I have has come to 
me through Him. He was good to me when I was dead in sin, for He raised me by His 
Spirit’s power; He has been good to me in all my needs, trials, struggles, and sorrows. There 

could never be a better Teacher, for His service is freedom, His rule is love: I wish I were 

one thousandth part as good a servant. When He teaches me, He is unspeakably good, His 

doctrine is divine, His manner is gracious, His spirit is gentleness itself. There is no error in 

His instruction: Pure is the golden truth that He presents, and all His teachings lead to 

goodness, sanctifying as well as edifying the disciple. Angels know that He is good and delight 

to worship at His footstool. The ancient saints proved Him to be a good Teacher, and each 

of them rejoiced to sing, “I am Your servant, O Lord!” My own humble testimony must 

certainly be to the same effect. I will declare this before my friends and neighbors, for possi- 

bly they may be led by my téstimony to seek my Lord Jesus as their Teacher. O I long that 

they might do so! They would never regret the decision. If they would submit to His easy 

yoke, they would find themselves in such royal service that they would never want to leave. 

The school of grace rejoices to have such a Teacher!

otters were among the ranks of manual workers, but the king needed potters, and there- 

Paw they were elevated to royal service, although the material upon which they worked 

was nothing but clay. In the same way we also may be engaged in the most menial part of 

the Lord’s work, but it is a great privilege to do anything for the King; and therefore we 

will play our part, hoping that, although we live among the pots, we will soar in the service 

of our Master. These people dwelt among plants and hedges and had rough, rustic hedging 

and ditching work to do. They may have wanted to live in the city, amid its life, society, and 

refinement, but they kept their assigned places because they were doing the king’s work. 

There is no ideal place for us to serve God except the place He sets us down. We are not to 
run from it on a whim or sudden notion, but we should serve the Lord in it by being a 
blessing to those among whom we live. These potters and gardeners had royal company, 
for they lived with the king, and although among hedges and plants, they lived with the 
king there. No lawful place or gracious occupation, however menial, can keep us from 
communion with our Lord. In hovels, run-down neighborhoods, and jails, we may keep com- 
pany with the King. In all works of faith we can count upon Jesus’ fellowship. It is when we 
are in His work that we may reckon on His smile. You unknown workers who are serving 
the Lord amid the dirt and wretchedness of the lowest of the low, be of good cheer, for jew- 
els have often been found among rubbish, earthen pots have been filled with heavenly treas- 
ure, and ugly weeds have been transformed into precious flowers. Dwell with the King and 
do His work, and when He writes His chronicles, your name shall be recorded.

HE HUMBLED HIMSELF. — PHILIPPIANS 2:8 

esus is the great teacher of lowliness of heart. Every day we need to learn from Him. 
Witness the Master taking a towel and washing His disciples’ feet! Follower of Christ, 

will you not humble yourself? Consider Him the Servant of servants, and surely you cannot 
be proud! This sentence sums up His life: “He humbled Himself.” Isn’t it true to say that 
on earth he was always stripping off first one robe of honor and then another until, naked, 
He was fastened to the cross and emptied Himself, pouring out His lifeblood, giving it up 
for all of us, until they laid Him penniless in a borrowed grave? Our dear Redeemer was 
brought low! How then can we be proud? Stand at the foot of the cross and count the pur- 
ple drops by which you have been cleansed; see the crown of thorns; mark His scourged 
shoulders; see hands and feet given up to the rough iron, and His whole self to mockery 
and scorn; see the bitterness and the pains of inward grief, showing themselves in His out- 
ward frame; hear the beleaguered cry, “My God, my God, why have You forsaken me?” 
And if you do not lie prostrate on the ground before that cross, you have never seen it: If 
you are not humbled in the presence of Jesus, you do not know Him. You were so lost that 
nothing could save you but the sacrifice of God’s only Son. Think of that, and as Jesus 
stooped for you, bow yourself in lowliness at His feet. A sense of Christ’s amazing love for 
us has a greater tendency to humble us than even an awareness of our own guilt. May the 
Lord bring our thoughts to Calvary; then our position will no longer be that of the pompous 
man of pride, but we will take the humble place of one who loves much because he has 
been forgiven much. Pride cannot live beneath the cross. Let us sit there and learn our les- 
son, and then rise and carry it into practice.

He sweet it is to see Jesus fellowshiping with His own beloved people! There can be

Let the mind for a moment consider the history of the Redeemer’s love, and a thou- 
sand evidences of His kindness will come to mind. The purpose of them all has been to 
draw us to Christ and to weave the mind of Christ into the thoughts and emotions of the 
renewed soul.

ou have good reason to “hate evil,” for just consider what harm it has already caused 

Neon What a world of mischief sin has brought into your heart! Sin blinded you so that 

you could not see the beauty of the Savior; it made you deaf so that you could not hear the 

Redeemer’s tender invitations. Sin turned your feet into the way of death and poured poi- 

son into the very fountain of your being; it tainted your heart and made it “deceitful above 

all things, and desperately sick.”! What a creature you were when evil had done its utmost 

with you, before divine grace intervened! You were an heir of wrath just like others; you 

ran with the crowd to do evil. We were all like this, but Paul reminds us, “but you were 

washed, you were sanctified, you were justified in the name of the Lord Jesus Christ and by 

the Spirit of our God.”? We have good reason, indeed, for hating evil when we look back 
and trace its deadly workings. We were in such a sorry state that our souls would have been 
lost if omnipotent love had not intervened to redeem us. Even now it is an active enemy, 
always looking for ways to harm us and to drag us to perdition. Therefore “hate evil,” 
Christian, unless you desire trouble. If you want to cover your path with thorns and plant 
nettles in your pillow, then fail to “hate evil”; but if you would live a happy life and die a 
peaceful death, then walk in all the ways of holiness, hating evil right to the end. If you 
truly love your Savior and want to honor Him, then “hate evil.” We know of no cure for 
the love of evil in a Christian like daily communion with the Lord Jesus. Be often with 
Him, and it is impossible for you to be at peace with sin.

BE ZEALOUS. — REVELATION 3:19 

f you want to see souls converted, if you want to hear the cry that “the kingdom of the 
world has become the kingdom of our Lord,”* if you want to place crowns upon the 

head of the Savior and see His throne lifted high, then be filled with zeal. For under God, 
the way the world will be converted is by the zeal of the church. Every element of grace 
will do its work, but zeal will be first; prudence, knowledge, patience, and courage will 
follow in their places, but zeal must lead the charge. It is not the extent of your knowl- 
edge, though that is useful, it is not the extent of your talent, though that is not to be 
despised, it is your zeal that will do great exploits. This zeal is the fruit of the Holy Spirit: 
It draws its vital force from the continued operations of the Holy Spirit in the soul. If our 
inner life dwindles, if our heart beats slowly before God, we will not know zeal; but if every- 
thing inside is strong and vigorous, then we cannot but feel a loving urgency to see Christ’s 
kingdom come, and His will done on earth, even as it is in heaven. A deep sense of grati- 
tude will nourish Christian zeal. When we reflect on the miry pit from which we were 
lifted, we find plenty of reason for spending ourselves for God. And zeal is also stimulated 
by the thought of the eternal future. It looks with tearful eyes down to the flames of hell, and 
it cannot sleep: It looks up with anxious gaze to the glories of heaven, and it cannot stay still. 
It feels that time is short compared with the work to be done, and therefore it devotes all 
that it has to the cause of its Lord. And it is continually strengthened by remembering 
Christ’s example. He was clothed with zeal as with a cloak. How swift the chariot-wheels 
of duty went with Him! He never loitered on the way. Let us prove that we are His disci- 
ples by displaying the same spirit of zeal.

Vie as you fight under the banner of the Lord Jesus, observe this verse with holy 
joy, for as it was in the days of old, so is it now: If the war is of God, the victory is 

sure. The armies of God could barely muster forty-five thousand fighting men, and yet in their 
war with the enemy, they captured “a hundred thousand men,” “for they cried to God in 
the battle, and he granted their urgent plea because they trusted in him.” The Lord saves 
not by many, nor by few; it is ours to go in Jehovah’s name even if we are only a handful of 
men, for the Lord of Hosts is with us as our Captain. They did not neglect their weapons, 
but neither did they place their trust in them; we must use all fitting means, but our confidence 
must rest in the Lord alone, for He is the sword and the shield of His people. The great rea- 
son for their extraordinary success lay in the fact that “the war was of God.” Beloved, in 
fighting with sin in us and around us, with error doctrinal or practical, with spiritual 
wickedness in high places or low places, with devils and the devil’s allies, you are waging 
Jehovah’s war, and unless He himself can be defeated, you do not need to fear defeat. Do 
not tremble before superior numbers; do not shrink from difficulties or impossibilities; do not 
flinch at wounds or death; strike with the two-edged sword of the Spirit, and the dead shall 
lie in heaps. The battle is the Lord’s, and He will deliver His enemies into our hands. With 
steadfast foot, strong hand, dauntless heart, and flaming zeal, rush to the conflict, and the 
hosts of evil will fly like chaff before the gale.

Now YOU SHALL SEE WHETHER MY WORD WILL COME TRUE 

FOR YOU OR NOT. — NUMBERS 11:23 

od had made a positive promise to Moses that for the space of a whole month He 
would feed the vast company in the wilderness with meat. Moses is then overtaken by 

a fit of unbelief, looks to the outward means, and is at a loss to know how the promise can 
be fulfilled. He looked to the creature instead of the Creator. But does the Creator expect 
the creature to fulfill His promise for Him? No; He who makes the promise always fulfills it 

by His own unaided omnipotence. If He speaks, it is done—done by Himself. His promises 

do not depend for their fulfillment upon the cooperation of the puny strength of man. We can 

immediately see the mistake that Moses made. And yet how routinely we do the same! God 

has promised to supply our needs, and we look to the creature to do what God has prom- 

ised to do; and then, because we perceive the creature to be weak and feeble, we indulge in 

unbelief. Why do we look in that direction at all? Will you look to the North Pole to gather 

fruits ripened in the sun? You would be acting no more foolishly in doing this than when 

you look to the weak for strength, and to the creature to do the Creator’s work. Let us, 

then, put the question on the tight footing. The ground of faith is not the sufficiency of the 

visible means for the performance of the promise, but the all-sufficiency of the invisible 

God, who will definitely do what He has said. If after clearly seeing that the onus lies with 

the Lord and not with the creature we dare to indulge in mistrust, the question of God 

comes home forcefully to us: “Is the Lorb’s hand shortened?” May it also be that in His 

mercy the question will be accompanied by this blessed declaration: “Now you shall see 

whether my word will come true for you or not.”

ome Christians are sadly prone to look on the dark side of everything, and to dwell 

Sha upon what they have gone through than upon what God has done for them. Ask 

for their impression of the Christian life, and they will describe their continual conflicts, 

their deep afflictions, their sad adversities, and the sinfulness of their hearts, but with scarcely 

any reference to the mercy and help that God has provided them. But a Christian whose 

soul is in a healthy state will come forward joyously and say, “I will not speak about myself, 

but to the honor of my God. He has brought me up out of a horrible pit and out of the 

miry clay and set my feet upon a rock and established my goings; and He has put a new 

song in my mouth, even praise to our God. The Lord has done great things for me—I am 

glad.” This summary of experience is the very best that any child of God can present. It is true 

that we endure trials, but it is just as true that we are delivered out of them. It is true that 

we have our corruptions, and sadly we acknowledge this, but it is just as true that we have 
an all-sufficient Savior who overcomes these corruptions and delivers us from their domin- 
ion. In looking back, it would be wrong to deny that we have been in the Slough of Despond 
and have crept along the Valley of Humiliation, but it would be equally wicked to forget 
that we have been through them safely and profitably; we have not remained in them, 
thanks to our Almighty Helper and Leader, who has “brought us out to a place of abun- 
dance.”! The deeper our troubles, the louder our thanks to God, who has led us through them 
all and preserved us until today. Our griefs cannot spoil the melody of our praise; we consider 
them to be the “bass line” of our life’s song, “The LorD has done great things for us; we 
are glad.” 

® EVENING & 
SEARCH THE SCRIPTURES. — JOHN 5:39 

he Greek word translated search signifies a strict, close, diligent, curious search, the 
kind men make when they are seeking gold, or hunters when they are in pursuit of 

game. We must not be content with giving a superficial glance to one or two chapters, but 
with the candle of the Spirit we must deliberately seek out the meaning of the Word. Holy 
Scripture requires searching—much of it can only be learned by careful study. There is milk 
for babies, but also meat for strong men. The rabbis wisely say that a mountain of matter 
hangs upon every word, indeed, upon every title of Scripture. Tertullian declared, “I adore 
the fullness of the Scriptures.” The person who merely skims the Book of God will not 
profit from it; we must dig and mine until we obtain the treasure. The door of the Word 
only opens to the key of diligence. The Scriptures demand to be searched. They are the 
writings of God, bearing the divine stamp and imprimatur—who shall dare to treat them 
casually? To despise them is to despise the God who wrote them. God forbid that any of us 
should allow our Bibles to become witnesses against us in the great day of account. The Word 
of God will repay searching. God does not ask us to sift through a mountain of chaff with 
only here and there a grain of wheat in it, but the Bible is sifted corm—we have only to 
open the granary door and find it. Scripture grows upon the student. It is full of surprises. 
Under the teaching of the Holy Spirit, to the searching eye, it glows with splendor of revela- 
tion, like a vast temple paved with gold and roofed with rubies, emeralds, and all manner 
of gems. There is no merchandise like the merchandise of scriptural truth. Finally, the

cL God had willed it, each of us might have entered heaven at the moment of conversion. It

It is possible for a man to be taken to heaven and to be found fit to partake in the 
inheritance of the saints in light, even though he has only just believed in Jesus. It is true 
that our sanctification is a long and continued process, and we shall not be perfected until 
we lay aside our bodies and enter within the veil; but nevertheless, if the Lord had wanted 
to, He could have changed us from imperfection to perfection and have taken us to heaven 
at once. Why then are we here? Would God keep His children out of paradise a single 
moment longer than was necessary? Why is the army of the living God still on the battle- 
field when one charge might give them the victory? Why are His children still wandering here 
and there through a maze when a single word from His lips would bring them into the cen- 
ter of their hopes in heaven? The answer is—they are here that they may “live to the Lord” 
and may bring others to know His love. We remain on earth as sowers to scatter good seed, 
as plowmen to break up the fallow ground, as heralds publishing salvation. We are here as 
“the salt of the earth,”' to be a blessing to the world. We are here to glorify Christ in our daily 
life. We are here as workers for Him, and as workers together with Him. Let us see that our 
life fulfills this purpose. Let us live zealous, useful, holy lives, to “the praise of his glorious 
grace.”?

esus Christ is the Alpha and Omega of the Bible. He is the constant theme of its sacred 
pages; from beginning to end they bear witness to Him. At the creation we immediately 

recognize Him as one of the sacred Trinity; we catch a glimpse of Him in the promise of the 
woman’s seed; we see Him pictured in the ark of Noah; we walk with Abraham as He sees 
Messiah’s day; we live in the tents of Isaac and Jacob, feeding upon the gracious promise; and 
in the numerous types of the law, we find the Redeemer abundantly foreshadowed. Prophets 
and kings, priests and preachers all look one way—they all stand as the cherubs did over 
the ark, desiring to look within and to read the mystery of God’s great propitiation. Even 
more obvious in the New Testament we discover that Jesus is the one pervading subject. It 

is not that He is mentioned every so often or that we can find Him in the shadows; no, the 

whole substance of the New Testament is Jesus crucified, and even its closing sentence 

sparkles with the Redeemer’s name. We should always read Scripture in this light; we should 

consider the Word to be like a mirror into which Christ looks down from heaven; and then 

we, looking into it, see His face reflected—darkly, it is true, but still in such a way as to be a 

blessed preparation for one day seeing Him face to face. The New Testament contains Jesus 

Christ’s letters to us, which are perfumed by His love. These pages are like the garments of 

our King, and they all bear His fragrance. Scripture is the royal chariot in which Jesus rides, 

and it is paved with love for the daughters of Jerusalem. The Scriptures are like the swaddling 

clothes of the holy child Jesus; unroll them, and there you find your Savior. The essence of 

the Word of God is Christ.

here is no light in the planet but that which proceeds from the sun; and there is no true 

Hl Pe for Jesus in the heart but that which comes from the Lord Jesus Himself.

Love for Jesus is a flower of a delicate 
nature, and if it received no nourishment but that which could be drawn from the rock of our 
hearts, it would soon wither. As love comes from heaven, so it must feed on heavenly bread. 

It cannot exist in the wilderness unless it be fed by manna from on high. Love must feed on 
love. The very soul and life of our love for God is His love for us.

[ is good to regularly weigh ourselves in the scale of God’s Word. You will find it a holy 
exercise to read some Psalm of David and, as you meditate upon each verse, to ask your- 

self, “Can I say this? Have I felt as David felt? Has my heart ever been broken on account 
of sin, as his was when he penned his penitential psalms? Has my soul been full of true con- 
fidence in the hour of difficulty as his was when he sang of God’s mercies in the cave of 
Adullam or in the holds of Engedi? Do I take the cup of salvation and call upon the name 
of the Lord?” Then turn to the life of Christ, and as you read, ask yourself how far you are 
conformed to His likeness. Endeavor to discover whether you have the meekness, the humil- 
ity, the lovely spirit that He constantly urged and displayed. Then take the epistles, and see 
whether you can go with the apostle in what he said of his experience. Have you ever cried 
out as he did, “Wretched man that I am! Who will deliver me from this body of death”?! 
Have you ever felt his self-abasement? Have you seemed to yourself the chief of sinners, 
and less than the least of all the saints? Have you known anything of his devotion? Could you 
join with him and say, “For to me to live is Christ, and to die is gain” ?? If in this way we 
read God’s Word as a test of our spiritual condition, we will often have good reason to 
pause and say, “Lord, I feel I have never yet been here. O bring me here! Give me the true pen- 
itence about which I am reading. Give me real faith; give me warmer zeal; inflame me with 
more fervent love; grant me the grace of meekness; make me more like Jesus. Do not allow 
me to be ‘found wanting’ when weighed in the balances of the Bible, in case I be found 
wanting in the scales of judgment.” “Judge not, that you be not judged.”°

he apostle uses the perfect tense and says, “who saved us.” Believers in Christ Jesus are 
saved. They are not looked upon as people who are in a hopeful state and may ultimately 

be saved, but they are already saved. Salvation is not a blessing to be enjoyed upon our 
dying bed and to be sung of in a future state above, but a matter to be obtained, received, 
promised, and enjoyed now. The Christian is perfectly saved in God’s purpose; God has 
ordained him to salvation, and that purpose is complete. He is saved also as to the price 
that has been paid for him: “It is finished” was the cry of the Savior before He died. The 
believer is also perfectly saved in His covenant Head, for as he fell in Adam, so he lives in 
Christ. This complete salvation is accompanied by a holy calling. Those whom the Savior 

saved upon the cross are in due time effectually called by the power of God the Holy Spirit 

to holiness: They leave their sins; they endeavor to be like Christ; they choose holiness, not 

out of any compulsion, but from the power of a new nature, which leads them to rejoice in 

holiness just as naturally as when previously they delighted in sin. God neither chose them 

nor called them because they were holy, but He called them that they might be holy, and 

holiness is the beauty produced by His workmanship in them. The excellencies that we see 

in a believer are as much the work of God as the Atonement itself. In this way the fullness 

of the grace of God is beautifully displayed. Salvation must be of grace, because the Lord is 

the author of it; And what motive but grace could move Him to save the guilty? Salvation 

must be of grace because theLord works in such a manner that our righteousness is forever 

excluded. Such is the believer’s privilege—a present salvation; such is the evidence that he is 

called to it—a holy life.

he invitation is to “take... without price.” Jesus wants no payment or preparation. He 

seeks no recommendation from our virtuous emotions. If you have no good feelings, 

but if you are willing, you are invited; therefore come! If you have no belief and no repen- 

tance, come to Him, and He will give them to you. Come just as you are, and take without 

money and without price. He gives Himself to the needy. In nineteenth-century Britain the 

drinking fountains at the corners of the streets were valuable institutions; it would have 

been a strange and foolish sight to see someone standing at the fountain declaring, “I can- 

not drink because I do not have any money.” However poor an individual may be, there is 

the fountain, and just as he is, he may drink of it without cost. Thirsty passengers, as they 

go by, whether they are dressed poorly or expensively, do not look for any authorization to 

drink; the existence of the fountain is sufficient warrant for taking its water freely. The gen- 

erosity of some good friends has put in place the refreshing supply, and we take it and ask 

no questions. Perhaps the only people who go thirsty through the street where there is a 
drinking fountain are the fine ladies and gentlemen who are in their carriages. They are 
very thirsty but cannot think of being so vulgar as to get out to drink. It would demean 
them, they think, to drink at a common drinking fountain: so they ride by with parched 
lips. How many there are who are rich in their own good works and cannot therefore come 
to Christ! “I will not be saved,” they say, “in the same way as the prostitute or the blasphe- 
mer.” What! Go to heaven in the same way as a chimney sweep? Is there no pathway to 
glory but the path that led the dying thief there? I will not be saved that way. Such proud 
boasters must remain without the living water; but “Let the one who desires take the water 
of life without price.”

REMOVE FAR FROM ME FALSEHOOD AND LYING. — PROVERBS 30:8 

DO NOT FORSAKE ME, O LORD! — Psalm 38:21 

H we have two great lessons—what to deprecate and what to supplicate. The happi- 
est state of a Christian is the holiest state. Just as there is the most heat nearest to the 

sun, so there is the most happiness closest to Christ. No Christian enjoys comfort when his 
eyes are fixed on falsehood—he finds no satisfaction unless his soul is quickened in the 
ways of God. The world may find happiness elsewhere, but he cannot. I do not blame 
ungodly men for rushing to their pleasures. Why should I? Let them have their fill. That is 
all they have to enjoy. A converted wife who despaired of her husband was always very 
kind to him, for she said, “I fear that this is the only world in which he will be happy, and 
therefore I have made up my mind to make him as happy as I can in it.” Christians must 
seek their delights in a higher sphere than the tasteless trifles or sinful enjoyments of the 
world. Empty pursuits are dangerous to renewed souls. We have heard of a philosopher who, 
while he looked up to the stars, fell into a pit; but how deeply do they fall who look down. 
Their fall is fatal. No Christian is safe when his soul is lazy, and his God is far from him. Every 
Christian is always safe as to the great matter of his standing in Christ, but he is not safe as 
regards his experience in holiness and communion with Jesus in this life. Satan does not often 
attack a Christian who is living near to God. It is when the Christian departs from God, 
becomes spiritually starved, and tries to feed on lies that the devil discovers his moment of 
advantage. He may sometimes stand foot to foot with the child of God who is active in his 
Master’s service, but the battle is generally brief. He who slips as he goes down into the Valley 
of Humiliation will find that with every false step he invites the devil’s attack. O for grace 
to walk humbly with our God!

DELIGHT YOURSELF IN THE LORD. — PsaLm 37:4 

RS teaching of these words must seem very surprising to those who are strangers to 
vital godliness, but to the sincere believer it is only the reminder of a recognized truth. 

The life of the believer is described as a delight in God, and we are reminded of the great 
fact that genuine faith overflows with happiness and joy. Ungodly persons and mere profes- 
sors never look upon religion as a joyful thing; to them it is service, duty, or necessity, but 
never pleasure or delight. If they attend to religion at all, it is either because of what they 
might get or because they are afraid of the consequences of neglect. The thought of delight 
in religious exercise is so strange to most men that no two words in their language stand 
further apart than holiness and delight. But believers who know Christ understand that 
delight and faith are so wonderfully united that the gates of hell cannot manage to separate 
them. Those who love God with all their hearts find that His ways are ways of pleasant- 
ness, and all His paths are peace. The saints discover in Christ such joy, such overflowing 
delight, such blessedness that far from serving Him from custom, they would follow Him 
even though the whole world rejected Him. We do not fear God because of any compul- 
sion; our faith is no shackle, our profession is no bondage, we are not dragged to holiness, 
nor driven to duty. No, our piety is our pleasure, our hope is our happiness, our duty is our 
delight. 

Delight and true faith are as interwoven as root and flower, as indivisible as truth and cer- 
tainty; they are, in fact, two precious stones glittering side by side in a setting of gold.

deep sense and clear view of sin, its dreadfulness, and the punishment that it deserves 
should make us lie low before the throne. We have sinned as Christians. It is sad that 

it should be so. We have been favored, and yet we have been ungrateful; privileged beyond 
most, but we have not brought forth fruit in proportion. Who is there, although he may have 
been engaged in the Christian warfare for years, who will not blush when he looks back 
upon the past? As for our days before we were born again, may they be forgiven and for- 
gotten; but since then, though we have not sinned as before, yet we have sinned against light 

and against love—light that has really penetrated our minds, and love in which we have 

rejoiced. The sin of a pardoned soul is an atrocity! An unpardoned sinner sins cheaply 

compared with the sin of one of God’s elect, who has had communion with Christ and 

leaned upon Him for his comfort. Look at David! Many will talk of his sin, but Task you 

to look at his repentance and hear his broken bones as each one of them moans out its 

mournful confession! Consider his tears as they fall upon the ground, and the deep sighs 

with which he accompanies the softened music of his harp! We have strayed: Let us, there- 

fore, seek the spirit of penitence. Look again at Peter! We often speak of how he denied 

Christ. Remember, it is written, “He wept bitterly.” Do we have no denials of our Lord to 

be lamented with tears? These sins of ours, before and after conversion, would consign us 

to the place of inextinguishable fire if it were not for God’s sovereign mercy, which snatched 

us like sticks from the fire. My soul, bow down under a sense of your natural sinfulness, and 

worship your God. Admire the grace that saves you—the mercy that spares you—the love 

that pardons you!

Even these may forget, yet I will not 
forget you.” What would be the value of the promise—“‘The mountains may depart and the 
hills be removed, but my steadfast love shall not depart from you, and my covenant of 
peace shall not be removed,’ says the LORD, who has compassion on you” ?? What truth 
would there be in Christ’s words—“I give them eternal life, and they will never perish, and 
no one will snatch them out of my hand. My Father, who has given them to me, is greater 
than all, and no one is able to snatch them out of the Father’s hand” ?? What value would 
there be in the doctrines of grace? They would be all disproved if one child of God should 
perish. What value could be placed in the veracity of God, His honor, His power, His grace, 
His covenant, His oath, if any of those for whom Christ died, and who have put their trust 
in Him, should nevertheless be cast away? Banish then those unbelieving fears, which so 
dishonor God. Arise, shake yourself from the dust, and put on your beautiful clothes. 
Remember, it is sinful to doubt His Word in which He has promised you that you will never 
perish. Let the eternal life within you express itself in confident rejoicing.

” he LORD is my light and my salvation.” Here is personal interest: “my light,” “my sal- 
vation”; the soul is assured of it, and therefore declares it boldly. Into the soul at the 

new birth divine light is poured as the forerunner of salvation; where there is not enough light 
to reveal our own darkness and to make us long for the Lord Jesus, there is no evidence of 
salvation. After conversion our God is our joy, comfort, guide, teacher, and in every sense our 
light: He is light within us, light around us, light reflected from us, and light to be revealed 
to us. Note, it does not just say that the Lord gives light, but that He is light; nor that He gives 
salvation, but that He is salvation; so, then, whoever by faith has laid hold upon God has 

all the covenant blessings in their possession. Once this fact is assured, the deduction from 

it is put in the form of a question, “Whom shall I fear?” A question that is its own answer. 

The powers of darkness are not to be feared, for the Lord, our light, destroys them; and we 

need not dread the damnation of hell, for the Lord is our salvation. This is a very different 

challenge from that of boastful Goliath, for it rests not upon the conceited vigor of human 

strength, but upon the real power of the omnipotent I AM. “The Lorp is the stronghold of 

my life.” Here is a third glowing quality showing that the writer’s hope was fastened with a 

threefold cord that could not be broken. It is no surprise that we accumulate terms of praise 

where the Lord lavishes deeds of grace. Our life derives all its strength from God; and if He 

deigns to make us strong, we cannot be weakened by all the cunning movements of our adver- 

sary. “Whom shall I fear?” The bold question looks into the future as well as the present. 

“If God is for us, who can be against us,” either now or in time to come?

Beet th David was saddened that the numbers of the faithful were so small, and there- 

fore he lifted up his heart in supplication: When the creature failed, he flew to the Creator. He 

evidently felt his own weakness, or he would not have cried for help; but at the same time 

he obviously intended to give himself for the cause of truth, for the cry “save” is inapplica- 

ble where we do not exert ourselves. Note the directness, clearness of perception, and dis- 

tinctness of utterance in this petition of few words, distinguishing it from the long, rambling 

outpourings of certain professors. The psalmist runs straight toward his God with a well-con- 

sidered prayer; he knows what he is seeking and where to seek it. Lord, teach us to pray in 

the same direct manner. 
The occasions when prayer is needed are constant. In providential afflictions how nec- 

essary prayer is for tested believers who find all other helpers failing them. Students in doc- 
trinal difficulties will find help by lifting up this cry of “Save, O LORD” to the Holy Spirit, 
the great Teacher. Spiritual warriors in inward conflicts may send to the throne of grace for 
reinforcements, and this will be a model for their request. Those who are engaged in heav- 
enly toil may in this way obtain grace in time of need. Seeking sinners, in doubts and alarms, 
may offer up the same simple supplication; in fact, in all these cases, times, and places this 
will serve the turn of needy souls. “Save, O LORD” will suit us in living and dying, suffering 
or working, rejoicing or sorrowing. In Him our help is found; let us not be slow to cry to Him. 

The answer to the prayer is certain, if it is sincerely offered through Jesus. The Lord’s 
character assures us that He will not leave His people; His relationship as Father and 
Husband guarantee us His help. God’s gift of Jesus is a pledge of every good thing; and His 
sure promise stands, “Fear not, I will help you.”

his well was famous in the wilderness because it was the subject of a promise: “That is 
the well of which the LorD said to Moses, ‘Gather the people together, so that I may 

give them water.’” The people needed water, and it was promised by their gracious God. 
We need fresh supplies of heavenly grace, and in the covenant the Lord has pledged Himself 
to give us all we require. The well also became the cause of a song. Before the water gushed 
out, cheerful faith prompted the people to sing; and as they saw the crystal fountain bubbling 
up, the music grew more joyful. In similar fashion, we who believe the promise of God should 
rejoice in the prospect of divine revivals in our souls, and as we experience them our holy 
joy should overflow. Are we thirsting? Then let us not grumble but sing. Spiritual thirst is 
bitter to bear, but we need not bear it—the promise indicates a well; so let us be of good heart, 
and look for it. Moreover, the well was the center of prayer. “Spring up, O well.” What 
God has promised to give, we must seek after, or we show that we have neither desire nor 
faith. This evening let us ask that the Scripture we have read, and our devotional exercises, 
may not be an empty formality but a channel of grace to our souls. May God the Holy 
Spirit work in us with all His mighty power, filling us with all the fullness of God. Lastly, 
the well was the object of effort. “The nobles of the people delved, with the scepter and 
with their staffs.” The Lord wants us to be active in obtaining grace. Our implements are ill 
suited for digging in the sand, but we must use them to the best of our ability. Prayer must 
not be neglected; the gathering of God’s people must not be forsaken; ordinances must not 
be set aside. The Lord will give us His peace most generously, but not on the path of lazi- 
ness. Let us, then, stir ourselves to seek Him in whom we find all our fresh and flowing 
springs.

he heart of the believer is Christ’s garden. He bought it with His precious blood, and 
He enters it and claims it as His own. A garden implies separation. It is not the open field; 

it is not a wilderness; it is walled around or hedged in. If only we could see the wall of sep- 
aration between the church and the world made broader and stronger. It is sad to hear 
Christians saying, “Well, there is no harm in this; there is no harm in that,” and by this 
approach getting as near to the world as possible. Grace is at a low ebb in the soul that is 
always inquiring about how far it may go in worldly conformity. A garden is a place of 
beauty; it far surpasses the wild uncultivated lands.

So the Lord Jesus Christ would have us reserve our souls as 

a place in which He can show Himself, in a way that He does not to the world. As Christians 

we should be far keener to keep our hearts closely shut up for Christ! We often worry and 

trouble ourselves, like Martha, with much serving, and like her we do not have the room 

for Christ that Mary had, and we do not sit at His feet as we ought. May the Lord grant the 

sweet showers of His grace to water His garden today.

Satan, 
like a slave, may hold the sieve, hoping for the worst; but the overruling hand of the Master 
is accomplishing His purpose by the very process that the enemy hopes will be destructive. 
Precious children of God, even though you are shaken, be comforted by the blessed fact 
that the Lord directs the whole process for His own glory and for your eternal profit. 

The Lord Jesus will graciously and yet firmly divide that which is precious from that 
which is of little account. All are not Israel that are of Israel; the grain on the barn floor is 
not clean and pure, and so the shaking process must be performed. In the sieve, husks and 
chaff fly before the wind, and only solid substance will remain. 

Observe the complete safety of the Lord’s wheat; even a pebble has a promise of preser- 
vation.

he foundation upon which our faith rests is this, that “in Christ God was reconciling 
the world to himself, not counting their trespasses against them.”! The great fact on 

which genuine faith relies is that “the Word became flesh and dwelt among us,”? and that 
“Christ also suffered once for sins, the righteous for the unrighteous, that he might bring us 
to God”;’ “He himself bore our sins in his body on the tree”;* “Upon him was the chastise- 
ment that brought us peace, and with his stripes we are healed.”’

nae Himself is the builder of His spiritual temple, and He has built it on the moun-

There 
are the cedars of Lebanon, but they are not framed for the building; they are not cut down 
and shaped and made into those planks of cedar whose fragrant beauty will make glad the 
courts of the Lord’s house in paradise. There are also the rough stones still in the quarry, 
which must be hewn out and squared. All this is Christ’s own work. Each individual believer 
is being prepared and polished and made ready for his place in the temple; but Christ’s own 
hand performs the preparation-work. Afflictions cannot sanctify, except when they are 
used by Him to fulfill His purpose. Our prayers and efforts cannot make us ready for heaven, 
apart from the hand of Jesus, who fashions our hearts correctly. 

As in the building of Solomon’s temple, where “neither hammer nor axe nor any tool of 
iron was heard”' because it all arrived perfectly ready for the exact spot it was to occupy, 
so is it with the temple that Jesus builds; the preparation is all done on earth. When we 
reach heaven, there will be no sanctifying us there, no squaring us with affliction, no matur- 
ing us with suffering. No, we must be made ready here—and all that Christ will do He will 
do now; and when He has done it, we will be ferried by a loving hand across the stream of 
death and brought to the heavenly Jerusalem, to live as eternal pillars in the temple of our 
Lord.

cake not turned is uncooked on one side; and so Ephraim was, in many respects, 

Ae by divine grace: Though there was partial obedience, there was too much 

rebellion left. My soul, I charge you to see whether this is true of you. Are you thorough in 

the things of God? Has grace gone to the very center of your being so that its divine opera- 

tion is felt in all your powers, your actions, your words, and your thoughts? To be sancti- 

fied, spirit, soul, and body, should be your aim and prayer; and although sanctification might 

not be complete in you, still it must be at work in you. There must not be the appearance of 

holiness in one place and reigning sin in another; otherwise you will also be a cake not turned. 
A cake not turned is soon burnt on the side nearest the fire, and although no man can 

have too much religion, there are some who seem burnt black with bigoted zeal for that 
part of truth that they overemphasize; others are charred to a cinder with a self-congratula- 
tory pharisaic performance of those religious activities that suit their mood. The assumed 
appearance of superior sanctity frequently accompanies a total absence of all vital godli- 
ness, and the saint in public is a devil in private. He deals in flour by day and in soot by 
night. The cake that is burned on one side is dough on the other. 

This is true of me, Lord Jesus; turn me! Turn my unsanctified nature to the fire of Your 
love, and let it feel the sacred glow, and let my burnt side cool a little while I learn my own 
weakness and lack of heat when I am removed from Your heavenly flame. Let me not be a 
double-minded man, but one who is entirely under the powerful influence of reigning grace. 
I know only too well that if I am left like a cake unturned, and am not on both sides the 
subject of Your grace, I will be consumed forever in everlasting burnings. 

am EVENING & 
WE WAIT EAGERLY FOR ADOPTION AS SONS. — ROMANS 8:23 

Ex in this world saints are God’s children, but the only way that people will discover 
this is by certain moral characteristics. The adoption is not displayed; the children are not 

yet openly declared. Among the Romans a man might adopt a child and keep it private for 
a long time; but there was a second adoption in public; when the child was brought before 
the constituted authorities, its old clothes were removed, and the father who took it to be 
his child gave it clothing suitable to its new status in life. “Beloved, we are God’s children 
now, and what we will be has not yet appeared.”' We are not yet clothed in the apparel of 
heaven’s royal family; we are wearing in this flesh and blood just what we wore as the chil- 
dren of Adam. But we know that “when he appears” who is “the firstborn among many 
brothers,”* we will be like Him, for we will see Him as He is. Can’t you imagine that a 
child taken from the lowest ranks of society and adopted by a Roman senator would say to 
himself, “I long for the day when I shall be publicly adopted. Then I shall discard these 
poor clothes and be dressed in clothes that depict my senatorial rank”? Glad for what he 
has already received, he still groans until he gets the fullness of what has been promised to 
him. So it is with us today. We are waiting until we put on our proper clothes and are declared 
as the children of God for all to see. We are young nobles and have not yet worn our crowns. 
We are young brides, and the marriage day has not arrived, but our fiancée’s love for us 
leads us to long and sigh for the bridal morning. Our very happiness makes us long for 
more; our joy, like a swollen stream, longs to spring up like a fountain, leaping to the skies, 
heaving and groaning within our spirit for lack of space and room by which to reveal itself 
to men.

[ is fondly imagined by some that it must have been a very special privilege to be the mother 
of our Lord, because they suppose that she had the benefit of looking into His very heart 

in a way in which we cannot hope to do. There may be an appearance of plausibility in this 
notion, but not much. We do not know that Mary knew more than others; what she did know 
she did well to store in her heart; but she does not appear from anything we read in the 
Gospels to have been a better-instructed believer than any of Christ’s other disciples. All 
that she knew we also may discover. Are you surprised by this? Here is a text to prove it: “The 
friendship of the LorD is for those who fear him, and he makes known to them his 
covenant.”'’ Remember the Master’s words—“No longer do I call you servants, for the ser- 
vant does not know what his master is doing; but I have called you friends, for all that I 
have heard from my Father I have made known to you.”? The Divine Revealer of secrets 
tells us His heart, and He keeps nothing back that is needful for us. His own assurance is, 
“If it were not so, would I have told you . . . ?”? Does He not today reveal Himself to us in 
a way that He does not to the world? And since this is so we will not ignorantly cry, “Blessed 
is the womb that bore you,” but we will intelligently bless God that, having heard the Word 
and kept it, we first of all have as real a communion with the Savior as His mother had, and 
in the second place as true an acquaintance with the secrets of His heart as she can be sup- 
posed to have obtained.

loser for conscience’s sake, you will find that if the Lord does not pay you back in the silver 

of earthly prosperity, He will discharge His promise in the gold of spiritual joy. Remember 

that a man’s life does not consist in the abundance of what he possesses. To wear an honest 

spirit, to have a heart void of offense, to have the favor and smile of God is greater riches than 

all the gold and diamonds in the world. “Better is a dinner of herbs where love is than a fat- 

tened ox and hatred with it.”* An ounce of contentment is worth a ton of gold.

ur knowledge of Christ is somewhat like climbing one of the mountains in Wales. When 

©: are at the base you see only a little: the mountain itself appears to be only half as 

high as it really is. Confined in a little valley, you discover scarcely anything but the rip- 

pling brooks as they descend into the stream at the foot of the mountain. Climb the first 

rising knoll, and the valley lengthens and widens beneath your feet. Go higher, and you 

see the country for four or five miles around, and you are delighted with the widening 

prospect. Higher still, and the scene enlarges; until at last, when you are on the summit 

and look east, west, north, and south, you see almost all of England lying before you. 

There is a forest in some distant county, perhaps two hundred miles away, and here the 
sea, and there a shining river and the smoking chimneys of a manufacturing town, or the 
masts of the ships in a busy port. All these things please and delight you, and you say, “I 
could not have imagined that so much could be seen at this elevation.” Now, the Christian 
life is of the same order. When we first believe in Christ, we see only a little of Him. The 
higher we climb, the more we discover of His beauty. But who has ever gained the sum- 
mit? Who has known all the heights and depths of the love of Christ that passes knowledge? 
When Paul had grown old and was sitting gray-haired and shivering in a dungeon in 
Rome, he was able to say with greater emphasis than we can, “I know whom I have 
believed,”! for each experience had been like the climbing of a hill, each trial had been like 
ascending another summit, and his death seemed like gaining the top of the mountain, 
from which he could see the whole panorama of the faithfulness and love of Him to whom 
he had committed his soul. Get up, dear friend, into a high mountain.

Ree can you find rest apart from the ark, Christ Jesus? Then consider that your reli- 
gion may be in vain. Are you satisfied with anything short of a conscious knowledge of 

your union and interest in Christ? Then woe to you. If you profess to be a Christian while 
finding full satisfaction in worldly pleasures and pursuits, your profession is probably false. 
If your soul can stretch herself at rest and find the bed long enough and the blanket broad 
enough to cover it in the chambers of sin, then you are a hypocrite and far away from any 
proper thoughts of Christ or awareness of His preciousness. But if, on the other hand, you 
feel that if you could indulge in sin without punishment, that would be a punishment itself, 
and that if you could have the whole world and live in it forever, it would be quite enough 
misery not to be separated from it, for your God—your God—is what your soul longs for, 
then be of good courage, you are a child of God. With all your sins and imperfections, take 
this for your comfort: If your soul has no rest in sin, you are not as the sinner is! If you are 
still crying after and craving after something better, Christ has not forgotten you, for you have 
not quite forgotten Him. The believer cannot do without his Lord; words are inadequate to 
express his thoughts of Him. We cannot live on the sands of the wilderness—we want the 
manna that drops from heaven; the pitchers of self-confidence cannot produce for us a drop 
of moisture, but we drink of the rock that follows us, and that rock is Christ. When you 
feed on Him, your soul can sing, “He who satisfies me with good so that my youth is renewed 
like the eagle’s”;* but if you don’t have Him, your wine cellar and well-stocked pantry can 
give you no sort of satisfaction: Learn to lament over them in the words of wisdom, “Vanity 
of vanities, all is vanity!”

Bunyan pictures this with massive but awful grandeur of poetry when 
he speaks of the back way to hell. Seven devils bound the wretch with nine cords and dragged 
him from the road to heaven, in which he had professed to walk, and thrust him through 
the back door into hell. Watch out for that back way to hell, professors! “Examine your- 
selves, to see whether you are in the faith.”! Pay attention to your condition, and see whether 
you are in Christ or not. It is the easiest thing in the world to give high marks when grading 
your own paper. Be honest and fair. Be gracious to all, but be rigorous with yourself. 
Remember, if you are not building on the rock, your house will collapse. May the Lord give 
you sincerity, constancy, and firmness; and in no day, however evil, may you be led to turn 
aside.

We must leave behind the world’s maxims— 
its pleasure, and its religion too—and go far away to the place where the Lord calls His 
sanctified ones. When the town is on fire, our house cannot be too far from the flames.

He insinuates, “Your sins are too great for pardon; you have no faith; you do not 
repent enough; you will never be able to continue to the end; you do not have the joy of His 
children; you have such a wavering hold on Jesus.” All these are thoughts about self, and 
we will never find comfort or assurance by looking within. But the Holy Spirit turns our 
eyes entirely away from self: He tells us that we are nothing, but that Christ is everything. 
Remember, therefore, it is not your hold of Christ that saves you—it is Christ; it is not your 
joy in Christ that saves you—it is Christ; it is not even faith in Christ, although that is the 
instrument—it is Christ’s blood and merits. Therefore, do not look so much to your hand 
with which you are grasping Christ as to Christ; do not look to your hope but to Jesus, the 
source of your hope; do not look to your faith, but to Jesus, the founder and perfecter of your 
faith. We will never find happiness by looking at our prayers, our deeds, or our feelings; it 
is what Jesus is, not what we are, that gives rest to the soul. If we are to overcome Satan 
and have peace with God, it must be by “looking to Jesus.” Keep your eye simply on Him; 
let His death, His sufferings, His merits, His glories, His intercession be fresh upon your 
mind. When you waken in the morning look to Him; when you lie down at night look to 
Him. Do not let your hopes or fears come between you and Jesus; follow hard after Him, and 
He will never fail you.

Then the devil has launched another host of serpents in the form 

of worldly trials, temptations, unbelief; but faith in Jesus is more than a match for them 

and overcomes them all.

AZ is the natural expression of sorrow, and a suitable utterance when all other modes

“Be not deaf to me.” Mere formalists may be content without answers to their prayers, 

but genuine suppliants cannot; they are not satisfied with the results of prayer itself in calm- 

ing the mind and subduing the will—they must go further and obtain actual replies from 

heaven or they cannot rest; and those replies they long to receive at once—they dread even 

a little of God’s silence. God’s voice is often so terrible that it shakes the wilderness; but His 

silence is equally full of awe to an eager suppliant. When God seems to close His ear, we 

must not therefore close our mouths but rather cry with more earnestness; for when our 

note grows shrill with eagerness and grief, He will not long deny us a hearing. What a 

dreadful case we would be in if the Lord should become forever deaf to our prayers. “Lest, 

if you be silent to me, I become like those who go down to the pit.” Deprived of the God 

who answers prayer, we would be in a more pitiable plight than the dead in the grave and 

would soon sink to the same level as the lost in hell. We must have answers to prayer: Ours 

is an urgent case of dire necessity; surely the Lord will speak peace to our agitated minds, 

for He never can find it in His heart to permit His own elect to perish.

If every day I journeyed toward the goal of my desires I would soon reach it, 
but backsliding leaves me still far from the prize of my high calling and robs me of the 
advances that I had so strenuously made. The only way in which all my days can be like the 
fat cows is to feed them in the right meadow, to spend them with the Lord, in His service, 

in His company, in His fear, and in His way. Why should not every year be richer than the 
past, in love and usefulness and joy? I am nearer the celestial hills; 1 have had more experi- 
ence of my Lord and should be more like Him. O Lord, keep far from me the curse of lean- 
ness of soul; let me not have to bemoan such leanness, but may I be well-fed and nourished 
in Your house, that I may praise Your name.

IF WE ENDURE, WE WILL ALSO REIGN WITH HIM. — 2 TIMOTHY 2:12 

Wee must not imagine that we are suffering for Christ and with Christ if we are not in 
Christ. Beloved friend, are you trusting in Jesus only? If not, whatever you may have 

to mourn over on earth, you are not suffering with Christ and have no hope of reigning 
with Him in heaven. Neither are we to conclude that all a Christian’s sufferings are suffer- 
ings with Christ, for it is essential that he be called by God to suffer. If we are rash and impru- 
dent and run into positions for which neither providence nor grace has fitted us, we ought 
to question whether we are not rather sinning than communing with Jesus. If we let passion 
take the place of judgment, and self-will reign instead of scriptural authority, we shall fight 
the Lord’s battles with the devil’s weapons, and if we cut our own fingers we must not be 
surprised. Again, in troubles that come upon us as the result of sin, we must not dream that 
we are suffering with Christ. When Miriam spoke evil of Moses, and the leprosy polluted her, 
she was not suffering for God. Moreover, suffering that God accepts must have God’s glory 
as its end. If | suffer that I may earn a name or win applause, I shall get no other reward 
than that of the Pharisee. It is required also that love for Jesus and love for His people 
should always be the mainspring of all our patience. We must manifest the Spirit of Christ 
in meekness, gentleness, and forgiveness. Let us search and see if we truly suffer with Jesus. 
And if we do suffer in this way, what is our “slight momentary affliction”! compared with 
reigning with Him? Oh, it is so blessed to be in the furnace with Christ, and such an honor 
to stand in the jail with Him, that if there were no future reward, we might count ourselves 
happy in present honor; but when the recompense is so eternal, so infinitely more than we 
had any pee to expect, shall we not take up the cross with enthusiasm and go on our way 
rejoicing?

Saba begins in regeneration. The Spirit of God implants in man that new living 
principle by which he becomes “a new creation”! in Christ Jesus. This work, which 

begins in the new birth, is carried on in two ways—mortification, whereby the lusts of the 
flesh are subdued and kept under, and vivification, by which the life that God has put within 
us is made to be a well of water springing up unto everlasting life. This is carried on every day 
in what is called perseverance, by which the Christian is preserved and continued in a gra- 
cious state and is made to abound in good works unto the praise and glory of God; and it cul- 
minates or comes to perfection in glory, when the soul, being thoroughly purged, is caught 
up to dwell with holy beings at the right hand of the Majesty on high. But while the Spirit 
of God is thus the author of sanctification, yet there is a visible agency employed that must 
not be forgotten. “Sanctify them,” said Jesus, “in the truth; your word is truth.” The passages 
of Scripture that prove that the instrument of our sanctification is the Word of God are 
numerous. The Spirit of God brings to our minds the precepts and doctrines of truth and 
applies them with power. These are heard in the ear, and being received in the heart, they 
work in us to will and to do God’s good pleasure. The truth is the sanctifier, and if we do 
not hear or read the truth, we shall not grow in sanctification. We only progress in sound 
living as we progress in sound understanding. “Your word is a lamp to my feet and a light 
to my path.”? Do not say of any error, “It is a mere matter of opinion.” No man indulges 
an error of judgment without sooner or later tolerating an error in practice. Hold fast the 
truth, for by doing so you shall be sanctified by the Spirit of God.

Gyre practical holiness is a very precious mark of grace. It is to be feared that many 
professors have perverted the doctrine of justification by faith in such a way as to treat 

good works with contempt; if so, they will receive everlasting contempt at the last great 
day. If our hands are not clean, let us wash them in Jesus’ precious blood, and so let us lift 
up pure hands unto God. But “clean hands” will not suffice unless they are connected with 
“a pure heart.” True religion is heart-work. We may wash the outside of the cup and the plate 
as long as we please, but if the inward parts be filthy, we are filthy altogether in the sight of 
God, for our hearts are more truly ourselves than our hands are. The very life of our being 
lies in the inner nature, and hence the imperative need of purity within. The pure in heart shall 
see God; all others are but blind bats. 

The man who is born for heaven “does not lift up his soul to what is false.” All men 

have their joys by which their souls are lifted up. The worldling lifts up his soul in carnal 

delights, which are mere empty vanities; but the saint loves more substantial things; like 

Jehoshaphat, he is lifted up in the ways of the Lord. He who is content with husks will be 

reckoned with the swine. Does the world satisfy you? Then you have your reward and por- 

tion in this life; make much of it, for you will know no other joy. 

“Does not swear deceitfully.” The saints are men of honor still. The Christian man’s 

word is his only oath; but that is as good as twenty oaths of other men. False speaking will 

shut any man out of heaven/ for a liar shall not enter into God’s house, whatever may be 

his professions or doings. Reader, does the text before us condemn you, or do you hope to 

ascend into the hill of the Lord?

e are very apt to regard the apostolic saints as if they were “saints” in a more special 

manner than the other children of God. All are “saints” whom God has called by His 

grace and sanctified by His Spirit; but we are apt to look upon the apostles as extraordinary 

beings, scarcely subject to the same weaknesses and temptations as ourselves. Yet in doing 

so we forget this truth, that the nearer a man lives to God, the more intensely has he to mourn 

over his own evil heart; and the more his Master honors him in His service, the more the 

evil of the flesh vexes and teases him day by day. The fact is, if we had seen the apostle Paul, 

we would have thought him remarkably like the rest of the chosen family: And if we had 

talked with him, we would have said, “We find that his experience and ours are much the 
same. He is more faithful, more holy, and more deeply taught than we are, but he has the self- 
same trials to endure. Actually, in some respects he is more sorely tried than ourselves.” Do 
not, then, look upon the ancient saints as being exempt either from infirmities or sins; and 
do not regard them with that mystic reverence that will almost make us idolaters. Their 
holiness is attainable even by us. We are “called to be saints” by that same voice that con- 
strained them to their high vocation. It is a Christian’s duty to force his way into the inner cir- 
cle of saintship; and if these saints were superior to us in their attainments, as they certainly 
were, let us follow them; let us emulate their passion and holiness. We have the same light 
that they had, the same grace is accessible to us, and why should we rest satisfied until we 
have equaled them in heavenly character? They lived with Jesus, they lived for Jesus, there- 
fore they grew like Jesus. Let us live by the same Spirit as they did, “looking to Jesus,”' and 
our saintship will soon be apparent.

Si that we have such a God to trust, let us rest upon Him with all our weight; let us

ave you ever really weighed and considered how great the sin of God’s people is? 
Think how heinous is your own transgression, and you will find that not only does a 

sin here and there tower up like an alp, but that your iniquities are heaped upon each other, 
as in the old fable of the giants who piled Pelian upon Ossa,’ mountain upon mountain. What 
an aggregate of sin there is in the life of one of the most sanctified of God’s children! Attempt 
to multiply this, the sin of one only, by the multitude of the redeemed, “a great multitude that 
no one could number,”? and you will have some conception of the great mass of the guilt of 
the people for whom Jesus shed His blood. But we arrive at a more adequate idea of the 
magnitude of sin by the greatness of the remedy provided. It is the blood of Jesus Christ, 
God’s only and well-beloved Son. God’s Son! Angels cast their crowns before Him! All the 
choral symphonies of heaven surround His glorious throne. “God over all, blessed forever. 
Amen.”* And yet He takes upon Himself the form of a servant and is scourged and pierced, 

bruised and torn, and at last slain; nothing but the blood of the incarnate Son of God could 

make atonement for our offenses. No human mind can adequately estimate the infinite 

value of the divine sacrifice, for although the sin of God’s people is great, the atonement 

that takes it away is immeasurably greater. Therefore, even when sin rolls in like a flood, 

and the remembrance of the past is bitter, the believer can still stand before the blazing throne 

of the great and holy God and cry, “Who is to condemn?

Therefore, dear friends, intercede for us with 
our God. We are miserable men if we miss the help of your prayers, but happy are we if we 
live in your supplications. You do not look to us but to our Master for spiritual blessings, and 
yet how many times has He given those blessings through His ministers; ask then, again 
and again, that we may be the earthen vessels into which the Lord may put the treasure of 
the Gospel. We, the whole company of missionaries, ministers, and students, do in the 
name of Jesus beseech you: “Brothers, pray for us.”

WHEN I PASSED BY YOU...ISAID TO YOU... “LIVE!” — EZEKIEL 16:6 

Bee consider gratefully this mandate of mercy. Note that this decree of God is 
majestic. In our text we find a sinner with nothing in him but sin, expecting nothing 

but wrath; but the eternal Lord passes by in His glory. He looks, He pauses, and He pro- 
nounces the solitary but royal word, “Live.” Only God can speak in this way, dispensing life 
with a single syllable! Again, this decree is manifold. When He says “Live,” it includes many 
things. Here is judicial life. The sinner is ready to be condemned, but the Mighty One 
says, “Live,” and he rises pardoned and absolved. It is spiritual life. We did not know 
Jesus—our eyes could not see Christ, our ears could not hear His voice—but Jehovah said 
“Live,” and we who were dead in trespasses and sins were quickened. Moreover, it includes 
glory-life, which is the perfection of spiritual life. “I said to you. . . ‘Live,’” and that word 
rolls on through all the years of time till death comes; and even in the shadows of death, 
the Lord’s voice is still heard—“Live!” In the morning of the resurrection it is that self- 
same voice that is echoed by the archangel, “Live,” and as holy spirits rise to heaven to be 
blessed forever in the glory of their God, it is in the power of this same word, “Live.” 
Note again, that it is an irresistible decree. Saul of Tarsus is on the road to Damascus to 
arrest the saints of the living God. A voice is heard from heaven, and a light is seen above 
the brightness of the sun, and Saul is crying out, “Who are you, Lord?”! This decree is of 
free grace. When sinners are saved, it is only and solely because God will do it to magnify 
His free, unpurchased, unsought grace. Christians, see your position—debtors to grace; 
show your gratitude by earnest, Christlike lives; and as God has called you to live, see to it 
that you do so in sincerity.

TELL ME WHERE YOUR GREAT STRENGTH LIES. — JuDGES 16:6 

NX does the secret strength of faith lie? It lies in the food it feeds on; for faith studies 
what the promise is—an emanation of divine grace, an overflowing of the great heart 

of God. And faith says, “My God could not have given this promise except from love and 
grace; therefore it is quite certain His Word will be fulfilled.” Then faith thinks, “Who gave 
this promise?” It considers not so much its greatness as, “Who is the author of it?” She 
remembers that it is God, who cannot lie—God omnipotent, God immutable—and there- 
fore concludes that the promise must be fulfilled; and onward she proceeds in this firm con- 
viction. She remembers why the promise was given—namely, for God’s glory—and she feels 
perfectly sure that God’s glory is safe, that He will never stain His own insignia, nor spoil 
the sparkle of His own crown; and therefore the promise must and will stand. Then faith also 
considers the amazing work of Christ as being a clear proof of the Father’s intention to ful- 
fill His word. “He who did not spare his own Son but gave him up for us all, how will he 
not also with him graciously give us all things?” Moreover, faith looks back upon the past, 
for her battles have strengthened her, and her victories have given her courage. She remem- 
bers that God has never failed her, that He never once failed any of His children. She recalls 
times of great peril when deliverance came, hours of awful need when as her day her strength 
was found, and she cries, “No, I never will be led to think that He can change and leave 
His servant now. Thus far the Lord has helped me, and He will help me still.” Thus faith 
views each promise in its connection with the promise-giver and, because she does so, can 
with assurance say, “Surely goodness and mercy shall follow me all the days of my life!”?

LEAD ME IN YOUR TRUTH AND TEACH ME, FOR YOU ARE THE GOD 

OF MY SALVATION; FOR YOU I WAIT ALL THE DAY LONG. — PSALM 25:5 

hen the believer has begun with trembling feet to walk in the way of the Lord, he still 
asks to be led onward like a little child upheld by its parent’s helping hand, and he 

yearns to receive further instruction in the alphabet of truth. Experimental teaching is the bur- 
den of this prayer. David knew much, but he felt his ignorance and desired to be still in the 
Lord’s school: four times over in two verses he applies for a scholarship in the college of grace. 
It would be better for many professors if instead of following their own devices and cutting 
out new paths of thought for themselves, they would inquire for the good old ways of 
God’s own truth and beseech the Holy Ghost to give them sanctified understandings and 
teachable spirits. “For you are the God of my salvation.” Jehovah is the Author and Perfecter 
of salvation to His people. Reader, is He the God of your salvation? Do you find in the 

Father’s election, in the Son’s atonement, and in the Spirit’s quickening all the grounds of your 

eternal hopes? If so, you may use this as an argument for obtaining further blessings; if the 

Lord has ordained to save you, surely He will not refuse to instruct you in His ways.

Patience 

is the fair handmaid and daughter of faith; we cheerfully wait when we are certain that we 

shall not wait in vain. It is our duty and our privilege to wait upon the Lord in service, in wor- 

ship, in expectancy, in trust all the days of our life. Our faith will be tried faith, and if it is 

of the true kind, it will bear continued trial without yielding. We shall not grow weary of 

waiting upon God if we remefnber how long and how graciously He once waited for us.

But would it not be even more interest- 

ing and profitable for us to observe the hand of God in our own lives? Should we not look 

upon our own history as being at least as full of God, as full of His goodness and of His truth, 

as much a proof of His faithfulness and veracity as the lives of any of the saints who have 

gone before? We do our Lord an injustice when we suppose that He performed all His mighty 
acts and showed Himself strong for those in the early time but does not perform wonders 
or lay bare His arm for the saints who are now upon the earth. Let us review our own lives. 
Surely in these we may discover some happy incidents, refreshing to ourselves and glorify- 
ing to our God. Have you had no deliverances? Have you passed through no rivers, supported 
by the divine presence? Have you walked through no fires unharmed? Have you had no man- 
ifestations? Have you had no choice favors? The God who gave Solomon the desire of his 
heart, has He never listened to you and answered your requests? That God of lavish bounty 
of whom David sang, “who satisfies you with good,”' has He never filled you up to over- 
flowing? Have you never been made to lie down in green pastures? Have you never been 
led by the still waters? Surely the goodness of God has been the same to us as to the saints 
of old. Let us, then, weave His mercies into a song. Let us take the pure gold of thankful- 
ness and the jewels of praise and make them into another crown for the head of Jesus. Let our 
souls produce music as sweet and as exhilarating as came from David’s harp while we 
praise the Lord whose mercy endures forever. 

am EVENING & 
AND GOD SEPARATED THE LIGHT FROM THE DARKNESS. — GENESIS 1:4 

believer has two principles at work within him. In his natural estate he was subject to 
one principle only, which was darkness; now light has entered, and the two principles 

disagree. Consider the apostle Paul’s words in the seventh chapter of Romans: “I find it to 
be a law that when I want to do right, evil lies close at hand. For I delight in the law of 
God, in my inner being, but I see in my members another law waging war against the law 
of my mind and making me captive to the law of sin that dwells in my members.” How is 
this state of things occasioned? “God separated the light from the darkness.” Darkness, by 
itself, is quiet and undisturbed, but when the Lord sends in light, there is a conflict, for the 
one is in opposition to the other, a conflict that will never end until the believer is altogether 
light in the Lord. If there is a division inside the individual Christian, there is certain to be a 
division outside. As soon as the Lord gives light to any man, he proceeds to separate him- 
self from the darkness around; he withdraws from a merely worldly religion of outward 
ceremony, for nothing short of the Gospel of Christ will now satisfy him, and he removes 
himself from worldly society and frivolous amusements and seeks the company of the 
saints, for “We know that we have passed out of death into life, because we love the broth- 
ers.”* The light gathers to itself, and the darkness to itself. What God has separated, let us 
never try to unite; but as Christ went outside the camp, bearing His reproach, let us come 
out from the ungodly and be a special people. He was holy, harmless, undefiled, separate from 
sinners; and as He was, so we are to be nonconformists to the world, dissenting from all 
sin, and distinguished from the rest of mankind by our likeness to our Master.

hat is meant by our being citizens in heaven? It means that we are under heaven’s 
government. Christ, the King of Heaven, reigns in our hearts; our daily prayer is, “Your 

will be done, on earth as it is in heaven.”' The proclamations issued from the throne of 
glory are freely received by us: The decrees of the Great King we cheerfully obey. Then as 
citizens of the New Jerusalem, we share heaven’s honors. The glory that belongs to beati- 
fied saints belongs to us, for we are already sons of God, already princes of the blood impe- 
rial; already we wear the spotless robe of Jesus’ righteousness; already we have angels for 
our servants, saints for our companions, Christ for our Brother, God for our Father, and a 
crown of immortality for our reward. We share the honors of citizenship, for we have come 
to the general assembly and the Church of the firstborn, whose names are written in heaven. 
As citizens, we have common rights to all the property of heaven. Ours are its gates of pearl 
and walls of chrysolite, ours the azure light of the city that needs no candle nor light of the 
sun, ours the river of the water of life and the twelve kinds of fruit that grow on the trees 
planted on its banks; there is nothing in heaven that does not belong to us. “The present or 
the future”’*—all is ours. Also as citizens of heaven we enjoy its delights. Do they rejoice in 
heaven over sinners that repent—prodigals who have returned? So do we. Do they chant 
the glories of triumphant grace? We do the same. Do they cast their crowns at Jesus’ feet? 
Such honors we have we cast there too. Are they charmed with His smile? It is just as sweet 
to us who live below. Do they look forward, waiting for His second advent? We also look and 
long for His appearing. If, then, we are citizens of heaven, let our walk and actions be con- 
sistent with our high dignity. 

am EVENING & 
AND THERE WAS EVENING AND THERE WAS MORNING, THE FIRST DAY. 

— GENESIS 1:5 

he evening was “darkness,” and the morning was “light,” and yet the two together are 
called by the name that is given to the light alone! This is somewhat remarkable, but it 

has an exact analogy in spiritual experience. In every believer there is darkness and light, 
and yet he is not to be named a sinner because there is sin in him, but he is to be named a saint 
because he possesses some degree of holiness. This will be a most comforting thought to those 
who are mourning their infirmities and who ask, “Can I be a child of God while there is so 
much darkness in me?” Yes; like the “day,” you do not take your name from the evening, 
but from the morning; and you are spoken of in the Word of God as if you were even now 
perfectly holy, as you will be soon. You are called the child of light, even though there is dark- 

ness in you still. You are named after what is the predominating quality in the sight of God, 

which will one day be the only principal remaining. Notice that the evening comes first. 

Naturally we are darkness first in order of time, and the gloom is often first in our mourn- 

! apprehension, driving us to cry out in deep humiliation, “God, be merciful to me, a sin- 

ner.”? The place of the morning is second; it dawns when grace overcomes nature. It is a 

blessed maxim of John Bunyan, “That which is last, lasts forever.” That which is first yields 

in due season to the last; but nothing comes after the last. So though you are naturally 

darkness, once you become light in the Lord, there is no evening to follow; “your sun shall 

no more go down.”* The first day in this life is an evening and a morning; but the second 

day, when we shall be with God forever, shall be a day with no evening, but one, sacred, high, 

eternal noon.

ou have seen the arch of heaven as it spans the plain: Glorious are its colors, and rare 

aN pe hues. It is beautiful, but, sadly, it passes away, and the rainbow is no more. The fair 

colors give way to the fleecy clouds, and the sky is no longer brilliant with the tints of heaven. 

It is not established. How can it be? A glorious show made up of transitory sunbeams and 

passing raindrops—how can it remain? The graces of the Christian character must not resem- 

ble the rainbow in its transitory beauty but, on the contrary, must be established, settled, 

abiding. Seek, O believer, that every good thing you have may be an abiding thing. May 

your character not be a writing upon the sand, but an inscription upon the rock! May your 

faith be no “baseless fabric of a vision,” but may it be built of material able to endure that 

awful fire that shall consume the wood, hay, and stubble of the hypocrite. May you be rooted 
and grounded in love. May your convictions be deep, your love real, your desires sincere. 
May your whole life be so settled and established that all the blasts of hell and all the storms 
of earth will never be able to remove you. But notice how this blessing of being established 
in the faith is gained. The apostle’s words point us to suffering as the means employed— 
“After you have suffered a little while.” It is of no use to hope that we shall be well rooted 
if no rough winds pass over us. Those old gnarlings on the root of the oak tree and those 
strange twistings of the branches all tell of the many storms that have swept over it, and 
they are also indicators of the depth into which the roots have forced their way. So the 
Christian is made strong and firmly rooted by all the trials and storms of life. Do not shrink 
then from the tempestuous winds of trial, but take comfort, believing that by their rough 
discipline God is fulfilling this benediction to you.

Li this simple way, by God’s grace, a living testimony for truth is always to be kept alive in 
the land: The beloved of the Lord are to hand down their witness for the Gospel and the 

This is our first duty; we 
are to begin at the family hearth: He is a bad preacher who does not commence his ministry 
at home. The heathen are to be sought by all means, and the highways and hedges are to be 
searched, but home has a prior claim, and woe to those who reverse the order of the Lord’s 
arrangements. To teach our children is a personal duty; we cannot delegate it to Sunday 
school teachers or other friendly helpers. These can assist us but cannot deliver us from the 
sacred obligation; substitutes and sponsors are wicked devices in this case: Mothers and 
fathers must, like Abraham, command their households in the fear of God and talk with their 
offspring concerning the wondrous works of the Most High. Parental teaching is a natural 
duty. Who is better fitted to look after the child’s well-being than those who are the authors 
of his actual being? To neglect the instruction of our children is worse than brutish. Family 
religion is necessary for the nation, for the family itself, and for the church of God. By a thou- 
sand plots empty religion is secretly advancing in our land, and one of the most effectual 
means for resisting its inroads is routinely neglected—namely, the instruction of our chil- 
dren in the faith. It is time for parents to awaken to a sense of the importance of this matter. 
It is a pleasant duty to talk of Jesus to our sons and daughters, and the more so because it 
has often proved to be an accepted work, for God has saved the children through the parents’ 
prayers and admonitions. May every house into which this volume shall come honor the Lord 
and receive His smile.

ei the union of the three Divine Persons in all their gracious acts. How unwisely 
do those believers talk who make preferences in the Persons of the Trinity, who think 

of Jesus as if He were the embodiment of everything lovely and gracious, while the Father 
they regard as severely just but destitute of kindness. Equally wrong are those who magnify 
the decree of the Father and the atonement of the Son so as to depreciate the work of the 
Spirit. In works of grace none of the Persons of the Trinity act separately from the rest. 
They are as united in their works as in Their essence. In Their love toward the chosen They 
are one, and in the actions that flow from that great central source They are still undivided. 
Notice this especially in the matter of sanctification. While it is right to speak of sanctifica- 
tion as the work of the Spirit, yet we must make sure that we do not view it as if the Father 
and the Son were not involved. It is correct to speak of sanctification as the work of the 
Father, of the Son, and of the Spirit. Still God says, “Let ws make man in our image, after 
our likeness,”' and so we are “his workmanship, created in Christ Jesus for good works, 
which God prepared beforehand, that we should walk in them.”? See the value that God 
sets upon real holiness, since the three Persons in the Trinity are represented as co-working 
to produce a Church without “spot or wrinkle or any such thing.”? And you, believer, as 
the follower of Christ, must also set a high value on holiness—upon purity of life and god- 
liness of conversation. Value the blood of Christ as the foundation of your hope, and never 
speak disparagingly of the work of the Spirit. This day let us live in such a way as to mani- 
fest the work of the Triune God in us.

— JONAH 4:9 

AVee is not always or necessarily sinful, but it has such a tendency to run wild that 

whenever it displays itself, we should be quick to question its character, with this inquiry, 

“Do you do well to be angry?” It may be that we can answer, “Yes.” Very frequently anger 

is the madman’s firebrand, but sometimes it is Elijah’s fire from heaven. We do well when 

we are angry with sin, because of the wrong that it commits against our good and gracious 

God; or with ourselves because we remain so foolish after so much divine instruction; or with 

others when the sole cause of anger is the evil that they do. He who is not angry at trans- 

gression becomes a partaker in it. Sin is a loathsome and hateful thing, and no renewed 

heart can patiently endure it. God himself is angry with the wicked every day, and it is writ- 
ten in His Word, “O you who love the LorD, hate evil.” Far more frequently it is to be feared 
that our anger is not commendable or even justifiable, and then we must answer, “No.” 
Why should we be fretful with children, passionate with servants, and wrathful with com- 
panions? Is such anger honorable to our Christian profession or glorifying to God? Is it not 
the old evil heart seeking to gain dominion, and should we not resist it with all the might of 
our newborn nature? Many professors give way to temper as though it were useless to 
attempt resistance; but let the believer remember that he must be a conqueror in every 
point, or else he cannot be crowned. If we cannot control our tempers, what has grace done 
for us? Someone told Mr. Jay that grace was often grafted on a crab-stump. “Yes,” he said, 
“but the fruit will not be crabs.” We must not make natural infirmity an excuse for sin, but 
we must fly to the cross and pray the Lord to crucify our tempers, and renew us in gentle- 
ness and meekness after His own image. 

om EVENING & 
THEN MY ENEMIES WILL TURN BACK IN THE DAY WHEN I CALL. 

THIS I KNOW, THAT GOD IS FOR ME. — PSALM 56:9 

[I is impossible for any human speech to express the full meaning of this delightful phrase, 
“God is for me.” He was for us before the worlds were made. He was for us or He would 

not have given His well-beloved Son; He was for us when He smote the Only-begotten and 
laid the full weight of His wrath upon Him—He was for us, though He was against Him. 
He was “for us” when we were ruined in the Fall—He loved us notwithstanding all. He 
was for us when we were rebels against Him and with a high hand were bidding Him defi- 
ance. He was for us or He would not have brought us humbly to seek His face. He has been 
for us in many struggles; we have been summoned to encounter hosts of dangers; we have 
been assailed by temptations from without and within—how could we have remained 
unharmed to this hour if He had not been for us? He is for us with all the infinity of His being, 
with all the omnipotence of His love, with all the infallibility of His wisdom. Arrayed in all 
His divine attributes, He is for us—eternally and immutably for us; for us when the heavens 
shall be rolled up like a worn-out robe; for us throughout eternity. And because He is for 
us, the voice of prayer will always ensure His help. “Then my enemies will turn back in the 
day when I call.” This is no uncertain hope, but a well-grounded assurance—“this I know.” 
I will direct my prayer unto You and will look up for the answer, assured that it will come 
and that my enemies shall be defeated, for “God is for me.” O believer, how happy you are 
with the King of kings on your side! How safe with such a Protector! How sure your cause 
pleaded by such an Advocate! If God be for you, who can be against you?

GC altar was to be built of unhewn stones, that no trace of human skill or labor might 
be seen upon it. Human wisdom delights to trim and arrange the doctrines of the cross 

into a system more artificial and more congenial to the depraved tastes of fallen nature; 
instead, however, of improving the Gospel carnal wisdom pollutes it, until it becomes another 
gospel and not the truth of God at all. All alterations and amendments of the Lord’s own 
Word are defilements and pollutions. The proud heart of man is very anxious to have a 
hand in the justification of the soul before God; preparations for Christ are dreamed of, hum- 
blings and repentings are trusted in, good works are put forth, natural ability is much 
vaunted, and by all means the attempt is made to lift up human tools upon the divine altar. 
It would be best if sinners would remember that so far from perfecting the Savior’s work, their 
carnal confidences only pollute and dishonor it. The Lord alone must be exalted in the 
work of atonement, and not a single mark of man’s chisel or hammer will be endured. 
There is an inherent blasphemy in seeking to add to what Christ Jesus in His dying moments 
declared to be finished or to improve that in which the Lord Jehovah finds perfect satisfac- 
tion. Trembling sinner, away with your tools, and fall upon your knees in humble supplica- 
tion; accept the Lord Jesus to be the altar of your atonement, and rest in Him alone. 

Many professors may take warning from this morning’s text as to the doctrines that 
they believe. There is among Christians far too much inclination to square and reconcile 
the truths of revelation. This is a form of irreverence and unbelief; let us strive against it 
and receive truth as we find it, rejoicing that the doctrines of the Word are unhewn stones, 
and so are all the more fit to build an altar for the Lord. 

am EVENING & 
TOWARD THE DAWN... MARY MAGDALENE... WENT TO SEE THE TOMB. 

— MATTHEW 28:1 

et us learn from Mary Magdalene how to obtain fellowship with the Lord Jesus. Notice 
how she sought. She sought the Savior very early in the morning. If you can wait for 

Christ and be patient in the hope of having fellowship with Him at some distant season, 
you will never have fellowship at all; for the heart that is fitted for communion is a hunger- 
ing and a thirsting heart. She sought Him also with very great boldness. Other disciples fled 
from the tomb, for they trembled and were amazed; but Mary, it is said, “stood”’ at the tomb. 
If you would have Christ with you, seek Him boldly. Let nothing hold you back. Defy the 
world. Press on where others flee. She sought Christ faithfully—she stood at the tomb. 
Some find it hard to stand by a living Savior, but she stood by a dead one. Let us seek Christ 

after this mode, cleaving to the very least thing that has to do with Him, remaining faithful 

though all others should forsake Him. Note further, she sought Jesus earnestly—she stood 

“weeping.” Those teardrops were as spells that led the Savior captive and made Him come 

forth and show Himself to her. If you desire Jesus’ presence, weep after it! If you cannot be 

happy unless He come and say to you, “You are My beloved,” you will soon hear His 

voice. Lastly, she sought the Savior only. What did she care about angels? She turned her- 

self back from them; her search was only for her Lord. If Christ is your one and only love, 

if your heart has cast out all rivals, you will soon enjoy the comfort of His presence. Mary 

Magdalene sought thus because she loved much. Let us arouse ourselves to the same inten- 

sity of affection; let our heart, like Mary’s, be full of Christ, and our love, like hers, will be 

satisfied with nothing short of Himself. O Lord, reveal Yourself to us this evening!

FIRE SHALL BE KEPT BURNING ON THE ALTAR CONTINUALLY; 

IT SHALL NOT GO OUT. — LEVITICUS 6:13 

eep the altar of private prayer burning. This is the very life of all piety. The sanctuary and 

Keniy altars borrow their fires here; therefore let this burn well. Secret devotion is the 

very essence, evidence, and barometer of vital and experimental [experiential] religion. 

Burn here the fat of your sacrifices. Let your closet seasons be, if possible, regular, fre- 

quent, and undisturbed. Effectual prayer avails much. Have you nothing to pray for? Let us 

suggest the church, the ministry, your own soul, your children, your relations, your neigh- 

bors, your country, and the cause of God and truth throughout the world. Let us examine 

ourselves on this important matter. Do we engage with lukewarmness in private devotion? 
Is the fire of devotion burning dimly in our hearts? Do the chariot wheels drag heavily? If 
so, let us be alarmed at this sign of decay. Let us go with weeping, and ask for the Spirit of 
grace and of supplications. Let us set apart special seasons for extraordinary prayer. For if 
this fire should be smothered beneath the ashes of a worldly conformity, it will dim the fire 
on the family altar and lessen our influence both in the church and in the world. 

The text will also apply to the altar of the heart. This is a golden altar indeed. God 
loves to see the hearts of His people glowing toward Himself. Let us give to God our hearts, 
all blazing with love, and seek His grace, that the fire may never be quenched, for it will not 
burn if the Lord does not keep it burning. Many foes will attempt to extinguish it; but if the 
unseen hand behind the wall pours on the sacred oil, it will blaze higher and higher. Let us 
use texts of Scripture as fuel for our heart’s fire; they are live coals. Let us attend to ser- 
mons, but above all, let us be much alone with Jesus. 

om EVENING & 
HE APPEARED FIRST TO MARY MAGDALENE. — MARK 16:9 

ee “appeared first to Mary Magdalene,” probably not only on account of her great 
love and persevering seeking, but because, as the context intimates, she had been a spe- 

cial trophy of Christ’s delivering power. Learn from this that the greatness of our sin before 
conversion should not make us imagine that we may not be specially favored with the very 
highest grade of fellowship. She was one who had left all to become a constant attendant 
on the Savior. He was her first, her chief, object. Many who were on Christ’s side did not take 
up Christ’s cross; she did. She spent her substance in relieving His wants. If we would see 
much of Christ, let us serve Him. Tell me who they are who sit most often under the banner 
of His love and drink the deepest from the cup of communion, and I am sure they will be 
those who give most, who serve best, and who abide closest to the bleeding heart of their dear 
Lord. But notice how Christ revealed Himself to this sorrowing one—by a word: “Mary.”! 
It needed but one word in His voice, and at once she knew Him. Her heart expressed alle- 
giance by another word, but her heart was too full to say more. That one word would nat- 
urally be the most fitting for the occasion. It implies obedience. She said, “Master” [KJV]. 
There is no state of mind in which this confession of allegiance will be too cold. When your 
spirit glows most with the heavenly fire, then you will say, “I am your servant... . You have 
loosed my bonds.”? If you can say, “Master,” if you feel that His will is your will, then you 
stand in a happy, holy place. He must have said, “Mary,” or else you could not have said, 
“Rabboni,” “Master.” See, then, from all this how Christ honors those who honor Him, how 
love draws our Beloved, how it needs but one word of His to turn our weeping to rejoicing, 
how His presence makes the heart’s sunshine.

All must come from Jesus or you are undone for- 
ever. Old anointings will not suffice to impart unction to your spirit; your head must have 
fresh oil poured upon it from the golden horn of the sanctuary, or it will cease from its 
glory. Today you may be upon the summit of the mount of God, but He who has put you 
there must keep you there or you will sink far more speedily than you imagine. Your moun- 
tain only stands firm when He settles it in its place; if He hides His face, you will soon be trou- 
bled. If the Savior should see fit, there is not a window through which you see the light of 
heaven that He could not darken in an instant. Joshua bade the sun stand still, but Jesus 
can shroud it in total darkness. He can withdraw the joy of your heart, the light of your 
eyes, and the strength of your life; in His hand your comforts lie, and at His will they can 
depart from you. Our Lord is determined that we shall feel and recognize this hourly depend- 
ence, for He only permits us to pray for “daily bread,” and only promises that our strength 
will be equal to our days. Is it not best for us that it should be so, that we may often repair 
to His throne and constantly be reminded of His love? Oh, how rich the grace that supplies 
us so continually and does not refrain itself because of our ingratitude! The golden shower 
never ceases; the cloud of blessing tarries evermore above our dwelling. O Lord Jesus, we 
would bow at Your feet, conscious of our utter inability to do anything without You, and 
in every favor that we are privileged to receive, we would adore Your blessed name and 
acknowledge Your unexhausted love.

selfish man in trouble is exceedingly hard to comfort, because the springs of his com- 
fort are entirely within himself, and when he is sad all his springs are dry. But a large- 

hearted man full of Christian generosity has other springs from which to supply himself 
with comfort beside those that lie within. He can go to his God first of all and there find 
abundant help; and he can discover arguments for consolation in things relating to the 
world at large, to his country, and, above all, to the Church. David in this Psalm was exceed- 
ingly sorrowful; he wrote, “I am like an owl of the waste places; I lie awake; I am like a lonely 
sparrow on the housetop.”! The only way in which he could comfort himself was in the reflec- 
tion that God would arise and have mercy upon Zion. Though he was sad, yet Zion should 

prosper; however low his own estate, yet Zion would arise. Christian man, learn to com- 

fort yourself in God’s gracious dealing toward the Church. That which is so dear to your 

Master, should it not also be supremely precious to you? Although your path be dark, can 

you not cheer your heart with the triumphs of His cross and the spread of His truth? Our own 

personal troubles are forgotten while we look not only upon what God has done and is doing 

for Zion, but on the glorious things He will yet do for His Church. Try this approach, O 

believer, whenever you are sad of heart and in heaviness of spirit: Forget yourself and your 

little concerns, and seek the welfare and prosperity of Zion. When you kneel in prayer to 

God, limit not your petition fo the narrow circle of your own life, tried though it be, but 

send out your longing prayers for the church’s prosperity. “Pray for the peace of Jerusalem,”* 

and your own soul shall be refreshed.

Do 

you feel yourself to be a lost, guilty sinner? Go straight to the cross of Christ, and tell Jesus 

so, and tell Him that you have read in the Bible, “Whoever comes to me I will never cast 

out.”? Tell Him that He has said, “The saying is trustworthy and deserving of full acceptance, 

that Christ Jesus came into the world to save sinners.”? Look to Jesus and believe on Him, 

and you shall make proof of your election directly, for as surely as you believe, you are 

elect. If you will give yourself wholly up to Christ and trust Him, then you are one of God’s 

chosen ones; but if you stop and say, “I want to know first whether I am elect,” you do not 
know what you are asking. Go to Jesus, just as you are, in all your guilt. Leave all curious 
inquiry about election alone. Go straight to Christ, and hide in His wounds, and you shall 
know your election. The assurance of the Holy Spirit shall be given to you, so that you 
shall be able to say, “I know whom I have believed, and I am convinced that he is able to 
guard until that Day what has been entrusted to me.”* Christ was at the everlasting council— 
He can tell you whether you were chosen or not; but you cannot find it out in any other 
way. Go and put your trust in Him, and His answer will be, “I have loved you with an ever- 
lasting love; therefore I have continued my faithfulness to you.”* There will be no doubt 
about His having chosen you when you have chosen Him.

AVES the prophet Elijah had received the answer to his prayer, and the fire from heaven 
had consumed the sacrifice in the presence of all the people, he called upon the assem- 

bled Israelites to take the priests of Baal and sternly cried, “Let not one of them escape.” 
He took them all down to the brook Kishon and slew them there. So must it be with our 
sins—they are all doomed; not one must be preserved. Our darling sin must die. Do not spare 
it because it cries. Strike though it be as dear as a beloved son. Strike, for God struck at sin 
when it was laid upon His own Son. With stern unflinching purpose you must condemn to 
death that sin that was once the idol of your heart. Do you ask how you are to accomplish 
this? Jesus will be your power. You have grace to overcome sin, given you in the covenant 
of grace; you have strength to win the victory in the crusade against inward lusts because 
Christ Jesus has promised to be with you even unto the end. If you would triumph over 
darkness, set yourself in the presence of the Sun of Righteousness. There is no place so well 
adapted for the discovery of sin and recovery from its power and guilt as the immediate 
presence of God. Job never knew how to get rid of sin half as well as he did when his eye of 
faith rested upon God, and then he abhorred himself and repented in dust and ashes. The fine 
gold of the Christian is often becoming dim. We need the sacred fire to consume the dross. 
Let us fly to our God. He is a consuming fire; He will not consume our spirit, but our sins. 
Let the goodness of God excite us to a sacred jealousy and to a holy revenge against those 
iniquities that are hateful in His sight.

he camp of Dan brought up the rear when the armies of Israel were on the march. The 
Danites occupied the hindmost place, but their position wasn’t important, since they were 

as truly part of the company as were the foremost tribes. They followed the same fiery cloudy 
pillar, ate of the same manna, drank of the same spiritual rock, and journeyed to the same 
inheritance. Come, my heart, cheer up, even though last and least; it is your privilege to be 
in the army and to fare as they fare who lead the expedition. Someone must be at the rear 
in honor and esteem, someone must do menial work for Jesus, and why shouldn’t it be me? 
In a poor village among an ignorant peasantry or in a back street among degraded sinners, 
I will work on and take my assigned place at the rear. 

The Danites occupied a very useful place. Stragglers have to be picked up on the march, 
and lost property has to be gathered from the field. Fiery spirits may dash forward over 
untrodden paths to learn fresh truth and win more souls to Jesus; but some of a more con- 
servative spirit may be well engaged in reminding the church of her ancient faith and restor- 
ing her fainting sons. Every position has its duties, and the slowly moving children of God 
will find their peculiar state one in which they may be eminently a blessing to the whole 
company. 

The rear guard is a place of danger. There are foes behind us as well as before us. 
Attacks may come from any quarter. We read that Amalek fell upon Israel and slew some who 
were at the rear. The experienced Christian will find much work for his weapons in aiding 
those poor doubting, desponding, wavering souls who are slowest in faith, knowledge, and 
joy. These must not be left unaided, and therefore let it be the business of well-taught saints 
to bear their standards among the rear guard. My soul, watch tenderly to help the strag- 
glers today.

Sana always keep their rank, and although their number is legion, they do not crowd 
upon each other, so as to throw their columns into confusion. This remarkable fact in 

natural history shows how thoroughly the Lord has infused the spirit of order into His uni- 
verse, since the smallest animate creatures are as much controlled by it as are the rolling 
spheres or the angelic throng. It would be wise for believers to be ruled by the same influ- 

ence in all their spiritual life. In their Christian graces no one virtue should usurp the sphere 

of another or feed off the rest for its own support. Affection must not smother honesty, 

courage must not elbow weakness out of the field, modesty must not jostle energy, and 

patience must not slaughter resolution. So also with our duties. One must not interfere with 

another; public usefulness must not injure private piety; church work must not push family 

worship into a corner. It is wrong to offer God one duty stained with the blood of another. 

Each thing is beautiful in its season, but not otherwise. The same rule applies to our per- 

sonal position. We must take care to know our place, take it, and keep to it. We must min- 

ister as the Spirit has given us ability, and not intrude upon our fellow servant’s domain. 

Our Lord Jesus taught us not to covet the high places, but to be willing to be the least 

among our brothers and sisters. Let us say no to an envious, ambitious spirit; let us feel the 

force of the Master’s command and do as He bids us, keeping in step with the rest of the com- 

pany. Tonight let us see whether we are keeping the unity of the Spirit in the bonds of peace, 

and let our prayer be that in all the churches of the Lord Jesus peace and order may prevail.

— DEUTERONOMY 5:24 

od’s great design in all His works is the manifestation of His own glory. Any aim less than 

Gai would be unworthy of Himself. But how shall the glory of God be manifested to 

such fallen creatures as we are? Man’s eye is not single in its focus; he always has a side glance 

toward his own honor, has too high an estimate of his own powers, and so is not qualified 

to behold the glory of the Lord. It is clear, then, that self must stand out of the way, that 

there may be room for God to be exalted. And this is the reason why He often brings His peo- 

ple into straits and difficulties, that, being made conscious of their own folly and weakness, 

they may be fitted to behold the majesty of God when He comes to work their deliverance. 
He whose life is one even and smooth path will see but little of the glory of the Lord, for he 
has few occasions of self-emptying and hence but little fitness for being filled with the reve- 
lation of God. They who navigate little streams and shallow creeks know but little of the God 
of tempests; but they who are “doing business on the great waters”' see “his wondrous works 
in the deep.” Among the huge waves of bereavement, poverty, temptation, and reproach, 
we learn the power of Jehovah, because we feel the littleness of man. Thank God, then, if you 
have been led by a rough road: It is this that has given you your experience of God’s great- 
ness and loving-kindness. Your troubles have enriched you with a wealth of knowledge to 
be gained by no other means: Your trials have been the crevice of the rock in which Jehovah 
has set you, as He did His servant Moses, that you might behold His glory as it passed by. 
Praise God that you have not been left to the darkness and ignorance that continued pros- 
perity might have involved, but that in the great fight of affliction you have been qualified 
for the outshinings of His glory in His wonderful dealings with you.

hat is weaker than the bruised reed or the smoldering wick? A reed that grows in the 
marshland—let a wild duck land on it, and it snaps; let but the foot of man brush 

against it, and it is bruised and broken; every wind that flits across the river moves it to and 
fro. You can conceive of nothing more frail or brittle or whose existence is more in jeop- 
ardy than a bruised reed. Then look at the smoldering wick—what is it? It has a spark 
within it, it is true, but it is almost smothered; an infant’s breath might blow it out; nothing 
has a more precarious existence than its flame. Weak things are here described; yet Jesus 
says of them, “The smoldering wick I will not quench; the bruised reed I will not break.” 
Some of God’s children are made strong to do mighty works for Him; God has His Samsons 
here and there who can pull up Gaza’s gates and carry them to the top of the hill. He has a 
few mighties who are lionlike men, but the majority of His people are a timid, trembling race. 
They are like starlings, frightened at every passerby, a little fearful flock. If temptation comes, 
they are taken like birds in a snare; if trial threatens, they are ready to faint. Their frail craft 
is tossed up and down by every wave; they drift along like a seabird on the crest of the bil- 
lows—weak things, without strength, without wisdom, without foresight. Yet, weak as 
they are, and because they are so weak, they have this promise made especially to them. 
Herein is grace and graciousness! Herein is love and loving-kindness! How it opens to us 
the compassion of Jesus—so gentle, tender, considerate! We need never shrink back from 
His touch. We need never fear a harsh word from Him; though He might well chide us for 
our weakness, He rebukes not. Bruised reeds shall have no blows from Him, and the smol- 
dering wick no damping frowns.

Do the trifles, the songs, the honors, the merriment of this earth content you after that? 

Have you eaten the bread of angels, and can you live on scraps? Good Rutherford once 

said, “I have tasted of Christ’s own manna, and it has put my mouth out of taste for the 

brown bread of this world’s joys.” I think it should be so with you. If you are wandering after 

the waters of Egypt, O return quickly to the one living fountain: The waters of the Nile 

may be sweet to the Egyptians, but they will prove only bitterness to you. What have you 

to do with them?

rotherly kindness was due from Edom to Israel in the time of need, but instead of show- 

ba kindness, the men of Esau joined with Israel’s enemies. Special stress in the sentence 

before us is laid upon the word you, as when Caesar cried to Brutus, “and you, Brutus.” A 

bad action may be all the worse because of the person who has committed it. When we sin, 

who are the chosen favorites of heaven, we sin with an emphasis; ours is a crying offense 

because we are so peculiarly indulged. If an angel should lay his hand upon us when we are 

doing evil, he need not use any other rebuke than the question, “What, you? What are you 

doing here?” Having been gloriously forgiven, delivered, instructed, enriched, blessed, do 
we dare give ourselves to evil? God forbid! 

A few minutes of confession may be beneficial to you, gentle reader, this morning. Have 
you never been like the wicked? At an evening party certain men laughed at uncleanness, 
and the joke was not altogether offensive to your ear—even you were as one of them. When 
hard things were spoken concerning the ways of God, you were bashfully silent; and so, to 
onlookers, you were as one of them. When worldlings were bartering in the market and 
driving hard bargains, were you not as one of them? When they were pursuing vanity with- 
out restraint, were you not as greedy for gain as they were? Could any difference be discerned 
between you and them? Is there any difference? Here we come to close quarters. Be honest 
with your own soul, and make sure that you are a new creature in Christ Jesus; but when 
this is sure, walk carefully in case anyone should again be able to say, “You also are one of 
them.”! You would not desire to share their eternal doom. Why then be like them here? Do 
not enter into their secret, in case you enter into their ruin.

leanses,” says the text—not “shall cleanse.” There are multitudes who think that as a 
dying hope they may look forward to pardon. Oh, how infinitely better to have cleans- 

ing now than to depend on the bare possibility of forgiveness when I come to die. Some imag- 
ine that a sense of pardon is an attainment only obtainable after many years of Christian 
experience. But forgiveness of sin is a present reality—a privilege for this day, a joy for this 
very hour. The moment a sinner trusts Jesus he is fully forgiven. The text, being written in 
the present tense, also indicates continuance; it was “cleanses” yesterday, it is “cleanses” 

today, it will be “cleanses” tomorrow. This is the way it will always be with you, Christian, 
until you cross the river; every hour you may come to this fountain, for it cleanses still. 
Notice, likewise, the completeness of the cleansing: “The blood of Jesus his Son cleanses us 
from all sin”—not only from sin, but “from all sin.” Reader, I cannot convey the exceeding 
sweetness of this word, but I pray that God the Holy Ghost will give you a taste of it. 
Manifold are our sins against God. Whether the bill be little or great, the same receipt can 
discharge one as the other. The blood of Jesus Christ is as blessed and divine a payment for 
the transgressions of blaspheming Peter as for the shortcomings of loving John. Our iniq- 
uity is gone, all gone at once, and all gone forever. Blessed completeness! What a sweet 
theme to dwell upon as one gives himself to sleep.

“| Fias words contain God’s command to the believer when he is reduced to great straits 
and brought into extraordinary difficulties. He cannot retreat; he cannot go forward; 

he is shut up on the right hand and on’the left; what is he now to do? The Master’s word to 
him is, “Stand firm.” It will be well for him if at such times he listens only to his Master’s 
word, for other and evil advisers come with their suggestions. Despair whispers, “Lie down 
and die; give it all up.” But God would have us put on a cheerful courage and even in our 
worst times rejoice in His love and faithfulness. Cowardice says, “Retreat; go back to the 
worldling’s way of action; you cannot play the Christian’s part—it is too difficult. Relinquish 
your principles.” But however much Satan may urge this course upon you, you cannot fol- 
low it if you are a child of God. His divine decree has bid you go from strength to strength, 
and so you shall, and neither death nor hell shall turn you from your course. Even if you 
are called to stand firm for a while, this is in order to renew your strength for some greater 
advance in due time. Precipitancy cries, “Do something. Stir yourself; to stand still and 
wait is sheer idleness.” We must be doing something at once—we must do it, so we think— 
instead of looking to the Lord, who will not only do something but will do everything. 
Presumption boasts, “If the sea is before you, march into it and expect a miracle.” But faith 
listens neither to presumption, nor to despair, nor to cowardice, nor to precipitancy, but it 
hears God say, “Stand firm,” and immovable as a rock it stands. “Stand firm” —keep the pos- 
ture of an upright man, ready for action, expecting further orders, cheerfully and patiently 
awaiting the directing voice; and it will not be long before God shall say to you, as dis- 
tinctly as Moses said it to the people of Israel, “Go forward.”

n contending with certain sins there remains no mode of victory but by flight. The ancient

knew how to avoid a storm, he would do anything rather than run the risk of weathering 

it. Cautious navigators have no desire to see how near the quicksand they can sail or how 

often they may touch a rock without springing a leak; their aim is to keep as nearly as pos- 

sible in the midst of a safe channel. 
Today I may be exposed to great peril; let me have the serpent’s wisdom to keep out of 

it and avoid it. The wings of a dove may be of more use to me today than the jaws of a 
lion. It is true I may be an apparent loser by declining evil company, but I had better leave 
my cloak than lose my character; it is not needful that I should be rich, but it is imperative 
for me to be pure. No ties of friendship, no chains of beauty, no flashings of talent, no 
shafts of ridicule must turn me from the wise resolve to flee from sin. I am to resist the 
devil, and he will flee from me; but the lusts of the flesh J must flee, or they will surely 
overcome me. O God of holiness, preserve us like Joseph, that we may not be seduced by 
the subtle, vile suggestions of the temptress. May the horrible trinity of the world, the 
flesh, and the devil never overcome us!

osses and adversities are frequently the means that the Great Shepherd uses to bring home 
His wandering sheep; like fierce dogs they worry the wanderers back to the fold. Well- 

fed lions defy our attempts to tame them; they must be brought down from their great 
strength, and their stomachs must be lowered, and then they will submit to the tamer’s 
hand. How often have we seen the Christian rendered obedient to the Lord’s will by the 
absence of bread and the presence of difficulty. When rich and increased in goods, many 
professors carry their heads much too loftily and speak exceeding boastfully. Like David, they 
flatter themselves: “My mountain stands firm; I shall never be moved.”! When the Christian 
grows wealthy, is in good repute, or has good health and a happy family, he too often 
admits Mr. Carnal-Security’ to feast at his table, and then if he is a true child of God there 
is a rod preparing for him. Wait awhile, and perhaps you will see his substance melt away 
as a dream. There goes a portion of his estate—how soon the acres change hands. That 
debt, that dishonored bill—how fast his losses roll in—where will they end? It is a blessed 
sign of divine life if, when these embarrassments occur one after another, he begins to be 
distressed about his backslidings and turns afresh to God. Blessed are the waves that wash 
the mariner upon the rock of salvation! Losses in business are often sanctified to our soul’s 
enriching. If the chosen soul will not come to the Lord full-handed, it shall come empty. If 
God, in His grace, finds no other means of making us honor Him among men, He will cast 
us into the deep; if we fail to honor Him on the pinnacle of riches, He will bring us into the 
valley of poverty. Yet do not faint, heir of sorrow, when you are rebuked in this fashion; 
rather, recognize the loving hand that chastens and say, “I will arise and go to my Father.”:

[i you would enjoy the eminent grace of the full assurance of faith, under the blessed 
Spirit’s influence and assistance, do what the Scripture tells you: “Make every effort.” 

Take care that your faith is the right kind—that it is not a mere belief of doctrine, but a 
simple faith, depending on Christ and on Christ alone. Pay careful attention to your courage. 
Plead with God that He would give you the face of a lion, that you may, with a conscious- 
ness of right, go on boldly. Study the Scriptures diligently and get knowledge; for a knowl- 
edge of doctrine will help a great deal to confirm faith. Try to understand God’s Word; let it 
dwell in your heart richly. 

When you have done this, add to your “knowledge . . . self-control.” Pay attention to 
your body and soul. Be controlled in speech, life, heart, and thought. Add to this, by God’s 
Holy Spirit, patience; ask Him to give you that patience that endures affliction, which, 
when it is tried, will come forth as gold. Array yourself with patience, so that you do not mur- 
mur or be depressed in your afflictions. When that grace is won, look to godliness. Godliness 
is something more than religion. Make God’s glory your object in life; live in His sight; 
dwell close to Him; seek fellowship with Him; then you will have “godliness”; and to that 
add brotherly love. Have a love for all the saints: And add to that a charity that opens its arms 
to all men and loves their souls. When you are adorned with these jewels, and just in pro- 
portion as you practice these heavenly virtues, you will come to know by clearest evidence 
“your calling and election.” “Make every effort,” if you would get assurance, for luke- 
warmness and doubting very naturally go hand in hand.

QO: spiritual privileges are of the highest order. “With princes” is the place of select 
society. “Indeed our fellowship is with the Father and with his Son Jesus Christ.”! There 

is no more select society than this! “But you are a chosen race, a royal priesthood, a holy 
nation.”* “. . . to the assembly of the firstborn who are enrolled in heaven.”* The saints 
have direct and immediate access: Princes are admitted to royalty when common people must 
stand afar off. The child of God has free access to the inner courts of heaven. “For through 
him we both have access in one Spirit to the Father.”* “Let us then with confidence draw 
near,” says the apostle, “to the throne of grace.”’ Among princes there is abundant wealth, 
but what is the abundance of princes compared with the riches of believers? For “all are 
yours, and you are Christ’s, and Christ is God’s.”* “He who did not spare his own Son but 
gave him up for us all, how will he not also with him graciously give us all things?”’ Princes 

have peculiar power. A prince of heaven’s empire has great influence: He wields a scepter in 

his own domain; he sits upon Jesus’ throne, for “You have made them a kingdom and 

priests to our God, and they shall reign on the earth.”* We reign over the united kingdom of 

time and eternity. Princes, again, have special honor. We may look down upon all earth- 

born dignity from the eminence upon which grace has placed us. For what is human grandeur 

to this: “[He] raised us up with him and seated us with him in the heavenly places in Christ 

Jesus” 2? We share the honor of Christ, and compared with this, earthly splendors are not 

worth a thought. Communion with Jesus is a richer gem than ever glittered in a royal 

crown. Union with the Lord is an emblem of beauty outshining all the blaze of imperial 

pomp.

f you would know experimentally [experientially] the preciousness of the promises and 

ee them in your own heart, meditate much upon them. There are promises that are 

like grapes in the winepress; if you will tread them, the juice will flow. Thinking over the 

hallowed words will often be the prelude to their fulfillment. While you are musing upon 

them, the benefit that you are seeking will insensibly come to you. Many a Christian who 

has thirsted for the promise has found the favor that it ensured gently distilling into his soul 

even while he has been considering the divine record; and he has rejoiced that he was ever 

led to lay the promise near his heart. 
But besides meditating upon the promises, seek in your soul to receive them as being 

the very words of God. Say to your soul: “If I were dealing with a man’s promise, I would 
carefully consider the ability and the character of the man who had covenanted with me. So 
with the promise of God, my eye must not be so much fixed upon the greatness of the 
mercy—that may stagger me—as upon the greatness of the promiser—that will cheer me. My 
soul, it is God, even your God, God who cannot lie, who speaks to you. This word of His that 
you are now considering is as true as His own existence. He is an unchangeable God. He 
has not altered the thing that has gone out of His mouth, nor called back one single sooth- 
ing sentence. Nor does He lack any power; it is the God who made the heavens and the 
earth who has spoken. Nor can He fail in wisdom as to the time when He will bestow the 
favors, for He knows when it is best to give and when better to withhold. Therefore, seeing 
that it is the word of a God so true, so immutable, so powerful, so wise, I will and must 
believe the promise.” If in this way we meditate upon the promises and consider the Promiser, 
we shall experience their sweetness and obtain their fulfillment.

WHO SHALL BRING ANY CHARGE AGAINST GOD’S ELECT? 

— ROMANS 8:33 

Ms blessed challenge! How unanswerable it is! Every sin of the elect was laid upon 
the great Champion of our salvation, and by the atonement carried away. There is no 

sin in God’s book against His people: He sees no sin in Jacob, neither iniquity in Israel; they 
are justified in Christ forever. When the guilt of sin was taken away, the punishment of sin 
was removed. For the Christian there is no stroke from God’s angry hand—no, not so much 
as a single frown of punitive justice. The believer may be chastised by his Father, but God 
the Judge has nothing to say to the Christian except “I have absolved you: you are acquit- 
ted.” For the Christian there is no penal death in this world, much less any second death. 
He is completely freed from all the punishment as well as the guilt of sin, and the power of 
sin is removed too. It may stand in our way and agitate us with perpetual warfare; but sin is 
a conquered foe to every soul in union with Jesus. There is no sin that a Christian cannot 
overcome if he will only rely upon his God to do it. They who wear the white robe in 
heaven overcame through the blood of the Lamb, and we may do the same. No lust is too 
mighty, no besetting sin too strongly entrenched; we can overcome through the power of 
Christ. Do believe it, Christian—your sin is a condemned thing. It may kick and struggle, 
but it is doomed to die. God has written condemnation across its brow. Christ has crucified 
it, nailing it to His cross. Go now and mortify it, and may the Lord help you to live to His 
praise, for sin with all its guilt, shame, and fear is gone. 

Here’s pardon for transgressions past, 
It matters not how black their cast;

I WAS BRUTISH AND IGNORANT; I WAS LIKE A BEAST TOWARD YOU. 

— PSALM 73:22 

Rea this is the confession of the man of God; and in telling us his inner life, he 
writes, “I was brutish and ignorant.” The word “brutish” conveys the extent of his 

wayward folly. In an earlier verse of the Psalm, the psalmist writes, “I was envious of the arro- 
gant when I saw the prosperity of the wicked,” which shows that his ignorant reaction was 
sinful. He puts himself down as being “brutish,” and in doing so conveys the intensity of 
his feelings. His attitude and reaction was sinful. He could not excuse it but deserved to be 
condemned because of its perverseness and willful ignorance. He had been envious of the 
immediate prosperity of the ungodly, forgetting the ultimate, dreadful end that they faced. 
Are we any better than him that we should call ourselves wise? Do we profess that we have 
attained perfection or have been so disciplined that our stubbornness has been removed? This 
would be pride indeed! If the psalmist was foolish, how foolish are we when we fail to see 
ourselves! Look back, believer: Think of when you doubted God when He was so faithful 
to you; think of your foolish outcry of “Not so, my Father” when He crossed His hands in 
affliction to give you the greater blessing; think of the many times when you have read His 
providences in the dark, misinterpreted His dealings, and groaned, “All these things are 
against me” when they are in fact working together for your good! Think how often you have 
chosen sin because of its pleasure, when indeed that pleasure was a root of bitterness to 
you! Surely if we know our own heart we must plead guilty to the indictment of a sinful 
folly; and conscious of this “brutishness,” we must learn to say with the psalmist, “ You guide 
me with Your counsel.”

HE WENT ABOUT DOING GOOD. — Acts 10:38 

| Rhee words, but yet an exquisite miniature of the Lord Jesus Christ. There are not many 
touches, but they are the strokes of a master’s pencil. Of the Savior and only of the 

Savior is this true in the fullest, broadest, and most unqualified sense. “He went about 
doing good.” From this description it is evident that He did good personally. The evangel- 
ists constantly tell us that He touched the leper with His own finger, that He anointed the eyes 
of the blind, and that in cases where He was asked to speak the word only at a distance, He 
did not usually comply but went Himself to the sickbed and there personally worked the cure. 
A lesson to us, if we would do good, to do it ourselves. Give gifts with your own hand; a 
kind look or word will enhance the value of the gift. Speak to a friend about his soul; your 
loving appeal will have more influence than a whole library of tracts. Our Lord’s mode of 
doing good sets forth His constant activity! He did not only the good that came close to hand, 

but He “went about” on His errands of mercy. Throughout the whole land of Judea there 

was scarcely a village or a hamlet that was not gladdened by the sight of Him. How this 

reproves the creeping, loitering manner in which many professors serve the Lord. Let us 

gird up the loins of our mind and not grow weary in doing good. Does the text not imply that 

Jesus Christ went out of His way to do good? “He went about doing good.” He was never 

deterred by danger or difficulty, He sought out the objects of His gracious intentions. So must 

we. If old plans will not answer, we must try new ones, for fresh experiments sometimes 

achieve more than regular methods. Christ’s perseverance, and the unity of His purpose, 

are also hinted at, and the practical application of the subject may be summed up in the 

words, “Christ . . . leaving you an example, so that you might follow in his steps.”'

— PSALM 73:23 

evertheless”—as if, notwithstanding all the foolishness and ignorance that David had 

N just been confessing to God, not one atom was it less true and certain that David was 

saved and accepted, and that the blessing of being constantly in God’s presence was undoubt- 

edly his. Fully conscious of his own lost estate and of the deceitfulness and vileness of his 

nature, yet, by a glorious outburst of faith, he sings, “Nevertheless, I am continually with 

you.” Believer, you are forced to enter into Asaph’s confession and acknowledgment; 

endeavor in like spirit to say “nevertheless, since I belong to Christ I am continually with 

God!” By this is meant continually upon His mind—He is always thinking of me for my 

good. Continually before His eye—the eye of the Lord never sleeps but is perpetually watch- 

ing over my welfare. Continually in His hand, so that none shall be able to pluck me away. 
Continually on His heart, worn there as a memorial, even as the high priest bore the names 
of the twelve tribes upon his heart forever. You always think of me, O God. The tender 
mercies of Your love continually yearn toward me. You are always making providence 
work for my good. You have set me as a signet upon Your arm; Your love is strong as 
death, and many waters cannot quench it; neither can the floods drown it. Surprising grace! 
You see me in Christ, and though in myself disapproved, You behold me as wearing Christ’s 
garments and washed in His blood, and so I stand accepted in Your presence. I am there- 
fore continually in Your favor—“continually with you.” Here is comfort for the tried and 
afflicted soul; vexed with the tempest within, look at the calm without. “Nevertheless” —O 
say it in your heart, and take the peace it gives. “Nevertheless, I am continually with you.”

ALL THAT THE FATHER GIVES ME WILL COME TO ME. — JOHN 6:37 

his declaration involves the doctrine of election: There are some whom the Father gave 
to Christ. It involves the doctrine of effectual calling: These who are given must and 

shall come; however stoutly they may set themselves against it, yet they shall be brought 
out of darkness into God’s marvelous light. It teaches us the indispensable necessity of 
faith, for even those who are given to Christ are not saved except they come to Jesus. Even 
they must come, for there is no other way to heaven but by the door, Christ Jesus. All that 
the Father gives to our Redeemer must come to Him; therefore none can come to heaven 
except they come to Christ. 

Oh, the power and majesty that rest in the words “will come.” He does not say they 
have power to come, nor that they may come if they will, but they “will come.” The Lord 
Jesus by His messengers, His Word, and His Spirit sweetly and graciously compels men to 
come in, that they may eat of His marriage supper; and this He does not by any violation of 
the free agency of man, but by the power of His grace. I may exercise power over another 
man’s will, and yet that other man’s will may be perfectly free, because the constraint is 
exercised in a manner accordant with the laws of the human mind. Jehovah Jesus knows how 
by irresistible arguments addressed to the understanding, by mighty reasons appealing to 
the affections, and by the mysterious influence of His Holy Spirit operating upon all the pow- 
ers and passions of the soul so to subdue the whole man, whereas he was once rebellious, that 
he yields cheerfully to His government, subdued by sovereign love. But how shall those be 
known whom God has chosen? By this result: that they do willingly and joyfully accept Christ 
and come to Him with simple and unfeigned faith, resting upon Him as all their salvation and 
all their desire. Reader, have you come to Jesus in this way? 



JULY 30 ™ MORNING & 
AND PETER REMEMBERED. . . . AND HE BROKE DOWN AND WEPT. 

—-MARK 14:72 

I has been thought by some that as long as Peter lived, the fountain of his tears began to 
flow whenever he remembered that he had denied his Lord. It is not unlikely that it was 

so (for his sin was very great, and grace in him had afterwards a perfect work). This same 
experience is common to all the redeemed family according to the degree in which the Spirit 
of God has removed the natural heart of stone. We, like Peter, remember our boastful prom- 
ise: “Though they all fall away because of you, I will never fall away.”! We eat our own words 
with the bitter herbs of repentance. When we think of what we vowed we would be and of 
what we have been, we may weep whole showers of grief. He remembered denying his 
Lord—the place in which he did it, the little cause that led him into such heinous sin, the oaths 
and blasphemies with which he sought to confirm his falsehood, and the dreadful hardness 
of heart that drove him to do so again and yet again. Can we, when we are reminded of our 
sins and their exceeding sinfulness, remain stolid and stubborn? Will we not make our 
house a place of sacrifice and cry to the Lord for renewed assurances of pardoning love? May 
we never take a dry-eyed look at sin, in case we discover our tongue parched in the flames 
of hell. Peter also remembered his Master’s look of love. The Lord followed up the rooster’s 
warning voice with an admonitory look of sorrow, pity, and love. That glance was never 
out of Peter’s mind so long as he lived. It was far more effectual than ten thousand sermons 
would have been without the Spirit. The penitent apostle would be sure to weep when he 
remembered the Savior’s full forgiveness, which restored him to his former place. To think 
that we have offended so kind and good a Lord is more than sufficient reason for being 
constant weepers. Lord, smite our rocky hearts, and make the waters flow.

here is 0 expiration date on this promise. It does not merely say, “I will not cast out a 
sinner at his first coming,” but “I will never cast him out.” The original reads, “I will not, 

not cast out,” or “I will never, never cast out.” The text means that Christ will not at first 

reject a believer, and that as He will not do it at first, so He will not to the last. 
But suppose the believer sins after coming? “If anyone does sin, we have an advocate with 

the Father, Jesus Christ the righteous.”* But suppose that believers backslide? “I will heal their 
apostasy; I will love them freely, for my anger has turned from them.”? But believers may 
fall under temptation! “God is faithful, and he will not let you be tempted beyond your

The gleaner 
keeps her eyes open: If she stumbled dreamlike among the stubble, she would have no load 
to carry home rejoicingly at evening. I must be careful in religious exercises in case they 
become unprofitable to me; I fear I have lost quite a bit already. I need to estimate my 
opportunities properly and glean with greater diligence. The gleaner stoops for all she finds, 
and I must do the same. Proud minds criticize and object, but humble minds glean and receive 
benefit. A lowly heart is the key to profitably hearing the Gospel. The soul-saving Word is not 

received except with meekness. A stiff back makes for a bad gleaner. Pride is a vile robber and 

must not be tolerated for a moment. What the gleaner gathers, she keeps: If she dropped 

one ear to find another, the result of her day’s work would be but meager; she is as careful 

to retain as to obtain, and so at last she makes great gains. How often do I forget all that I 

hear; the second truth pushes the first out of my head, and so my reading and hearing end 

in much ado about nothing! Do I understand the importance of storing up the truth? Hunger 

helps to make the gleaner wise; if she has no corn in her hand, there will be no bread on her 

table; she works under a sense of necessity, and consequently she moves swiftly and her 

grasp is firm. My need is even greater, Lord; help me to feel it, that it may urge me onward 

to glean in fields that yield to diligence a plenteous reward.

uietly contemplate the Lamb as the light of heaven. Light in Scripture is the emblem of 

joy. The joy of the saints in heaven is comprised in this: Jesus chose us, loved us, 

bought us, cleansed us, robed us, kept us, glorified us: We are here entirely through the 

Lord Jesus. Each one of these thoughts shall be as sweet as a cluster of grapes. Light is also 

the cause of beauty.

Ev believer understands that to know God is the highest and best form of knowledge; 
and this spiritual knowledge is a source of strength to the Christian. It strengthens his 

faith. Believers are constantly referred to in the Bible as people who are enlightened and 
taught by the Lord; they are said to “have been anointed by the Holy One,”! and it is the 
Spirit’s peculiar office to lead them into all truth, so that they might grow in their faith. 
Knowledge strengthens /ove as well as faith. Knowledge opens the door, and then through 
that door we see our Savior. Or to put it another way, knowledge paints the portrait of 
Jesus, and when we see that portrait, then we love Him.

Hs destructive is the hail to the standing crops, beating out the precious grain upon 
the ground! How grateful we should be when the corn is spared so terrible a ruin! Let 

us offer to the Lord thanksgiving. Even more to be dreaded are those mysterious destroyers— 
fungus, rust, and mildew. They turn the ear into a mass of soot or render it putrid or dry up 
the grain, and all in a manner so beyond all human control that the farmer is compelled to 
cry, “This is the finger of God.” Innumerable minute fungi cause the mischief, and if it weren’t 
for the goodness of God, the rider on the black horse would soon scatter famine over the land.

bre would sooner lose father and mother than part with Christ. They hold all earthly 

comforts with a loose hand, but they carry Him locked tight in their hearts. They voluntar- 

ily deny themselves for His sake, but they are not to be driven to deny Him. It is a feeble 

love that the fire of persecution can dry up; the true believer’s love is a deeper stream than 

this. Men have tried to divide the faithful from their Master, but their attempts have been 

fruitless in every age. Neither crowns of honor, nor frowns of anger have been able to untie 

this loving knot. This is not just a routine attachment that the world’s power may eventu- 

ally dissolve. Neither man nor devil have found a key that opens this lock. Never has the craft 
of Satan been more at fault than when he has exercised it in seeking to break this union of 
two divinely welded hearts. It is written, and nothing can blot out the sentence, “Rightly do 
they love you.” The intensity of the love of the upright, however, is not so much to be 
judged by how it appears as by what the upright long for. It is our daily lament that we can- 
not love enough. If only our hearts were capable of holding more and reaching further. Like 
Samuel Rutherford, we sigh and cry, “Oh, for as much love as would go round about the 
earth, and over heaven—yes, the heaven of heavens, and ten thousand worlds—that I might 
expand it all upon this fairest Lord Jesus.” Unfortunately, our longest reach is only a span 
of love, and our affection is like a drop in a bucket compared with what He deserves. Measure 
our love by our intentions, and it is strong indeed; we trust that the Lord judges it in this 
way. If only we could give all the love in all hearts in one great offering, a gathering together 
of all loves to Him who is altogether lovely!

ince the first hour in which goodness came into conflict with evil, it has never ceased to 
be true in spiritual experience that Satan hinders us. From all points of the compass, all 

along the line of battle, in the advance party or in the rear, at the dawn of day and in the 
midnight hour, Satan hinders us. If we work in the field, he seeks to break our implements; 
if we build a wall, he tries to cast down the stones; if we are serving God in suffering or in 
conflict—everywhere Satan hinders us. He hinders us when we are first coming to Jesus 
Christ. We had fierce conflicts with Satan when we first looked to the cross and lived. 
Now that we are saved, he tries to prevent our growth in Christian character. You may be 
congratulating yourself: “So far I have walked consistently; no one can challenge my 
integrity.” Beware of boasting, for your virtue will soon be tested; Satan will direct his 
engines against the very virtue for which you are most famous. If you have to this point been 
a firm believer, your faith will soon be attacked; if you have been meek like Moses, expect 
to be tempted to speak unadvisedly with your lips. The birds will peck at your ripest fruit, 
and the wild boar will dash his tusks at your choicest vines. Satan is sure to hinder us 
when we are faithful in prayer. He hinders our persistence and weakens our faith in order 
that, if possible, we may miss the blessing. Satan is equally vigilant in obstructing Christian 
effort. There was never a revival of religion without a revival of his opposition. As soon as 
Ezra and Nehemiah began to work, Sanballat and Tobiah were stirred up to hinder them. 
What then? We are not alarmed because Satan hinders us, for it is a proof that we are on 
the Lord’s side and are doing the Lord’s work, and in His strength we will win the victory 
and triumph over our adversary.

THEY WEAVE THE SPIDER’S WEB. — ISAIAH 59:5 

QO bserve the spider’s web and find in it a most suggestive picture of the hypocrite’s religion. 
It is meant to catch his prey: The spider fattens himself on flies, and the Pharisee has 

his reward. Foolish people are easily trapped by the loud professions of pretenders, and 
even the more discerning cannot always escape. Philip baptized Simon Magus, whose deceit- 
ful declaration of faith was so quickly exposed by the stern rebuke of Peter. Routine and 
reputation, praise and promotion, along with other flies, are the small game that hypocrites 
take in their nets. A spider’s web is a marvel of skill: Look at it and admire the tricks of this 
cunning hunter. The deceiver’s religion is equally seductive. How does he make so barefaced 
a lie appear to be a truth? How can he make his tinsel look so much like gold? A spider’s 
web emerges all from the creature itself. The bee gathers her wax from flowers; the spider 
doesn’t, but still she spins her material to great length. In the same way hypocrites find their 
trust and hope within themselves; their anchor was forged on their own anvil, and their 
rope twisted by their own hands. They rest upon their own foundation and carve out the 
pillars from their own house, scorning the thought of being debtors to the sovereign grace 
of God. But a spider’s web is very frail. It is curiously constructed, but not enduringly man- 
ufactured. It is no match for the servant’s broom or the traveler’s staff. The hypocrite does 
not need a battery of cannons to blow his hope to pieces; a mere puff of wind will do it. 
Hypocritical cobwebs will soon come down when the broom of destruction begins its puri- 
fying work. Which reminds us of one more thought—namely, that such cobwebs are not to 
be tolerated in the Lord’s house: He will see to it that the webs and those who spin them 
will be utterly destroyed. My soul, make sure to rest on something better than a spider’s 
web. Take the Lord Jesus as your eternal hiding-place.

1 bed professed Christians are always doubting and fearing, and they forlornly think that 
this is the inevitable state of believers. This is a mistake, for “all things are possible 

for one who believes”; and it is possible for us to arrive at a place where a doubt or a fear 
shall be like a migrant bird flitting across the soul but never lingering there. When you read 
of the high and sweet communions enjoyed by favored saints, you sigh and murmur in the 
chamber of your heart, “Sadly, these are not for me.” But, climber, if you exercise your 
faith, you will before long stand on the sunny pinnacle of the temple, for “all things are 
possible for one who believes.” You hear of exploits that holy men have done for Jesus—what

Wrap yourself in scarlet and fine linen, 

and eat lavishly every day; for if you believe, you can eat the royal portion, your land will 

flow with milk and honey, and your soul shall be satisfied in God. Gather golden sheaves of 

grace, for they await you in the fields of faith.

iN) hepa ae They look back upon the days that they have spent in communing with 

the Lord as being the sweetest and the best they have ever known; but as to the present, it is 

as if they were smothered by a heavy blanket of gloom and dreariness. Once they lived near 

Jesus, but now they feel that they have wandered from Him, and they say, “Oh, that I were 

as in the months of old.” They complain that they have lost their evidences, or that they no 

longer have peace of mind, or that they have no enjoyment in the means of grace, or that their 

conscience is hardened, or that they are no longer as zealous for God’s glory as they once 
were. The causes of this mournful state of things are many. It may arise through a compar- 
ative neglect of prayer, for a neglected closet is the beginning of all spiritual decline. Or it may 
be the result of idolatry. The heart has been occupied with something else, more than with 
God; the affections have been set on the things of earth instead of the things of heaven. A jeal- 
ous God will not be content with a divided heart; He must be loved first and best. He will 
withdraw the sunshine of His presence from a cold, wandering heart. Or the cause may be 
found in self-confidence and self-righteousness. Pride is busy in the heart, and self is exalted 
instead of lying low at the foot of the cross. Christian, if you are not now as you “were... 
in the months of old,” do not be content to simply wish for a return of your former happi- 
ness, but go at once to seek your Master and tell Him your sad state. Ask His grace and 
strength to enable you to walk more closely with Him; humble yourself before Him, and 
He will lift you up and allow you once more to enjoy the light of His countenance. Do not 
sit down to sigh and lament; while the beloved Physician lives there is hope; there is a cer- 
tainty of recovery even for the worst cases.

Ge ” There is music in the word: Like David’s harp, it charms away the evil spirit 
of melancholy. It was a distinguished honor to Barnabas to be called “the son of encour- 

agement”;’ it is one of the illustrious names of a greater than Barnabas, for the Lord Jesus 
is the comfort of Israel. “Eternal comfort”! This is the best of all, for the everlasting nature 
of comfort is its crown and glory. What is this “eternal comfort”? It includes a sense of 
pardoned sin. A Christian man has received in his heart the witness of the Spirit that his 
iniquities are put away like a cloud, and his transgressions like a thick cloud. If sin is par- 
doned, is that not an eternal comfort? Next, the Lord gives His people an abiding sense of 
being accepted in Christ. The Christian knows that God looks upon him as standing in 
union with Jesus. Union with the risen Lord is a comfort of the most abiding order; it is, in 
fact, everlasting. Let sickness prostrate us—haven’t we seen hundreds of believers as happy 
in the weakness of disease as they would have been in the enjoyment of blooming health? 
If death’s arrows pierce us to the heart, our comfort does not die, for we have often heard 
the songs of saints as they rejoiced because the living love of God was shed abroad in their 
hearts in dying moments. Yes, a sense of acceptance in the Beloved is an eternal comfort. 
Moreover, the Christian is convinced of his security. God has promised to save those who 
trust in Christ: The Christian does trust in Christ, and he believes that God will be as good 
as His word and will save him. He feels that he is safe by virtue of his being bound up 
with the person and work of Jesus. Herein is comfort such as can be found nowhere else and 
in no one else!

he rainbow, the symbol of the covenant with Noah, foreshadows our Lord Jesus, who 
is the Lord’s witness to the people. When may we expect to see the token of the covenant? 

The rainbow is only to be seen painted upon a cloud. When the sinner’s conscience is dark 
with clouds, when he remembers his past sin and mourns and laments before God, Jesus 
Christ is revealed to him as the covenant Rainbow, displaying all the glorious hues of the 
divine character and declaring peace. To the believer, when his trials and temptations sur- 
round him, it is sweet to behold the person of our Lord Jesus Christ—to see Him bleeding, 
living, rising, and pleading for us. God’s rainbow is hung over the cloud of our sins, our 
sorrows, and our woes, to prophesy deliverance. By itself a cloud does not give a rainbow; 

there must be the crystal drops to reflect the light of the sun. So, our sorrows must not only 

threaten, but they must really fall upon us. There would have been no Christ for us if the 

vengeance of God had been merely a threatening cloud: Punishment must fall in terrible drops 

upon Him. Until there is a real anguish in the sinner’s conscience, there is no Christ for him; 

until the chastisement that he feels becomes grievous, he cannot see Jesus. But there must also 

be a sun; for clouds and drops of rain do not make rainbows unless the sun shines. Beloved, 

our God, who is as the sun to us, always shines, but we do not always see Him—clouds 

hide His face; but no matter what drops may be falling or what clouds may be threatening, 

if He shines there will be a rainbow at once. It is said that when we see the rainbow, the 

shower is over. It is certain that when Christ comes, our troubles withdraw; when we look 

on Jesus, our sins vanish, and our doubts and fears subside. When Jesus walks upon the 

waters of the sea, how profound the calm!

THE CEDARS OF LEBANON THAT HE PLANTED. — PSALM 104:1 6 

ebanon’s cedars are emblematic of the Christian, in that they owe their planting entirely 

be the Lord. This is quite true of every child of God. He is not man-planted, nor self- 

planted, but God-planted. The mysterious hand of the divine Spirit dropped the living seed 

into a heart that He had Himself prepared for its reception. Every true heir of heaven knows 

that it is God who planted him. Moreover, the cedars of Lebanon do not depend upon man 

for their watering; they stand on the lofty rock, unmoistened by human irrigation; and yet 

our heavenly Father supplies them. So it is with the Christian who has learned to live by faith. 

He is independent of man, even in temporal things; for his continued maintenance he looks 

to the Lord his God, and to Him alone. The dew of heaven is his portion, and the God of 

heaven is his fountain. Again, the cedars of Lebanon are not protected by any mortal power. 
They owe nothing to man for their preservation from stormy wind and tempest. They are 
God’s trees, kept and preserved by Him, and by Him alone. It is precisely the same with the 
Christian. He is not a hothouse plant, sheltered from temptation; he stands in the most 
exposed position; he has no shelter, no protection, except this, that the broad wings of the 
eternal God always cover the cedars that He Himself has planted. Like cedars, believers are 
full of sap, having enough vitality to stay green, even amid the winter’s snows. Lastly, the 
flourishing and majestic condition of the cedar is to the praise of God only. The Lord, even 
the Lord alone, has been everything to the cedars, and therefore David very sweetly puts it 
in one of the psalms, “Praise the Lord! Fruit trees and all cedars.”! In the believer there is 
nothing that can magnify man; he is planted, nourished, and protected by the Lord’s own 
hand, and therefore to Him let all the glory be ascribed. 

am EVENING & 
I WILL REMEMBER MY COVENANT. — GENESIS 9:15 

INE the form of this promise. God does not say, “And when you shall look upon the bow, 
and you shall remember My covenant, then I will not destroy the earth,” but it is glo- 

riously put, not upon our memory, which is fickle and frail, but upon God’s memory, which 
is infinite and immutable. “When . . . the bow is seen in the clouds, I will remember my 
covenant.” It is not my remembering God—it is God’s remembering me that is the ground 
of my safety; it is not my laying hold of His covenant, but His covenant’s laying hold on 
me. Glory be to God! The ramparts of salvation are secured by divine power, and even the 
minor towers, which we could imagine being left to man, are guarded by almighty strength. 
Even the remembrance of the covenant is not left to our memories, for we might forget; but 
our Lord cannot forget the names of those whom He has graven on the palms of His hands. 
It is with us as it was with Israel in Egypt; the blood was upon the lintel and the two side- 
posts, but the Lord did not say, “When you see the blood I will pass over you,” but “When 
I see the blood I will pass over you.” My looking to Jesus brings me joy and peace, but it is 
God’s looking to Jesus that secures my salvation and that of all His elect, since it is impossi- 
ble for our God to look at Christ, our bleeding Surety, and then to be angry with us for sins 
already punished in Him. It is not left with us even to be saved by remembering the covenant. 
There is not a single thread of human effort in this fabric. It is not of man, neither by man, 
but of the Lord alone. We should remember the covenant, and we shall do it, through 
divine grace; but the hinge of our safety does not hang there—it is God’s remembering us, not 
our remembering Him; and hence the covenant is an everlasting covenant.

D;: you believe that your sins are forgiven and that Christ has made a full atonement for 
them? Then what a joyful Christian you ought to be! How you should live above the 

common trials and troubles of the world! Since sin is forgiven, can it matter what happens 
to you now? Luther said, “Smite, Lord, smite, for my sin is forgiven; if You have forgiven me, 
smite as hard as You will.” And in a similar spirit you may say, “Send sickness, poverty, 
losses, crosses, persecution, what You will. You have forgiven me, and my soul is glad.” 
Christian, if you are thus saved, while you are glad, be grateful and loving. Cling to that cross 
that took your sin away; serve Him who served you. “I appeal to you therefore, brothers, 
by the mercies of God, to present your bodies as a living sacrifice, holy and acceptable to God, 
which is your spiritual worship.”! Do not let your zeal evaporate in some little exuberant 
song. Show your love in meaningful ways. Love the brethren of Him who loved you. If 
there is a Mephibosheth anywhere who is disabled, help him for Jonathan’s sake. If there is 
a poor tried believer, weep with him, and bear his cross for the sake of Him who wept for you 
and carried your sins. Since you are forgiven freely for Christ’s sake, go and tell others the 
joyful news of pardoning mercy. Do not be contented with this unspeakable blessing for your- 
self alone, but publish widely the story of the cross. Holy gladness and holy boldness will 
make you a good preacher, and all the world will be a pulpit for you to preach in. Cheerful 
holiness is the most forcible of sermons, but the Lord must give it to you. Seek it this morn- 
ing before you go into the world. When it is the Lord’s work in which we rejoice, we need 
not be afraid of being too glad.

I KNOW THEIR SUFFERINGS. — Exopus 3:7 

he child is cheered as he sings, “This my father knows”; and shall we not be comforted 
as we discern that our dear and tender Friend knows all about us? 
1. He is the Physician, and if He knows everything, there is no need for the patient to 

know. Calm down, you silly, fluttering heart, prying, peeping, and suspecting! What you 
don’t know now. you will know later; and meanwhile Jesus, the beloved Physician, knows 
your soul in adversities. Why does the patient need to analyze all the medicine or estimate 
all the symptoms? This is the Physician’s work, not mine; it is my business to trust, and His 
to prescribe. If He shall write His prescription in a fashion that I cannot read, I will not be 
uneasy on that account, but will rely upon His unfailing skill to make everything clear in 
the result, no matter how mysterious the process. 

2. He is the Master, and His knowledge is to serve us instead of our own; we are to 
obey, not to judge: “The servant does not know what his master is doing.”* Shall the archi- 

tect explain his plans to every bricklayer on the job? If he knows his own intent, is it not 

enough? The pot upon the wheel cannot guess to what pattern it will be conformed, but if the 

potter understands his art, the ignorance of the clay is irrelevant. My Lord must not be 

cross-questioned any more by one so ignorant as I am. 
3. He is the Head. All understanding centers there. What judgment has the arm? What 

comprehension has the foot? All the power to know lies in the head. Why should the mem- 

ber have a brain of its own when the head fulfills for it every intellectual office? Here, then, 

the believer must rest his comfort in sickness—not that he himself can see the end, but that 

Jesus knows all. Sweet Lord, be forever eye and soul and head for us, and let us be content 

to know only what You choose to reveal.

saac’s evening occupation was very admirable. If those who spend so many hours in idle 

I company, light reading, and useless pastimes could learn wisdom, they would find more 

profitable society and more interesting engagements in meditation than in the vanities that 

now hold such appeal for them. We would all know more, live closer to God, and grow in 

grace if we were alone more often. Meditation chews the cud and extracts the real nutri- 

ment from the mental food gathered elsewhere. When Jesus is the theme, meditation is 

sweet indeed. Isaac found Rebecca while engaged in private musings; many others have found 

their best beloved there. 
Isaac’s choice of place was very admirable. The field provides a study full of texts for 

thought. From the cedar to the hyssop, from the soaring eagle down to the chirping grasshop- 

per, from the blue expanse of heaven to a drop of dew, all these things are full of teaching, 

and when the eye is divinely opened, that teaching flashes upon the mind far more vividly 
than from books. Our little rooms are neither so healthy, so suggestive, so agreeable, or so 
inspiring as the fields. Let us count nothing common or unclean but feel that all created things 
point to their Maker, and the field will at once be holy ground. 

The season was very admirable. The season of sunset as it draws a veil over the day is a 
fitting time for the soul’s repose when earthborn cares yield to the joys of heavenly com- 
munion. The glory of the setting sun excites our wonder, and the solemnity of approaching 
night awakens our awe. If the business of this day will permit it, it will be well, dear reader, 
if you can spare an hour to walk in the field at evening; but if not, the Lord is in the town 
too and will meet with you in your chamber or in the crowded street. Let your heart go out 
to meet Him.

yA eras of flesh” is known by its tenderness concerning sin. To have indulged a foul imag-

The natural 
will is cold, hard iron, which refuses to be hammered into form, but the renewed will, like 
molten metal, is quickly molded by the hand of grace. In the fleshy heart there is a tender- 
ness of the affections. The hard heart does not love the Redeemer, but the renewed heart 
burns with affection toward Him. The hard heart is selfish and coldly demands, “Why should 
I weep for sin? Why should I love the Lord?” But the heart of flesh says, “Lord, You know 
that I love You; help me to love You more!” There are many privileges of this renewed 
heart. It is here the Spirit dwells; it is here that Jesus lives. It is fitted to receive every spiri- 
tual blessing, and every blessing comes to it. It is prepared to yield every heavenly fruit to 
the honor and praise of God, and therefore the Lord delights in it. A tender heart is the best 
defense against sin and the best preparation for heaven. A renewed heart stands on its 
watchtower looking for the coming of the Lord Jesus. Do you have this heart of flesh?

c. glory is the result of His nature and acts. He is glorious in His character, for there 
is such a store of everything that is holy and good and lovely in God that He must be glo- 

rious. The actions that flow from His character are also glorious; but while He intends that 
they should display to His creatures His goodness and mercy and justice, He is equally con- 
cerned that the glory associated with them should be given only to Himself. Not that there 
is anything in ourselves in which we may glory; for who makes us different from another? 
And what do we have that we did not receive from the God of all grace? Then how careful 
we ought to be to walk humbly before the Lord! The moment we glorify ourselves, since there 
is room for one glory only in the universe, we set ourselves up as rivals to the Most High. 
Shall an insect that’s been around for only an hour glorify itself against the sun that warmed 
it into life? Shall the clay pot exalt itself above the man who fashioned it upon the wheel? 
Shall the dust of the desert strive with the whirlwind? Or the drops of the ocean struggle 
with the storm? Give to the Lord, all you righteous, give to the Lord glory and strength; 
give to Him the honor that is due His name. It is, perhaps, one of the hardest struggles of 
the Christian life to learn this sentence—“Not to us, O LORD, not unto us, but to your 
name give glory.”! It is a lesson that God is always teaching us, and teaching us sometimes 
by the most painful discipline. Let a Christian begin to boast, “I can do all things,” without 
adding “through Christ who strengthens me,” and before long he will have to groan, “I can 
do nothing” and bemoan himself in the dust.

resent possession is declared. At this present moment we have the firstfruits of the Spirit. 
We have repentance, that gem of the first water; faith, that priceless pearl; hope, the 

heavenly emerald; and love, the glorious ruby. We are already made new creatures in Christ 
Jesus by the effectual working of God the Holy Spirit. This is called the firstfruit because it 
comes first. As the wave-sheaf was the first of the harvest, so the spiritual life, and all the 
graces that adorn that life, are the first operations of the Spirit of God in our souls. The 
firstfruits were the pledge of the harvest. As soon as the Israelite had plucked the first hand- 
ful of ripe ears, he looked forward with glad anticipation to the time when the wagon 
would creak beneath the sheaves. So, brethren, when God gives us things that are pure, lovely, 

and of good report, as the work of the Holy Spirit, these are to us the indications of the 

coming glory. The firstfruits were always holy to the Lord, and our new nature, with all its 

powers, is a consecrated thing. The new life is not ours that we should ascribe its excellence 

to our own merit; it is Christ’s image and creation and is ordained for His glory. But the 

firstfruits were not the harvest, and the works of the Spirit in us at this moment are not the 

consummation—the perfection is still to come. We must not boast that we have attained, and 

so reckon the first sheaf to be all the produce of the year: We must hunger and thirst for right- 

eousness and long for the day of full redemption. Dear reader, this evening open your 

mouth wide, and God will fill it. Let the blessing in present possession excite in you a sacred 

greed for more grace. Groan within yourself for higher degrees of consecration, and your 

Lord will grant them to you, for He is able to do far more abundantly than all that we ask 

or think.

editate a little on this steadfast love of the Lord. It is tender love. With gentle, loving 

Ibe He heals the brokenhearted and binds up their wounds. He is as gracious in 

the manner of His steadfast love as in the matter of it. It is great steadfast love. There is 

nothing little in God; His steadfast love is like Himself—it is infinite. You cannot measure 

it. His mercy is so great that it forgives great sins to great sinners after great lengths of time 

and then gives great favors and great privileges and raises us up to great enjoyments in the 

great heaven of the great God. It is undeserved steadfast love, as indeed all true mercy must 

be, for deserved mercy is only a misnomer for justice. There was no right on the sinner’s 

part to the kind consideration of the Most High; had the rebel been doomed at once to 

eternal fire he would have richly merited the doom, and if delivered from wrath, sovereign 

love alone has found a cause, for there was none in the sinner himself. It is rich steadfast 
love. Some things are great but have little efficacy in them, but this steadfast love is a tonic 
to your drooping spirits, a golden ointment to your bleeding wounds, a heavenly bandage 
to your broken bones, a royal chariot for your weary feet, a bosom of love for your trembling 

heart. It is manifold steadfast love. As Bunyan says, “All the flowers in God’s garden are dou- 
ble.” There is no single steadfast love. You may think you have only one steadfast love, but 
you will find it to be a whole cluster of mercies. It is abounding steadfast love. Millions 
have received it, but far from its being exhausted, it is as fresh, as full, and as free as ever. It 
is unfailing steadfast love. It will never leave you. If mercy is your friend, mercy will be with 
you in temptation to keep you from yielding, with you in trouble to prevent you from sink- 
ing, with you in living to be the light and life of your countenance, and with you in dying to 
be the joy of your soul when earthly comfort is ebbing fast. 

am EVENING & 
THIS ILLNESS DOES NOT LEAD TO DEATH. — JOHN 11:4 

Fe our Lord’s words we learn that there is a limit to illness. Here is a “lead to” within 
which its ultimate end is restrained and beyond which it cannot go. Lazarus might pass 

through death, but death was not to be the conclusion of his illness. In all illness the Lord says 
to the waves of pain, “You may go so far, but no further.” His fixed purpose is not the destruc- 
tion but the instruction of His people. Wisdom hangs up the thermometer at the furnace 
mouth and regulates the heat. 

1. The limit is encouragingly comprehensive. The God of providence has limited the time, 
manner, intensity, repetition, and effects of all our sicknesses; each throb is decreed, each 
sleepless hour predestined, each relapse ordained, each depression of spirit foreknown, and 
each sanctifying result eternally purposed. Nothing great or small escapes the ordaining hand 
of Him who numbers the hairs of our head. 

2. This limit is wisely adjusted to our strength, to the purpose designed, and to the 
grace apportioned. Affliction is not haphazard—the weight of every stroke of the rod is accu- 
rately measured. He who made no mistakes in balancing the clouds and stretching out the 
heavens commits no errors in measuring out the ingredients that compose the medicine of 
souls, We cannot suffer too much nor be relieved too late. 

3. The limit is tenderly appointed. The knife of the heavenly Surgeon never cuts deeper 
than is absolutely necessary. “He does not willingly afflict or grieve the children of men.”! 
A mother’s heart cries, “Spare my child”; but no mother is more compassionate than our gra- 
cious God. When we consider how hardmouthed we are, it is a wonder that we are not driven 
with a sharper bit. The thought is full of comfort that He who has established the boundary 
lines of our lives has also determined the boundaries of our tribulation.

I this account the faces of the Lord’s people were covered with shame, for it was a terri- 
ble thing for men to intrude upon the Holy Place that was reserved exclusively for the 

priests. Everywhere around us we see similar cause for sorrow. How many ungodly men 
are now studying with a view to entering the ministry! What a crying sin is that solemn lie 
by which our whole population is nominally part of a National Church! How fearful it is that 
ordinances should be pressed upon the unconverted, and that among the more enlightened 
churches of our land there should be such laxity of discipline. If the thousands who will 
read this portion will take this matter before the Lord Jesus today, He will interfere and 
avert the evil that otherwise will come upon His Church. To adulterate the church is to pol- 
lute a well, to pour water upon fire, to sow a fertile field with stones. May we all have grace 
to maintain in our own proper way the purity of the Church as being an assembly of believ- 
ers and not a nation, an unsaved community of unconverted men. 

Our zeal must, however, begin at home. Let us examine ourselves as to our right to eat 
at the Lord’s Table. Let us see to it that we are wearing our wedding garment, lest we our- 
selves should be regarded as foreigners in the Lord’s holy place. Many are called, but few 
are chosen; the way is narrow, and the gate is strait. O for grace to come to Jesus aright, 
with the faith of God’s elect. He who smote Uzzah for touching the ark is very jealous of 
His two ordinances. As a true believer I may approach them freely; as a foreigner I must 
not touch them in case I die. Heart-searching is the duty of all who are baptized or come to 
the Lord’s Table. “Search me, O God, and know my heart! Try me and know my thoughts!”?

golden truth is couched in the fact that the Savior pushed the myrrhed wine-cup from 
His lips. On the heights of heaven the Son of God stood of old, and as He looked down 

upon our globe He measured the long descent to the utmost depths of human misery. He con- 
sidered the sum total of all the agonies that expiation would require and didn’t shrink. He 
solemnly determined that to offer a sufficient atoning sacrifice He must go the whole way, 
from the highest to the lowest, from the throne of highest glory to the cross of deepest woe. 
This myrrhed cup, with its anesthetic influence, would have prevented Him from experienc- 
ing the utter limit of misery, and therefore He refused it. He would not stop short of all He 
had undertaken to suffer for His people. How many of us have cried for comfort in our 

grief to keep us from injury! Reader, did you never pray to be relieved of hard service or 

suffering with a petulant and willful eagerness? In a moment providence has taken from 

you the desire of your eyes. Say, Christian, if you were told, “If you want, your loved one 

will live, but God will be dishonored,” could you have put away the temptation and said, 

“Your will be done”? It is good to be able to say, “My Lord, if for other reasons I do not 

need to suffer, yet if I can honor You more by suffering, and if the loss of my earthly goods 

will bring You glory, then let it be. I refuse the comfort if it stands in the way of Your 

honor.” Let us learn to walk in the footsteps of our Lord, cheerfully enduring trial for His 

sake, promptly and willingly putting away the thought of self and comfort when it would 

interfere with our completing the work that He has given us to do. Great grace is needed, 

but great grace is provided.

hrist’s reign in His Church is that of a shepherd-king. He has supremacy, but it is the 

Ca of a wise and tender shepherd over his needy and loving flock. He commands 

and receives obedience, but it is the willing obedience of the well-cared-for sheep, rendered 

joyfully to their beloved Shepherd, whose voice they know so well. He rules by the force of 

love and the energy of goodness. 
His reign is practical in its character. It is said, “He shall stand and shepherd.” The 

great Head of the church is actively engaged in providing for His people. He does not sit 

down upon the throne in empty state or hold a scepter without wielding it in government. 

No; He stands and shepherds. The expression “shepherd” in the original is like an analo- 

gous one in the Greek that means to do everything expected of a shepherd: to guide, to watch, 

to preserve, to restore, to tend, as well as to feed. 
His reign is continual in its duration. It is said, “He shall stand and shepherd”; not “He 

shall feed now and then and leave His position”; not “He shall one day grant a revival and 
then next day leave His Church to barrenness.” His eyes never slumber, and His hands 
never rest; His heart never ceases to beat with love, and His shoulders are never weary of 

carrying His people’s burdens. 
His reign is effectually powerful in its action; “He shall . . . shepherd his flock in the 

strength of the LorD.” Wherever Christ is, there is God; and whatever Christ does is the 
act of the Most High. It is a joyful truth to consider that He who stands today representing 
the interests of His people is very God of very God, to whom every knee shall bow. We are 
happy to belong to such a shepherd, whose humanity communes with us and whose divin- 
ity protects us. Let us worship and bow down before Him as the people of His pasture.

How joyfully may we encounter toils, and how cheerfully may we endure sufferings 
when we can lay hold upon the strength of the Lord. Divine power will thwart all the endeav- 
ors of our enemies, confound their politics, and frustrate their foolish tricks. Happy is the 
man who has such matchless might engaged upon his side. Our own strength would serve 
us poorly when trapped in the nets of our cunning enemy, but the Lord’s refuge is always 
available; we have only to ask, and we will find it near at hand. If by faith we are depend- 
ing solely on the strength of the mighty God of Israel, then our dependence may become the 
occasion of our prayer.

pA Bone all the saints whose lives are recorded in Holy Scripture, David possesses an 
experience of the most striking, varied, and instructive character. In his history we meet 

with trials and temptations that are not found, as a whole, in other saints of ancient times, 
and as a result he provides us with a shadowy picture of our Lord. David knew the trials of 
all ranks and conditions of men. Kings have their troubles, and David wore a crown. The 
peasant has his cares, and David handled a shepherd’s crook. The wanderer has many hard- 
ships, and David hid in the caves of Engedi. The captain has his difficulties, and David 
found the sons of Zeruiah too hard for him. The psalmist also faced trials from his friends; 
his counselor Ahithophel forsook him: “[He] who ate my bread, has lifted his heel against 
me.”' His worst foes came from his own household: His children were his greatest afflic- 
tion. The temptations of poverty and wealth, of honor and reproach, of health and weak- 
ness all tried their power upon him. He had temptations from without to disturb his peace 
and from within to mar his joy. David no sooner escaped from one trial than he fell into 
another, no sooner emerged from one season of despondency and alarm than he was again 
brought into the lowest depths and all God’s waves and billows rolled over him. This is prob- 
ably the reason that David’s psalms are so universally the delight of experienced Christians. 
Whatever our frame of mind, whether ecstasy or depression, David has exactly described our 
emotions. He was an able master of the human heart because he had been tutored in the 
best of all schools—the school of heartfelt, personal experience. As we are instructed in the 
same school, as we grow mature in grace and in years, we increasingly appreciate David’s 
psalms and find them to be “green pastures.”? My soul, let David’s experience cheer and coun- 
sel you today.

ell-fortified cities have broad walls, and so did Jerusalem in her glory days. The New 
Jerusalem must, similarly, be surrounded and preserved by a broad wall of noncon- 

formity to the world and separation from its patterns and ideas. There is a tendency today 
to break down this holy barrier and make the distinction between the Church and the 
world merely nominal. Believers are no longer fixed on godliness, questionable literature is 
widely read, frivolous pastimes are eagerly indulged, and a general laxity threatens to deprive 
the Lord’s special people of those sacred distinctives that separate them from sinners. It will

The Broad Wall provided a pleasant place of relaxation for the inhabitants of 

Jerusalem, from which they enjoyed sweeping views of the surrounding country. This 

reminds us of the Lord’s exceeding broad commandments, which provide a pathway to 

freedom and communion with Jesus. From here we look upon the scenes of earth and 

gaze toward the glories of heaven. Separated from the world, and denying ourselves all 

ungodliness and fleshly lusts, we are not in prison, nor restricted within narrow bound- 

aries; no, we walk in freedom, because we keep His commands. Come, reader; this evening 

walk with God in His statutes. As friend met friend upon the city wall, so meet your God 

on the path of holy prayer and meditation. You have every right to stand upon the walls 

of salvation, for you have been given the key to the King’s city—you are a citizen of the 

metropolis of the universe.

\ X Je are taught here the great lesson that to get, we must give; to accumulate, we must scat- 

ter; to make ourselves happy, we must make others happy; and in order to become spir- 

itually vigorous, we must seek the spiritual good of others. In watering others, we are 

ourselves watered. How? Our efforts to be useful bring out our powers for usefulness. We 

have latent talents and unused gifts that become apparent by exercise. Our strength for 

work is even hidden from ourselves until we take our stand and fight the Lord’s battles or 

climb the mountains of difficulty. We do not know what tender sympathies we possess until 

we try to dry the widow’s tears and soothe the orphan’s grief. We often find in attempting 

to teach others that we gain instruction for ourselves. What gracious lessons some of us 
have learned in visiting the sick! We went to teach the Scriptures, and we came away blush- 
ing that our knowledge of them was so poor. In our conversation with humble saints, we 
are taught the way of God more perfectly for ourselves and get a deeper insight into divine 
truth. So watering others makes us humble. We discover how much grace there is where we 
had not looked for it, and how much the humble saint may outstrip us in knowledge. Our 
own comfort is also increased by working for others. We endeavor to cheer them, and the 
consolation gladdens our own heart. Consider the two men in the snow—one massaged the 
other’s limbs to keep him from dying, and in doing so kept his own blood circulating and 
saved his own life. Remember the poor widow who supplied the prophet’s needs from her 
own meager resources, and from that day she never experienced need again. Give, and it 
will be given to you—good measure, pressed down, shaken together and running over.

e can gain a great deal of comfort by considering what God has not said. What He 
has said is full of comfort and delight; but what He has not said is scarcely less rich in 

consolation. It was what God had not said that preserved the kingdom of Israel in the days 
of Jeroboam the son of Joash, for “the LORD had not said that he would blot out the name 
of Israel from under heaven” (2 Kings 14:27). In our text we have an assurance that God 
will answer prayer because He “did not say to the offspring of Jacob, ‘Seek me in vain.’” 
Those of you who are prone to self-condemnation should remember that, let your doubts and 
fears say what they will, if God has not cut you off from mercy, there is no need for despair: 
Even the voice of conscience carries little weight if it is not seconded by the voice of God. 
We should tremble at what God has said! But do not allow your rambling thoughts to over- 
whelm you with despondency and sinful despair. Many timid persons have been vexed by the 
suspicion that there may be something in God’s decree that shuts them out from hope, but we 
have here a complete rebuttal of that troublesome fear, for no true seeker can be decreed to 
wrath. “I did not speak in secret, in a land of darkness; I did not say [even in the secret of 
my unsearchable decree] . . . , ‘Seek mein vain.’” God has clearly revealed that He will hear 
the prayer of those who call upon Him, and that declaration cannot be contradicted. He 
has spoken so firmly, so truthfully, so righteously that there can be no room for doubt. He 
does not reveal His mind in unintelligible words, but He speaks plainly and positively. 
“Everyone who asks receives.” Doubter, believe this sure truth—that prayer must and will 
be heard, and that never, even in the secrets of eternity, has the Lord said to any living soul, 
“Seek me in vain.”

Spa is the language of the believer panting after present fellowship with Jesus—he is sick 
for his Lord.

This earnest longing after Jesus has a bless- 
ing attending it: “Blessed are those who hunger and thirst for righteousness”;' and there- 
fore, supremely blessed are those who thirst for the Righteous One. Blessed is that hunger, 
since it comes from God: If I do not experience the blessedness of being filled, I will come 
again in my emptiness and eagerness until I am filled with Christ. If I do not yet feed on Jesus, 
I will continue to hunger and thirst after Him. There is a hallowedness about that hunger, 
since it sparkles among the beatitudes of our Lord. But the blessing involves a promise. These 
hungry ones “shall be satisfied” with what they desire. If in this way Christ causes us to 
long after Him, He will certainly satisfy those longings; and when He does come to us, as 
come He will, how sweet it will be!

— EPHESIANS 3:17 

I is desirable beyond measure that we, as believers, should keep the person of Jesus con- 
stantly before us, to stir up our love for Him and to grow in our knowledge of Him. I would 

to God that my readers were all entered as diligent scholars in Jesus’ college, students of 
Corpus Christi, or the body of Christ, resolved to get a good degree in the learning of the 
cross. But to have Jesus ever near, the heart must be full of Him, welling up with His love 
and even running over; so the apostle prays “that Christ may dwell in your hearts.” Look 
at how close he wants Jesus to be! You cannot get a subject closer to you than to have it in 
your heart. “That Christ may dwell”; not that He may call upon you sometimes, as a casual 
visitor may stay overnight, but that He may dwell; that Jesus may become the Lord and 
permanent resident of your inmost being, never to leave again. 

Observe the words—that He may dwell in your heart, the best room in the house! Not 
in your thoughts alone, but in your affections; not merely in the mind’s meditations, but in 
the heart’s emotions. We should long to love Christ in an enduring way—not a love that 
flames up and then dies out into the darkness of a few embers, but a constant flame, fed by 
sacred fuel, like the fire upon the altar that never went out. This cannot be accomplished 
except by faith. Faith must be strong or love will not be fervent; the root of the flower 
must be healthy or we cannot expect the blossom to be glorious. Faith is the plant’s root, 
and love is the plant’s blossom. Now, reader, Jesus cannot be in your heart’s love unless 
you have a firm hold of Him by your heart’s faith; and, therefore, pray that you may 
always trust Christ in order that you may always love Him. If love is cold, be sure that 
faith is faltering.

Be what restitution can be made by one who throws the firebrands of error or stirs the 
coals of lust and sets the souls of men ablaze with the fire of hell? The guilt is beyond 

estimate, and the result is irretrievable. Even if such an offender is forgiven, he will still 
experience grief in recognizing that he cannot undo the effects of his foolish behavior! A 
bad example may kindle a flame that years of amended character cannot quench. To burn the 
harvest is bad enough, but how much worse to destroy the eternal harvest! It may be useful 
for us to consider how guilty we may have been in the past, and to consider whether, even 
in the present, there might not be evil in us that has a tendency to cause damage to the souls 
of our relatives, friends, or neighbors. 

The fire of conflict is a terrible evil when it breaks out in a Christian church. Where 

there are converts, and God is glorified, you will discover jealousy and envy doing the 

devil’s work most effectively. Where the golden grain of blessing was being stored to reward 

the work of the servants, the fire of enmity comes in and leaves little else but smoke and a 

heap of blackness. Woe to those by whom offenses come. May they never come through us, 

for although we cannot make restitution, we shall certainly be the chief sufferers if we are 

the chief offenders. Those who feed the fire deserve fair criticism, but the one who first kin- 

dles it is most to blame. Discord usually takes hold first among the thorns; it is nurtured 

among the hypocrites and empty professors in the church and leaps among the righteous, 

blown by the winds of hell, until no one knows where it may end. O Lord, the giver of 

peace, make us peacemakers, and never let us aid and abet the men of strife, or even unin- 

tentionally cause the slightest division among Your people.

aith is described in a variety of ways in the Bible. It is sight: “Turn to me and be saved.”" 

It is hearing: “Hear, that your soul shall live.”? Faith is smelling: “Your robes are all fra- 

grant with myrrh and aloes and cassia”; “your name is oil poured out.”* Faith is spiritual 

touch. By this faith the woman came behind and touched the hem of Christ’s garment, and 

by this we handle the things of the good word of life. Faith is equally the spirit’s taste. 

“How sweet are your words to my taste, sweeter than honey to my mouth.”’ “Whoever feeds 

on my flesh and drinks my blood has eternal life.”° 

One of the first performances of faith is hearing. We hear the voice of God not only 

with the physical ear, but with the spiritual ear; we hear it as God’s Word, and we believe it 

as such; that is the hearing of faith. Then our mind looks upon the truth as it is presented to 

us; that is to say, we understand it, we perceive its meaning; that is the seeing of faith. Next 
we discover its preciousness; we begin to admire it and find how fragrant it is; that is faith 
in its smell. Then we appropriate the mercies that are prepared for us in Christ; that is faith 
in its touch. Then follow the enjoyments, peace, delight, communion, which are faith in its 
taste. Any one of these acts of faith is saving. To hear Christ’s voice as the sure voice of God 
in the soul will save us; but that which gives true enjoyment is the aspect of faith whereby 
we taste and see that the Lord is good. In this way we receive Christ, and He becomes, by 
inward and spiritual apprehension, to be the precious food for our souls. Here we learn to 
sit under His shadow “with great delight”’ and find His fruit sweet to our taste.

hese words may address any hesitations the devout reader may have about the ordi- 
nances. Perhaps you say, “I am afraid to be baptized; it is such a solemn thing to declare 

myself to be dead with Christ and buried with Him. I do not feel at liberty to come to 
Communion; | am afraid of eating and drinking judgment to myself, of failing to discern 
the Lord’s body.” Come now, trembling one, Jesus has given you liberty—do not be afraid. 
If a stranger came to your house, he would stand at the door or wait in the hall; he would 
not dream of entering uninvited into your home—he is not at home. But your child enjoys 
complete freedom in the house; and so is it with the child of God. A stranger may not 
intrude where a child may venture. When the Holy Spirit has given you to feel the spirit of 
adoption, you may be baptized and take communion without apprehension. The same rule 
holds good for the Christian’s inward privileges. Perhaps you think that you are not allowed 
to rejoice with joy unspeakable and full of glory; if you are permitted just to get inside Christ’s 
door or sit at the end of His table, you will be content with that. But you will not have less 
privileges than the strongest saint. God makes no difference in His love to His children. A 
child is a child to Him; He will not make him a hired servant. The son will feast upon the 
fatted calf and have the music and dancing as much as if he had never wandered away. 
When Jesus comes into the heart, He issues a general permit to be glad in the Lord. No shack- 
les are worn in the court of King Jesus. Our admission into full privileges may be gradual, but 
it is certain. Perhaps our reader is saying, “I wish I could enjoy the promises and walk at 
liberty in my Lord’s commands.” “If you believe with all your heart, you may.” Loosen the 
chains at your neck and live in freedom, for Jesus makes you free!

H™ great the difference between Moses and Jesus! When Moses had been forty days

He had been transfigured with a greater glory than 
that of Moses, and yet we do not read that the people were blinded by the blaze of His 
countenance, but rather they were amazed and ran to Him and greeted Him. The glory of 
the law repels, but the greater glory of Jesus attracts. Though Jesus is holy and just, yet 
blended with His purity there is so much truth and grace that sinners run to Him amazed at 
His goodness, fascinated by His love; they greet Him, become His disciples, and take Him 
to be their Lord and Master. Reader, it may be that just now you are blinded by the daz- 
zling brightness of the law of God. You feel its claims on your conscience, but you cannot 

keep it in your life. Not that you find fault with the law; on the contrary, it commands your 

profoundest esteem. Still you are not drawn by it to God; you are rather hardened in heart 

and tending toward desperation. So turn your eye from Moses with all his repelling splen- 

dor, and look to Jesus, resplendent with milder glories. Look upon His flowing wounds and 

thorn-crowned head! He is the’Son of God and greater than Moses, but He is the Lord of love 

and more tender than the lawgiver. He bore the wrath of God and in His death revealed more 

of God’s justice than Sinai displayed, but that justice is now vindicated, and it is the guardian 

of believers in Jesus. Look, sinner, to the bleeding Savior, and as you feel the attraction of 

His love, run to His arms, and you will be saved.

trive with all diligence to keep out the monster of unbelief. It is so dishonoring to Christ 

S that He will withdraw His visible presence if we insult Him by tolerating it. It is true it is 

a weed that we can never entirely remove from the soil, but we must aim at its root with 

zeal and perseverance. Among hateful things it is the most to be defeated. Its hurtful nature 

is so poisonous that he that uses it and he upon whom it is used are both harmed by it. In 

your case, believer, it is most wicked, for the mercies of your Lord in the past increase your 

guilt in doubting Him now. When you distrust the Lord Jesus, He may well cry out, “Behold, 

I will press you down in your place, as a cart full of sheaves presses down.” To doubt is to 

crown His head with thorns of the sharpest kind. It is very cruel for a well-beloved wife to 
mistrust a kind and faithful husband. The sin is needless, foolish, and unwarranted. Jesus 
has never given the slightest ground for suspicion, and it is hard to be doubted by those to 
whom our conduct is consistently affectionate and true. Jesus is the Son of the Highest and 
has unlimited wealth; it is shameful to doubt Omnipotence and distrust His sufficiency. The 
cattle on a thousand hills will be enough for our most hungry feeding, and the granaries of 
heaven are not likely to be emptied by our eating. If Christ were only a cistern, we might soon 
exhaust His fullness, but who can drain a fountain? Countless believers throughout the 
ages have drawn their supplies from Him, and not one of them has complained at the insuf- 
ficiency of His resources. Dispel this lying traitor unbelief, for his only errand is to cut the 
bonds of communion and make us mourn an absent Savior. Bunyan tells us that unbelief 
has “as many lives as a cat”; if so, let us kill one life now, and continue the work until the 
whole nine are gone. Down with you, traitor, my heart detests you.

hese words have been frequently used by the godly in their hour of departure. We may 
profitably consider them this evening. The object of the believer’s interest in life and death 

is not his body or his possessions but his spirit; this is his choice treasure: If this is safe, then 
all is well. What is our physical condition compared with the soul? The believer commits 
his soul to the hand of God; it came from Him, it is His own, He has until now sustained it, 
He is able to keep it, and it is fitting that He should receive it. All things are safe in Jehovah’s 
hands; what we entrust to the Lord will be secure, both now and in that day of days toward 
which we are hastening. It is peaceful living and glorious dying to rest in the care of heaven. 
At all times we should commit everything to Jesus’ faithful hand; then even if life should hang 
on a thread, and difficulties multiply like the sands of the sea, our soul shall live in safety 
and delight itself in quiet resting places. 

“You have redeemed me, O LORD, faithful God.” Redemption is a solid basis for confi- 
dence. David did not know Calvary as we do, but even as redemption cheered him, so our 
eternal redemption will sweetly console us. Past deliverances are strong guarantees for pres- 
ent assistance. What the Lord has done. He will do again, for He does not change. He is 
faithful to His promises and gracious to His saints; He will not turn away from His people.

OIL FOR THE LAMPS. — Exopus 25:6 

Mi soul, you really need this, for your lamp will not continue to burn for long without 
it. Your snuff will smoke and become an offense if light is gone, and gone it will be if 

you run out of oil. You have no oil well springing up in your human nature, and therefore 
you must go to them who sell and buy for yourself, or like the foolish virgins you will have 
to cry, “My lamp has gone out.” Even the consecrated lamps could not give light without 
oil; though they shone in the tabernacle, they needed to be fed; though no rough winds 
blew upon them, they required to be trimmed, and your need is just as great. Under the 
most happy circumstances you cannot give light for another hour unless fresh oil of grace is 
given to you. 

Not every kind of oil could be used in the Lord’s service; neither the petroleum that 
exudes so plentifully from the earth, nor the produce of fish, nor that extracted from nuts 
would be accepted; only one oil was selected, and that was the best olive oil. Pretended 
grace from natural goodness, fancied grace from priestly hands, or imaginary grace from out- 
ward ceremonies will never serve the true child of God; he knows that the Lord would not 
be pleased with rivers of such oil. He goes to the olive-press of Gethsemane and draws his 
supplies from Him who was crushed there. The oil of gospel grace is pure and free from 
sediment and dregs, and so the light that is fed by it is clear and bright. Our churches are 
the Savior’s golden candelabra, and if they are to be lights in this dark world, they must 
have plenty of holy oil. Let us pray for ourselves, our ministers, and our churches that they 
may never lack oil for the light. Truth, holiness, joy, knowledge, love—these are all beams 
of the sacred light; but we cannot send them out into the darkness unless in private we receive 
oil from God the Holy Spirit.

SING, O BARREN ONE. — ISAIAH 54:1 

Ithough we may have brought forth some fruit and have a joyful hope that we are 
abiding in the vine, yet there are times when we feel very barren. Prayer is lifeless, love 

is cold, faith is weak, each grace in the garden of our heart languishes and droops. We are like 
flowers in the hot sun, desperately needing the refreshing shower. In such a condition what 
are we to do? The text is addressed to us in just such a state. “Sing, O barren one... break 
forth into singing and cry aloud.” But what can I sing about? I cannot talk about the pres- 
ent, and even the past looks full of barrenness. I can sing of Jesus Christ. I can talk of visits 
that the Redeemer has paid to me in the past; or if not of these, I can magnify the great love 
with which He loved His people when He came from the heights of heaven for their redemp- 
tion. I will go to the cross again. Come, my soul, you were once heavy-laden, and you lost 

your burden there. Go to Calvary again. Perhaps that very cross that gave you life may give 

you fruitfulness. What is my barrenness? It is the platform for His fruit-creating power. What 

is my desolation? It is the dark setting for the sapphire of His everlasting love. I will go to Him 

in my poverty, I will go in my helplessness, I will go in all my shame and backsliding; I will 

tell Him that I am still His child, and finding confidence in His faithful heart, even I, the 

barren one, will sing and cry aloud. 
Sing, believer, for it will cheer your own heart and the hearts of others who are deso- 

late. Sing on, for although you are presently ashamed of being barren, you will be fruitful 

soon; now that God makes you hate to be without fruit He will soon cover you with clus- 

ters. The experience of our barrenness is painful, but the Lord’s visits are delightful. A sense 

of our own poverty drives us to Christ, and that is where we need to be, for in Him our 

fruit is found.

hen one of God’s choice servants, William Carey, was suffering from a dangerous 

illness, the inquiry was made, “If this sickness should prove fatal, what passage would 

you select as the text for your funeral sermon?” He replied, “Oh, I feel that such a poor 

sinful creature is unworthy to have anything said about him; but if a funeral sermon must 

be preached, let it be from the words, ‘Have mercy on me, O God, according to your 

steadfast love; according to your abundant mercy blot out my transgressions.’” In the 

same spirit of humility he directed in his will that the following inscription and nothing more 

should be cut on his gravestone: 

WILLIAM CAREY, BORN AUGUST 17th, 1761: 
DIED— 

“A wretched, poor, and helpless worm 

On Your kind arms I fall.” 

Only on the footing of free grace can the most experienced and most honored of the 
saints approach their God. The best of men are conscious above all others that they are 
men at best. Empty boats float high, but heavily laden vessels are low in the water; mere 
professors can boast, but true children of God cry for mercy upon their unprofitableness. 
We need the Lord to have mercy upon our good works, our prayers, our preaching, our offer- 
ings, and our living sacrifices. The blood was not only sprinkled on the doorposts of Israel’s 
houses, but upon the sanctuary, the mercy-seat, and the altar, because as sin intrudes upon 
our holiest things, the blood of Jesus is needed to purify them from defilement. If mercy is 
needed to be exercised toward our duties, what will be said of our sins? How sweet the 
remembrance that inexhaustible mercy is waiting to be gracious to us, restore our backslid- 
ings, and make our broken bones rejvice!

azirites had taken, among other vows, one that debarred them from the use of wine. 
In order that they might not violate the obligation, they were forbidden to drink the 

vinegar of wine or strong liquors; and to make the rule even clearer, they were not to touch 
the unfermented juice of grapes, nor even to eat the fruit either fresh or dried. In order to 
secure the integrity of the vow, they were not even allowed anything that had to do with the 
vine; they were, in fact, to avoid the appearance of evil. Surely this is a lesson to the Lord’s 
separated ones, teaching them to come away from sin in every form, to avoid not merely its 
grosser shapes but even its spirit and likeness. Such strict walking is much despised in these 
days, but rest assured, dear reader, it is the safest and happiest path. He who yields a point 
or two to the world is in fearful peril; he who eats the grapes of Sodom will soon drink the 
wine of Gomorrah. A little crevice in the seawall in Holland lets in the sea, and the gap 
soon swells until a province is drowned. Worldly conformity, in any degree, is a snare to the 
soul and makes it more and more liable to presumptuous sins. The Nazirite who drank 
grape juice could not be completely certain whether or not it had fermented and consequently 
could not be clear in heart that his vow was intact. In a similar way the yielding, vacillating 
Christian cannot have a clear conscience but is constantly aware of his double standard. 
Doubtful things we need not wonder about; they are wrong for us. Tempting things we 
must not play with, but run from them speedily. Better to be sneered at as a Puritan than to 
be despised as a hypocrite. Careful walking may involve much self-denial, but it has pleas- 
ures of its own that are more than a sufficient reward. 



AUGUST 30 ™ MORNING w& 
WAIT FOR THE LORD. — Psat 27:14 

[ may seem an easy thing to wait, but it is one of the postures that a Christian soldier can- 
not learn without years of teaching. Marching and quick-marching are much easier for 

God’s warriors than standing still. There are hours of perplexity when the most willing spirit, 
anxiously desiring to serve the Lord, does not know what role to play. Then what shall it 
do? Vex itself by despair? Retreat back in cowardice, turn to the right hand in fear, or rush 
forward in presumption? No, simply wait. Wait in prayer, however. Call upon God, and 
spread the matter before Him; tell Him your difficulty, and plead His promise of help. In 
dilemmas between one duty and another, it is best to be humble as a child and wait with 
simplicity of soul upon the Lord. It is sure to be well with us when we feel and know our 
own folly and are genuinely willing to be guided by the will of God. But wait in faith. Express 
your unstaggering confidence in Him; for unfaithful, untrusting waiting is just an insult to the 
Lord. Believe that if He keeps you waiting even until midnight, He will still come at the 
right time; the vision will come and not delay. Wait in quiet patience, not rebelling because 
things are difficult, but blessing your God for the privilege of affliction. Never grumble 
against the second cause, as the children of Israel did against Moses; never wish you could 
go back to the world again, but accept the circumstance as it is, and put it as it stands, sim- 
ply and with your whole heart, without any selfish agenda, into the hand of your covenant 
God, saying, “Now, Lord, not my will, but Yours be done. I do not know what to do. Iam 
at an end of myself, but I will wait until You part the floods or drive back my enemies. I 
will wait, even if You test me for a while, for my heart is fixed upon You alone, O God, and 
my spirit waits for You in the deep conviction that You will still be my joy and my salva- 
tion, my refuge and my strong tower.”

HEAL ME, O LORD, AND I SHALL BE HEALED. — JEREMIAH 17:14 

I HAVE SEEN HIS WAYS, BUT I WILL HEAL HIM. — ISAIAH 57:18 

t is the sole prerogative of God to remove spiritual disease. Natural disease may be instru- 
mentally healed by men, but even then the honor is to be given to God who grants wis- 

dom to doctors and bestows power to enable the human frame to cast off disease. As for 
spiritual sicknesses, these remain with the Great Physician alone; He claims it as His pre- 
rogative: “I kill and I make alive; I wound and I heal”;' and one of the Lord’s choice titles is 
Jehovah-Rophi, “the Lord who heals you.” “I will heal your wounds” is a promise that could 
not come from the lips of man but only from the mouth of the eternal God. On this account 
the psalmist cried unto the Lord, “Heal me, O LorD, for my bones are troubled,”* and again, 

“Heal me, for I have sinned against you!”? For this also the godly praise the name of the Lord, 

saying, “[He] heals all your diseases.”* He who made man can restore man; He who was at 

first the creator of our nature can re-create it. What a transcendent comfort it is that in the 

person of Jesus “the whole fullness of deity dwells bodily.”’ My soul, whatever your disease 

may be, this Great Physician can heal you. If He is God, there can be no limit to His power. 

Come then with the blind eye of darkened understanding; come with the limping foot of 

wasted energy; come with the‘disabled hand of weak faith, the fever of an angry temper, or 

the fit of shivering despondency; come just as you are, for He who is God can certainly restore 

you. No one can restrain the healing power that proceeds from Jesus our Lord. Legions of 

devils have attempted to overcome the power of the beloved Physician, and never once has 

He been hindered. All His patients have been cured in the past and shall be in the future, 

and you may be counted among them, my friend, if you will but rest yourself in Him 

tonight.

IF WE WALK IN THE LIGHT, AS HEsIS IN THE LIGHT. .; 

— 1 JOHN 1:7 

AN he is in the light”! Can we ever attain to this? Will we ever be able to walk as clearly 
in the light as He is whom we call “Our Father,” of whom it is written, “God is light, and 

in him is no darkness at all” (verse 5)? Certainly this is the model that is set before us, for 
the Savior Himself said, “You therefore must be perfect, as your heavenly Father is per- 
fect”;' and although we may feel that we can never rival the perfection of God, yet we are 
to seek after it and not be satisfied until we attain to it. The youthful artist as he grasps his 
newly sharpened pencil can hardly hope to equal Raphael or Michelangelo; but still, if he 
did not have a noble ideal before his mind, he would only attain to something very mean 
and ordinary. But what is meant by the expression that the Christian is to walk in light as God 
is in the light? We conceive it to convey likeness but not degree. We are as truly in the light, 
we are as heartily in the light, we are as sincerely in the light, as honestly in the light, although 
we cannot be there in the same measure. I cannot dwell in the sun—it is too bright a place 
for my residence, but I can walk in the light of the sun; and so, though I cannot attain to 
that perfection of purity and truth that belongs to the Lord of hosts by nature as the infi- 
nitely good, yet I can set the Lord always before me and strive, by the help of the indwelling 
Spirit, to conform to His image. The famous old commentator John Trapp says, “We may 
be in the light as God is in the light for quality, but not for equality.” We are to have the 
same light and are as truly to have it and walk in it as God does, though as for equality 
with God in His holiness and purity, that must be left until we cross the Jordan and enter 
into the perfection of the Most High. Notice how the blessings of sacred fellowship and 
perfect cleansing are bound up with walking in the light.

he psalmist felt his need of divine guidance. He had just been discovering the foolish- 

Ties of his own heart, and to prevent himself from being constantly led astray by it, he 

resolved that God’s counsel should be his guide. A sense of our own folly is a great step 

toward being wise, when it leads us to rely on the wisdom of the Lord. The blind man leans 

on his friend’s arm and reaches his home in safety, and likewise we should give ourselves up 

implicitly to divine guidance, without doubting, assured that even though we cannot see, it 

is always safe to trust the All-seeing God. “You will” is a blessed expression of confidence. 

He was sure that the Lord would not neglect the necessary task. Here is a word for you, 
believer; rest in it. Be sure that God will be your counselor and friend; He will guide you; 
He will direct all your ways. In His written Word you have this assurance fulfilled in part, 
for Holy Scripture is His “counsel” to you. We are happy to have God’s Word as our con- 
stant guide! What is the sailor without his compass? And what is the Christian without the 
Bible? This is the unerring chart, the map in which every shoal is described, and all the 
channels from the quicksands of destruction to the harbor of salvation mapped and marked 
by one who knows the way. O God we bless You, that we may trust You to guide us now, and 
even to the end! After this guidance through life, the psalmist anticipates a divine reception— 
“and afterward .. . receive me to glory.” What a thought for you, believer! God Himself 
will receive you in glory—you! Though you are wandering, erring, straying, still He will bring 
you safe at last to glory! This is your portion; live on it today, and if perplexities should sur- 
round you, go in the strength of this text straight to the throne.

TRUST IN HIM AT ALL TIMES. — PSALM 62:8 

aith is the rule of both temporal as well as spiritual life; we ought to have faith in God 
for our earthly affairs as well as for our heavenly business. It is only as we learn to trust 

in God for the supply of our daily needs that we will live above the world. We are not to be 
idle; that would show we did not trust in God, who is always working, but in the devil, 
who is the father of laziness. We are not to be hasty or rash; that would be to trust chance 
rather than the living God, who is a God of economy and order. Acting sensibly and honestly, 
we must rely simply and entirely on the Lord all the time. 

Let me commend to you a life of trust in God in secular things. Trusting in God, you 
will not be compelled to mourn as a result of using sinful means to grow rich. Serve God with 
integrity, and if you are unsuccessful, at least sin will not lie upon your conscience. Trusting 
God, you will be free from self-contradiction. The one who trusts in craftiness, sails this 
way today and that way tomorrow, like a sailboat tossed about by the fickle wind; but the 
one who trusts in the Lord is like a powerful boat cutting through the waves, defying the 
wind, and making one bright silvery straightforward track to her desired haven. Be coura- 
geous as you act on principle; do not bow to the varying customs of worldly wisdom. Walk 
on the path of integrity with confidence, and show that you are invincibly strong in the 
strength that confidence in God alone confers. In this way you will be delivered from anx- 
ious care, you will be untroubled by evil tidings, and your heart will be fixed, trusting in the 
Lord. How pleasant to float along on the stream of providence! There is no more blessed way 
of living than a life of dependence upon a covenant-keeping God. We do not need to worry 
because He cares for us; we do not need to carry burdens because He invites us to cast them 
upon Him.

die is a very interesting little peep into the house of the apostolic fisherman. We quickly 
observe that household joys and cares are no hindrance to the full exercise of min- 

istry; rather they furnish an opportunity for personally discovering the Lord’s gracious 
work in one’s own family. They may provide better instruction for the teacher than any 
other earthly discipline. There are those who decry marriage, but true Christianity and 
family life live well together. Peter’s house was possibly a poor fisherman’s hut, but the 
Lord of Glory entered it, lodged in it, and worked a miracle in it. If these words are being 
read this morning in some very humble cottage, let this fact encourage the inhabitants to 
seek the company of King Jesus. God is more often in little huts than in rich palaces. 
Jesus is looking around your room now and is waiting to be gracious to you. Into Simon’s 
house illness had entered; fever in a deadly form had prostrated his mother-in-law; and 
as soon as Jesus came, they told Him of the sad affliction, and He hurried to the patient’s 
bed. Do you have any illness in the house this morning? You will find Jesus the best 
physician by far; go to Him at once and tell Him all about the matter. Immediately lay 
the case before Him. It concerns one of His people, and therefore He will not regard it as 
trivial. Notice that immediately the Savior restored the ill woman; none can heal as He 
does. We dare not assume that the Lord will remove all illness from those we love, but 
we dare not forget that believing prayer for the sick is far more likely to be followed by 
restoration than anything else in the world; and where this does not happen, we must 
meekly bow to His will by whom life and death are determined. The tender heart of Jesus 
waits to hear our griefs; let us pour them into His patient ear.

craving for miracles was a symptom of the sickly condition of men’s minds in our 
Lord’s day; they refused solid nourishment and longed for mere wonders. The Gospel 

that they so greatly needed they would not have; the miracles that Jesus did not always choose 
to give they eagerly demanded. Even today there are many who must see signs and wonders 
or they will not believe. Some have said in their heart, “I must feel deep horror of soul or I 
never will believe in Jesus.” But what if you never should feel it, as probably you never 
will? Will you go to hell out of spite against God because He did not treat you like someone 
else? One has said to himself, “If I had a dream, or if I could feel a sudden jolt of some- 
thing, then I would believe.” You undeserving mortals dream that my Lord is to be dictated 

to by you! You are beggars at His gate, asking for mercy, and you are drawing up rules and 

regulations as to how He will give that mercy. Do you think that He will submit to this? 

My Master has a generous spirit, but He also has a royal heart. He rejects all orders and main- 

tains His sovereignty of action. Why, dear reader, if this is your case, do you crave signs and 

wonders? Isn’t the Gospel its own sign and wonder? Isn’t this the miracle of miracles, that 

“God so loved the world, that he gave his only Son, that whoever believes in him should 

not perish”? Surely that precious word, “Let the one who desires take the water of life 

without price”! and that solemn promise, “Whoever comes to me I will never cast out”? are 

better than signs and wonders! A truthful Savior ought to be believed. He is truth itself.

t is good to be able, without any “if” or “but,” to say of the Lord Jesus, “You whom my 

ie loves.” Many can only say of Jesus that they hope they love Him; they trust they 

love Him; but only a poor and shallow experience will be content to stay here. No one 

ought to give any rest to his spirit until he feels quite sure about a matter of such vital 

importance. We should not be satisfied with a superficial hope that Jesus loves us and with 

a bare trust that we love Him. The old saints did not generally speak with “buts” and “ifs” 

and “hopes” and “trusts,” but they spoke positively and plainly. “I know whom I have 

believed,”! said Paul. “I know that my Redeemer lives,”? said Job. Get definite knowledge 

of your love for Jesus, and do not be satisfied until you can speak of your interest in Him as 

a reality—a reality that you have made sure of by receiving the witness of the Holy Spirit 

and His seal upon your soul by faith. 
True love for Christ is in every case the Holy Spirit’s work and must be accomplished in 

the heart by Him. He is the efficient cause of it; but the logical reason why we love Jesus 
lies in Himself. Why do we love Jesus? Because He first loved us. Why do we love Jesus? 
Because He gave Himself for us. We have life through His death; we have peace through 
His blood. Though He was rich, yet for our sakes He became poor. Why do we love Jesus? 
Because of the excellency of His person. We are filled with a sense of His beauty, an admi- 
ration of His graces, a consciousness of His infinite perfection. His greatness, goodness, and 
loveliness, in one resplendent ray, combine to enchant the soul till it is so delighted that it 
exclaims, yes, He is “altogether lovely.”? This is a blessed love that binds the heart with chains 
softer than silk, and yet stronger than steel!

THE LORD TESTS THE RIGHTEOUS. — PSALM 11:5 

ll events are under the control of providence; consequently all the trials of our outward 
life are ultimately traceable to God our Father. Out of the golden gate of God’s ordinance 

the armies of trial march in rank, clad in their iron armor and armed with weapons of war. 
All providences are doors to testing. Even our mercies, like roses, have their thorns. Men may 
be drowned in prosperous seas as easily as in rivers of affliction. Our mountains are not too 
high, and our valleys are not too low for temptations: Trials lurk at every turn. Everywhere, 
above and below, we are confronted and surrounded with danger. Still no shower falls unper- 
mitted from the threatening cloud; every drop has its order before it arrives on the earth. 
The trials that come from God are sent to prove and strengthen our graces and immediately 
illustrate the power of divine grace, to test the genuineness of our virtues and to add to 
their energy. Our Lord in His infinite wisdom and superabundant love sets such a high 
value upon His people’s faith that He will not protect them from those trials by which faith 
is strengthened. You would never have possessed the precious faith that now supports you 
if the trial of your faith had not put you through the fire. You are a tree that never would have 
rooted as well if the wind had not rocked you to and fro and made you take a firm hold 
upon the precious truths of God’s gracious covenant. Worldly ease is a great enemy to faith; 
it loosens the joints of holy zeal and snaps the sinews of sacred courage. The balloon never 
rises until the cords are cut; affliction provides this service for believing souls. While the wheat 
sleeps comfortably in the husk, it is useless to us; it must be threshed out of its resting place 
before its value can be known. Thus it is good that the Lord tests the righteous, for it causes 
them to grow rich toward God.

“I WILL; BE CLEAN.” — Mark 1:41 

IRS primeval darkness heard God say, “Let there be light,” and immediately there was 
light. The word of the Lord Jesus is equal in majesty to that ancient word of power. 

Redemption, like creation, has its word of might. Jesus speaks, and it is done. Leprosy yielded 
to no human remedies, but it fled at once at the Lord’s “I will.” The disease exhibited no 
hopeful signs or tokens of recovery; nature contributed nothing to its own healing. But the 
unaided word effected the entire work on the spot and forever. The sinner is in a more mis- 
erable plight than the leper; let him imitate his example and go to Jesus, “imploring him 
and kneeling [say] to him . . .” Let him exercise what little faith he has, even though it 
should go no further than “If you will, you can make me clean.” There need be no doubt as 
to the result of the application. Jesus heals all who come and casts out none. In reading the 
narrative in which our morning’s text occurs, it is worthy of careful consideration that 
Jesus touched the leper. This unclean person had broken through the regulations of the cer- 
emonial law and pressed into the house, but Jesus, far from chiding him, broke through the 
law Himself in order to meet him. He made an interchange with the leper, for while He 
cleansed him, He contracted by that touch a Levitical defilement. Even so Jesus Christ was 
made sin for us, although in Himself He knew no sin, that we might be made the righteous- 
ness of God in Him. If only poor sinners would go to Jesus, believing in the power of His 
blessed substitutionary work, they would soon learn the power of His gracious touch. The 
hand that multiplied the loaves, that saved sinking Peter, that upholds afflicted saints, that 
crowns believers—that same hand will touch every seeking sinner and in a moment make him 
clean. The love of Jesus is the source of salvation. He loves, He looks, He touches us, and 
we live.

eights and scales and measures were all to be according to the standard of justice. 
Surely no Christian will need to be reminded of this in his business, for if righteous- 

ness were banished from all the world beside, it would find a shelter in believing hearts. There 
are, however, other balances that weigh moral and spiritual things, and these need to be 

examined often. 
Are the balances in which we weigh our own and other men’s characters quite accu- 

rate? Do we not turn our own ounces of goodness into pounds, and other people’s pounds 
of excellence into ounces? The scales in which we measure our trials and troubles—are they 
properly set? Paul, who had more to suffer than we have, called his afflictions light, and yet 

we often consider ours to be heavy—surely something must be wrong with the weights! We 

must see to this matter, before we get reported to the court above for unjust dealing. Those 

weights with which we measure our doctrinal belief—are they quite fair? The doctrines of 

grace should have the same weight with us as the precepts of the Word, no more and no 

less; but it is to be feared that with many, one scale or the other is unfairly weighted. It is a 

vital matter to give honest measure in truth. Christian, be careful here. Those measures in 

which we estimate our obligations and responsibilities look rather small. When a rich man 

gives to the work of God the,same amount as the poor contribute, are things properly 

weighted? When pastors are neglected, is that honest dealing? When the poor are despised, 

while ungodly rich men are held in admiration, is that a just balance? Reader, we could extend 

the list, but we prefer to leave it as your evening’s work to identify and destroy all unright- 

eous balances, weights, and measures. 



SEPTEMBER 5 a MORNING & 
WOE TO ME, THAT I SOJOURN IN MESHECH, 

THAT I DWELL AMONG THE TENTS OF KEDAR. — PSALM 120:5 

s a Christian you have to live in the middle of an ungodly world, and it is of little use 

for you to cry, “Woe to me.” Jesus did not pray that you should be taken out of the 

world, and what He did not pray for, you need not desire. It is far better to meet the diffi- 

culty in the Lord’s strength and by doing so to glorify Him. The enemy is always watching 

for inconsistency in your conduct; therefore be very holy. Remember that the eyes of all are 

on you, and that more is expected from you than from other men. Strive to give no occa- 

sion for blame. Let your goodness be the only fault they can discover in you. Like Daniel, 
compel them to say of you, “We shall not find any ground for complaint against this Daniel 
unless we find it in connection with the law of his God.”! Seek to be useful as well as con- 
sistent. Perhaps you think, “If I were in a more favorable position I could serve the Lord’s 
cause, but I cannot do any good where I am.” The worse the people are among whom you 
live, the more they need your exertions; if they are crooked, all the more need for you to set 
them straight; and if they are perverse, they need you to turn their proud hearts to the 
truth. Where should the doctor spend his time if not among the sick? Where is honor to be 
won by the soldier but in the center of the battle? And when you are weary of the strife and 
sin that meets you on every hand, consider that all the saints have endured the same trial. 
They were not carried on couches to heaven, and you should not expect to travel more eas- 
ily than they. They had to risk their lives on the battlefield, and you will not be crowned 
until you also have endured hardship as a good soldier of Jesus Christ. Therefore, stand 
firm in the faith, be courageous, be strong! 

am EVENING & 
HAVE YOU ENTERED INTO fHE SPRINGS OF THE SEA? — Jos 38:16 

Sor things in nature remain a mystery even to the most intelligent and enterprising 
investigators. Human knowledge has boundaries beyond which it cannot pass. Universal 

knowledge is for God alone. If this is true in the things that are seen and temporal, I can be 
certain that it is even more so in spiritual and eternal matters. Why, then, have I been tor- 
turing my brain with speculations about divine sovereignty and human responsibility? 
These deep and dark truths I am no more able to comprehend than to discover the source 
from which the ocean draws her watery supplies. Why am I so curious to know the reason 
for my Lord’s providences, the motive of His actions, the design of His visitations? Will I ever 
be able to clasp the sun in my fist or hold the universe in my palm? Yet these are as a drop 
in a bucket compared with the Lord my God. Do not let me strive to understand the infi- 
nite, but spend my strength in love. What I cannot gain by intellect I can possess by affec- 
tion, and that should be enough for me. I cannot penetrate the heart of the sea, but I can enjoy 
the healthy breezes that sweep across it, and I can sail over its blue waves with propitious 
winds. If I could enter the springs of the sea, the feat would serve no useful purpose either 
to myself or to others; it would not save the sinking ship or restore the drowned sailor to 
his weeping wife and children. Neither.would my solving deep mysteries avail me a single 
whit. The simplest act of obedience to Him is better than the profoundest knowledge. My 
Lord, I leave the infinite to You and ask You to put far from me a love for the tree of knowl- 
edge that would keep me from the tree of life.

W: use lights for display. A Christian should so shine in his life that a person could not 
live with him a week without knowing the Gospel. His conversation should be such 

that all who spend time with him would understand clearly to whom he belongs and who it 
is he serves and would see the image of Jesus displayed in his daily actions. Lights are intended 
for guidance. We are to help those around us who are in the dark. We are to declare to 
them the Word of life. We are to point sinners to the Savior and the weary to a divine rest- 
ing-place. Sometimes men read their Bibles and fail to understand them; we should be 
ready, like Philip, to instruct the inquirer in the meaning of God’s Word, the way of salvation, 
and the life of godliness. Lights are also used for warning. On our rocks and sandbanks a 
lighthouse is sure to be erected. Christians should know that there are many false lights every- 
where in the world, and therefore the right light is needed. The wreckers of Satan are always 
abroad, tempting the ungodly to sin under the name of pleasure as they hoist the wrong light. 
It is our responsibility to set the true light upon every dangerous rock, to point out every sin 
and tell what it leads to, so that we may be clear of the blood of all men, shining as lights in 
the world. Lights also have a very cheering influence, and so have Christians. A Christian 
ought to be a comforter, with kind words on his lips and sympathy in his heart; he should 
carry sunshine wherever he goes and diffuse happiness around him.

BUT IF YOU ARE LED BY THE SPIRIT, YOU ARE NOT UNDER THE LAW. 

— GALATIANS 5:18 

he individual who looks at his character and position from a legal point of view will 
not only despair when he comes to the end of his reckoning, but if he is a wise man he 

will despair at the beginning; for if we are to be judged on the basis of the law, none of us 
will be justified. How blessed to know that we live in the realm of grace and not of law! When 
thinking of my standing before God, the question is not, “Am I perfect in myself before the 
law?” but “Am I perfect in Christ Jesus?” That is a very different matter. We need not ask 
ourselves, “Am I without sin naturally?” but “Have I been washed in the fountain opened 
for sin and for uncleanness?” It is not “Am I in myself well pleasing to God?” but “Am I 

accepted in the Beloved?” When the Christian views his evidences from the top of Sinai, he 

grows alarmed about his salvation; it is far better for him to view his position in the light of 

Calvary. “Why,” he says, “my faith has unbelief in it; it is not able to save me.” Suppose he 

had considered the object of his faith instead of his faith. Then he would have said, “There 

is no failure in Him, and therefore I am safe.” He sighs over his hope: “My hope is spoiled 

and darkened by an anxious focusing on present things; how can I be accepted?” If he had 

regarded the ground of his hope, he would have seen that the promise of God stands sure and 

that whatever our doubts may be, God’s oath and promise never fail. Believer, it is always 

safer for you to be led by the Spirit into gospel freedom than to wear legal fetters. Judge your- 

self on what Christ is rather than on what you are. Satan will try to spoil your peace by 

reminding you of your sinfulness and imperfections: You can only meet his accusations by 

faithfully holding to the Gospel and refusing to wear the yoke of slavery.

It seems, accord- 

ing to Luke 5:19, that roof tiles had to be removed. That would create dust and cause a meas- 

ure of danger to those below; but where the case is very urgent, we must be prepared to run 

some risks and shock some people. Jesus was there to heal, and therefore roof or no roof, 

faith ventured all so that the poor paralytic might have his sins forgiven. We need more 

daring creative faith among us! Dear reader, let us seek it this morning for ourselves and for 

our fellow-workers and try today to perform some gallant act for the love of souls and the 

glory of the Lord. 
The world is constantly creating and inventing; genius serves all the purposes of human 

desire: Can’t faith invent too and by some creative means reach the people who are strangers 
to the Gospel? It was the presence of Jesus that stirred this victorious courage in the four 
friends of the paralytic. Is the Lord still present among us? Have we seen His face for our- 
selves this morning? Have we felt His healing power in our own souls? If so, then through the 
door or the window or the roof let us overcome every hindrance in bringing others to Jesus. 
When faith and love are truly set on winning souls, we will learn to be creative in our 
approach. If hunger for bread can break through stone walls, surely hunger for souls is not 
to be hindered in its efforts. O Lord, make us quick to suggest and employ methods of 
reaching our friends and neighbors and of introducing them to You!

THEY ARE TROUBLED LIKE THE SEA THAT CANNOT BE QUIET. 

— JEREMIAH 49:23 

W: are unaware of what sorrow may be upon the sea at this moment. We are safe in 
our quiet room, but far away out to sea the hurricane may be cruelly seeking the lives 

of men. Imagine the bitter winds howling through the rigging, the timbers heaving as the 
waves beat like battering rams upon the boat! God help you, poor drenched and wearied 
ones! I am praying to the great Lord of sea and land, that He will make the storm calm and 
bring you to your desired haven! I ought not simply to pray; I should try to help those 
brave men who risk their lives so constantly. Have I ever done anything for them? What 
can I do? How often does the boisterous sea swallow up the sailor! Thousands have died 
where pearls lie deep. There is sorrow on the sea, which is echoed in the sad lament of wid- 
ows and orphans. The salt of the sea is in the eyes of many mothers and wives. Relentless 
billows, you have devoured the love of women and the strength of households.

The roar of the sea may be glorious to a rejoic- 
ing spirit, but to the son of sorrow, the wide, wide ocean is even more forlorn than the 
wide, wide world. This is not our comfort, and the restless billows tell us so. There is a land 
where there is no more sea—our faces are firmly set toward it; we are going to the place of 
which the Lord has spoken. Until then we cast our sorrows on the Lord who walked upon 
the sea of old and who makes a way for His people through the depths.

FROM ME COMES YOUR FRUIT. — Hosea 14:8 

@) fruit comes from God as a result of our union with Him. The fruit of the branch is 
directly traceable to the root. Sever the connection, the branch dies, and no fruit is 

produced. By virtue of our union with Christ we bring forth fruit. Every bunch of grapes 
has been first in the root; it has passed through the stem and flowed through the sap vessels 
and fashioned itself externally into fruit. But it was first in the stem; so also every good 
work is first in Christ, and then it is brought forth in us. Christian, treasure this precious 
union with Christ, for it must be the source of all the fruitfulness that you can ever hope to 
know. If you were not joined to Jesus Christ, you would be a fruitless branch indeed. 

Our fruit comes from God as to spiritual providence. When the rain falls from heaven, 
when the clouds look down from on high and are about to distill their liquid treasure, 
when the bright sun swells the berries in the cluster, each heavenly benefit may whisper to 
the tree and say, “From me comes your fruit.” The fruit owes much to the root—that is essen- 
tial to fruitfulness—but it also owes a great deal to external influences. How much we owe 
to God’s gracious providence, by which He provides us constantly with quickening, teaching, 
consolation, strength, or whatever else we need. To this we owe all of our usefulness or virtue. 

Our fruit comes from God as to skillful gardening. The gardener’s sharp-edged knife pro- 
motes the fruitfulness of the tree by thinning the clusters and by cutting off superfluous 
shoots. So is it, Christian, with the pruning that the Lord does to you. “My Father is the 
vine dresser. Every branch of mine that does not bear fruit he takes away; and every branch 
that does bear fruit he prunes, that it may bear more fruit.”' Since God is the author of our 
spiritual graces, let us give Him all the glory for our salvation.

. .. AND WHAT IS THE IMMEASURABLE GREATNESS OF HIS POWER 

TOWARD US WHO BELIEVE, ACCORDING TO THE WORKING OF 

HIS GREAT MIGHT THAT HE WORKED IN CHRIST WHEN HE 

RAISED HIM FROM THE DEAD. — EPHESIANS 1:19-20 

he resurrection of Christ, and our salvation, was brought about by nothing less than 
divine power. What will we say of those who think that conversion is accomplished by 

the free will of man and is due to his own kindly disposition? When we begin to see the 
dead rise from the grave by their own power, then may we expect to see ungodly sinners turn- 
ing to Christ by their own endeavors. It is not the word preached, nor the word read in 
itself; all quickening power proceeds from the Holy Spirit. This power was irresistible. All the 
soldiers and the high priests could not keep the body of Christ in the tomb; death itself 

could not hold Jesus in its grip: Just as irresistible is the power displayed in the believer 

when he is raised to newness of life. No sin, no corruption, no devils in hell nor sinners on 

earth can resist the hand of God’s grace when it intends to convert a man. If God omnipo- 

tently says, “You shall,” man will not say, “I shall not.” Notice that the power that raised 

Christ from the dead was glorious. It reflected honor upon God and caused dismay in the 

hosts of evil. So there is great glory to God in the conversion of every sinner. It was everlasting 

power. “Christ being raised from the dead will never die again; death no longer has domin- 

ion over him.”? So we, being raised from the dead, do not go back to our dead works or to 

our old corruptions, but we liye to God. “Because I live, you also will live.”’ “For you have 

died, and your life is hidden with Christ in God.”* “Just as Christ was raised from the dead 

by the glory of the Father, we too might walk in newness of life.”* Finally, in the text note 

the union of the new life to Jesus. The same power that raised the Head works life in the mem- 

bers. What a blessing to be quickened together with Christ!

I WILL ANSWER YOU, AND WILL TELL YOU GREAT AND 

HIDDEN THINGS THAT YOU HAVE NOT KNOWN. — JEREMIAH 33:3 

here are different translations of these words. One version renders it, “I will show you 

great and fortified things.” Another, “great and reserved things.” Now, there are reserved 

and special things in Christian experience: Every development in the spiritual life does not 

take place in the same way or in the same time frame. There are the common benefits and 

feelings of repentance and faith and joy and hope, which are enjoyed by the entire family; but 

there is an upper realm of delight, communion, and conscious union with Christ, which is 

far from being the routine enjoyment of believers. We do not all have the high privilege of 

John, to lean upon Jesus’ bosom; nor of Paul, to be caught up into the third heaven. There 

are heights in experimental [experiential] knowledge of the things of God that the eagle’s 
eye has never seen and the philosopher’s mind has never grasped. God alone can take us there; 
but the chariot in which He transports us, and the horses with which that chariot is pulled, 
are prevailing prayers. Prevailing prayer is victorious with the God of mercy, “In his man- 
hood he strove with God. He strove with the angel and prevailed; he wept and sought his 
favor. He met God at Bethel, and there God spoke with us.”' Prevailing prayer takes the 
Christian to the mountain and enables him to cover heaven with clouds of blessing, and earth 
with floods of mercy. Prevailing prayer lifts the Christian and shows him his inheritance 
and transfigures him into the likeness of his Lord. If you would reach to something higher 
than ordinary groveling experience, look to the Rock that is higher than you, and gaze with 
the eye of faith through the window of consistent prayer. When you open the window on your 
side, it will not be bolted on the other. 

om EVENING & 
AROUND THE THRONE WERE TWENTY-FOUR THRONES, AND 

SEATED ON THE THRONES WERE TWENTY-FOUR ELDERS, 

CLOTHED IN WHITE GARMENTS. — REVELATION 4:4 

hese representatives of the saints in heaven are said to be “around the throne.” In the pas- 
sage in Solomon’s Song where he sings of the King sitting at his table, some render it “a 

round table.” From this, some expositors—I think, without straining the text—have said, 
“There is an equality among the saints.” That idea is conveyed by the equal nearness of the 
twenty-four elders. The condition of glorified spirits in heaven is that of nearness to Christ, 
clear vision of His glory, constant access to His court, and familiar fellowship with His per- 
son. There is no difference in this respect between one saint and another, but all the people 
of God—apostles, martyrs, ministers, or private and obscure Christians—will all be seated 
near the throne, where they shall have a perfect view of their exalted Lord and be satisfied 
with His love. They will all be near Christ, all satisfied with His love, all eating and drink- 
ing at the same table with Him, all equally loved as His favorites and friends even if not all 
equally rewarded as His servants. 

Believers on earth should imitate the saints in heaven in their nearness to Christ. We 
should be like the elders in heaven, sitting around the throne. Christ should be the object of 
our thoughts and the center of our lives. How can we endure to live at such a distance from 
Him? Lord Jesus, draw us nearer to Yourself. Say to us, “Abide in Me, and I in you”; and 
let us sing, “Holy, holy, holy is the Lord God Almighty, who was and is and is to come!” 

O lift me higher, nearer Thee, 

And as I rise more pure and fit, 

O let my soul’s humility 
Make me lie lower at Thy feet; 

Less trusting self, the more I prove 

The blessed comfort of Thy love.

Hx was sovereignty. Impatient spirits may fret and fume because they are not called to 
the highest places in ministry; but, reader, learn to rejoice that Jesus calls those He 

desires. If He leaves me as a doorkeeper in His house, I will cheerfully bless Him for His grace 
in allowing me to do anything in His service. The call of Christ’s servants comes from 
above. Jesus stands on the mountain, forever above the world in holiness, zeal, love, and 
power. Those whom He calls must go up the mountain to Him; they must seek to rise to 
His level by living in constant communion with Him. They may not be able to achieve clas- 
sic honors or attain scholastic eminence, but they must, like Moses, go up to the mountain 
of God and experience intimate communion with the unseen God if they are ever to be fit 
to proclaim the Gospel of peace. Jesus went away to hold high fellowship with the Father, 
and we must enter into the same divine companionship if we want to bless our fellowmen. 
No wonder that the apostles were clothed with power when they came down fresh from 
the mountain where Jesus was. This morning we must endeavor to ascend the mount of com- 
munion, so that we may be ordained to the lifework for which we are set apart. Let us not 
see the face of man today until we have met with Jesus. Time spent with Him is time well 
spent. We will cast out devils and work wonders if we go down into the world clothed with 
that divine energy that only Christ can give. It is no use going to the Lord’s battle until we 
are armed with heavenly weapons. We must see Jesus; this is essential. At the mercy-seat we 
will linger until He makes Himself known to us and until we can truthfully say, “We were 
with Him on the Holy Mountain.”

EVENING WOLVES. — HABAKKUK 1:8 

hile preparing the present volume, this particular expression recurred to me so fre- 
quently that in order to be rid of its constant demand I determined to give a page to 

it. The evening wolf, infuriated by a day of hunger, was fiercer and more ravenous than he 
would have been in the morning. This furious creature may promise a picture of our doubts 
and fears after a day of distraction of mind, losses in business, and perhaps ungenerous taunt- 
ings from our fellowmen. How our thoughts howl in our ears: “Where is your God now?” 
How voracious and greedy they are, swallowing up all suggestions of comfort and remain- 
ing as hungry as ever. Great Shepherd, slay these evening wolves, and bid Your sheep lie down 
in green pastures, undisturbed by unbelief. The fiends of hell seen just like evening wolves, 
for when the flock of Christ are in a cloudy and dark day, and their sun seems to be going 

down, they arrive to tear and to devour. They will scarcely attack the Christian in the day- 

light of faith, but in the gloomy night of the soul they fall upon him. O Lord who laid 

down Your life for the sheep, preserve them from the fangs of the wolf. 
False teachers who craftily and industriously hunt for precious life, devouring men by 

their falsehoods, are as dangerous and detestable as evening wolves. Darkness is their ele- 

ment; deceit is their character; destruction is their end. They pose the greatest threat to our 

safety when they wear the sheep’s skin. Blessed is he who is kept from them, for thousands 

become the prey of grievous wolves that enter within the fold of the church. 

What a wonder of grace it is, when fierce persecutors are converted, for then the wolf lives 

with the lamb, and men of cruel, ungovernable dispositions become gentle and teachable. 

O Lord, convert many like this: For this we will pray tonight. 



SEPTEMBER 11 am MORNING & 
BE SEPARATE FROM THEM. — 2 CORINTHIANS 6:17 

he Christian, while in the world, is not to be of the world. He should be distinguished 

from it in the great object of his life. To him, “to live” should be “Christ.”! Whether he 

eats or drinks or whatever he does, he should do it all to God’s glory. You may lay up treas- 

ure; but lay it up in heaven, where neither moth nor rust destroy, where thieves do not 

break in and steal. You may work to be rich; but make it your ambition to be “rich in 

faith”? and good works. You may pursue pleasure; but when you are happy, sing psalms 

and make melody in your hearts to the Lord. In your spirit, as well as in your aim, you should 

differ from the world. Waiting humbly before God, always conscious of His presence, delight- 

ing in fellowship with Him, and seeking to know His will, you will prove that you are a cit- 

izen of heaven. And you should be separate from the world in your actions. If a thing is 

right, though you lose by doing it, it must be done; if it is wrong, though you would gain from 

it, you must reject the sin for your Master’s sake. You must have no fellowship with the 

unfruitful works of darkness but rather reprove them. Walk worthy of your high calling 
and dignity. Remember, Christian, that you are a son of the King of kings. Therefore, keep 
yourself unstained from the world. Do not soil the fingers that are to serve the King. Do not 
let your eyes become the windows of lust, eyes that will soon see the King in His beauty. Do 
not let your feet, which are soon to walk the golden streets, be defiled in dirty places. Do 
not allow your heart to be filled with pride and bitterness, but prepare it to be filled with 
heaven and to overflow with ecstatic joy.

BECAUSE OF MY ENEMIES. — PSALM 5:8 

he enmity of the world is bitter in its assault against the people of Christ. Men will forgive 
a thousand faults in others, but they will magnify the most trivial offense in the followers 

of Jesus. Instead of vainly regretting this, let us make it work for us, and since so many are 
watching for our collapse, let it be a special motive for walking very carefully before God. If 
we live carelessly, the watching world will soon see it, and multiple tongues will spread the story, 
exaggerated and emblazoned by the zeal of slander. They will shout triumphantly, “See! See how 
these Christians act! They are hypocrites to everyone.” And so great damage will be done to 
the cause of Christ, and His name will be greatly maligned. The cross of Christ is in itself an 
offense to the world; let us take care that we add no offense of our own. It is “a stumbling 
block to Jews”’: Let us ensure that we put no stumbling blocks where there are enough already. 
“Folly to Gentiles”: let us not add our folly to give apparent reason for the scorn with which 
the worldly deride the Gospel. How concerned we should be with ourselves! How rigid with 
our consciences! In the presence of adversaries who will misrepresent our best deeds and impugn 
our motives if they cannot censure our actions, we should be circumspect! Like pilgrims we 
travel under suspicion through Vanity Fair. Not only are we under surveillance, but there are 
more spies than we imagine, at home and at work. If we fall into the enemies’ hands, we may 
sooner expect generosity from a wolf or mercy from a fiend than anything like patience with 
our infirmities from those who spice their infidelity toward God with scandals against His 
people. Lord, lead us always; do not allow our enemies to trip us up!

THE LORD Is A JEALOUS AND AVENGING GOD. — NaHuM 1:2 

iB eohe your Lord is very jealous of your love. Did He choose you? He cannot bear that 
you should choose another. Did He buy you with His own blood? He cannot endure that 

you should think you are your own or that you belong to this world. He loved you with such 
a love that He would not remain in heaven without you; He would sooner die than have you 
perish, and He cannot endure that anything should stand between your heart’s love and 
Himself. He is very jealous of your trust. He will not permit you to trust in yourself, He can- 
not stand the thought of you hewing out broken cisterns and neglecting the overflowing foun- 
tain that is always free to you. When we lean upon Him, He is glad; but when we transfer our 
dependence to another, when we rely upon our own wisdom or the wisdom of a friend— 
worst of all, when we trust in any works of our own—H¢ is displeased and will chasten us, 
that He may bring us to Himself. He is also very jealous of our company. There should be no 
one with whom we converse so much as with Jesus. To remain in Him alone, this is true love; 
but to commune with the world, to find sufficient satisfaction in our earthly comforts, to even 
prefer the company of our fellow Christians to secret fellowship with Him, this grieves our 
jealous Lord. He longs to have us abide in Him and enjoy constant fellowship with Himself; 
and many of the trials that He sends us are for the purpose of weaning our hearts from cre- 
ated things and fixing them more closely on Him who created everything.

his teaches us that the comfort obtained by one may often prove helpful to another, just 

od Pe the springs would be enjoyed by the company who came after. When we read some 

book that is really helpful and encouraging, we recognize that the author has gone ahead of 

us and discovered these refreshing springs for us as well as for himself. Many books have been 

like wells drilled by a pilgrim for himself but have proved quite as useful to others. We 

notice this especially in the Psalms—for example, 42:11: “Why are you cast down, O my 

soul, and why are you in turmoil within me?” Travelers have been delighted to see the foot- 

print of man on a barren shore, and we love to see the marks of pilgrims while passing 

through the vale of tears. 
The pilgrims dig the well, but, strangely, it fills from the top instead of the bottom. We 

use the means, but the blessing does not spring from the means. We dig a well, but heaven 
fills it with rain. The horse is prepared for the day of battle, but safety is from the Lord. The 
means are connected with the end, but they do not produce it themselves. Consider here 
how the rain covers the ground with pools, so that they become useful as reservoirs. The 
endeavor is not wasted, but still it does not supersede divine help. 

Grace may be compared to rain for its purity, for its refreshing and energizing influ- 
ence, for its coming from above, and for the sovereignty with which it is given or withheld. 
May our readers have showers of blessing, and may the springs be filled with water! What 
are the means and ordinances without the smile of heaven! They are like clouds without 
rain and pools without water. God of love, open the windows of heaven and pour us out a 
blessing!

THIS MAN RECEIVES SINNERS. — LUKE 15:2 

bserve the condescension of this fact. Jesus, holy, harmless, undefiled, and separate from 
sinners, who towers above all other men—this Man receives sinners. This Man, who is 

no other than the eternal God, before whom angels veil their faces—this Man receives sin- 
ners. It requires an angel’s tongue to describe such a mighty stoop of love. That any of us 
would be willing to reach the lost is nothing wonderful—they are, after all, our own race; but 
that He, the offended God, against whom the transgression has been committed, should 
take upon Himself the form of a servant and bear the sin of many and be willing to receive 
the worst of sinners—this is marvelous. 

“This man receives sinners”; not in order for them to remain sinners, but He receives 

them in order that He may pardon their sins, justify their persons, cleanse their hearts by 
His purifying word, preserve their souls by the indwelling of the Holy Spirit, and enable them 
to serve Him, show forth His praise, and have communion with Him. Into His heart’s love 
He receives sinners; He takes them from the refuse pile and wears them as jewels in His 
crown; He snatches them like branches from the fire and preserves them as costly monuments 
to His mercy. None are so precious in Jesus’ sight as the sinners for whom He died. When 
Jesus receives sinners, He does not have an outdoor reception, no public square where He 
charitably entertains them in the way men treat passing beggars, but He opens the golden 
gates of His royal heart and receives the sinner right into Himself. He admits the humble pen- 
itent into personal union and makes Him a member of His body, of His flesh, and of His 
bones. There was never such a reception as this! This fact is certain. Even this evening, He 
is still receiving sinners: It is our prayer that sinners will receive Him.

JES was the Lord High Admiral of the sea that night, and His presence preserved the 
whole convoy. It is good to sail with Jesus, even though we may be ina little boat. When 

we sail in Christ’s company, we cannot be sure of fine weather, for great storms may toss 
the vessel that carries the Lord Himself, and we should not expect to find the sea less bois- 
terous around our little boat. If we go with Jesus we must be content to face what He faces; 
and when the waves are rough for Him, they will be rough for us. It is through tempest and 
storm that we will reach land, just as He did before us. When the storm swept over Galilee’s 
dark lake, the faces wore anxious frowns, and all hearts dreaded shipwreck. 

When every attempt to ride it out proved useless, the resting Savior rose and with a 
word transformed the billowing tempest into the deep quiet of a calm. Then all the other 
boats were at rest as well as the one that carried the Lord. Jesus is the star of the sea; and 
though there is sorrow on the sea, when Jesus is on it, there is also joy. May our hearts 
make Jesus their anchor, their rudder, their lighthouse, their lifeboat, and their harbor. His 
Church is the Admiral’s flagship; let us attend her exercises and cheer her officers with our 
presence. He Himself is the great attraction; let us always follow in His wake, observe His 
signals, steer by His chart, and never fear while He is within reach. Not one ship in the con- 
voy shall be wrecked; the great Captain will steer every craft in safety to the desired haven. 
By faith we will raise our anchor for another day’s cruise and sail with Jesus into a sea of 
tribulation. Winds and waves will not spare us, but they all obey Him; and therefore what- 
ever squalls may occur on the outside, faith will enjoy a blessed calm within. He is always 
in the center of the weather-beaten company: Let us rejoice in Him. His boat has reached 
the harbor, and so will ours.

avid’s grief for sin was bitter. Its effects were visible on his outward frame: His bones 
wasted away; his strength dried up like the drought of summer.

Like a mountain stream that is blocked, his soul was swollen with torrents of sorrow. He 
created excuses, he tried to divert his thoughts, but it was all to no purpose; like a festering 
sore his anguish gathered, and, unwilling to use the scalpel of confession, his spirit was tor- 

mented and knew no peace. At last it came to this, that he must return to God in humble 

penitence or die outright; so he hurried to the mercy-seat and there unrolled the volume of 

his iniquities before the all-seeing God, acknowledging all the evil of his ways in the terms 

of the Fifty-first and other penitential Psalms. Having confessed, a task so simple and yet so 

hard for the proud, he immediately received the token of divine forgiveness; the bones that 

had been wasted were made to rejoice, and he emerged from his prayers to sing the joyful 

songs of the one whose transgression is forgiven. Do you see the value of this grace-led con- 

fession of sin? It is to be prized above everything, for in every case where there is a genuine, 

gracious confession, mercy is freely given—not because the repentance and confession 

deserve mercy, but for Christ’s sake. May God be praised, there is always healing for the 

broken heart; the fountain is ever flowing to cleanse us from our sins.

hristian, you ought not to be afraid of the arrival of bad news; because if you are dis- 

tressed by such, you are no different from other men. They do not have your God to 

run to; they have never proved His faithfulness as you have done, and it is no wonder if 

they are bowed down with alarm and cowed with fear. But you profess to be of another spirit; 

you have been born again to a living hope, and your heart lives in heaven and not on earthly 

things. If you are seen to be distracted as other men, what is the value of that grace that you 

profess to have received? Where is the dignity of that new nature that you claim to possess? 

Again, if you should be filled with alarm like others, you would no doubt be led into 
the sins so common to them under trying circumstances. The ungodly, when they are over- 
taken by bad news, rebel against God; they murmur and maintain that God has dealt 
harshly with them. Will you fall into that same sin? Will you provoke the Lord as they do? 

Moreover, unconverted men often run to wrong means in order to escape from difficul- 
ties, and you will be sure to do the same if your mind yields to the present pressure. Trust in 
the Lord, and wait patiently for Him. Your wisest course is to do what Moses did at the 
Red Sea: “Stand firm, and see the salvation of the LorD.”! For if you give way to fear when 
you hear bad news, you will be unable to meet the trouble with that calm composure that 
prepares for duty and sustains in adversity. How can you glorify God if you play the cow- 
ard? Saints have often sung God’s high praises in the fires, but when you act as if there were 
no one to help, will your doubting and despondency magnify the Most High? Then take 
courage and, relying in sure confidence upon the faithfulness of your covenant God, “Let 
not your hearts be troubled, neither let them be afraid.”

D istance and separation were marks of the old covenant. When God appeared even to His 
servant Moses, He said, “Do not come near; take your sandals off your feet”;’ and when 

He revealed Himself on Mount Sinai to His own chosen and separated people, one of the first 
commands was, “You shall set limits for the people all around.”* In the sacred worship of 
the tabernacle and the temple, the thought of distance was always prominent. The majority 
of the people did not even enter the outer court. Into the inner court none but the priests 
might dare to intrude, while into the innermost place, or the holy of holies, the high priest 
entered but only once in the year. It was as if the Lord in those early ages was teaching man 
that sin was so utterly loathsome to Him that He must treat men as lepers put outside the 
camp; and when He came closest to them, He still made them feel the extent of the separa- 
tion between a holy God and an impure sinner. When the Gospel came, we were placed on 
quite another footing. The word “Go” was replaced with “Come”; distance was replaced 
with nearness, and we who previously were far away were brought near by the blood of Jesus 
Christ. Incarnate Deity has no fire wall around it. “Come to me, all who labor and are 
heavy laden, and I will give you rest”’ is the joyful proclamation of God as He appears in 
human flesh. He no longer teaches the leper his leprosy by setting him at a distance, but by 
Himself suffering the penalty of the leper’s defilement. What a state of safety and privilege 
is this proximity to God through Jesus! Do you know it by experience? If you know it, are 
you living in the power of it? This closeness is wonderful, and yet it is to be followed bya 
greater nearness still, when it shall be said, “The dwelling place of God is with man. He 
will dwell with them, and they will be his people.”* Lord, haste the day!

le be a partaker of the divine nature is not, of course, to become God. That cannot be. 
The essence of Deity is not to be participated in by the creature. Between the creature and 

the Creator there will always be a fixed gulf in terms of essence; but as the first man Adam 
was made in the image of God, so we, by the renewal of the Holy Spirit, are in a diviner 
sense made in the image of the Most High and are “partakers of the divine nature.” We are, 
by grace, made like God. “God is love”;! we become love—“whoever loves has been born 
of God.”? God is truth; we become true, and we love what is true. God is good, and He makes 
us good by His grace, so that we become the pure in heart who will see God. Moreover, we 
become partakers of the divine nature in an even higher sense than this—in fact, in as lofty 
a sense as can be conceived, short of our being absolutely divine. Do we not become mem- 
bers of the body of the divine person of Christ? Yes, the same blood that flows in the head 
flows in the hand: And the same life that quickens Christ quickens His people, for “You 
have died, and your life is hidden with Christ in God.” As if this were not enough, we are 
married to Christ. He has betrothed us to Himself in righteousness and in faithfulness, and 
he who is joined to the Lord is one with Him. Marvelous mystery! We look into it, but who 
will understand it? One with Jesus—so much so that the branch is not more one with the vine 
than we are a part of the Lord, our Savior and our Redeemer! While we rejoice in this, let 
us remember that those who are made “partakers of the divine nature” will display this 
high and holy relationship in their relationships with others and will make it evident in 
their daily walk and conversation that they have escaped the corruption that is in the world 
through lust. O for more divine holiness of life!

AM I THE SEA, OR A SEA MONSTER, THAT YOU SET A GUARD OVER ME? 

— Jos 7:12 

his was a strange question for Job to ask the Lord. He felt himself to be too insignifi- 
cant to be so strictly watched and chastened, and he hoped that he was not so unruly as 

to need to be restrained. The inquiry was natural from one surrounded by such miseries, 
but after all, it is capable of a very humbling answer. It is true that man is not the sea, but 
he is even more troublesome and unruly. The sea obediently respects its boundary, and it does 
not overleap the limit, even though it is just a belt of sand. Mighty as it is, it hears the 
divine “thus far,” and when raging with tempest it still respects the word. Self-willed man, 
however, defies heaven and oppresses earth, and there is no end to his rebellious rage. The 
sea, obedient to the moon, ebbs and flows with ceaseless regularity and so renders an active 

as well as a passive obedience; but man, restless beyond his sphere, sleeps within the lines 

of duty, lazy where he should be active. He neither comes nor goes at the divine command 

but sullenly prefers to do what he should not and to leave undone what is required of him. 

Every drop in the ocean, every beaded bubble, and every yeasty foam-flake, every shell and 

pebble, feel the power of law and yield or move at once. If only our nature were but one thou- 

sandth as much conformed to the will of God! We call the sea fickle and false, but how con- 

stant it is! Since our fathers’ days, and even before, the sea is where it was, beating on the 

same cliffs to the same tune. We know where to find it; it never hides, and its ceaseless pound- 

ing never fades; but where is man, fickle man? Can the wise man guess by what folly he will 

next be seduced from his obedience? We need more watching than the billowy sea and are far 

more rebellious. Lord, rule us for Your own glory. Amen.

espairingly the poor disappointed father turned away from the disciples to their Master. 

His son was in the worst possible condition, and all means had failed, but the miser- 

able child was soon delivered from the evil one when the parent in faith obeyed the Lord 

Jesus’ word, “Bring him to me.” Children are a precious gift from God, but much anxiety 

comes along with them. They may be a great joy or a great bitterness to their parents; they 

may be filled with the Spirit of God or possessed with the spirit of evil. In all cases, the 

Word of God gives us one prescription for the cure of all their ills: “Bring him to me.” We 

need to engage in agonizing prayer on their behalf while they are still babies! Sin is there; so 
let our prayers begin to attack it. Our cries for our offspring should precede those cries that 
herald their arrival into a world of sin. In the days of their youth we will see sad evidences 
of that dumb and deaf spirit that will neither pray properly, nor hear the voice of God in 
the soul, but Jesus still commands, “Bring him to me.” When they are grown up, they may 
wallow in sin and foam with enmity against God; then when our hearts are breaking we 
should remember the Great Physician’s words, “Bring him to me.” We must never cease to 
pray until they cease to breathe. No case is hopeless while Jesus lives. 

The Lord sometimes allows His people to be driven into a corner that they may learn how 
necessary He is to them. Ungodly children, when they show us our own powerlessness against 
the depravity of their hearts, drive us to the strong for strength, and this is a great blessing 
to us. Whatever our morning’s need may be, may it like a strong current carry us to the 
ocean of divine love. Jesus can soon remove our sorrow; He delights to comfort us. Let us 
hurry to Him while He waits to meet us.

od employs His people to encourage one another. He did not say to an angel, “Gabriel, 
My servant Joshua is about to lead My people into Canaan—go, encourage him.” God 

never performs unnecessary miracles. If His purposes can be accomplished by ordinary 
means, He will not use miraculous agencies. Gabriel would not have been half so well fitted 
for the work as Moses. A brother’s sympathy is more precious than an angel’s prestige. The 
swift-winged angel knew more about the Master’s desires than he did about the people’s 
needs. An angel had never experienced the difficult journey, nor faced the fiery serpents, 
nor had he led the stiff-necked multitude in the wilderness as Moses had done. We should 
be glad that God usually works for man by man. This forms a bond of brotherhood, and 
being mutually dependent on one another, we are united more completely into one family. 
Brethren, take the text as God’s message to you. Work at helping others, and especially 
strive to encourage them. Talk warmly to the young and anxious inquirer; lovingly try to 
remove stumbling blocks out of his way. When you find a spark of grace in the heart, kneel 
down and blow it into a flame. Leave the young believer to discover the roughness of the road 
by stages, but tell him of the strength that is found in God, of the certainty of the promise, 
and of the benefits of communion with Christ. Aim to comfort the sorrowful and to encour- 
age the despondent. Speak a fitting word to the weary, and lift the spirits of those who are 
fearful to go on their way with gladness. God encourages you by His promises; Christ encour- 
ages you as He points to the heaven He has won for you; and the Spirit encourages you as 
He works in you to will and to do of His own purpose and pleasure. Imitate divine wis- 
dom, and encourage others according to the Word this evening.

Bish two most important things in our Christian journey are the life of faith and the walk 
of faith. The person who grasps this is not far from being a master in experimental [expe- 

riential] theology, for they are vital points to a Christian. You will never find true faith 
unaccompanied by true godliness; on the other hand, you will never discover a truly holy 
life that does not have at its root a living faith relying upon the righteousness of Christ. 
Woe to those who seek the one without the other! There are some who cultivate faith and for- 
get holiness; these may be very high in orthodoxy, but they shall be very deep in condemna- 
tion, for they hold the truth in unrighteousness! There are others who have strained after a 
holy life but have denied the faith, like the Pharisees of old, of whom the Master said they 
were “whitewashed tombs.”! We must have faith, for this is the foundation; we must have 
holiness of life, for this is the superstructure. What use is the mere foundation of a building 
to a man on the day of tempest? Can he hide himself in it? He needs a house to cover him 
as well as a foundation for that house. Even so we need the superstructure of spiritual life if 
we want comfort in the day of doubt. But do not seek a holy life without faith, for that would 
be to erect a house that can provide no permanent shelter because it has no foundation on a 
rock. Let faith and life be put together, and like the two supports of an archway, they will 
make our devotion endure. Like light and heat streaming from the same sun, they are full 
of blessing. Like the two pillars of the temple, they are for glory and for beauty. They are 
two streams from the fountain of grace, two lamps lit with holy fire, two olive trees watered 
by heavenly care. Lord, give us today life internally, and it will reveal itself externally to 
Your glory.

It is always best to get 
blessings into our house in the legitimate way, by the door of prayer; then they are blessings 
indeed, and not temptations. Even when prayer is not speedy, the blessings grow all the richer 
on account of the delay; the child Jesus was all the more lovely in the eyes of Mary when 
she found Him after having searched for Him. What we gain by prayer we should dedicate 
to God, as Hannah dedicated Samuel. The gift came from heaven; let it go to heaven. Prayer 
brought it, gratitude sang over it—let devotion consecrate it. Here will be a special occa- 
sion for saying, “Of Your own I have given to You.” Reader, is prayer your heartbeat or 
your weariness? Which?

“A SWORD FOR THE LORD AND FOR GIDEON!” — JUDGES 7:20 

Ce ordered his men to do two things: Covering up a torch in an earthen pitcher, he 
had them, at an appointed signal, break the pitcher and let the light shine. Then he had 

them blow the trumpet, crying, “A sword for the LorD and for Gideon!” This is precisely 
what all Christians must do. First, you must shine: Break the pitcher that conceals your 
light, throw aside the container that has been hiding your candle, and shine. Let your light 
shine before men; let your good works be such that when men look at you, they will know 
that you have been with Jesus. Then there must be the sound, the blowing of the trumpet. 
There must be active exertions for the gathering of sinners by proclaiming Christ crucified. 
Take the Gospel to them. Carry it to their door; put it in their path; do not allow them to 
escape it; blow the trumpet right against their ears. Remember that the true battle-cry of 
the church is Gideon’s watchword, “A sword for the LORD and for Gideon!” God must do 
it; it is His own work. But we are not to be idle; He uses instruments—“A sword for the LORD 
and for Gideon}” If we only cry, “A sword for the LORD!” we will be guilty of idle pre- 
sumption; and if we shout, “A sword for Gideon!” alone, we shall display an idolatrous 
reliance on man: We must blend the two in practical harmony: “A sword for the LORD and 
for Gideon!” We can do nothing in ourselves, but we can do everything by the help of our 
God; let us, therefore, in His name determine to go out personally and serve Him with our 
flaming torch of holy example and with our trumpet blasts of sincere declaration and testi- 
mony, and God will be with us, and the enemy will be put to confusion, and the Lord of hosts 
will reign forever and ever.

AT EVENING WITHHOLD NOT YOUR HAND. — ECCLESIASTES 11:6 

ifs the evening of the day opportunities are plentiful: Men return from their work, and the 
zealous soul-winner finds time to share widely the love of Jesus. Do I have no evening work 

for Jesus? If I have not, let me no longer withhold my hand from a service that requires whole- 
hearted endeavor. Sinners are perishing for lack of knowledge; he who loiters may find his 
shoes red with the blood of souls. Jesus gave both His hands to the nails. How can I keep back 
one of mine from His blessed work? Night and day He toiled and prayed for me. How can 
I give a single hour to the pampering of my body with luxurious ease? Up, lazy heart; 
stretch out your hand to work, or lift it up to pray. Heaven and hell are serious; so must I 
be, and this evening I should sow good seed for the Lord my God.

It has 

been well said that if a great king were to bring us a great heap of gold and bid us take as 

much as we could count in a day, we would make a long day of it; we would begin early in 

the morning, and in the evening we would not withhold our hand. Winning souls is far nobler 

work; so how is it that we quit so soon? Some are spared to a long evening of green old age; 

if such is my case, let me use any talents I still retain and serve my blessed and faithful Lord 

to the final hour. By His grace I will die with my boots on and lay down my commission 

only when I lay down my body. Age may instruct the young, cheer the faint, and encourage 

the despondent. If evening has less stifling heat, it should have more calm wisdom; there- 

fore in the evening I will not withhold my hand.

I WILL REJOICE IN DOING THEM GOOD. — JEREMIAH 32:41 

ow heartwarming to the believer is the delight that God takes in His saints! We cannot 

ale any reason in ourselves why the Lord should take pleasure in us; we do not even take 

delight in ourselves, for we often have to groan, being burdened, conscious of our sinful- 

ness and deploring our unfaithfulness. We are fearful that God’s people cannot take much 

encouragement from us, for they surely can see our many imperfections and our follies, and 

so be caused to lament our infirmities rather than admire our graces. But we love to dwell 

upon this transcendent truth, this glorious mystery: As the bridegroom rejoices over the bride, 

so the Lord rejoices over us. We do not read anywhere that God delights in the cloud- 

capped mountains or the sparkling stars, but we do read that He delights in the habitable 

parts of the earth, and that His delights are with the sons of men. We do not even find it 

written that angels give His soul delight; nor does He say, concerning cherubim and seraphim, 
“Thou shalt be called Hephzibah . . . for the LoRD delighted in thee.”’ But He does say all 
that to poor fallen creatures like ourselves—debased and depraved by sin, but saved, exalted, 
and glorified by His grace. In what strong language He expresses His delight in His people! 
Who could have conceived of the Eternal One bursting into a song? Yet it is written, “He 
will rejoice over you with gladness; he will quiet you by his love; he will exult over you 
with loud singing.”? As He looked upon the world He had made, He said, “It is very good”; 
but when He looked on those who are the purchase of Jesus’ blood, His own chosen ones, 
it seemed as if the great heart of the Infinite could restrain itself no longer but overflowed in 
divine exclamations of joy. Should we not utter our grateful response to such a marvelous 
declaration of His love and sing, “I will rejoice in the LORD; I will take joy in the God of 
my salvation?”? 

am EVENING & 
DO NOT SWEEP MY SOUL AWAY WITH SINNERS. — PSALM 26:9 

FF made David pray like this, for something whispered, Perhaps, after all, you may be 
swept away with sinners. That fear springs mainly from holy anxiety, arising from the rec- 

ollection of past sin. Even the pardoned man will inquire, “What if at the end my sins 
should be remembered, and I should be left out of the company of the saved?” He thinks 
about his present condition—so little grace, so little love, so little holiness; and looking for- 
ward to the future, he considers his weakness and the many temptations that surround him, 
and he fears that he may fall and become a prey to the enemy. A sense of sin and present 
evil and his prevailing corruptions compel him to pray, in fear and trembling, “Do not 
sweep my soul away with sinners.” Reader, if you have prayed this prayer, and if your char- 
acter is correctly described in the Psalm from which it is taken, you need not be afraid that 
you will be swept away with sinners. Do you have the two virtues that David had—the out- 
ward walking in integrity and the inward trusting in the Lord? Are you resting upon Christ’s 
sacrifice, and can you approach the altar of God with humble hope? If so, rest assured, you 
will never be swept away with sinners, for that calamity is impossible. At the judgment the 
command will be given, “Gather the weeds first and bind them in bundles to be burned, but 
gather the wheat into my barn.” If, then, you are like God’s people, you will be with God’s 
people. You cannot be swept away with sinners, for you have been purchased at too high a 
price. Redeemed by the blood of Christ, you are His forever, and where He is, there His 
people must be. You are loved too much to be swept away with reprobates. Will one who is 
dear to Christ perish? Impossible! Hell cannot hold you! Heaven claims you! Trust in 
Christ, and do not fear!

Revers believer, but take care that your gladness has its spring in the Lord. You have 
much cause for gladness in God, for you can sing with David, “God my exceeding 

joy.”' Be glad that the Lord reigns, that Jehovah is King! Rejoice that He sits on the throne 
and rules all things! Every attribute of God should become a fresh ray in the sunlight of our 
gladness. The fact that He is wise should make us glad, knowing as we do our own foolish- 
ness. That He is mighty should cause us who tremble in our weakness to rejoice. That He is 
everlasting should always be a theme of joy when we know that we wither like grass. That 
He is unchanging should provide a perpetual song, for we change every hour. That He is 
full of grace, that He is overflowing with it, and that this grace in covenant He has given to 
us, that it is ours to cleanse us, ours to keep us, ours to sanctify us, ours to perfect us, ours 
to bring us to glory—all this should serve to make us glad in Him. This gladness in God is 
like a deep river. So far we have only touched its edge; we know a little of its clear sweet, heav- 
enly streams, but further on the depth is greater, and the current more powerful in its joy. The 
Christian feels that he may delight himself not only in what God is, but also in all that God 
has done in the past. The Psalms show us that God’s people in olden times were keen to 
make much of God’s actions and to have a song concerning each of them. So let God’s peo- 
ple now rehearse the deeds of the Lord! Let them tell of His mighty acts and “sing to the 
LorD, for he has triumphed gloriously.” Let them never cease to sing, for as new mercies 
flow to them day by day, so their gladness in the Lord’s loving acts of providence and grace 
should display itself in continued thanksgiving. Be glad, children of Zion, and rejoice in the 
Lord your God.

Mc of us know what it is to be overwhelmed in heart, emptied like when a man wipes 
a dish and turns it upside down, submerged and thrown on our beam-ends like a 

boat mastered by the storm. Discoveries of inward corruption will do this, if the Lord per- 
mits the depth of our depravity to become troubled and cast up mire and dirt.

The wind blows us out to 

sea—the helm does not answer to our puny hand; You alone can steer us over the bar between 

the sunken rocks and safe into the fair haven. We are totally dependent upon You—we 

need You to bring us to You. To be wisely directed and steered into safety and peace is Your 

gift, and Yours alone. Tonight be pleased to deal kindly with Your servants.

hat a state of privilege! It includes our justification before God, but the term “blessed” 

in the Greek means more than that. It signifies that we are the objects of divine satis- 

faction, even of divine delight. How marvelous that we—worms, mortals, sinners—should 

be made the objects of divine love! But it is only “in the Beloved.” Some Christians seem to 

be accepted in their own experience—at least that is their apprehension. When their spirit is 

lively and their hopes bright, they think God accepts them, for they feel so high, so heav- 

enly-minded, so drawn above the earth! But when their souls cleave to the dust, they are 

the victims of the fear that they are no longer accepted. If they could only see that all their 

high joys do not exalt them, and all their low despondencies do not really depress them in 

their Father’s sight, but that they stand accepted in One who never alters. This One is 

always the beloved of God, always perfect, always without spot or wrinkle or any such thing. 
How much happier they would be, and how much more they would honor the Savior if 
they could grasp Him! Rejoice then, believer, in this: You are blessed “in the Beloved.” You 
look within, and you say, “There is nothing acceptable here!” But look at Christ, and see if 
everything is not acceptable there. Your sins trouble you; but God has cast your sins behind 
His back, and you are accepted and blessed in the Righteous One. You have to fight with 
corruption and wrestle with temptation, but you are already accepted in Him who has 
overcome the powers of evil. The devil tempts you, but be of good cheer—he cannot destroy 
you, for you are accepted in Him who has broken Satan’s head. Know by full assurance 
your glorious standing. Even glorified souls are not more accepted than you are. They are 
only blessed in heaven “in the Beloved,” and you are even now blessed in Christ after the 
same manner.

certain man had a deeply troubled son who was afflicted with a spirit that struck him 
dumb. The father, having seen the futility of the attempts of the disciples to heal his child, 

had little or no faith in Christ. Therefore, when he was invited to bring his son to Him, he 
said to Jesus, “If You can do anything, have compassion on us and help us.” Now there 
was an “if” in the question, but the poor trembling father had put the “if” in the wrong place. 
Jesus Christ, therefore, without commanding him to retract the “if,” kindly puts it in its legit- 
imate position. “Actually, “ He seemed to say, “there should be no ‘if? about My power, 
nor concerning My willingness; the ‘if’ lies somewhere else. If you can believe, ‘all things 
are possible for one who believes.’” The man’s trust was strengthened, he offered a humble 
prayer for an increase of faith, and instantly Jesus spoke the word, and the devil was cast 
out, with an injunction never to return. There is a lesson here that we need to learn. We, 
like this man, often see that there is an “if” somewhere, but we are continually blundering 
by putting it in the wrong place. “If Jesus can help me” —“if He can give me grace to over- 
come temptation” —“if He can grant me pardon”—“if He can make me successful.” No; if 
you can believe, He both can and will. You have misplaced your “if.” If you can confi- 
dently trust, even as all things are possible to Christ, so will all things be possible to you. Faith 
stands in God’s power and is robed in God’s majesty; it wears the royal apparel and rides 
on the King’s horse, for it is the grace that the King delights to honor. Girding itself with the 
glorious might of the all-working Spirit, it becomes, in the omnipotence of God, mighty to 
do, to dare, and to suffer. All things, without limit, are possible to one who believes. My 
soul, can you believe your Lord tonight?

pA conser on many accounts would have been desirable for the pilgrim band, but Ezra was 
ashamed to ask for one. He feared that the heathen king might think his professions of 

faith in God were mere hypocrisy or might imagine that the God of Israel was not able to 
preserve His own worshipers. He could not bring his mind to depend on human instruments 
in a matter so evidently of the Lord, and therefore the caravan set out with no visible protec- 
tion, and yet guarded by Him who is the sword and shield of His people. It is to be feared 
that few believers sense this holy jealousy for God; even those who in some measure walk by 
faith occasionally spoil the sparkle of their life by seeking help from man. It is a most blessed 
thing to have no props and no buttresses, but to stand upright on the Rock of Ages, upheld 
by the Lord alone. Would any believers seek government funds for their church if they 
remembered that the Lord is dishonored by their asking for Caesar’s help? As if the Lord could 
not supply the needs of His own cause! Would we run so quickly to friends and relatives for 
assistance if we remembered that the Lord is glorified by our obvious reliance on His solitary 
arm? My soul, wait only on God. “But,” says one, “are means never to be used?” Certainly 
they are. But our fault seldom lies in their neglect: Far more frequently it springs from foolishly 
believing in them instead of believing in God. Few run too far in neglecting the arm of man; 
but many sin greatly in making too much of it. So learn, dear reader, to glorify the Lord by 
leaving means untried, if by using them you would dishonor the name of the Lord. 

am EVENING & 
I SLEPT, BUT MY HEART WAS AWAKE. — SONG OF SOLOMON 5:2 

paradoxes abound in Christian experience, and here is one: The spouse was asleep, and 
yet she was awake. The only one who can read the believer’s riddle is he who has lived 

through this experience. The two points in this evening’s text are: a mournful sleepiness and 
a hopeful wakefulness. “I slept.” Through sin that dwells in us we may become lax in holy 
duties, lazy in religious exercises, dull in spiritual joys, and completely indolent and care- 
less. This is a shameful state for one in whom the quickening Spirit dwells; and it is danger- 
ous in the highest degree. Even wise virgins sometimes slumber, but it is high time for all to 
shake off the chains of idleness. It is to be feared that many believers lose their strength as 
Samson lost his hair, while sleeping on the lap of carnal security. With a perishing world 
around us, to sleep is cruel; with eternity so close at hand, it is madness. Yet none of us are 

as awake as we should be; a few thunderclaps would do us all good, and it may be, unless 

we soon stir ourselves, we will have them in the form of war or disease or personal bereave- 

ments and loss. May we leave forever the couch of fleshly ease, and go out with flaming 

torches to meet the coming Bridegroom! “My heart was awake.” This is a happy sign. Life 

is not extinct, though sadly smothered. When our renewed heart struggles against our natu- 

ral heaviness, we should be grateful to sovereign grace for keeping a little vitality within 

this body of death. Jesus will hear our hearts, will help our hearts, will visit our hearts; for 

the voice of the wakeful heart is really the voice of our Beloved, saying, “Open to me.” 

Holy zeal will surely unlock thé door.

eing justified by faith, we have peace with God. Conscience no longer accuses. Judgment 

be decides for the sinner instead of against him. Memory looks back upon past sins with 

deep sorrow for the sin, but yet without dreading any penalty to come; for Christ has paid 

the debt of His people to the last jot and tittle and received the divine receipt. Unless God 

can be so unjust as to demand double payment for one debt, no soul for whom Jesus died 

as a substitute can ever be cast into hell. It seems to be one of the principles of our enlight- 

ened nature to believe that God is just; we feel that it must be so, and this terrifies us at first. 

But is it not marvelous that this very same belief that God is just later becomes the pillar of 

our confidence and peace! If God is just, I, a sinner, alone and without a substitute, must be 
punished. But Jesus stands in my place and is punished for me; and now, if God is just, I, a 
sinner, standing in Christ, can never be punished. God must change His nature before one 
soul for whom Jesus was a substitute can ever by any possibility suffer the punishment of 
the law. Therefore, Jesus having taken the place of the believer—having rendered a full equiv- 
alent to divine wrath for all that His people ought to have suffered as the result of sin—the 
believer can shout with glorious triumph, “Who shall bring any charge against God’s elect?”' 
Not God, for He has justified; not Christ, for He has died, yes, has risen again. My hope 

lives not because I am not a sinner, but because I am a sinner for whom Christ died; my 
trust is not that I am holy, but that being unholy, He is my righteousness. My faith rests not 
upon what I am or shall be or feel or know, but in what Christ is, in what He has done, and 

in what He is now doing for me. Hallelujah!

WHOM GOD MADE OUR WISDOM. — 1 CoRINTHIANS 1:30 

an’s intellect seeks for peace and by nature seeks it apart from the Lord Jesus Christ. 
Men of education are apt, even when converted, to look upon the simplicities of the 

cross of Christ with too little reverence and love. They are trapped in the old net in which 
the Greeks were taken and have a hankering to mix philosophy with revelation. The temp- 
tation with a man of refined thought and high education is to depart from the simple truth 
of Christ crucified and to invent, as the term is, a more intellectual doctrine. This led the early 
Christian churches into Gnosticism and bewitched them with all sorts of heresies. This is 
the root of unorthodoxy and the other high-sounding notions that in the past were so fash- 
ionable in Germany and are now so enthralling to certain classes of divines. Whoever you 
are, good reader, and whatever your education may be, if you are the Lord’s, rest assured that 
you will find no peace in philosophizing divinity. You may receive the dogma of one great 
thinker or the dream of another profound reasoner, but what the chaff is to the wheat is what 
these notions are to the pure Word of God. Reason at its best can only discover the ABC’s 
of truth, and even that lacks certainty, while in Christ Jesus there is treasured up all the full- 
ness of wisdom and knowledge. All attempts on the part of Christians to be content with 
the systems that Unitarian and liberal-church thinkers approve of must fail; true heirs of 
heaven must come back to the grandly simple reality that makes the plowboy’s eye flash 
with joy and rejoices the pious pauper’s heart—“Christ Jesus came into the world to save sin- 
ners.”* Jesus satisfies the most elevated intellect when He is believingly received, but apart 
from Him the mind of the regenerate discovers no rest. “The fear of the LorD is the begin- 
ning of knowledge.” “All those who practice it have a good understanding.”4

HE WAS STANDING AMONG THE MYRTLE TREES IN THE GLEN. 

— ZECHARIAH 1:8 

Jie vision in this chapter describes the condition of Israel in Zechariah’s day; but being 
interpreted in its aspect toward us, it describes the Church of God as we find it now in 

the world. The Church is compared to a myrtle grove flourishing in a glen. It is hidden, unob- 
served, courting no honor and attracting no attention from the careless gazer. The Church, 
like her Head, has a glory, but it is concealed from carnal eyes, for the time of her breaking 
forth in all her splendor is not yet here. The idea of tranquil security is also suggested to us, 
for the myrtle grove in the glen is still and calm, while the storm sweeps over the mountain- 
tops. Tempests spend their force upon the craggy peaks of the Alps, but down where the 
stream flows that makes glad the city of our God, the myrtles flourish by still waters and 
are unshaken by the impetuous wind. How great is the inward tranquillity of God’s Church! 
Even when opposed and persecuted, she has a peace that the world does not give and that, 
therefore, it cannot take away: The peace of God that passes all understanding keeps the 
hearts and minds of God’s people. Doesn’t the metaphor forcefully picture the peaceful, 
perpetual growth of the saints? The myrtle does not shed her leaves—she is always green; and 
the church in her worst time still has a blessed covering of grace about her; indeed, she has 
sometimes exhibited most vegetation when her winter has been sharpest. She has prospered 
most when her adversities have been most severe. Hence the text hints at victory. The myr- 
tle is the emblem of peace and a significant token of triumph. The brows of conquerors 
were wreathed with myrtle and with laurel; and isn’t the church always victorious? Isn’t every 
Christian more than a conqueror through Him who loved him? Living in peace, don’t the 
saints fall asleep in the arms of victory? 

om EVENING & 
WAIL, O CYPRESS, FOR THE CEDAR HAS FALLEN. — ZECHARIAH 11:2 

hen in the forest there is heard the crash of a falling oak, it is a sign that the wood- 
man is around, and every tree in the whole company may tremble lest tomorrow the 

sharp edge of the axe should find it out. We are all like trees marked for the axe, and the 
fall of one should remind us that for every one, whether as great as the cedar or as humble 
as the cypress, the appointed hour is fast approaching. I trust we do not, by often hearing 
of death, become callous to it. May we never be like the birds in the steeple, which build 
their nests when the bells are tolling and sleep quietly when the solemn funeral peals are 
startling the air. May we regard death as the most serious of all events and be sobered by its 
approach. It ill behooves us to play while our eternal destiny hangs on a thread. The sword 

is out of its sheath—let us not trifle; it is ready, and the edge is sharp—let us not play with 

it. He who does not prepare for death is more than an ordinary fool—he is a madman. 

When the voice of God is heard among the trees of the garden, let fig tree and sycamore 

and elm and cedar all hear the sound. 
Be ready, servant of Christ, for your Master comes suddenly, when an ungodly world 

least expects Him. See to it that you are faithful in His work, for the grave shall soon be 

prepared for you. Be ready, parents, see to it that your children are brought up in the fear of 

God, for they will soon be orphans.

| Raggi no figure of speech represents God in a more gracious light than when He is spo-

How can we do anything but love Him when we know that He numbers 
the very hairs of our heads, marks our path, and orders our ways? This great truth is 
brought especially near to our heart when we realize how attentive He is, not merely to the 
passing interests of His creatures, but to their spiritual concerns. Though vast distances lie 
between the finite creature and the infinite Creator, yet there are links uniting both. When a 
tear is wept by you, do not think that God does not see it; for “As a father shows compas- 
sion to his children, so the LORD shows compassion to those who fear him.”! Your sigh is able 
to move the heart of Jehovah; your whisper can incline His ear to you; your prayer can stay 
His hand; your faith can move His arm. Do not think that God sits on high taking no account 
of you. Remember that however poor and needy you are, still the Lord thinks of you. “For 
the eyes of the LORD run to and fro throughout the whole earth, to give strong support to 
those whose heart is blameless toward him.”?

Sepa is certain when the Lord has promised it. Although you may have pleaded month 
after month without evidence of response, it is not possible that the Lord should be deaf 

when His people are serious about a matter that concerns His glory. The prophet on the 
top of Carmel continued to wrestle with God and never for a moment gave way to the fear 
that he would not be suited for Jehovah’s courts. Six times the servant returned, but on 
each occasion no word was spoken but “Go again.” We must not dream of unbelief but 
hold to our faith even to seventy times seven. Faith sends expectant hope to look from 
Carmel’s peak, and if nothing is seen, she sends again and again. So far from being crushed 

by repeated disappointment, faith is quickened to plead more fervently with her God. She is 

humbled but not crushed: Her groans are deeper, and her sighings more vehement, but she 

never relaxes her hold or stays her hand. It would be more agreeable to flesh and blood to 

have a speedy answer, but believing souls have learned to be submissive and to find it good 

to wait for as well as upon the Lord. Delayed answers often set the heart searching itself 

and so lead to contrition and spiritual reformation: Deadly blows are then struck at our 

corruption, and the sinful images are cleansed. The great danger is that men should faint 

and miss the blessing. Reader, do not fall into that sin, but continue to watch and pray. At last 

the little cloud was seen, the sure forerunner of torrents of rain; and even so with you, the 

token for good will surely be given, and you will rise as a prevailing prince to enjoy the 

mercy you have sought. Elijah was a man with passions just like us: His power with God 

did not lie in his own merits. If his believing prayer availed so much, why not yours? Plead 

the precious blood with unceasing persistence, and it will be with you according to your 

desire.

— LEVITICUS Loess 

dl ae regulation appears to be very strange, but there was wisdom in it, for the throwing 

out of the disease proved that the constitution was sound. This morning it may be well 

for us to see the typical teaching of this singular principle. We, too, are lepers and may read 

the law of the leper as applicable to ourselves. When a man sees himself to be completely 

lost and ruined, covered all over with the defilement of sin, and with no part free from pol- 

lution, when he disclaims all righteousness of his own and pleads guilty before the Lord, 

then is he clean through the blood of Jesus and the grace of God. Hidden, unfelt, unconfessed 

iniquity is the true leprosy, but when sin is seen and felt it has received its death blow, and 

the Lord looks with eyes of mercy upon the soul afflicted with it. Nothing is more deadly than 
self-righteousness or more hopeful than contrition. We must confess that we are nothing 
else but sin, for no confession short of this will be the whole truth. And if the Holy Spirit is 
at work within us, convincing us of sin, there will be no difficulty in making such an acknowl- 
edgment—it will spring spontaneously from our lips. What comfort this text provides to 
those under a deep sense of sin! Sin mourned and confessed, however deep and foul, will 
never shut a man out from the Lord Jesus. “Whoever comes to me I will never cast out.”! 
Though dishonest as the thief, though immoral as the woman who was a sinner, though fierce 
as Saul of Tarsus, though cruel as Manasseh, though rebellious as the prodigal, the great heart 
of love will look upon the man who feels himself to have no health in him and will pronounce 
him clean when he trusts in Jesus crucified. Come to Him, then, poor heavy-laden sinner. 

Come needy, come guilty, come loathsome and bare; 
You can’t come too filthy—come just as you are.

[ is not left to our own option whether or not we will praise God. Praise is God’s most right- 
eous due, and every Christian, as the recipient of His grace, is bound to praise God from 

day to day. It is true that we have no authoritative text for daily praise; we have no com- 
mandment prescribing certain hours of song and thanksgiving: But the law written upon 
the heart teaches us that it is right to praise God; and the unwritten mandate comes to us with 
as much force as if it had been recorded on the tables of stone or handed to us from the top 
of thundering Sinai. Yes, it is the Christian’s duty to praise God. It is not only a pleasurable 
exercise, but it is the absolute obligation of his life. Those of you who are always mourning 
should not think that you are guiltless in this respect or imagine that you can discharge 
your duty to God without songs of praise. You are bound by the bonds of His love to bless 
His name as long as you live, and His praise should continually be in your mouth, for you are 
blessed in order that you may bless Him—“the people whom I formed for myself that they 
might declare my praise”;' and if you do not praise God, you are not bringing forth the 
fruit that He has a right to expect from you. Do not let your harp hang on the willows, but 
take it down and strum with a grateful heart, bringing out its loudest music. Arise and declare 
His praise. With every morning’s dawn, lift up your notes of thanksgiving, and let every set- 
ting sun be followed with your song. Surround the earth with your praises; circle it with an 
atmosphere of melody, and God Himself will listen from heaven and accept your music.

A LIVING DOG IS BETTER THAN A DEAD LION. — ECCLESIASTES 9:4 

| Ee is a precious thing, and in even its humblest form it is superior to death. This is emi- 
nently true in spiritual matters. It is better to be the least in the kingdom of heaven than 

the greatest out of it. The lowest degree of grace is superior to the noblest development of 
unregenerate nature. Where the Holy Spirit implants divine life in the soul, there is a precious 
deposit that none of the refinements of education can equal. The thief on the cross excels 
Caesar on his throne; Lazarus among the dogs is better than Cicero among the senators; 
and the most unlettered Christian is in the sight of God superior to Plato. Life is the badge 
of nobility in the realm of spiritual things, and men without it are only coarser or finer 

specimens of the same lifeless material, needing to be made alive, for they are dead in tres- 

passes and sins. 
A living, loving gospel sermon, however unlearned in matter and lacking in style, is bet- 

ter than the finest discourse devoid of unction and power. A living dog keeps better watch 

than a dead lion and is of more service to his master; and so the poorest spiritual preacher 

is infinitely to be preferred to the exquisite orator who has no wisdom but that of words, 

no energy but that of self. The same holds true of our prayers and other religious exercises: 

If we are quickened in them by the Holy Spirit, they are acceptable to God through Jesus 

Christ, though we may think them to be worthless things, while our grand performances in 

which our hearts were absent, like dead lions, are mere carcasses in the sight of the living God. 

We need living groans, living sighs, living despondencies rather than lifeless songs and dead 

calms. Anything is better than death. The snarlings of the dog of hell will at least keep us 

awake, but dead faith and dead profession—what greater curses can a man have? Quicken 

us, quicken us, O Lord!

BUT IF ANYONE DOES SIN, WE HAVE AN ADVOCATE WITH THE FATHER, 

JESUS CHRIST THE RIGHTEOUS. — 1 JOHN 2:1 

f anyone does sin, we have an advocate.” Yes, though we sin, we have Him still. John 
does not say, “If anyone sins, they have forfeited their advocate,” but “we have an advo- 

cate,” even though we are sinners. All the sin that a believer ever did or can be allowed to 
commit cannot destroy his interest in the Lord Jesus Christ as his advocate. The name given 
here to our Lord is suggestive. “Jesus.” He is the kind of advocate we need, for Jesus is the 
name of one whose business and delight it is to save. “You shall call his name Jesus, for he 
will save his people from their sins.”! His sweetest name implies His success. Next, it is “Jesus 
Christ” —Christos, the anointed. This shows His authority to plead. Christ has a right to 

plead, for He is the Father’s own appointed advocate and elected priest. If He were our choice 

He might fail, but if God has laid help on one who is mighty, we may safely place our trou- 

ble where God has laid His help. He is Christ, and therefore authorized; He is Christ, and 

therefore qualified, for the anointing has fitted Him fully for His work. He can plead in 

such a way as to move the heart of God and prevail. What words of tenderness, what sen- 

tences of persuasion will the anointed use when He stands up to plead for me! One more 

aspect of His name remains: “Jesus Christ the righteous.” This is not only His character but 

His plea. It is His character, and if the Righteous One is my advocate, then my cause is 

good or He would not have represented it. It is His plea, for He meets the charge of unright- 

eousness against me by the plea that He is righteous. He declares Himself my substitute and 

puts His obedience to my account. My soul, you have a friend perfectly fitted to be your advo- 

cate—He cannot but succeed; leave yourself entirely in His hands.

/\o the strength supplied to us by our gracious God is meant for service, not for indulgence 

or pride. When the prophet Elijah found the cake baked on the coals and the jar of 

water placed at his head as he lay under the juniper tree, he was not being given a special treat 

that he could lie back and enjoy—he was being sustained so that he could fulfill his respon- 

sibilities for the next forty days and forty nights. When the Master invited the disciples to 

come and eat with Him, after the meal was over He said to Peter, “Feed my sheep,” then 

added, “Follow me.” It is the same for us; we eat the bread of heaven so that we can expend 
our strength in the Master’s service. We come to the table and eat of the paschal lamb in a 
spirit of readiness, so that we may leave as soon as we have satisfied our hunger. Some 
Christians are for living on Christ but are not so anxious to live for Christ. Earth should be 
a preparation for heaven; and heaven is the place where saints feast most and work most. 
They sit down at the table of our Lord, and they serve Him day and night in His temple. They 
eat of heavenly food and offer perfect service. Believer, in the strength you daily gain from 
Christ, work for Him. Some of us have a lot to learn concerning the design of our Lord in giv- 
ing us His grace. We are not to hide the precious grains of truth without giving that truth 
an opportunity to grow: We must sow it and water it. Why does the Lord send the rain 
upon the thirsty earth and give the sunshine? Is it not in order that sun and rain may help 
the fruits of the earth to yield food for us? Even so the Lord feeds and refreshes our souls so 
that we may use our renewed strength in the promotion of His glory.

rt. MacDonald asked the inhabitants of the island of St. Kilda how a man must be saved. 
An old man replied, “We will be saved if we repent and forsake our sins and turn to 

God.” “Yes,” said a middle-aged woman, “and with a true heart too.” “Yes,” rejoined a 
third, “and with prayer”; and a fourth added, “It must be the prayer of the heart.” “And 
we must be diligent too,” said a fifth, “in keeping the commandments.” When each of them 
made their contribution, feeling that a very decent creed had been made up, they all looked 
and listened for the preacher’s approval, but they had aroused his deepest pity. The secular 
mind always maps out for itself a way in which self can work and become great, but the 
Lord’s way is quite the reverse. Believing and being baptized are not matters of merit to be 
gloried in—they are so simple that boasting is excluded. It may be that the reader is 
unsaved—what is the reason? Do you think the way of salvation as laid down in the text is 
dubious? How can that be when God has pledged His own word for its certainty? Do you 
think it too easy? Why, then, do you not obey it? Those who neglect it are without excuse. 
To believe is simply to trust, to depend, to rely upon Christ Jesus. To be baptized is to sub- 
mit to the ordinance that our Lord fulfilled at Jordan, to which the converted ones submit- 
ted at Pentecost, to which the jailer yielded obedience on the very night of his conversion. The 
outward sign does not save, but it portrays our death, burial, and resurrection with Jesus and, 
like the Lord’s Supper, is not to be neglected. Reader, do you believe in Jesus? Then, dear 
friend, dismiss your fears—you will be saved. Are you still an unbeliever? Then remember 
there is only one door, and if you will not enter by it you will perish in your sins.

Most ten- 

der and faithful Husband of our souls, pursue Your gracious work of conforming us to 

Your image, until You will present even us in our poverty to Yourself without spot or wrin- 

kle or any such thing. Moses met with opposition because of his marriage, and both him- 

self and his spouse were the subjects of disapproval. Can we be surprised if this empty 

world opposes Jesus and His church, and particularly when notorious sinners are con- 

verted? For this is always the basis of the Pharisee’s objection: “This man receives sinners.”?

ur heavenly Father sends us frequent troubles to test our faith. If our faith is worth 

Qatned it will stand the test.

It is a poor faith that 

can only trust God when friends are true, the body is healthy, and the business profitable;

W: learn from this narrative the necessity of human activity. The catch of fish was mirac- 
ulous, but neither the fisherman nor his boat nor his fishing tackle were ignored; they 

were all were used to take the fish. So in the saving of souls, God works by means; and 
while the present economy of grace shall stand, God will be pleased by the foolishness of 
preaching to save those who believe. When God works without instruments, He is glori- 
fied; but He has selected this plan of human involvement as being that by which He is most 
magnified in the earth. The means themselves can accomplish nothing. “Master, we toiled 
all night and took nothing!” What was the reason for this? Were they not experienced fish- 
ermen going about their business? They were not novices; they understood the work. Was the 
problem that they lacked skill? No. Were they lazy? No; they had worked. Did they lack 
perseverance? No; they had worked all night. Was there a lack of fish in the sea? Certainly 
not, for as soon as the Master came, they swam to the net in large numbers. What, then, is 
the reason? It is because there is no power in the means themselves apart from the presence 
of Jesus. Without Him we can do nothing. But with Christ we can do all things. Christ’s 
presence confers success. Jesus sat in Peter’s boat, and His will, by a mysterious influence, 
drew the fish to the net. When Jesus is lifted up in His Church, His presence is the church’s 
power—the shout of a king is in the midst of her. “I, when I am lifted up from the earth, 
will draw all people to myself.”! Let us go out this morning on our work of soul-fishing, look- 
ing up in faith, and around us at the great opportunity. Let us work until the night comes, 
and we will not labor in vain, for He who tells us to let down the net will fill it with fish.

PRAY IN THE HOLY SPIRIT. — JupeE 20 

ote the key characteristic of true prayer—‘“in the Holy Spirit.” The seed of acceptable 
devotion must come from heaven’s storehouse. Only the prayer that comes from God 

can go to God. We must shoot the Lord’s arrows back to Him. The desire that He writes upon 
our heart will move His heart and bring down a blessing, but the desires of the flesh have 
no power with Him. 

Praying in the Holy Spirit is praying in fervency. Cold prayers ask the Lord not to hear 
them. Those who do not plead with fervency do not plead at all. We might as well talk of 
lukewarm fire as of lukewarm prayer—it is essential that it be red-hot. It is praying perse- 
veringly. The true petitioner gathers force as he proceeds and grows more fervent when 

God delays to answer. The longer the gate is closed, the louder the knocking becomes; and 

the longer the angel lingers, the more determined he becomes to never let him go without 

the blessing. In God’s sight tearful, agonizing, unconquerable importunity is commendable. 

It means praying humbly, for the Holy Spirit never puffs us up with pride. It is His part to 

convince of sin and to cause us to bow down in contrition and brokenness of spirit. We will 

never sing Gloria in excelsis except we pray to God de profundis: Out of the depths must 

we cry, or we will never behold glory in the highest. It is loving prayer. Prayer should be 

perfumed with love, saturated with love—love for our fellow believers and love for Christ. 

Moreover, it must be a prayer full of faith. A man prevails only to the extent that he believes. 

The Holy Spirit is the author of faith and strengthens it, so that we pray believing God’s 

promise. Now our prayer is that this blessed combination of excellent graces, as priceless and 

sweet as rare spices, might be fragrant within us because the Holy Spirit is in our hearts!

n some ways the path to heaven is very safe, but in other respects there is no more dan- 

eae road. It is surrounded with difficulties. One false step (and how easy it is to take that 

if grace is absent), and down we go. What a slippery path some of us have to tread! How 

many times do we have to exclaim with the psalmist, “My feet had almost stumbled, my steps 

had nearly slipped.”! If we were strong, surefooted mountaineers, this would not matter so 

much; but in ourselves, how weak we are! On the best roads we soon falter; in the smoothest 

paths we quickly stumble. These feeble knees of ours can scarcely support our tottering 

weight. A feather may divert us, and a pebble can wound us. We are mere children taking our 

first trembling steps in the walk of faith; our heavenly Father holds us by the arms or we 
would soon be down. If we are kept from falling, how we should bless the patient power 
that watches over us day by day! Think how prone we are to sin, how apt to choose dan- 
ger, how strong our tendency to stumble and fall, and these reflections will make us sing more 
sweetly than we have ever done, “Now to him who is able to keep you from stumbling.” 
We have many enemies who try to put us down. The road is rough, and we are weak; but 
in addition to this, enemies hide in ambush and rush out when we least expect them and try 
to trip us up or throw us over the nearest cliff. Only an almighty arm can preserve us from 
these unseen foes who are seeking to destroy us. Such an arm is involved in our defense. He 
is faithful who has promised, and He is able to keep us from falling, so that with a deep 
sense of our utter weakness, we may cherish a firm belief in our perfect safety and say with 
joyful confidence

enuine seekers who as yet have not obtained the blessing may find comfort in this story. 
The Savior did not immediately bestow the blessing, even though the woman had 

great faith in Him. He intended to give it, but He waited awhile. “He did not answer her a 
word.” Were her prayers no good? Never better in the world. Was she not needy? Dreadfully 
needy. Did she not feel her need sufficiently? She felt it overwhelmingly. Was she not sin- 
cere enough? She was intensely so. Did she have no faith? She had such a high degree of it 
that even Jesus wondered and said, “O woman, great is your faith!” Notice then, although 
it is true that faith brings peace, it does not always bring it instantaneously. There may be 
certain reasons for faith to be tested rather than rewarded. Genuine faith may be in the 
soul like a hidden seed, but so far it may not have budded and blossomed into joy and peace. 
Silence from the Savior is the painful trial of many a seeking soul, but heavier still is the 
affliction of a harsh, cutting reply such as, “It is not right to take the children’s bread and 
throw it to the dogs.” Many in waiting upon the Lord find immediate delight, but this is 
not the case with all. Some, like the jailer, are in a moment turned from darkness to light, 
but others are plants of slower growth. A deeper sense of sin may be given to you instead 
of a sense of pardon, and in such a case you will need patience to bear the heavy blow. 
Poor heart, though Christ beat and bruise you, or even slay you, trust Him; even if He 
should give you an angry word, believe in the love of His heart. I urge you, do not give up 
seeking or trusting my Master because you have not yet obtained the conscious joy that 
you long for. Cast yourself on Him, and perseveringly depend even when you cannot 
rejoicingly hope.

Nees the personal nature of this promise: “J will.” The Lord Jehovah Himself intervenes 
to deliver and redeem His people. He pledges Himself personally to rescue them. His 

own arm shall do it, in order that He may have the glory. Not a word is said of any effort 
of our own that may be needed to assist the Lord. Neither our strength nor our weakness is 
taken into account, but the lone “I,” like the sun in the heavens, shines out resplendent in 

complete sufficiency. Why then do we allow ourselves to be wounded by calculating our 
forces and consulting with mere men? God has enough power without borrowing from our 
puny arm. To enjoy peace, our unbelieving thoughts must be stilled, and we must learn that 
the Lord reigns. There is not even a hint of help from any secondary source. The Lord says 

nothing of friends and helpers: He undertakes the work alone and feels no need of human 

arms to aid Him. All our lookings around to companions and relatives are vain; they are 

broken reeds if we lean upon them—often unwilling when able, and unable when they are 

willing. Since the promise comes from God alone, it is best for us to wait only on Him; and 

when we do so, our expectation never fails us. Who are the wicked, that we should fear them? 

The Lord will utterly consume them; they are to be pitied rather than feared. As for terrible 

ones, they are only terrors to those who have no God to turn to, for when the Lord is on 

our side, whom shall we fear? If we run into sin to please the wicked, we have cause to be 

alarmed; but if we maintain our integrity, the rage of tyrants will be overruled for our good. 

When the fish swallowed Jonah, he found him a morsel that he could not digest; and when 

the world devours the church, it is glad to be rid of it again. In all occasions of fiery trial, let 

us maintain our souls in patience.

he act of prayer teaches us our unworthiness, which is a very salutary lesson for proud 

people like us. If God gave us favors without constraining us to pray for them, we 

would never know how poor we are, but a true prayer is an inventory of wants, a catalog 

of necessities, a revelation of hidden poverty. While prayer is an application to divine 

wealth, it is also a confession of human emptiness. The most healthy state of a Christian is 

always to be empty of self and constantly depending upon the Lord for provision; to be 

consistently poor in self and rich in Jesus; to be weak as water personally, but mighty through 

God to do great exploits. This is where prayer comes in, because while it adores God, it 

puts the creature where it should be—in the dust. Prayer is in itself, apart from the answer 

that it brings, a great benefit to the Christian. As the runner gains strength for the race by 
daily exercise, so for the great race of life we acquire energy by the holy exercise of prayer. 
Prayer thins the feathers of God’s young eaglets, so that they can learn to soar above the 
clouds. Prayer readies God’s warriors and sends them out to combat with their sinews braced 
and their muscles firm. The praying believer comes out of his closet, even as the sun rises from 
the chambers of the east, rejoicing like an athlete about to race. Prayer is the uplifted hand 
of Moses that defeats the Amalekites more than the sword of Joshua; it is the arrow shot from 
the prophet’s chamber announcing defeat to the Syrians. Prayer equips human weakness with 
divine strength, turns human folly into heavenly wisdom, and gives the peace of God to 
troubled souls. We do not know what prayer cannot do! We thank You, great God, for the 
mercy-seat, a wonderful evidence of your marvelous loving-kindness. Help us to use it 
properly throughout this day! 

om EVENING & 
AND THOSE WHOM HE PREDESTINED HE ALSO CALLED. — ROMANS 8:30 

[ the second letter to Timothy, first chapter and ninth verse, we read these words: “who 
saved us and called us to a holy calling.” Now here is a touchstone by which we may test 

our calling. It is “a holy calling, not because of our works, but because of his own purpose 
and grace.” This calling forbids all trust in our own doings and turns us to Christ alone for 
salvation, but it afterwards purges us from dead works to serve the living and true God. As 
He who called you is holy, so must you be holy. If you are living in sin, you are not called; 
but if you are truly Christ’s, you can say, “Nothing pains me so much as sin; I desire to be 
rid of it. Lord, help me to be holy.” Is this the longing of your heart? Is this the substance of 
your life toward God and His divine will? Again, in Philippians 3:13-14 we are told of “the 
upward call of God in Christ Jesus.” Is your calling an upward call? Has it refined your 
heart and focused it upon heavenly things? Has it elevated your hopes, your tastes, your 
desires? Has it raised the constant tenor of your life, so that you spend it with God and for 
God? We find another test in Hebrews 3:1—“you who share in a heavenly calling.” 
“Heavenly calling” means a call from heaven. If your call comes from man alone, you are 
uncalled. Is your calling from God? Is it a call to heaven as well as from heaven? Unless you 
are a stranger here, and heaven is your home, you have not been called with a heavenly 
calling, for those who have been called from heaven declare that they look for a city that 
has foundations, whose builder and maker is God, and they find themselves strangers and pil- 
grims on the earth. Is your calling holy, high, heavenly? Then, beloved, you have been 
called of God, for such is the calling by which God calls His people. 



OCTOBER 12 ™ MORNING we 
I WILL MEDITATE ON YOUR PRECEPTS. — PSALM 119:15 

1 Fests are times when solitude is better than company, and silence is wiser than speech. 
We would be better Christians if we were alone more often, waiting on God and gath- 

ering through meditation on His Word spiritual strength for service in His kingdom. We 
ought to ponder the things of God, because that is how we get the real nutriment out of them. 
Truth is something like the cluster of the vine: In order to have wine from it, we must bruise 
it; we must press and squeeze it many times. The bruiser’s feet must come down joyfully on 
the bunches or else the juice will not flow; and the grapes must be properly tread or else much 
of the precious liquid will be wasted. So we must, by meditation, tread the clusters of truth 
if we desire the wine of consolation from them. Our bodies are not supported by merely 
taking food into the mouth, but the process that really supplies the muscle and the nerve 
and the sinew and the bone is the process of digestion. It is by digestion that the outward food 
becomes assimilated with the inner life. Our souls are not nourished merely by listening for 
a while to this and then to that and then to the other part of divine truth. Hearing, reading, 
marking, and learning all require inward digesting to complete their usefulness, and the 
inward digesting of the truth lies mainly in meditating upon it. Why is it that some Christians, 
although they hear many sermons, make only slow advances in the Christian life? Because 
they neglect their closets and do not thoughtfully meditate on God’s Word. They love the 
wheat, but they do not grind it; they want the corn, but they will not go out into the fields 
to gather it; the fruit hangs on the tree, but they will not pluck it; the water flows at their 
feet, but they will not stoop to drink it. Deliver us, O Lord, from such folly, and may this be 
our resolve this morning: “I will meditate on your precepts.” 

om EVENING & 
THE HELPER, THE HOLY SPIRIT. — JoHN 14:26 

his age is peculiarly the dispensation of the Holy Spirit, in which Jesus cheers us not by 
His personal presence, as He will do soon enough, but by the indwelling and constant 

abiding of the Holy Spirit, who is forever the Comforter of the church. It is the Spirit’s role 
to console the hearts of God’s people. He convinces of sin; He illumines and instructs; but 
the main part of His work still lies in gladdening the hearts of the renewed, confirming the 
weak, and lifting up all those who are bowed down. He does this by revealing Jesus to 
them. The Holy Spirit consoles, but Christ is the consolation. If we may use the figure, the 
Holy Spirit is the Physician, but Jesus is the medicine. He heals the wound, but it is by 
applying the holy ointment of Christ’s name and grace. He does not take of His own things, 

but of the things of Christ. So if we give to the Holy Spirit the Greek name of Paraclete, as 

we sometimes do, then our heart confers on our blessed Lord Jesus the title of Paraclesis. If 

one is the Comforter, the other is the Comfort. Now, with such rich provision for his need, 

why should the Christian be sad and despondent? The Holy Spirit has graciously commit- 

ted to be your Comforter: Do you imagine, weak and trembling believer, that He will neg- 

lect this sacred trust? Do you suppose that He has undertaken what He cannot or will not 

perform? If it is His special work to strengthen you and to comfort you, do you suppose He 

has forgotten His business or that He will fail in fulfilling His loving task of sustaining you? 

Don’t think so poorly of the tender and blessed Spirit whose name is the Comforter. He 

delights to give the oil of joy for mourning and the garment of praise for the spirit of heavi- 

ness. Trust in Him, and He will surely comfort you until the house of mourning is closed 

forever, and the marriage feast has begun.

TO SALVATION. — 2 CORINTHIANS 7:10 

enuine, spiritual mourning for sin is the work of the Spirit of God. Repentance is too rare 

G:; flower to grow in nature’s garden. Pearls grow naturally in oysters, but penitence never 

shows up in sinners except when divine grace produces it in them. If you have one particle 

of real hatred for sin, God must have given it to you, for human nature’s thorns never pro- 

duced a single fig. “That which is born of the flesh is flesh.”' 

True repentance is tied directly to the Savior. When we repent of sin, we must have one 

eye upon sin and the other upon the cross; or it will be even better if we fix both our eyes 

on Christ and see our transgressions only in the light of His love. 
True sorrow for sin is eminently practical. No man can say he hates sin if he lives in it. 

Repentance makes us see the evil of sin not merely as a theory but experimentally [experien- 
tially|—as a burn victim dreads fire. We will be as afraid of it as a man who has recently been 
robbed is afraid of the thief on the highway; and we will shun it—shun it in everything—not 
only in large matters, but in small things, as men avoid little vipers as well as great snakes. 
True mourning for sin will make us very careful with our tongue in case it should say a wrong 
word; we will be very watchful over our daily actions in case in anything we offend, and each 
night we will end the day with painful confessions of shortcomings, and each morning awaken 
with earnest prayers that God would today hold us up so that we may not sin against Him. 

Sincere repentance is continual. Believers repent until their dying day. This is not some- 
thing we do only once at the beginning of our Christian lives. Nor is it an intermittent exer- 
cise. Every other sorrow passes with time, but this dear sorrow grows as we grow, and it is 
such sweet bitterness that we thank God He permits us to enjoy and to suffer it until we 
enter our eternal rest.

LOVE IS STRONG AS DEATH. — SONG OF SOLOMON 8:6 

AN ba love can this be that is as mighty as the conqueror of monarchs? Does it belong 
to the destroyer of the human race? Would it not sound like satire if it were applied to 

my poor, weak, and scarcely living love to Jesus my Lord? I do love Him, and perhaps by 
His grace I could even die for Him, but as for my love in itself, it can scarcely endure the 
scoffer’s jest, much less a cruel death. Surely this is my Beloved’s love that is spoken of here— 
the love of Jesus, the matchless lover of souls. His love was indeed stronger than the most 
terrible death, for it endured the trial of the cross triumphantly. It was a lingering death, but 
love survived the torment; a shameful death, but love despised the shame; a penal death, but 
love bore our iniquities; a forsaken, lonely death, from which the eternal Father hid His face, 
but love endured the curse and triumphed over all.

Reader, would you like to leave this world in the darkness of a desponding deathbed 
and enter heaven like a shipwrecked sailor climbs the rocks of his native country? Then allow 
the world to squeeze you into its mold and refuse identity with Christ or to bear His reproach.

Professing Christian on the fence, you do not know what you are losing by 

your conformity to the world. It cuts the tendons of your strength and makes you crawl when 

you ought to run. So for your own comfort’s sake and for the sake of your growth in grace, 

if you are a Christian, be a Christian, and be a marked and distinct one.

hrist’s first coming was without external pomp or display of power, and yet in truth there 

were few who could endure its test. Herod and all Jerusalem with him were stirred at 

the news of the wondrous birth. Those who supposed themselves to be waiting for Him 

showed the fallacy of their professions by rejecting Him when He came. His life on earth 

was like a winnowing fan that sifted the great heap of religious profession, and only a few 

could survive the process. But what will His second coming be? What sinner can endure to 

think of it? “He shall strike the earth with the rod of his mouth, and with the breath of his 

lips he shall kill the wicked.”!

THE FIRSTBORN OF A DONKEY YOU SHALL REDEEM WITH A LAMB, 

OR IF YOU WILL NOT REDEEM IT YOU SHALL BREAK ITS NECK. — Exopbus 34:20 

| Baa firstborn creature must be the Lord’s; but since the donkey was unclean, it could 
not be presented in sacrifice. What then? Should it be allowed to go free from the uni- 

versal law? By no means. God allows for no exceptions. The donkey is His due, but He will 
not accept it; He will not void the claim, but yet He cannot be pleased with the victim. As a 
result, no way of escape remained but redemption—the creature must be saved by the sub- 
stitution of a lamb in its place; or if not redeemed, it must die. My soul, here is a lesson for 
you. That unclean animal is you. You are justly the property of the Lord who made you 
and preserves you, but you are so sinful that God will not, cannot, accept you; and it has 
come to this—the Lamb of God must stand in your place or you must die eternally. Let all the 
world know of your gratitude to that spotless Lamb who has already bled for you and so 
redeemed you from the fatal curse of the law. Sometimes it must have been a question for 
the Israelite which should die—the donkey or the lamb. Surely a good man would pause to 
estimate and compare. Without question there was no comparison between the value of the 
soul of man and the life of the Lord Jesus, and yet the Lamb dies, and man the donkey is 
spared. My soul, adore the boundless love of God to you and others of the human race. 
Worms are purchased with the blood of the Son of the Highest! Dust and ashes are redeemed 
with a price far above silver and gold! What a doom was mine if plentiful redemption had 
not been found! The breaking of the neck of the donkey was but a momentary penalty, but 
who will measure the wrath to come to which no limit can be imagined? Inestimably dear is 
the glorious Lamb who has redeemed us from such a doom.

i these words the believer is invited to enjoy a holy nearness to Jesus. “Come and eat” 
implies the same table, the same food, and perhaps it means to sit side by side, and even 

lean our head on the Savior’s shoulder. It is being brought into the banqueting-house, where 
the banner of redeeming love waves in welcome. This invitation gives us a vision of union 
with Jesus, because Christ Himself is the only food that we can feast upon when we eat 
with Him. What union is this! It has a depth that reason cannot fathom. Ponder His words:; 
“Whoever feeds on my flesh and drinks my blood abides in me, and I in him.”! It is also an 
invitation to enjoy fellowship with the saints. Christians may differ on a variety of points, but 
they all have one spiritual appetite; and if we cannot all feel alike, we can all feed alike on 
the Bread of Life sent down from heaven. At the table of fellowship with Jesus we are one 
bread and one cup. As the loving cup goes around, we commit our lives to one another. Get 
nearer to Jesus, and you will find yourself linked more and more in spirit to all who like your- 
self are supported by the same heavenly manna. If we were nearer to Jesus, we would be 
nearer to one another. We also see in these words the source of strength for every Christian. 
To look at Christ is to live; but for strength to serve Him, you must eat what He provides. 
We work too often in a sense of unnecessary weakness because we neglect this perception 
of the Master. None of us need to put ourselves on a low diet; on the contrary, we should 
fatten ourselves in the Gospel so that we may derive strength from it and extend every 
power to its limit in the Master’s service. Then if you would realize nearness to Jesus, union 
with Jesus, love to His people, and strength from Jesus, “come and have breakfast” with Him 
by faith.

FOR WITH YOU IS THE FOUNTAIN OF LIFE, — PSALM 36:9 

here are times in our spiritual experience when human counsel or sympathy or reli- 
gious ordinances fail to comfort or help us. Why does our gracious God permit this? 

Perhaps it is because we have been living too much without Him, and so He takes away 
everything upon which we have been in the habit of depending, so that He may drive us to 
Himself. It is a great blessing to live at the fountainhead. While our water bottles are full, 
we are content, like Hagar and Ishmael, to go into the wilderness; but when those are empty, 
nothing will serve us but God Himself. We are like the prodigal; we love the pig-swill and 
forget our Father’s house. Remember, we can fashion pigsties and husks even out of the 
forms of religion; they are blessed things, but if we put them in the place of God, then they 
are of no value. Anything becomes an idol when it keeps us away from God: Even the brazen 

serpent is to be despised if we worship it instead of God. The prodigal was never safer 

than when he was driven to his father’s home, because he could be sustained nowhere else. 

Our Lord favors us with a famine in the land so that it may make us seek after Himself 

even more. The best position for a Christian is living wholly and directly on God’s grace— 

remaining where he stood at first—“having nothing, yet possessing everything.”* Let us 

never for a moment think that our standing is in our sanctification, our mortification, our 

graces, or our feelings. But be sure of this, that because Christ offered a full atonement, 

therefore we are saved; for we are complete in Him. Having nothing of our own to trust 

in, but resting upon the merits of Jesus, His passion and holy life provide us with the only 

sure ground of confidence. Beloved, when we are brought to a thirsty condition, we are 

sure to turn eagerly to the fountain of life.

qk thought in David’s heart at this time was a false thought, because he certainly had 

no ground for thinking that God’s anointing him by Samuel was intended to be left as 

an empty, unmeaning act. On no occasion had the Lord deserted His servant; he had often 

been placed in perilous positions, but not one instance had occurred in which divine inter- 

vention had not delivered him. The trials to which he had been exposed had been varied; 

they had not assumed one form only, but many—yet in every case He who sent the trial 

had also graciously ordained a way of escape. David could not put his finger on any entry 

in his diary and say of it, “Here is evidence that the Lord will forsake me,” for the entire 
course of his past life proved the very reverse. He should have argued from what God had 
done for him that God would be his defender still. But is it not in the same way that we 
doubt God’s help? Is it not mistrust without a cause? Have we ever had the shadow of a 
reason to doubt our Father’s goodness? Hasn’t His loving-kindness been marvelous? Has 
He ever once failed to justify our trust? Our God has never left us at any time. We have 
had dark nights, but the star of love has shone out amid the blackness; we have been in 
tough battles, but over our head He has held high the shield of our defense. We have gone 
through many trials but never to our detriment, always to our advantage; and the conclu- 
sion from our past experience is that He who has been with us in six troubles will not for- 
sake us in the seventh. What we have known of our faithful God proves that He will keep 
us to the end. Let us not, then, reason contrary to the evidence. How can we ever be so 
ungenerous as to doubt our God? Lord, throw down the Jezebel of our unbelief, and let 

the dogs devour it.

Oz Good Shepherd has in His flock a variety of experiences. Some are strong in the Lord, 
and others are weak in faith; but He is impartial in His care for all His sheep, and the 

weakest lamb is as dear to Him as the strongest in the flock. Lambs are prone to lag behind, 
to wander, and are apt to grow weary; but from all the danger of these infirmities the 
Shepherd protects them with His arm of power.

How will 
I love or serve Him enough? I long to make His name great to the ends of the earth, but 
what can my feebleness do for Him? Great Shepherd, add to Your mercies this humble 
request: Grant me a heart to love You more truly as I ought.

YOUR WAGON TRACKS OVERFLOW WITH ABUNDANCE. — PsAaLM 65:11 

Mc of the Lord’s tracks overflow with abundance, but a special one is the track of 
prayer. A believer, who is often in private prayer, will not need to cry, “My leanness has 

risen up against me.”’ Starving souls live at a distance from the mercy-seat and become like 
the parched fields in times of drought. Consistent wrestling in prayer with God is sure to 
make the believer strong—if not happy. The nearest place to the gate of heaven is the throne 
of heavenly grace. Often alone, you will have plenty of assurance; seldom alone with Jesus, 
your faith will be shallow, polluted with many doubts and fears and not sparkling with the 
joy of the Lord. Since the soul-enriching path of prayer is open to the very weakest saint, since 
no high achievements are required, since you are not invited to come because you are an 
advanced saint but freely invited if you are a saint at all, see to it, dear reader, that you are 
often in the place of private devotion. Be regularly on your knees, for in this way Elijah 
drew the rain upon Israel’s famished fields. 

There is another special track overflowing with abundance to those who walk in it. It is 
the secret walk of communion that affords the delights of fellowship with Jesus! Earth has no 
words that can convey the holy calm of a soul leaning on Jesus. Few Christians understand 
it; they live in the lowlands and seldom climb to the top of the mountain; they live in the outer 
court and fail to enter the holy place; they do not take up the privilege of priesthood. They 
see the sacrifice from a distance, but they do not sit down with the priest to eat the meal 
and enjoy the overflowing abundance. But, reader, learn to sit under the shadow of Jesus; 
come up to that palm tree, and take hold of its branches. Let your Beloved be to you as the 
apple tree among the timber, and you shall be satisfied with goodness and abundance. 
Come, Lord Jesus, and visit us with Your salvation!

BEHOLD, TO OBEY IS BETTER THAN SACRIFICE. — 1 SAMUEL 15:22 

aul had been commanded to completely wipe out all the Amalekites and their cattle. 
Instead of doing so, he preserved the king and allowed his people to take the best of 

the oxen and of the sheep. When called to account for this, he declared that he did it with 
a view to offering sacrifice to God; but Samuel met him at once with the assurance that sac- 
rifices were no excuse for an act of direct rebellion. The sentence before us is worthy to 
be printed in letters of gold and to be displayed before the eyes of the present idolatrous 
generation, who are very fond of making a show of obedience but who utterly neglect the 
laws of God. Never forget that to keep strictly to the path of your Savior’s command is bet- 
ter than any outward form of religion; and to pay attention to His precept is better than 

to bring animals or other precious things to lay upon His altar. If you are failing to keep 

the least of Christ’s commands to His disciples, I urge you to be disobedient no longer. 

All the pretensions you make of attachment to your Master and all the devout actions 

that you may perform are no substitute for disobedience. “To obey,” even in the slightest 

and smallest thing, “is better than sacrifice,” however pompous. Forget the Gregorian 

chants, sumptuous robes, incense, and banners; the first thing that God requires of His 

child is obedience; and even if you gave your body to be burned and all your goods to 

feed the poor, if you did not listen to the Lord’s commands, all your formalities would 

profit you nothing. It is a blessed thing to be teachable as a little child, but it is a much more 

blessed thing, when one has been taught the lesson, to carry it out to the letter. How 

many adorn their temples and decorate their priests, but refuse to obey the word of the 

Lord! My soul, do not share in their deceit.

jaye you mourning, believer, because your spiritual life is so weak, because your faith is 

so small, your love so feeble? Cheer up because you have reason to be grateful. 

Remember that in some things you are equal to the greatest and most mature Christian. 

You are as much purchased with blood as he is. You are just as much an adopted child of God 

as any other believer. An infant is as truly a child of its parents as is the full-grown man. 

You are as completely justified, for your justification is not a matter of degree: Your little faith 

has made you clean every bit. You have as much right to the precious things of the covenant 

as the most advanced believers, for your right to covenant mercies does not lie in your growth 

but in the covenant itself; and your faith in Jesus is not the measure but the token of your 

inheritance in Him. You are as rich as the richest—if not in enjoyment, yet in real posses- 

sion. The smallest star that gleams is set in heaven; the faintest ray of light has affinity with 

the sun. In the family register of heaven, the small and the great are written with the same 
pen. You are as dear to your Father’s heart as the greatest in the family. Jesus is very tender 
toward you. You are like the faintly burning wick; a rougher spirit would say, “Put out that 
useless flame; it fills the room with an offensive odor!” But the feeble wick He will not 
quench. You are like a bruised reed, and any less tender hand than that of the Chief Musician 
would tread upon you or throw you away; but He will never break the bruised reed. So 
instead of being downcast by reason of what you are, you should rejoice in Christ. Am I 
but small and feeble in the vast company of believers? Yet in Christ I am made to sit in 
heavenly places. Am I poor in faith? Yet in Jesus I am heir of all things. I do not need to 
boast or elevate myself; even as an infant in Christ I will rejoice in the Lord and glory in the 
God of my salvation.

ny man can sing during the day. When the cup is full, man draws inspiration from it. 
When money is in plentiful supply, any man can praise the God who provides an abun- 

dant harvest or sends home a loaded ship. It is easy enough for a tuneful harp to whisper 
music when the winds blow; the difficulty is for music to carry when no wind is stirring. It 
is easy to sing when we can read the notes by daylight; but it takes a skillful singer whose song 
springs forth when there is not a ray of light to read by. No man can make a song in the 
night by himself; he may attempt it, but he will find that a song in the night must be divinely 
inspired. Let everything go well, I can weave songs, fashioning them from the flowers that 
grow upon my path; but put me in a desert, where no green thing grows, and with what 
shall I frame a hymn of praise to God? How shall a mortal man make a crown for the Lord 
without jewels? Let this voice be clear and this body full of health, and I can sing God’s praise: 
Silence my tongue, put me on a bed of suffering, and how will I then chant God’s high praises, 
unless He Himself provides the song? No, it is not in man’s power to sing when everything 
is against him, unless an altar-coal shall touch his lip. It was a divine song from Habakkuk 
that filled the night when he sang, “Though the fig tree should not blossom, nor fruit be on 
the vines, the produce of the olive fail and the fields yield no food, the flock be cut off from 
the fold and there be no herd in the stalls, yet I will rejoice in the LORD; I will take joy in 
the God of my salvation.”' So, since our Maker gives “songs in the night,” let us wait upon 
Him for the music. Chief musician, let us not remain songless because we face affliction, 
but tune our lips to the melody of thanksgiving.

Do not withhold from close communion with 

God, from boldly appropriating covenant blessings, from advancing in the divine life, from 

searching out the precious mysteries of the love of Christ. Do not, beloved friend, be guilty 

of keeping others back by your coldness, harshness, or suspicions. For Jesus’ sake go forward 

yourself, and encourage others to do the same. Hell and the united bands of superstition 

and infidelity are ready for the fight. Soldiers of the cross, do not withhold!

hy do you say, O Jacob, and speak O Israel, ‘My way is hidden from the LORD, and 
my right is disregarded by my God?’”? The Lord cares for everything, and the small- 

est creatures share in His universal providence, but His particular providence is over His 
saints. “The angel of the LORD encamps around those who fear him.”? “Precious is their 
blood in his sight.”* “Precious in the sight of the LORD is the death of his saints.”’ “And we 
know that for those who love God all things work together for good, for those who are called 
according to his purpose.”* Let the fact that He is the Savior of all men but is specially the 
Savior of those who believe cheer and comfort you. You are His peculiar care, His royal treas- 
ure that He guards as the apple of His eye, His vineyard over which He watches day and 
night. “Even the hairs of your head are all numbered.”’ Let the thought of His special love 
to you be a spiritual painkiller, a soothing balm to your woe: “I will never leave you, nor 
forsake you.”* God says that just as much to you as to any saint of old. “Fear not... Iam 
your shield; your reward shall be very great.”? We lose much consolation by the habit of read- 
ing His promises for the whole Church instead of taking them directly home for ourselves. 
Believer, grasp the divine Word with a personal, appropriating faith. Imagine that you hear 
Jesus say, “I have prayed for you that your faith may not fail.” Imagine you see Him walk- 
ing on the water of your trouble, for He is there, and He is saying, “Do not fear—it is I.” 
These are sweet words of Christ! May the Holy Spirit make you feel them as if they were spo- 
ken to you; forget others for a while—accept the voice of Jesus as addressed to you and say,

od fe sentence is a body of divinity in miniature. Whoever grasps its meaning is a theolo- 
gian, and whoever is able to dive into its fullness is a learned professor! It is a summary 

of the glorious message of salvation that was delivered to us in Christ Jesus our Redeemer. 
The sense hinges upon the word “freely.” This is the glorious, the suitable, the divine way 
by which love streams from heaven to earth, a spontaneous love flowing out to those who 
neither deserved it, purchased it, nor sought after it. It is, indeed, the only way in which 
God can love such as we are. The text is a death-blow to all sorts of fitness: “I will love 
them freely.” Now, if there were any fitness necessary in us, then He would not love us freely; 
at least, this would be a hindrance and a drawback to the freeness of it. But it stands: “I 
will love them freely.” We complain, “Lord, my heart is so hard.” “I will love them freely.” 
“But I do not feel my need of Christ as I ought to.” “I will not love you because you feel 
your need; I will love you freely.” “But I do not feel that softening of spirit that I should 
desire.” Remember, the softening of spirit is not a condition, for there are no conditions; 
the covenant of grace has no conditionality whatever. So we without any fitness may rest 
upon the promise of God that was made to us in Christ Jesus when He said, “Whoever 
believes in him is not condemned.”! It is blessed to know that the grace of God is free to us 
at all times, without preparation, without fitness, without money, and without price! “I will 
love them freely.” These words invite apostates to return: Indeed, the text was specially 
written for such—“I will heal their apostasy; I will love them freely.” Apostate, surely the gen- 
erosity of the promise will immediately break your heart, and you will return and seek your 
injured Father’s face. 

am EVENING & 
HE WILL TAKE WHAT IS MINE AND DECLARE IT TO YOU. 

— JOHN 16:15 

here are times when all the promises and doctrines of the Bible are of no help unless a 
gracious hand applies them to us. We are thirsty but too faint to crawl to the water- 

brook. When a soldier is wounded in battle, it is of little use for him to know that there are 
those at the hospital who can bind up his wounds and medicines to ease all the pains that 
he now suffers: What he needs is to be carried there and to have the remedies applied. It is 
the same with our souls, and to meet this need there is one, even the Spirit of truth, who 
takes the things of Jesus and applies them to us. Do not think that Christ has placed His 
joys on heavenly shelves so we may climb up and retrieve them for ourselves; rather He draws 
near and sheds His peace abroad in our hearts. Christian, if you are tonight struggling 
under deep distress, your Father does not give you promises and then leave you to draw 

them up from the Word like buckets from a well. The promises He has written in the Word 

He will write afresh on your heart. He will display His love to you and by His blessed Spirit 

dispel your cares and troubles. Let it be known to you, if you mourn, that it is God’s pre- 

rogative to wipe every tear from the eyes of His people. The good Samaritan did not say, 

“Here is the wine, and here is the oil for you”; he actually poured in the oil and the wine. 

So Jesus not only gives you the sweet wine of His promise, but He holds the golden cup to 

your lips and pours the lifeblood into your mouth. The poor, sick, worn-out pilgrim is not 

merely strengthened to walk, but he is lifted up on eagles’ wings. Glorious Gospel that pro- 

vides everything for the helpless, that draws near to us when we cannot reach it ourselves— 

it brings us grace before we seek grace! There is as much glory in the giving as in the gift. 

Happy people who have the Holy Spirit to bring Jesus to them!

WHY ARE YOU SLEEPING? RISE AND PRAY THAT YOU MAY NOT 

ENTER INTO TEMPTATION. — LUKE 22:46 

hen is the Christian most liable to sleep? Is it not when his temporal circumstances 
are prosperous? Have you not found it so? When you had daily troubles to take to 

the throne of grace, were you not more awake than you are now? Easy roads make sleepy 
travelers. Another dangerous time is when all goes pleasantly in spiritual matters. Christian 
did not fall asleep when lions were in the way or when he was wading through the river or 
when fighting with Apollyon. But when he had climbed halfway up the Hill Difficulty and 
came to a delightful spot, he sat down and promptly fell asleep, to his great sorrow and 
loss. The enchanted ground is a place of balmy breezes, filled with fragrant odors and soft 
influences, all of which tend to lull pilgrims to sleep. Remember Bunyan’s description: 
“Then they came to an arbor, warm, and promising much refreshing to the weary pilgrims; 
for it was finely wrought above head, beautified with greens, and furnished with benches 
and settees. It also had in it a soft couch, where the weary might lean.” “The arbor was called 
the Slothful’s Friend, and was made on purpose to attract, if it might, some of the pilgrims 
to take their rest there when weary.” Depend upon it—it is in easy places that men shut 
their eyes and wander into the dreamy land of forgetfulness. Old Erskine wisely remarked, 
“I like a roaring devil better than a sleeping devil.” There is no temptation half so danger- 
ous as not being tempted. The distressed soul does not sleep; it is after we enter into peace- 
ful confidence and full assurance that we are in danger of slumbering. The disciples fell asleep 
after they had seen Jesus transfigured on the mountaintop. Take heed, joyful Christian, easy 
days are close neighbors to temptations: Be as happy as you will—only be watchful!

THE TREES OF THE LORD ARE WATERED ABUNDANTLY. — PSALM 104:16 

Wiles water the tree cannot flourish or even exist. Vitality is essential to a Christian. 
There must be /ife—a vital principle infused in us by God the Holy Spirit—or we 

cannot be trees of the Lord. Being'a Christian merely in name is a dead thing; we must be 
filled with the spirit of divine life. This life is mysterious. We do not understand the circula- 
tion of the water, by what force it rises, and by what power it descends again. So the life 
within us is a sacred mystery. Regeneration is performed by the Holy Spirit entering into 
man and becoming man’s life; and this divine life in a believer afterwards feeds upon Christ 
and is in this way sustained by divine food, but how it comes and where it goes who will 
explain to us? What a secret thing the water is! The roots go searching through the soil, but 
we cannot see them suck out the various gases or transmute the mineral into the vegetable; 
this work is done down in the dark. Our root is Christ Jesus, and our life is hidden in Him; 
this is the secret of the Lord. The source of the Christian life is as secret as the life itself. 
How permanently active is the water in the cedar! In the Christian the divine life is always 
full of energy—not always in fruit-bearing, but in inward operations. The believer’s graces 
are not always constant motion, but his life never ceases to palpitate within. He is not 
always working for God, but his heart is always living in Him. As the water reveals itself in 
producing the foliage and fruit of the tree, so with a truly healthy Christian, his grace is exter- 
nally displayed in his walk and conversation. If you talk with him, he cannot help speaking 
about Jesus. If you notice his actions, you will see that he has been with Jesus. He is so full 
of Christ that He must fill his conduct and conversation.

he Lord Jesus loves His people so much that every day He is still doing for them much 
that is analogous to washing their soiled feet. Their poorest actions He accepts; their 

deepest sorrow He feels; their slenderest wish He hears; and their every transgression He 
forgives. He is still their servant as well as their Friend and Master. He not only performs 
majestic deeds for them, when in all His priestly garb and function He stands up to plead 
for them, but He also humbly, patiently goes among His people with the basin and the 
towel. He does this when He puts away from us day by day our constant infirmities and 
sins. Last night when you bowed the knee, you mournfully confessed that much of your 
conduct was not worthy of your profession; and even tonight you must grieve again that 
you have fallen into the selfsame folly and sin from which special grace delivered you long 

ago. And yet Jesus displays great patience with you. He will hear your confession of sin; He 

will say, “I will—be clean!” He will again apply the blood of sprinkling and speak peace to 

your conscience and remove every spot. It is a great act of eternal love when Christ once for 

all absolves the sinner and places him in the family of God; but what condescending patience 

it is when the Savior with much long-suffering bears the repetitive follies of His wayward dis- 

ciple, day by day and hour by hour washing away the multiplied transgressions of His 

erring but still much-loved child! To dry up a flood of rebellion is something marvelous, but 

to endure the constant dripping of repeated offenses, to bear with a perpetual trying of 

patience, this is truly divine! While we find comfort and peace in our Lord’s daily cleansing, 

its legitimate influence upon us will be to increase our watchfulness and quicken our desire 

for holiness. Is that your experience?

nce the truth of God has obtained an entrance into the human heart and subdued the 

Oia man to itself, no power, human or infernal, can dislodge it. We entertain it not as 

a guest but as the master of the house. This is a Christian necessity, and whoever does not 

believe this is not a Christian. Those who feel the vital power of the Gospel and know the 

strength of the Holy Spirit as He opens, applies, and seals the Lord’s Word would rather be 

torn to pieces than be torn away from the Gospel of their salvation.

(Gates souls limit their contributions to the ministry and missionary operations and call 
such saving good economy; little do they dream that in doing so they are impoverishing 

themselves. Their excuse is that they must care for their own families, and they forget that to 
neglect the house of God is a sure way to bring ruin upon their own houses. Our God has a 
method in providence by which He can cause our endeavors to succeed beyond our expecta- 
tion, or He can defeat our plans to our confusion and dismay; by a turn of His hand He can 
steer our vessel in a profitable channel or run it aground in poverty and bankruptcy. It is the 
teaching of Scripture that the Lord enriches the generous and leaves the miserly to discover 
that withholding leads to poverty. In a very wide sphere of observation, I have noticed that 
the most generous Christians of my acquaintance have always been the happiest, and almost 
invariably the most prosperous. I have seen the generous giver rise to financial levels of which 
he never dreamed; and I have as often seen the mean, ungenerous soul descend to poverty by 
the very stinginess by which he thought to rise. Men trust good stewards with larger and 
larger sums, and so it frequently is with the Lord; He gives by cartloads to those who give by 
bushels. Where wealth is not bestowed, the Lord makes a little much by the contentment that 
the sanctified heart feels in his portion from which a tithe has been dedicated to the Lord. 
Selfishness looks first at home, but godliness seeks first the kingdom of God and His right- 
eousness; yet in the long run selfishness is loss, and godliness is great gain. It requires faith to 
act toward our God with an open hand, but surely He deserves it from us; and all that we can 
do is a very poor acknowledgment of our amazing indebtedness to His goodness.

aul has four of these “trustworthy” sayings. The first occurs in 1 Timothy 1:15, “The 

| Parc is trustworthy and deserving of full acceptance, that Christ Jesus came into the 

world to save sinners.” The next is in 1 Timothy 4:8-9, “Godliness is of value in every way, 

as it holds promise for the present life and also for the life to come. The saying is trustwor- 

thy and deserving of full acceptance.” The third is in 2 Timothy 2:11, “The saying is trust- 

worthy, for: If we have died with him, we will also live with him.” And the fourth is in 

Titus 3:8, “The saying is trustworthy, and I want you to insist on these things, so that those 

who have believed in God may be careful to devote themselves to do good works.” We may 

trace a connection between these faithful sayings. The first one lays the foundation of our 

eternal salvation in the free grace of God, as shown to us in the mission of the great Redeemer. 
The next affirms the double blessedness that we obtain through this salvation—the bless- 
ings of time and of eternity. The third shows the nature of the life to which the chosen peo- 
ple are called; we are ordained to die with Christ with the promise that “if we have died 
with him, we will also live with him.” The last sets out the active form of Christian service, 

bidding us to diligently maintain good works. So we have the root of salvation in free grace, 
then the privileges of that salvation in the life that now is and in that which is to come; and 
we have also the two great branches of dying with Christ and living with Christ, loaded 
with the fruit of the Spirit. Treasure up these faithful sayings. Let them be the guides of 
your life, your comfort, and your instruction. The apostle of the Gentiles proved them to be 
trustworthy, and they are still trustworthy; not one word will fall to the ground. They are 
worthy of all acceptance; let us accept them now and prove their reliability. Let these four 
trustworthy sayings be written on the four corners of my house. 

am EVENING & 
WE HAVE ALL BECOME LIKE ONE WHO IS UNCLEAN. — ISAIAH 64:6 

he believer is a new creature; he belongs to a holy generation and a peculiar people. 
The Spirit of God is in him, and in every respect he is far removed from the natural 

man. But for all that the Christian is still a sinner. He is so because of the imperfection of 
his nature, and he will continue as such to the end of his earthly life. The dirty fingers of sin 
leave marks on our cleanest clothes. Sin spoils our repentance, before the great Potter has 
finished it upon the wheel. Selfishness defiles our tears, and unbelief tampers with our faith. 
The best thing we ever did apart from the merit of Jesus only added to the number of our sins; 
for when we have been most pure in our own sight, still, like the heavens, we were not pure 
in God’s sight; and as He charged His angels with folly, so He must charge us with it, even 
in our most angelic frames of mind. The song that seeks to emulate the angels’ melodies has 
human discords in it. The prayer that moves the arm of God is still a bruised and battered 
prayer, and only moves that arm because the sinless One, the great Mediator, Jesus, has 
stepped in to take away the sin of our supplication. The most golden faith or the purest degree 
of sanctification to which a Christian ever attained on earth has still so much dross in it as 
to be only worthy of the flames. Every night we look in the mirror we see a sinner and need 
to confess, “We have become like one who is unclean, and all our righteous deeds are like a 
polluted garment.” How precious then is the blood of Christ to hearts like ours! How 
priceless a gift is His perfect righteousness! And how bright is the hope of perfect holiness 
in heaven! Even now, though sin dwells in us, its power is broken. It remains, but it no 
longer reigns; we are in bitter conflict with it, but we are dealing with a vanquished foe. In 
a little while we will enter victoriously into the city where nothing defiles.

— MATTHEW 6:9 

his prayer begins where all true prayer must start, with the spirit of adoption: “Our 

Father.” There is no acceptable prayer until we can say, “I will arise and go to my 

Father.”! This childlike spirit soon perceives the grandeur of the Father “in heaven” and 

ascends to devout adoration, “hallowed be your name.” The child lisping, “Abba, Father” 

grows into the cherub crying, “Holy, holy, holy.” There is but a step from rapturous wor- 

ship to the glowing missionary spirit, which is a sure expression of filial love and reverent 

adoration—“your kingdom come, your will be done, on earth as it is in heaven.” Next fol- 

lows the heartfelt expression of dependence upon God—“Give us this day our daily bread.” 

Being further illuminated by the Spirit, the one praying discovers that he is not only depend- 

ent but sinful; so he cries for mercy, “Forgive us our debts, as we also have forgiven our 
debtors”; and being pardoned, having the righteousness of Christ imputed, and knowing 
his acceptance with God, he humbly prays for holy perseverance, “Lead us not into tempta- 
tion.” The man who is really forgiven is anxious not to offend again; the possession of jus- 
tification leads to an anxious desire for sanctification. “Forgive us our debts”—that is 
justification; “Lead us not into temptation, but deliver us from evil”—that is sanctification 

in its negative and positive forms. As the result of all this, there follows a triumphant ascrip- 
tion of praise, “For yours is the kingdom and the power and the glory, forever. Amen.” We 
rejoice that our King reigns in providence and shall reign in grace, from the river even to 
the ends of the earth, and of His dominion there shall be no end. So from a sense of adop- 
tion, up to fellowship with our reigning Lord, this short model of prayer conducts the soul. 
Lord, teach us then to pray.

BUT THEIR EYES WERE KEPT FROM RECOGNIZING HIM. — LUKE 24:16 

he disciples ought to have known Jesus; they had heard His voice so often and gazed 
upon that marred face so frequently that it is incredible they did not discover Him. Yet 

is it not also with you? You have not seen Jesus lately. You have been to His table, and yet 
you have not met Him there. You are in a dark trouble this evening, and though He plainly 
says, “It is I, do not be afraid,” yet you cannot discern Him. Sadly, our eyes are kept from see- 
ing Him. We know His voice, we have looked into His face, we have leaned our head upon 
His shoulder, and yet, though Christ is very near us, we are saying, “I wish I knew where I 
could find Him!” We should know Jesus, for we have the Scriptures to reflect His image, 
and yet how possible it is for us to open that precious book and have no glimpse of our lov- 
ing Lord! Dear child of God, are you in that state? Jesus feeds among the lilies of the Word, 
and you walk among those lilies, and yet you do not behold Him. He is accustomed to 
walking through the glades of Scripture and communing with His people, as the Father did 
with Adam in the cool of the day, and yet you are in the garden of Scripture but cannot see 
Him, although He is always there. And why do we not see Him? This must be ascribed in 
our case, as in the disciples’, to unbelief. They evidently did not expect to see Jesus, and there- 
fore they did not know Him. To a great extent in spiritual things we get what we expect 
from the Lord. Only faith can bring us to see Jesus. Make it your prayer, “Lord, open my eyes, 
that I may see my Savior present with me.” It is a blessed thing to want to see Him; but it is 
far better to gaze upon Him. To those who seek Him He is kind; but to those who find 
Him, He is dear beyond expression!

od | Pree be should always follow answered prayer, just as the mist of earth’s gratitude 
rises when the sun of heaven’s love warms the ground. Has the Lord been gracious to you 

and inclined His ear to the voice of your prayer? Then thank Him as long as you live. Let 
the ripe fruit fall upon the fertile soil from which it drew its life. Do not fail to sing in praise 
of Him who has answered your prayer and has given you the desire of your heart. To be silent 
about God’s mercies is to incur the guilt of ingratitude; it is to act as poorly as the nine lep- 
ers who after they had been cured of their leprosy did not return to give thanks to the heal- 
ing Lord. To forget to praise God is to refuse to benefit ourselves; for praise, like prayer, is 
one great means of promoting the growth of our spiritual lives. It helps to remove our bur- 
dens, to excite our hope, to increase our faith. It is a healthy and invigorating exercise that 
quickens the pulse of the believer and prepares him for new enterprises in his Master’s serv- 
ice. To bless God for mercies received is also the way to benefit our fellowmen; “let the 
humble hear and be glad.”! Others who have been in similar circumstances will take com- 
fort if we can say, “Magnify the LORD with me, and let us exalt his name together. . . . This 
poor man cried, and the LoRD heard him.”? Weak hearts will be strengthened, and sagging 
spirits will be revived as the saints listen to our “shouts of deliverance.”? Their doubts and 
fears will be rebuked as we teach and admonish one another in psalms and hymns and spir- 
itual songs. They will also “sing of the ways of the LORD”* when they hear us magnify His 
holy name. Praise is the most heavenly of Christian duties. The angels do not pray, but they 
do not cease to praise both day and night; and the redeemed, clothed in white robes, with 
palm branches in their hands, are never tired of singing the new song, “Worthy is the Lamb.”*

Do not allow the doc- 
trine that you, unaided, can do nothing make you sleep; but let it be a goad in your side to 
drive you with an awful earnestness to Israel’s strong Helper. O that you may have grace to 
plead with God, as though you pleaded for your very life—“renew a right spirit within 
me.” He who sincerely prays to God to do this will prove his honesty by using the means 
through which God works. Be much in prayer; live constantly on the Word of God; kill the 
lusts that have driven your Lord from you; be careful to watch over the future uprisings of 
sin. The Lord has His own appointed ways; sit by the wayside, and you will be ready when 
He passes by. Continue in all those blessed ordinances that will foster and nourish your dying 
graces; and knowing that all the power must proceed from Him, do not cease to cry, “Renew 
a right spirit within me.”

s there a church in this house? Are parents, children, and friends all members of it, or are 

|e still unconverted? Let us pause here and let the question go round: Am I a member 

of the church in this house? The father’s heart would leap for joy, and the mother’s eyes would 

fill with holy tears if from the eldest to the youngest all were saved! Let us pray for this 

great mercy until the Lord shall grant it to us. Probably it had been the dearest object of 

Philemon’s desires to have all his household saved; but it was not at first fully granted to 

him. He had a wicked servant, Onesimus, who, having wronged him, ran away from his serv- 

ice. His master’s prayers followed him, and at last, as God would have it, Onesimus was led 

to hear Paul preach; his heart was touched, and he returned to Philemon not only to be a 

faithful servant, but a beloved brother, adding another member to the church in Philemon’s 

house. Is there an unconverted family member absent this morning? Make special supplica- 
tion that they may, upon returning to their home, gladden every heart with good news of 
what grace has done! Is there an unconverted family member still at home? Ask God to 

save him also. 
If there is such a church in our house, let us order it well, and let everyone conduct 

themselves as in the sight of God. Let us go about our daily routines with studied holiness, 
diligence, kindness, and integrity. More is expected of a church than of an ordinary house- 
hold. Family worship must, in such a case, be more devout and hearty; internal love must 
be warmer and unbroken, and external conduct must be more sanctified and Christlike. We 
need not fear that the smallness of our number will put us out of the list of churches, for the 
Holy Spirit has enrolled a family-church here in the inspired book of remembrance. As a 
church let us now draw near to the great Head of the one Church universal, and let us beseech 
Him to give us grace to shine before men to the glory of His name.

he doom was universal. Neither rich nor poor escaped: the learned and the illiterate, 
the admired and the despised, the religious and the profane, the old and the young all 

sank in one common ruin. Some had doubtless ridiculed the preacher, but where were their 
merry jests now? Others had threatened Noah for his zeal, which they regarded as mad- 
ness. What happened to their boastings and hard speeches? The critic who judged the old 
man’s work drowns in the same sea that covers his sneering companions. Those who spoke 
patronizingly of the good man’s faithfulness to his convictions, but did not share them, 
have sunk to rise no more, and the workers who for pay helped to build the wondrous ark 
are all lost also. The Flood swept them all away and made no single exception. Even so, 
outside of Christ, final destruction is sure to everyone; no rank, possession, or character 
will be enough to save a single soul who has not believed in the Lord Jesus. My soul, con- 
sider this widespread judgment and tremble at it. 

How incredible was the general apathy! They were all eating and drinking, marrying and 
giving in marriage, until the awful morning dawned. There was not one wise individual upon 
earth outside of the ark. Folly duped the whole race, folly as to self-preservation—the most 
foolish of all follies. Folly in doubting the most true God—the most malignant foolishness. 
Is it not strange, my soul? All men are negligent of their souls until grace gives them reason; 
then they leave their madness and act like rational beings, but not until then.

y soul, do you feel this holy trembling at the sins of others? For if you do not, you 
lack inward holiness. David’s cheeks were wet with rivers of waters because of pre- 

vailing unholiness. Jeremiah desired eyes like fountains that he might lament the iniquities 
of Israel, and Lot was deeply troubled by the conduct of the men of Sodom. Those upon 
whom the mark was set in Ezekiel’s vision were those who sighed and cried for the sins of 
Jerusalem. Gracious souls cannot help but be grieved to see what pains men take to go to hell. 
They know the evil of sin experimentally [experientially], and they are alarmed to see oth- 
ers flying like moths into its blaze. Sin makes the righteous shudder because it violates a 

holy law that it is in every man’s highest interest to keep; it pulls down the pillars of the 

nation. Sin in others horrifies a believer because it makes him think of the baseness of his own 

heart: When he sees a transgressor he is reminded of his own frailty and vulnerability: “He 

fell today, and I may fall tomorrow.” Sin to a believer is horrible because it crucified the 

Savior; he sees in every iniquity the nails and spear. How troubling it should be when the 

Christian learns to tolerate rather than shrink from it in disgust. Each of us must examine 

his heart. It is an awful thing to insult God to His face. The good God deserves better treat- 

ment; the great God claims it; the just God will have it or repay His adversary to his face. 

An awakened heart trembles at the audacity of sin and stands alarmed at the contemplation 

of its punishment. How monstrous a thing is rebellion! How dreadful a doom is prepared 

for the ungodly! My soul, never laugh at sin’s fooleries, lest you begin to smile at sin itself. 

It is your enemy, and your Lord’s enemy: Learn to detest it and to distance yourself from it, 

for only then can you give evidence of the possession of holiness, without which no one can 

see the Lord.

We are not to regard 
Him as a bare necessity, like bread and water, but as a luxurious delicacy, as a rare and rav- 
ishing delight. To this end He has revealed Himself as the “pearl of great price” in its peer- 
less beauty, as the “bundle of myrrh”? in its refreshing fragrance, as the “rose of Sharon” in 
its lasting perfume, as the “lily” in its spotless purity. 

As a help to high thoughts of Christ, remember the estimation that Christ has beyond 
the skies, where things are measured by the right standard.

Consider what the angels think of Him, as they 
count it their highest honor to veil their faces at His feet. Consider what the blood-washed 
think of Him, as day without night they sing His well-deserved praises. High thoughts of 
Christ will enable us to act consistently in our relationship with Him. The more loftily we 
see Christ enthroned, and the more lowly we are when bowing before the foot of the throne, 
the more truly shall we be prepared to act our part toward Him. Our Lord Jesus desires us 
to think well of Him, that we may submit cheerfully to His authority. High thoughts of 
Him increase our love. Love and esteem go together. Therefore, believer, think much of 
your Master’s excellencies. Study Him in His pre-incarnate glory, before He took upon 
Himself your nature! Think of the mighty love that drew Him from His throne to die upon 
the cross! Admire Him as He conquers all the powers of hell! See Him risen, crowned, glo- 
rified! Bow before Him as the Wonderful, the Counselor, the Mighty God, for only in this way 
will your love for Him be what it should.

We a believer has fallen into a low, sad state of feeling, he often tries to lift himself 
out of it by chastening himself with dark and gloomy fears. That is not the way to 

rise from the dust, but to continue in it. We may as well chain the eagle’s wing to make it fly 
as doubt in order to increase our grace. It is not the law but the Gospel that saves the seek- 
ing soul at first; and it is not a legal bondage but gospel liberty that can restore the fainting 
believer afterwards. Slavish fear does not bring the backslider back to God, but the sweet 
wooings of love attract him to Jesus. This morning are you thirsting for the living God and 
unhappy because you cannot find him to the delight of your heart? Have you lost the joy of 
the Lord, and is your prayer, “Restore to me the joy of your salvation”?! Are you conscious 
also that you are unproductive, like the dry ground, that you are not bringing forth the 
fruit that God has a right to expect of you, that you are not as useful in the church or in the 
world as your heart desires to be? Then here is exactly the promise that you need: “For I 
will pour water on the thirsty land.” You will receive the grace you so desperately need, 
and you will have it in abundance. Water refreshes the thirsty: You will be refreshed; your 
desires shall be satisfied. Water revives sleeping vegetable life: Your life will be restored by 
fresh grace. Water makes the bud develop and makes the fruit ripen; and so by God’s grace 
you will be made fruitful in His ways. Whatever good quality there is in divine grace, you will 
enjoy it to the full. All the riches of divine grace you will receive in plenty; you shall be as it 
were drenched with it: And as sometimes the meadows become flooded by the bursting rivers, 
and the fields are turned into pools, so shall you be—the thirsty land shall be springs of water.

— HEBREWS 9:20 

here is a strange power in the very name of blood, and the sight of it is always moving. 
A kind heart cannot bear to see a sparrow bleed and, unless familiarized by use, turns 

away with horror at the slaughter of a beast. As to the blood of men, it is a consecrated 
thing: It is murder to shed it in anger; it is a dreadful crime to squander it in war. Is this solem- 
nity occasioned by the fact that the blood is the life, and the shedding of it the token of death? 
We think so. When we rise to contemplate the blood of the Son of God, our awe is greater 
yet, and we shudder as we think of the guilt of sin and the terrible penalty that the Sin- 
bearer endured. Blood, always precious, is priceless when it streams from Immanuel’s side. 

The blood of Jesus seals the covenant of grace and makes it certain forever. Covenants of 

old were made by sacrifice, and the everlasting covenant was ratified in the same manner. 

What comfort that our salvation rests upon the sure foundation of divine commitments 

that cannot be dishonored! Salvation by the works of the law is a frail and broken vessel 

whose shipwreck is sure; but the covenant vessel fears no storms, for the blood ensures the 

whole. The blood of Jesus made His covenant valid. Wills are of no power unless the testa- 

tors die. In this light the soldier’s spear is a blessed aid to faith, since it proved our Lord to 

be really dead. There can be no doubt about that matter, and we may boldly appropriate 

the legacies that He has left for His people. Happy are they who see their title to heavenly 

blessings assured to them by a dying Savior. But does this blood not speak to us? Does it 

not bid us sanctify ourselves unto Him by whom we have been redeemed? Does it not call 

us to newness of life and incite us to entire consecration to the Lord? O that the power of 

the blood might be known and felt in us tonight!

o doubt part of the wonder that is concentrated in the word “Behold” is on account 

Ni the contrast with the unbelieving lament of the preceding sentence. Zion said, “The 

Lord has forsaken me; my Lord has forgotten me.” How amazed the divine mind seems to 

be at this wicked unbelief! What can be more astounding than the unfounded doubts and 

fears of God’s favored people? The Lord’s loving word of rebuke should make us blush. He 

cries, “How can I have forgotten you, when I have engraved you on the palms of My hands? 

How dare you doubt My constant remembrance when the memorial is carved upon My 

own flesh?” O unbelief, what a strange marvel you are! We do not know what to wonder 

at most—the faithfulness of God or the unbelief of His people. He keeps His promise a 

thousand times, and yet the next trial makes us doubt Him. He never fails; He is never 
a dry well; He is never as a setting sun, a passing meteor, or a melting vapor; and yet we are 
as continually troubled with anxieties, molested with suspicions, and disturbed with fears 
as if our God were a mirage of the desert. “Behold” is a word intended to stir our admira- 

tion. Here, indeed, we have a theme for marveling. Heaven and earth may well be aston- 
ished that rebels should obtain such a closeness to the heart of infinite love as to be written 
on the palms of His hands. “I have engraved you.” It does not say, “your name.” The name 
is there, but that is rot all: “I have engraved you.” Consider the depth of this! “I have 
engraved your person, your image, your circumstances, your sins, your temptations, your 
weaknesses, your wants, your works; I have engraved you, everything about you, all that con- 
cerns you; I have put all of this together here.” Will you ever say again that your God has 
forsaken you when He has engraved you on His own palms?

n order to learn how to discharge your duty as a witness for Christ, look at His example. 
He is always witnessing—by the well of Samaria or in the temple of Jerusalem; by the sea 

of Galilee or on the mountainside. He is witnessing day and night; His mighty prayers are 
as vocal to God as His daily services. He witnesses under all circumstances. Scribes and 
Pharisees cannot shut His mouth; even before Pilate He witnesses a good confession. He 
witnesses so clearly and distinctly that there is no mistake in understanding Him. Christian, 
make your life a clear testimony. Be like the stream in which you can see every stone at the 
bottom—not like a muddy creek where you can only see the surface, but clear and trans- 
parent, so that your heart’s love for God and man may be visible to all. You need not say, “I 
am true”; be true. Do not boast of integrity, but be upright. Then your testimony will be 
such that men cannot help seeing it. Never, on account of fear of feeble man, restrain your 
witness. Your lips have been warmed with a coal from off the altar; let them speak as 
heaven-touched lips should do. “In the morning sow your seed, and at evening withhold 
not your hand.”! Do not watch the clouds or consult the wind; in season and out of season 
witness for the Savior, and if it transpires that for Christ’s sake and the Gospel’s you must 
endure suffering in any shape, do not shrink, but rejoice in the honor conferred upon you, 
that you are counted worthy to suffer with your Lord. And find joy also in this—that your 
sufferings, your losses, and persecutions shall make you a platform from which with more 
vigor and with greater power you will witness for Christ Jesus. Study your great example, 
and be filled with His Spirit. Remember that you need much teaching, much upholding, much 
grace, and much humility if your witnessing is to be to your Master’s glory.

qe life of faith is represented as receiving—an act that implies the very opposite of any- 
thing like merit. It is simply the acceptance of a gift. As the earth drinks in the rain, as 

the sea receives the streams, as night accepts light from the stars, so we, giving nothing, par- 
take freely of the grace of God. The believers are not by nature wells or streams; they are 
just cisterns into which the living water flows; they are empty vessels into which God pours 
His salvation. The idea of receiving implies a sense of realization, making the matter a real- 
ity. One cannot very well receive a shadow; we receive that which is substantial: So is it in 
the life of faith—Christ becomes real to us. Until we come to faith, Jesus is just a name to us— 
a person who lived a long time ago, so long ago that His life is only a history to us now! By 
an act of faith Jesus becomes a real person in the consciousness of our heart. But receiving 
also means grasping or getting possession of. The thing that I receive becomes my own: I 
appropriate to myself that which is given. When I receive Jesus, He becomes my Savior, so 
much so that neither life nor death will be able to rob me of Him. All this is to receive Christ— 
to take Him as God’s free gift, to realize Him in my heart, and to appropriate Him as mine. 

Salvation may be described as the blind receiving sight, the deaf receiving hearing, the 
dead receiving life; but we have not only received these blessings—we have received Christ 
Jesus Himself. It is true that He gave us life from the dead. He gave us pardon from sin; He 
gave us imputed righteousness. These are all precious things, but we are not content with 
them; we have received Christ Himself. The Son of God has been poured into us, and we have 
received Him and appropriated Him. What a heart-full Jesus must be, for heaven itself can- 
not contain Him!

In similar fashion we can still discover who are the Lord’s chosen and 

who are not, for when the Gospel comes to some, they fight against it and will not have it; 

but where men receive it, welcoming it, this is a sure indication that there is a secret work 

going on in the soul and that God has appointed them to eternal life. Are you willing, dear 

reader, to receive Christ? Then there is no difficulty in the way. Christ will be your guest; 

His own power is working with you, making you willing. What an honor to entertain the Son 

of God! The heaven of heavens cannot contain Him, and yet He condescends to find a 

house within our hearts! We are not worthy that He should come under our roof, but what 

an unutterable privilege when He condescends to enter! For then He makes a feast and causes 

us to feast with Him upon His royal provision; we sit at a banquet where the food is immor- 

tal and provides immortality to those who feed on it.

f we have received Christ Himself in our inmost hearts, our new life will display its intimate 

acquaintance with Him by a walk of faith in Him. Walking implies action. Our Christian 

life is not to be confined to our closet; our belief must be revealed in our practice. If a man 

walks in Christ, then he must act as Christ would act; since Christ is in him—his hope, his 

love, his joy, his life—he is the reflection of the image of Jesus; and men will say of that 

man, “He is like his Master; he lives like Jesus Christ.” Walking signifies progress. “So 

walk in him.” Proceed from grace to grace; run forward until you reach the ultimate degree 

of knowledge that a man can attain concerning Christ. Walking implies continuance. There 

must be a continual abiding in Christ. Many Christians think that in the morning and evening 

they ought to come into the company of Jesus, but regard the rest of the day as their own: But 

this is poor living; we should always be with Him, treading in His steps and doing His will. 
Walking also implies habit. When we speak of a man’s walk and conversation, we mean his 
habits, the constant theme of his life. Now, if we sometimes enjoy Christ and then forget Him, 
sometimes call Him ours and then lose our hold, that is not a habit; we do not walk in 
Him. We must keep to Him, cling to Him, never let Him go, but live and have our being in 
Him. “Therefore, as you received Christ Jesus the Lord, so walk in him”; persevere in the 
same way in which you began, and, just as at the beginning Christ Jesus was the trust of 
your faith, the source of your life, the principle of your action, and the joy of your spirit, so 
let Him be the same until life’s end, the same when you walk through the valley of the shadow 
of death and enter into the joy and the rest that remain for the people of God. O Holy 
Spirit, enable us to obey this heavenly precept.

hristian, do you doubt whether God will fulfill His promise? Will the fortresses of rock 
be swept away by a storm?

There have been 
many who have been tried and troubled until at last they have been driven in sheer desper- 
ation to exercise faith in God, and the moment of their faith has been the instant of their 
deliverance; they have seen whether God would keep His promise or not. So I urge you, doubt 
Him no longer! Do not please Satan, and do not trouble yourself by indulging any more those 
hard thoughts of God. Do not imagine that it is a small matter to doubt Jehovah. Remember, 
it is a sin; and not a little sin either, but in the highest degree criminal. The angels never 
doubted Him, nor the devils either: We alone, out of all the beings whom God has fash- 
ioned, dishonor Him by unbelief and tarnish His honor by mistrust. Shame on us for this! 
Our God does not deserve to be so poorly treated; in our past life we have proved Him to 
be true and faithful to His word, and with so many instances of His love and of His kind- 
ness as we have received and are daily receiving at His hands, it is base and inexcusable that 
we allow a doubt to lodge within our heart. From now on let us resolve to wage constant war 
against doubts of our God—enemies to our peace and to His honor—and with an unstag- 
gering faith believe that what He has promised He will also perform. “I believe; help my 
unbelief! ”!

We have joy in Him 
that far outweighs all other joy. It is also for home that we work and labor. The thought of 
it gives strength to bear the daily burden, and quickens the hands to perform the task; and 
in this sense we may also say that God is our home. Love for Him strengthens us. We think 
of Him in the person of His dear Son, and a glimpse of the suffering face of the Redeemer 
constrains us to work in His cause. We feel that we must work, for there are many still to 
be saved, and we desire to gladden our Father’s heart by bringing home His wandering 
sons; we would fill with holy laughter the sacred family among whom we dwell. Happy 
then are those who have the God of Jacob for their refuge!

IT Is ENOUGH FOR THE DISCIPLE TO BE LIKE HIS TEACHER. 

— MATTHEW 10:25 

N one will dispute this statement, for it would not be proper for the pupil to be exalted 
above his Teacher. When our Lord was on earth, what was the treatment He received? 

Were His claims acknowledged, His instructions followed, His perfections worshiped by 
those whom He came to bless? No. “He was despised and rejected by men.”' His place was 
outside the city: Cross-bearing was His occupation. Did the world provide Him with com- 
fort and rest? “Foxes have holes, and birds of the air have nests, but the Son of man has 
nowhere to lay His head.”? This inhospitable country provided Him no shelter: It cast Him 
out and crucified Him. If you are a follower of Jesus and maintain a consistent, Christlike 
walk and behavior, you must expect to experience persecution and rejection also. Your 

Christian testimony will be scrutinized and criticized. People will treat it as they treated the 

Savior—they will despise it. Do not imagine that pagans will admire you or that the more 

holy and the more Christlike you are, the more peaceably people will act toward you. If 

they did not prize the polished gem, do you think that they will esteem the rough cut jewel? 

If they have referred to Jesus as Satan, how much more will they denigrate the teacher’s dis- 

ciples? If we were more like Christ, we would be more hated by His enemies. It is a sad dis- 

honor to a child of God to be the world’s favorite. It is a very bad omen to hear a wicked 

world clap its hands and shout “Well done” to the Christian man. He may begin to look to 

his character and wonder whether he has been doing wrong when the unrighteous give him 

their approval. Let us be true to our Master and have no friendship with a blind and base 

world that scorns and rejects Him. Far be it from us to seek a crown of honor where our Lord 

found only a crown of thorns.

— DEUTERONOMY 83227 

od—the eternal God—is Himself our support at all times, and especially when we are 

iinicng in deep trouble. There are seasons when the Christian sinks very low in humil- 

iation. Under a deep sense of his great sinfulness, he is humbled before God until he hardly 

knows how to pray, because he appears, in his own sight, so worthless. Well, child of God, 

remember that when you are at your worst and lowest, even then “underneath” you “are 

the everlasting arms.” Sin may drag you ever so low, but Christ’s great atonement is still under 

all. You may have descended into the depths, but you cannot have fallen so low as the 

uttermost; and He saves “to the uttermost.”! Again, the Christian sometimes sinks very 

deeply in sore trial from without. Every earthly prop is cut away. What then? Still underneath 

him are “the everlasting arms.” He cannot fall so deep in distress and affliction but what 
the covenant grace of an ever-faithful God will still encircle him. The Christian may be 
sinking under trouble from within through fierce conflict; but even then he cannot be brought 
so low as to be beyond the reach of the “everlasting arms”—they are underneath him; and, 
while he is sustained, all Satan’s efforts to harm him achieve nothing. 

This assurance of support is a comfort to any weary but sincere worker in the service of 
God. It implies a promise of strength for each day, grace for each need, and power for each 
duty. And, finally, when death comes, the promise will still hold good. When we stand in 
the middle of the Jordan, we will be able to say with David, “I will fear no evil, for you are 
with me.”? We will descend into the grave, but we shall go no lower, for the eternal arms 
prevent our further fall. All through life, and at its close, we shall be upheld by the “ever- 
lasting arms”—arms that neither flag nor lose their strength, for “the everlasting God . . . does 
not faint or grow weary.”?

You are placed by God in the most suitable circumstances, and if you could choose 
your lot, you would soon cry, “Lord, choose my heritage for me, for by my self-will I am 
pierced through with many sorrows.” Be content with the things you have, since the Lord has 
ordered all things for your good. Take up your own daily cross; it is the burden best suited 
for your shoulder and will prove most effective to make you perfect in every good word 
and work to the glory of God. Busy self and proud impatience must be put down; it is not 
for them to choose, but for the Lord of Love!

|i eae faith may be true faith, but it is sure to be small faith, and it is likely to remain 
little as long as it is without trials. Faith never prospers so well as when all things are 

against her: Tempests are her trainers, and bolts of lightning are her illuminators. When a 
calm reigns on the sea, spread the sails as you will, the ship does not move to its harbor; for 
on a slumbering ocean the keel sleeps too. Let the winds rush and howl, and let the waters 
lift themselves, though the vessel may rock and her deck may be washed with waves and 
her mast may creak under the pressure of the full and swelling sail, it is then that she makes 
headway toward her desired haven. No flowers are as lovely a blue as those that grow at 
the foot of the frozen glacier; no stars gleam as brightly as those that glisten in the midnight 
sky; no water tastes as sweet as that which springs up in the desert sand; and no faith is so 
precious as that which lives and triumphs in adversity. Tested faith brings experience. You 
could not have believed your own weakness if you had not been compelled to pass through 
the rivers; and you would never have known God’s strength if you had not been supported 
in the flood. Faith increases in quality, assurance, and intensity the more it is exercised with 
tribulation. Faith is precious, and its trial is precious too. 

Do not let this, however, discourage those who are young in faith. You will have trials 
enough without seeking them: The full portion will be measured out to you in due course. 
Meanwhile, if you cannot yet claim the result of long experience, thank God for what grace 
you have; praise Him for that degree of holy confidence you have now attained: Walk accord- 
ing to that rule, and you will still have more and more of the blessing of God, until your 
faith will remove mountains and conquer impossibilities.

f ever a man might have lived without prayer, it was our spotless, perfect Lord, and yet 
no one ever prayed as much as He! His love for His Father was such that He loved to be 

in communion with Him. His love for His people was such that He desired to be regularly 
interceding for them. The fact that Jesus placed such importance on prayer is a lesson for us— 
He has given us an example that we may follow in His steps. The time He chose was 
admirable—it was the hour of silence when the crowd would not disturb Him, the time of 

inaction when everyone else had stopped work, and the season when sleep made men for- 
get their difficulties and stop applying to Him for relief. While others found rest in sleep, 
He refreshed Himself with prayer. The place was also well selected. He was alone where none 

would intrude, where none could observe: And so He was free from Pharisaic ostentation and 

vulgar interruption. Those dark and silent hills provided a suitable prayer chapel for the 

Son of God. Heaven and earth in midnight stillness heard the groans and sighs of the mys- 

terious Being in whom both worlds were blended. The continuance of His pleadings is 

remarkable: The passing hours were not too long; the cold wind did not chill His devo- 

tions; the grim darkness did not cloud His faith or loneliness prevent His persistence. We 

fail to watch with Him for one hour, but He never fails to watch for us night and day. The 

occasion for this prayer is notable; it was after His enemies had been enraged. Prayer was His 

refuge and solace; it was before He dispatched the twelve apostles. Prayer was the gate of 

His enterprise, the herald of His new work. Should we not learn from Jesus to resort to spe- 

cial prayer when we are under peculiar trial or considering new ventures for the Master’s 

glory? Lord Jesus, teach us to pray.

ow did you begin to bear fruit? It was when you came to Jesus and cast yourself on 

(Abe great atonement and rested on His finished righteousness. What fruit you had then! 

Then the vine flourished, the tender grape appeared, the 

pomegranates budded, and the beds of spices produced their fragrance. Have you declined 

since then? If you have, we charge you to remember that time of love, and repent, and do 

your first works. Commit yourself fully to the activities that you have proved to draw you 

closest to Christ, because it is from Him that all your fruits proceed. Any holy activity that 

will bring you to Him will help you bear fruit. The sun is, no doubt, a great worker in

Has it not been when you 
have lived farthest from the Lord Jesus Christ, when you have slackened in prayer, when you 
have departed from the simplicity of your faith, when your graces have engrossed your 
attention instead of your Lord, when you have said, “My mountain stands firm, I will 
never be moved” and you have forgotten where your strength lies—has not it been then that 
your fruit has ceased? Some of us have been taught that we have nothing apart from Christ 
by terrible humiliation of heart before the Lord; and when we have seen the utter empti- 
ness and death of all earthly power, we have cried in anguish, “From Him all my fruit 
must be found, for no fruit can ever come from me.” We are taught by past experience 
that the more simply we depend upon the grace of God in Christ and wait upon the Holy 
Spirit, the more we will bring forth fruit unto God. We must trust Jesus for fruit as well as 
for life.

le has sent His Church into the world on the same errand upon which He Himself 
came, and this mission includes intercession. What if I say that the Church is the world’s 

priest? Creation is dumb, but the Church finds a mouth for it. It is the Church’s high privi- 
lege to pray with acceptance. The door of grace is always open for her petitions, and they 
never return empty-handed. The curtain was torn for her; the blood was sprinkled upon the 
altar for her; God constantly invites her to bring her requests. Will she refuse the privilege 
that angels might envy? Is she not the bride of Christ? Can she not approach her King at 
any hour? Will she allow the precious privilege to be unused? The Church always needs to 
pray. There are always some among her who are declining or falling into open sin. There 
are lambs to be prayed for, that they may be carried in Christ’s bosom; the strong, lest they 
grow presumptuous; and the weak, lest they become despairing. If we kept up prayer-meet- 
ings twenty-four hours a day all the days in the year, we might never be without a special sub- 
ject for supplication. Is there ever a time when no one is sick or poor or afflicted or wavering? 
Is there ever a time when we do not seek the conversion of relatives, the reclaiming of back- 
sliders, or the salvation of the lost? With congregations constantly gathering, with ministers 
always preaching, with millions of sinners lying dead in trespasses and sins—in a country over 
which the darkness of religious formalism is certainly descending—in a world full of idols, 
cruelties, devils—if the Church does not pray, how will she excuse her neglect of the com- 
mission of her loving Lord? Let the Church be constant in supplication; let every private 
believer give himself to the ministry of prayer.

bones people thought they were safe because they were with both parties: they went with 
the followers of Jehovah and bowed at the same time to Milcom. But duplicity is abom- 

inable with God, and His soul hates hypocrisy. The idolater who distinctly gives himself to 
his false god has one sin less than he who brings his polluted and detestable sacrifice into 
the temple of the Lord, while his heart is with the world and its sins. To hold with the hare 
and run with the hounds is a coward’s policy. In the common matters of daily life, a dou- 
ble-minded man is despised, but in religion he is loathsome to the last degree. The penalty 
pronounced in the verse before us is terrible, but it is well-deserved; for how should divine 
justice spare the sinner who knows the right, approves it, and professes to follow it, and all 
the while loves the evil and gives it dominion in his heart? 

My soul, search yourself this morning and see whether you are guilty of double-deal- 
ing. You profess to be a follower of Jesus—do you truly love Him? Is your heart right with 
God? Are you a member of the family of old Father Honest, or are you a relative of Mr. 
Shady? A name for being alive is of little value if 1 am actually dead in trespasses and sins. 
To have one foot on the land of truth and another on the sea of falsehood will involve a ter- 
rible fall and a total ruin. Christ will be all or nothing. God fills the whole universe, and as 
a result there is no room for another god. If, then, He reigns in my heart, there will be no 
space for another reigning power. Do I rest alone on Jesus crucified and live alone for Him? 
Is it my desire to do so? Is my heart set on doing so? If yes, then blessed be the mighty grace 
that has led me to salvation; and if no, then, Lord, pardon my sad offense, and unite my heart 
to fear Your name.

Like Jacob, your years of service will seem like 

only a few days on account of the love you have for Jesus; and when the dear hour of the wed- 

ding feast shall come, all your toils will be as though they never happened—an hour with 

Jesus will make up for years of pain and toil.

He chose them and set His love upon 

likes He did this completely apart from any goodness in them at the time or any good- 

ness that He foresaw in them. He had mercy on whom He would have mercy and ordained a 

chosen company to eternal life; in this way, therefore, they are His by His unconstrained 

election. 
They are not only His by choice, but by purchase. He has bought and paid for them 

completely, and so there can be no dispute about His title. Not with corruptible things like 

silver and gold, but with the precious blood of the Lord Jesus Christ, the Lord’s portion has 

been fully redeemed. There is no mortgage on His estate; no lawsuits can be raised by 

opposing claimants. The price was paid in open court, and the Church is the Lord’s estate for- 
ever. See the blood-mark upon all the chosen, invisible to the human eye but known to Christ, 

for “the Lord knows those who are his.” He forgets none of those whom He has redeemed 
from among men; He counts the sheep for whom He laid down His life and remembers 
carefully the Church for which He gave Himself. 

They are also His by conquest. What a battle He had in us before we would be won! How 
long He laid siege to our hearts!

[ is wise, as well as necessary, to beseech God continually to strengthen what He has worked 
in us. Failure to do so finds many Christians blaming themselves for those trials and 

afflictions of spirit that arise from unbelief. It is true that Satan seeks to flood the fair gar- 
den of the heart and make it a scene of desolation, but it is also true that many Christians 
leave open the floodgates themselves and let in the dreadful deluge as a result of careless- 
ness and lack of prayer to their strong Helper. We often forget that the Author of our faith 
must be the Preserver of it also. The lamp that was burning in the temple was never allowed 
to go out, but it had to be replenished every day with fresh oil; in the same way, our faith 
can only live by being sustained with the oil of grace, and we can only obtain this from God 
Himself. We will fail if we do not secure the needed sustenance for our lamps. He who built 
the world upholds it, or it would fall in one tremendous crash. He who made us Christians 
must maintain us by His Spirit, or our ruin will be speedy and final.

he more you know about Christ, the less will you be satisfied with superficial views of 
Him; and the more deeply you study His transactions in the eternal covenant, His engage- 

ments on your behalf as the eternal Security, and the fullness of His grace that shines in all 
His offices, the more truly will you see the King in His beauty. Learn to look at Him this 
way. Long increasingly to see Jesus. Meditation and contemplation are often like windows 
of gold and gates of silver through which we behold the Redeemer. Meditation puts the tel- 
escope to the eye and enables us to see Jesus in a better fashion than we could have seen 
Him if we had lived in the days of His earthly sojourn. Our conversation ought to be more 
in heaven, and we should be more taken up with the person, the work, the beauty of our 

incarnate Lord. More meditation, and the beauty of the King would flash upon us with 

more splendor. Beloved, it is very probable that we will have such a sight of our glorious King 

as we never had before when we come to die. Many saints in dying have looked up from 

amidst the stormy waters and have seen Jesus walking on the waves of the sea and heard Him 

say, “It is I—do not be afraid.” Yes, when the building begins to shake, and the mortar falls 

away, we will see Christ through the studs, and between the rafters the sunlight of heaven will 

come streaming in. But if we want to see the King face to face in all His beauty, we must go 

to heaven for the sight or the King must come here in person. If only He would come on the 

wings of the wind! He is our Husband, and we are widowed by His absence; He is our fair 

and faithful Brother, and we are lonely without Him. Thick veils and clouds hang between 

our souls and their true life: When will the day break and the shadows run away? Let the 

long-expected day begin!

o him be glory forever.” This should be the single desire of the Christian. All other wishes 

must be subservient and serve as tributaries to this. The Christian may wish for prosperity 

in his business, but only inasmuch as it may help him to promote this—“To him be glory 

forever.” He may desire to attain more gifts and more graces, but it should only be that he 

may declare, “To him be glory forever.” You are not acting as you ought to do when you 

are moved by any other motive than a single focus on the Lord’s glory. As a Christian, you 

are “from him and through him,” and so you must live “to him.” Do not let anything set your 

heart beating so fast as love for Him. Let this ambition fire your soul; may this be the foun- 

dation of every enterprise upon which you enter, and your sustaining motive whenever 

your zeal would grow cold. Make God your only object. Depend upon it—where self 
begins, sorrow begins; but if God is my supreme delight and only object, 

To me ’tis equal whether love ordain 
My life or death—appoint me ease or pain. 

Let your desire for God’s glory be a growing desire. You blessed Him in your youth; do 
not be content with such praises as you gave Him then. Has God prospered you in busi- 
ness? Give Him more as He has given you more. Has God given you experience? Praise 
Him by stronger faith than you exercised at the beginning. Does your knowledge grow? Then 
sing more sweetly. Do you enjoy happier times than you once had? Have you been restored 
from sickness, and has your sorrow been turned into peace and joy? Then give Him more 
music; put more coals and more sweet spices into the censer of your praise. Practically in your 
life give Him honor, offering the “Amen” of this doxology to your great and gracious Lord 
by your own individual service and increasing holiness.

HE WHO SPLITS LOGS IS ENDANGERED BY THEM. — ECCLESIASTES 10:9 

ppressors may enforce their will on poor and needy men just as easily as they can split 
logs of wood, but they better be careful, for it is a dangerous business, and a splinter 

from a tree has often killed the woodsman. Jesus is persecuted in every injured saint, and 
He is strong to avenge His loved ones. Success in treading down the poor and needy is a thing 
to be trembled at: If the persecutors do not face immediate danger, they will face great dan- 
ger in the end. 

To split logs is a common everyday business, and yet it has its dangers. So then, reader, 
there are dangers connected with your calling and daily life that it will be good for you to 
be aware of. We do not refer to hazards by flood and field or by disease and sudden death, 
but to perils of a spiritual sort. Your occupation may be as humble as log splitting, and yet 
the devil can tempt you in it. You may be a domestic servant, a farm laborer, or a mechanic, 
and you may be greatly shielded from temptations to the bigger vices, and yet some secret 
sin may undo you. Those who live at home and do not mingle with the rough world may 
still be endangered by their very seclusion. The one who thinks himself safe is safe nowhere! 
Pride may enter a poor man’s heart; greed may reign in a cottager’s bosom; uncleanness 
may venture into the quietest home; and anger and envy and malice may insert themselves 
into the most rural dwelling. Even in speaking a.few words to a doorman we may sin; a 
small purchase at a shop may be the first link in a chain of temptations; the mere looking 
out of a window may be the beginning of evil. Lord, how exposed we are! How shall we be 
saved! To keep ourselves is a work too hard for us: Only You Yourself are able to preserve 
us in such an evil world. Spread Your protection over us, and we, like little chickens, will 
cower down beneath You and feel ourselves safe! 



NOVEMBER 18 am MORNING w& 
A SPRING LOCKED, A FOUNTAIN SEALED. — SONG OF SOLOMON 4:12 

[ this metaphor, which has reference to the inner life of a believer, we have very plainly 
the idea of secrecy. It is “a spring locked.” Just as there were springs in the East over 

which an edifice was built, so that noone could reach them except those who knew the secret 
entrance, so is the heart of a believer when it is renewed by grace: There is a mysterious life 
within that no human skill can touch. It is a secret that no one else knows, which the indi- 
vidual who is the possessor of it cannot tell his neighbor. The text includes not only secrecy 
but separation. It is not the common spring, of which every passer-by may drink; it is one kept 
and preserved from all others; it is a fountain bearing a particular mark—a king’s royal 
seal, so that all can perceive that it is not a common fountain, but a fountain owned by a 
proprietor and placed specially by itself alone. So is it with the spiritual life. The chosen of 
God were separated in the eternal decree; they were separated by God in the day of redemp- 
tion; and they are separated by the possession of a life that others do not have. And it is 
impossible for them to feel at home with the world or to delight in its pleasures. There is 
also the idea of sacredness. The locked spring is preserved for the use of some special per- 
son: And such is the Christian’s heart. It is a spring kept for Jesus. Every Christian should 
feel that he has God’s seal upon him—and he should be able to say with Paul, “From now 
on let no one cause me trouble, for I bear on my body the marks of Jesus.”! Another idea is 
prominent—it is that of security. How sure and safe is the inner life of the believer! If all 
the powers of earth and hell could combine against it, that immortal principle must still exist, 
for He who gave it pledged His life for its preservation. And who or what can harm you when 
God is your protector? 

om EVENING ™& 
YOU ARE FROM EVERLASTING. — PSALM 93:2 

hrist is everlasting. Of Him we may sing with David, “Your throne, O God, is forever 
and ever.”? Rejoice, believer, in Jesus Christ, the same yesterday, today, and forever. 

Jesus always was. The Baby born in Bethlehem was united to the Word, which was in the 
beginning, by whom all things were made. The title by which Christ revealed Himself to John 
in Patmos was, “[Him] who is and who was and who is to come.”? If He was not God from 
everlasting, we could not love Him so devoutly; we could not feel that He had any share in 
the eternal love that is the fountain of all covenant blessings. But since He was from all 
eternity with the Father, we trace the stream of divine love to Himself equally with His Father 
and the blessed Spirit. As our Lord always was, so also He is forevermore. Jesus is not 
dead; “he always lives to make intercession for them.”* Resort to Him in all your times of 
need, for He is always waiting to bless you. Furthermore, Jesus our Lord ever shall be. If 
God should spare your life to fulfill your full course of threescore years and ten, you will 

find that His cleansing fountain is still opened, and His precious blood has not lost its 

power; you will find that the Priest who filled the healing fount with His own blood lives to 

purge you from all iniquity. When only your last battle remains to be fought, you will find 

that the hand of your conquering Captain has not grown feeble—the living Savior shall 

cheer the dying saint. When you enter heaven you shall find Him there bearing the dew of His 

youth; and through eternity the Lord Jesus will still remain the perennial spring of joy and 

life and glory to His people. You may draw living waters from this sacred well! Jesus always 

was, He always is, He always shall be. He is eternal in all His attributes, in all His offices, 

in all His might and willingness to bless, comfort, guard, and crown His chosen people.

ur days are few and are far better spent in doing good than in disputing over matters that 

Oz at best, of minor importance. The old scholars did a world of mischief by their inces- 

sant discussion of subjects of no practical importance; and our churches suffer too often from 

petty wars over obscure points and unimportant questions. After everything has been said 

that can be said, neither party is any the wiser, and therefore the discussion promotes nei- 

ther knowledge nor love, and it is foolish to sow in so barren a field. Questions about issues 

on which Scripture is silent, on mysteries that belong to God alone, on prophecies of doubt- 

ful interpretation, and on mere modes of observing human ceremonials are all foolish, and 

wise men avoid them. Our business is neither to ask nor answer foolish questions, but to 

avoid them altogether; and if we observe the apostle’s precept (Titus 3:8) to be careful to 

maintain good works, we will find ourselves occupied with so much profitable business that 
we will have no time to take much interest in unworthy, contentious, and needless strivings. 

There are, however, some questions that are the reverse of foolish, which we must not 

avoid but fairly and honestly meet, such as these: Do I believe in the Lord Jesus Christ? Am 
I renewed in the spirit of my mind? Am I walking not after the flesh but after the Spirit? Am 
I growing in grace? Does my behavior adorn the doctrine of God my Savior? Am I looking 
for the coming of the Lord and watching as a servant should who expects his master? What 
more can I do for Jesus? Such inquiries as these demand our urgent attention; and if we 
have been given at all to frivolous arguments, let us now turn our critical abilities to a much 
more profitable service. Let us be peacemakers and endeavor to lead others both by our 
precept and example to “avoid foolish controversies.” 

om EVENING & 
OH, THAT I KNEW WHERE I MIGHT FIND HIM. — Jos 23:3 

iP Job’s extremely trying circumstances, he cried for the Lord. The longing desire of an 
afflicted child of God is to see his Father’s face once more. His first prayer is not “Oh, 

that I might be healed of the disease that now spreads through my body!” nor even “Oh, 
that I might see my children restored from the jaws of the grave, and my property returned 
to me from the hand of the thief!” The first and foremost cry is, “Oh, that I knew where I 
might find Him, who is my God, that I might come even to His seat!” God’s children run 
home when the storm comes. It is the heaven-born instinct of a gracious soul to seek shelter 
from all ills beneath the wings of Jehovah. “He who has made God his refuge” might serve 
as the title of a true believer. A hypocrite, when afflicted by God, resents the infliction and, 
like a slave, would run from the Master who has scourged him; but not so the true heir of 
heaven, who kisses the hand that struck him and seeks shelter from the rod in the heart of 
the God who frowned upon him. Job’s desire to commune with God was intensified by the 
failure of all other sources of consolation. The patriarch turned away from his sorry friends 
and looked up to the heavenly throne, just as a traveler turns from his empty water jug and 
makes a beeline for the well. He bids farewell to earthborn hopes and cries, “Oh, that I 
knew where I might find my God!” Nothing teaches us about the preciousness of the Creator 
as much as when we learn the emptiness of everything else. Turning away with bitter scorn 
from earth’s hives, where we find no honey, but many sharp stings, we rejoice in Him whose 
faithful word is sweeter than honey or the honeycomb. In every trouble we should first seek 
to realize God’s presence with us. Only let us enjoy His smile, and then we can bear our 
daily cross with a willing heart for His dear sake.

eo) how positively the prophet speaks. He does not say, “I hope, I trust, I some- 
times think that God has taken up my cause”; rather he speaks of it as a matter of fact 

not to be disputed. “You have taken up my cause.” Let us, by the aid of the gracious 
Comforter, shake off those doubts and fears that so easily mar our peace and comfort. Let 
this be our prayer—that we may be done with the harsh, croaking voice of conjecture and 
suspicion and may be able to speak with the clear, melodious voice of full assurance. Notice 
how gratefully the prophet speaks, ascribing all the glory to God alone! You will notice 
that there is not a word concerning himself or his own pleadings. He does not ascribe his 
deliverance in any measure to any man, much less to his own merit; but it is “you”—“You 
have taken up my cause, O LORD; you have redeemed my life.” A grateful spirit should 
always be cultivated by the Christian; and especially after deliverances we should prepare a 
song for our God. Earth should be a temple filled with the songs of grateful saints, and 
every day should be filled with the sweet incense of thanksgiving. How joyful Jeremiah seems 
to be while he records the Lord’s mercy. How triumphantly he sounds out melody! He has 
been in the low dungeon, and even now he is none other than the weeping prophet; and yet 
in the very book that is called “Lamentations,” in as clear a song as Miriam’s when she played 
her tambourine, in as piercing a note as Deborah’s when she met Barak with shouts of vic- 
tory, we hear the voice of Jeremiah going up to heaven—“ You have taken up my cause, O 
LORD; you have redeemed my life.” O children of God, seek after a vital experience of the 
Lord’s loving-kindness, and when you have it, speak positively of it; sing gratefully; shout tri- 
umphantly!

Ce of their own natural defenselessness, the rock badgers resort to burrows in 
the rocks and are secure from their enemies. My heart, be willing to learn a lesson from 

these feeble folk. You are as weak and as exposed to peril as the timid badger; be as wise to 
seek a shelter. My best security is within the fortress of an unchanging Jehovah, where His 
unalterable promises stand like giant walls of rock. It will be well with you, my heart, if 
you can always hide yourself in the bulwarks of His glorious attributes, all of which are guar- 
antees of safety for those who put their trust in Him. Blessed be the name of the Lord, I 
have so done and have found myself like David in the cave, safe from the cruelty of my enemy. 
I do not have to wonder how blessed it is to trust in the Lord, for long ago, when Satan and 

my sins pursued me, I fled to the cleft of the rock Christ Jesus, and in His wounded side I 

found a delightful resting-place. My heart, run to Him afresh tonight, whatever your pres- 

ent grief may be. Jesus feels for you; Jesus consoles you; Jesus will help you. No king in his 

impregnable fortress is more secure than the rock badger in his cliff home.

The badgers cannot build a castle, but they avail themselves of what is there already. I can- 

not make myself a refuge, but Jesus has provided it, His Father has given it, His Spirit has 

revealed it, and here again tonight I enter it and am safe from every foe.

DO NOT GRIEVE THE HOLY SPIRIT. — EPHESIANS 4:30 

ll that the believer has must come from Christ, but it comes solely through the channel 

of the Spirit of grace. Just as all blessings flow to you through the Holy Spirit, so also 

no good thing can come out of you in holy thought, devout worship, or gracious act apart 

from the sanctifying operation of the same Spirit. Even if the good seed is sown in you, it 

still lies dormant until He works in you to will and to do of His own good pleasure. Do you 

desire to speak for Jesus—how can you unless the Holy Spirit touches your lips? Do you 

desire to pray? Sadly, what dull work it is unless the Spirit makes intercession for you! Do 

you desire to subdue sin? Would you be holy? Would you imitate your Master? Do you desire 

to rise to superlative heights of spirituality? Are you looking to be made like the angels of 
God, full of zeal and love for the Master’s cause? You cannot without the Spirit—“Apart 
from me you can do nothing.”' O branch of the vine, you can have no fruit without the 
sap! O child of God, you have no life within you apart from the life that God gives you 
through His Spirit! So let us not grieve Him or provoke Him to anger by our sin. Let us not 
quench Him even in one of His faintest motions in our soul; let us foster every suggestion and 
be ready to obey every prompting. If the Holy Spirit is indeed so mighty, let us attempt 
nothing without Him; let us begin no project and carry on no enterprise and conclude no 
transaction without seeking His blessing. Let us give Him the due homage of feeling our entire 
weakness apart from Him, and then depend alone upon Him, having this for our prayer: 
“Open my heart and my whole being to Your fullness, and uphold me with Your Spirit 
when I have received that Spirit in my inward parts.”

LAZARUS WAS ONE OF THOSE RECLINING WITH HIM AT THE TABLE. 

— JoHn 12:2 

H is to be envied. It was fine to be Martha and serve, but better to be Lazarus and 
enjoy. There are times for each purpose, and each is fitting in its season, but none of 

the trees of the garden yield such clusters as the vine of fellowship. To sit with Jesus, to hear 
His words, to mark His acts and receive His smiles was such a favor as must have made 
Lazarus as happy as the angels. When it has been our happy privilege to feast with our 
Beloved in His banqueting-hall, we would not have given half a sigh for all the kingdoms of 
the world, if so much breath could have bought them. 

He is to be imitated. It would have been a strange thing if Lazarus had not been at the 
table where Jesus was, for he had been dead, and Jesus had raised him. For the risen one to 
be absent when the Lord who gave him life was at his house would have been dreadfully 
ungrateful. We too were once dead, yes, and like Lazarus bound in the grave of sin. Jesus 
raised us, and by His life we live. Can we be content to live at a distance from Him? Do we 
fail to remember Him at His table, where He deigns to feast with His brethren? This is 
cruel! It behooves us to repent and do as He has bidden us, for His least wish should be law 
to us. To have lived without constant fellowship with Jesus, who loved him so dearly, would 
have been disgraceful to Lazarus. Is it then excusable in us whom Jesus has loved with an 
everlasting love? To have been cold to Him who wept over his lifeless corpse would have 
shown a lack of feeling in Lazarus. What does it say of us over whom the Savior has not 
only wept but bled? Come, brethren, who read this portion; let us return to our heavenly 
Bridegroom and ask for His Spirit, that we may be on terms of closer intimacy with Him 
and never miss the opportunity to sit at the table with Him.

n conversation with Laban, Jacob described what he had done: “These twenty years I 
have been with you. . .. What was torn by wild beasts I did not bring to you. I bore the 

loss of it myself. From my hand you required it, whether stolen by day or stolen by night. 
There I was: by day the heat consumed me, and the cold by night, and my sleep fled from 
my eyes.”' Even more arduous than this was the life of our Savior here below. He watched 
over us until He was able to say, “Of those whom you gave me I have lost not one.”? His 
hair was wet with dew, and His locks with the drops of the night. Sleep departed from His 
eyes, for all night He was in prayer wrestling for His people. One night Peter must be pleaded 
for; suddenly another claims His tearful intercession. No shepherd sitting beneath the cold 
skies, looking up to the stars, could ever utter such complaints because of the hardness of 
his toil as Jesus Christ might have brought, if He had chosen to do so, because of the stern- 
ness of His service in order to procure His bride. 

Cold mountains and the midnight air,

It is helpful to meditate upon the spiritual parallel of Laban having required all the 
sheep at Jacob’s hand. If they were torn by beasts, Jacob must make it good; if any of them 
died, he must guarantee their replacement. Was not the toil of Jesus for His Church the toil 
of One who was under obligation to bring every believing one safe to the hand of Him who 
had committed them to His charge? Look upon toiling Jacob, and you see a representation 
of Him of whom we read, “He will tend His flock like a shepherd.”? 

om EVENING & 
THE POWER OF HIS RESURRECTION. — PHILIPPIANS 3:10 

he doctrine of a risen Savior is exceedingly precious. The resurrection is the cornerstone 
of the entire building of Christianity. It is the keystone of the arch of our salvation. It 

would take a volume to set out all the streams of living water that flow from this one sacred 
source, the resurrection of our dear Lord and Savior, Jesus Christ. But to know that He has 
risen, and to have fellowship with Him as such—communing with the risen Savior by pos- 
sessing a risen life—seeing Him leave the tomb by leaving the tomb of worldliness ourselves— 
this is even more precious still. The doctrine is the basis of the experience, but as the flower 
is more lovely than the root, so is the experience of fellowship with the risen Savior more 
lovely than the doctrine itself. I would have you believe that Christ rose from the dead so as 

to sing of it and derive all the consolation that it is possible for you to extract from this 

well-affirmed and well-witnessed fact; but I beseech you, do not rest contented even there. 

Though you cannot, like the disciples, see Him visibly, yet I urge you to aspire to see Christ 

Jesus by the eye of faith; and though, like Mary Magdalene, you may not touch Him, yet 

you may be privileged to converse with Him and to know that He is risen, you yourselves 

being risen in Him to newness of life. To know a crucified Savior as having crucified all my 

sins is a high degree of knowledge; but to know a risen Savior as having justified me, and to 

realize that He has bestowed-upon me new life, having made me a new creature through 

His own newness of life—this is a noble style of experience. Short of it, none should rest 

satisfied. May you both “know him and the power of his resurrection.” Why should souls 

who are made alive with Jesus wear the grave-clothes of worldliness and unbelief? Rise, for 

the Lord is risen.

hen we were united by faith to Christ, we were brought into such complete fellow- 

ship with Him that we were made one with Him, and His interests and ours became 

mutual and identical.

He loves the saints—so do we. He loves sinners—so do we. He loves the poor perishing 

race of man and longs to see earth’s deserts transformed into the garden of the Lord—so do 

we. We have fellowship with Him in His desires. He desires the glory of God—we also 

work for the same. He desires that the believers may be with Him where He is—we desire 

to be with Him there too. He desires to drive out sin—behold, we fight under His banner.

In our measure we fellowship with Him in His 
labors, ministering to men by the word of truth and by deeds of love. Our meat and our drink, 
like His, is to do the will of Him who has sent us and to finish His work. We also have fel- 
lowship with Christ in His joys. We are happy in His happiness; we rejoice in His exalta- 
tion. Have you ever tasted that joy, believer? There is no purer or more thrilling delight to 
be known this side of heaven than that of having Christ’s joy fulfilled in us, that our joy 
may be full. His glory awaits us to complete our fellowship, for His Church will sit with 
Him upon His throne as His well-beloved bride and queen.

GET YOU UP TO A HIGH MOUNTAIN. — ISAIAH 40:9 

ach believer should be thirsting for God, for the living God, and longing to climb the 
hill of the Lord and see Him face to face. We should not rest content in the mists of the 

valley when the summit of the mountain beckons us. My soul thirsts to drink deeply of the 
cup that is reserved for those who reach the mountain’s peak and bathe their brows in heaven. 
How pure are the dews of the hills; how fresh is the mountain air; how abundant is the pro- 
vision of the dwellers aloft, whose windows look into the New Jerusalem! Many saints are 
content to live like men in coal mines, who do not see the sun; they eat dust like the serpent 
when they might taste the food of angels; they are content to wear the miner’s garb when they 
might put on king’s robes; tears disfigure their faces when they might anoint them with 
celestial oil.

Discard your laziness, your lethargy, your coldness, or whatever interferes with your 
sincere and pure love for Christ, your soul’s Husband. Make Him the source, the center, 
and the circumference of your soul’s whole range of delight.

It 

N: a liberty rightly granted; for the Son, who is Heir of all things, has a right to make men 

free. The saints honor the justice of God, which now secures their salvation. It is a liberty that 

has been dearly purchased. Christ reveals it by His power, but He bought it by His blood. 

He makes you free, but it is by His own bonds. You go clear because He bore your burden 

for you: You are set at liberty because He has suffered in your place. Although the purchase 

price was great, Jesus gives it freely. He asks nothing of us as a preparation for this liberty. 

He finds us sitting in sackcloth and ashes and invites us to wear the fitting garment of free- 

dom; He saves us just as we are and without any help from us. When Jesus sets us free, the 
liberty is perpetually enjoyed; no chains can bind again. Let the Master say to me, “Captive, 
I have delivered you,” and it is done forever. Satan may plot to enslave us, but if the Lord is 
on our side, whom shall we fear? The world, with its temptations, may seek to ensnare us, 
but He who is for us is mightier than all those who are against us. The movements of our own 
deceitful hearts may harass and annoy us, but He who has begun the good work in us will 
bring it to completion in the end. The enemies of God and the antagonists of man may 
gather their forces together and come with concentrated fury against us, but if God acquits, 
who is he that condemns?

n these words the Lord in the plainest manner claims the right to give or to withhold His 
mercy according to His own sovereign will. As the prerogative of life and death is vested 

in the monarch, so the Judge of all the earth has a right to spare or condemn the guilty, as 
may seem best in His sight. Men by their sins have forfeited all claim upon God; they 
deserve to perish for their sins—and if they all do so, they have no ground for complaint. If 
the Lord steps in to save any, He may do so if the ends of justice are not thwarted; but if He 
judges it best to leave the condemned to suffer the righteous sentence, none may call Him 
to account. All those discourses about the rights of men being placed on the same footing 
are foolish and impudent and ignorant; worse still are the arguments against discriminating 
grace, which are just the rebellions of proud human nature against God’s rule. When we are 
brought to see our own utter ruin, and the justice of the divine verdict against sin, we no 
longer scoff at the truth that the Lord is not bound to save us; we do not murmur if He 
chooses to save others, as though He were doing us an injury, but feel that if He deigns to 
look upon us, it will be His own free act of undeserved goodness, for which we will forever 
bless His name. 

How will those who are the subjects of divine election sufficiently adore the grace of 
God? They have no room for boasting, for sovereignty most effectually excludes it. The 
Lord’s will alone is glorified, and the very notion of human merit is cast out to everlasting 
contempt. There is no more humbling doctrine in Scripture than that of election, none 
more deserving of gratitude, and consequently none more sanctifying. Believers should not 
be afraid of it but adoringly rejoice in it.

he truth was in Gaius, and Gaius walked in the truth. If the first had not been the case, 
the second could never have occurred; and if the second could not be said of him, the 

first would have been a mere pretense. Truth must enter into the soul, penetrate and satu- 
rate it, or else it is of no value. Doctrines held as a matter of creed are like bread in the 
hand, which provides no nourishment to the body; but doctrine accepted by the heart is 
like food digested, which by assimilation sustains and builds up the body. In us truth must 
be a living force, an active energy, an indwelling reality, a part of the warp and woof of 
our being. If it is i7 us, we cannot then part with it. A man may lose his clothes or his 
limbs, but his inward parts are vital and cannot be torn away without absolute loss of life. 
A Christian can die, but he cannot deny the truth. Now it is a rule of nature that the 
inward affects the outward, as light shines from the center of the lantern through the 
glass: When, therefore, the truth is kindled within, its brightness soon shines in the out- 
ward life and conversation. It is said that the food of certain worms colors the cocoons of 
silk that they spin: And in the same way the nutriment upon which a man’s inward nature 
lives gives a tinge to every word and deed proceeding from him. To walk in the truth con- 
veys a life of integrity, holiness, faithfulness, and simplicity—the natural product of those 
principles of truth that the Gospel teaches and that the Spirit of God enables us to receive. 
We may judge the secrets of the soul by their appearance in the man’s behavior. Today, O 
gracious Spirit, let it be ours to be ruled and governed by Your divine authority, so that noth- 
ing false or sinful may reign in our hearts, in case it should extend its malignant influence 
to our everyday lives in the community.

Mie was a true patriot, and so when he was promoted to the highest position 
under Ahasuerus, he used his eminence to promote the prosperity of Israel. In this he 

was a type of Jesus who, upon His throne of glory, does not seek His own but spends His 
power for His people. It would be beneficial if every Christian would be a Mordecai to the 
Church, striving according to his ability for its prosperity. Some are placed in positions of 
affluence and influence; let them honor their Lord in the high places of the earth and testify 
for Jesus before great men. Others have what is far better, namely, close fellowship with the 
King of kings. Let them be sure to pray daily for the weak among the Lord’s people, the 
doubting, the tempted, and the comfortless. It will redound to their honor if they make 
much intercession for those who are in darkness and dare not draw close to the mercy-seat. 

Instructed believers may serve their Master greatly if they offer their talents for the general 

good and impart their wealth of heavenly learning to others by teaching them the things of 

God. The very least in our churches may seek the welfare of God’s people; and such a 

desire, if they can give no more, will be acceptable. It is at once the most Christlike and the 

most happy course for a believer to stop living for himself. He who blesses others cannot 

fail to be blessed himself. On the other hand, to seek our own personal greatness is a wicked 

and unhappy plan of life; its way will be grievous, and its end will be fatal. 

Here is the place to ask you, my friend, whether you are to the best of your power seek- 

ing the best for the Church in your neighborhood. I trust you are not doing the Church 

mischief by bitterness and scandal, nor weakening it by your neglect. Friend, unite with the 

Lord’s poor, bear their cross, do them all the good you can, and you will not miss your 

reward.

1M) Rests you that He keeps His covenant with day and night and serve to assure you that 

He will also keep that glorious covenant that He has made with you in the person of Christ 

Jesus. He who is true to His Word in the revolutions of the seasons of this poor sin-polluted 

world will not prove unfaithful in His dealings with His own well-beloved Son. 

Winter in the soul is by no means a comfortable season, and if it is upon you just now, 

it will be very painful to you: But there is this comfort, namely, that the Lord makes it. He 

sends the sharp blasts of adversity to nip the buds of expectation. He scatters the frozen 

dew like ashes over the once fresh green meadows of our joy. He dispenses His icy morsels, 

freezing the streams of our delight. He does it all; He is the great Winter King and rules in 
the realms of frost, and therefore you cannot murmur. Losses, crosses, heaviness, sickness, 

poverty, and a thousand other ills are of the Lord’s sending and come to us with wise design. 
Frosts kill harmful insects and restrain raging diseases; they break up the clods and sweeten 
the soul. O that such good results would always follow our winters of affliction! 

How we prize the fire just now! How pleasant is its cheerful glow! Let us in the same 
manner prize our Lord, who is the constant source of warmth and comfort in every time of 
trouble. Let us draw near to Him, and in Him find joy and peace in believing. Let us wrap 
ourselves in the warm garments of His promises, and keep working, unlike the lazy man 
who refuses to plow because it is too cold; in the summer he will have nothing and will be 
forced to beg for bread.

othing can satisfy the entire man but the Lord’s love and the Lord’s own self. Some 
have tried to anchor in other harbors, but they have been driven out of such fatal 

refuges. Solomon, the wisest of men, was permitted to make experiments for us all, and to 
do for us what we should not attempt ourselves. Here is his testimony in his own words: 
“So I became great and surpassed all who were before me in Jerusalem. Also my wisdom 
remained with me. And whatever my eyes desired I did not keep from them. I kept my 
heart from no pleasure, for my heart found pleasure in all my toil, and this was my reward 
for all my toil. Then I considered all that my hands had done and the toil I had expended in 
doing it, and behold, all was vanity and a striving after wind, and there was nothing to be 

gained under the sun.”* “Vanity of vanities, all is vanity.”’ What! The whole of it vanity? Is 

there nothing in all the wealth of kings? Nothing in that vast territory reaching from the 

river to the sea? Nothing in those glorious palaces? Nothing in the riches of the forests of 

Lebanon? In all your music and dancing and wine and luxury is there nothing? “Nothing,” 

he says, “but sorrow, and his work is a vexation.” This was his verdict when he had exper- 

imented on the paths of apparent pleasure. To embrace the Lord Jesus, to rest in His love 

and be fully assured of union with Him—this is all in all. Dear reader, you do not need to 

try these empty paths to find out whether they are better than the Christian’s. If you roam 

the universe, you will not find another friend like Jesus; if you could have all the comforts 

of life but lost your Savior, you would be wretched; but if you win Christ, then you could 

rot in a dungeon and even there find peace. If you live in obscurity or die hungry, you will 

still be satisfied with favor and will be full of the goodness of the Lord.

aving pronounced His Church positively full of beauty, our Lord confirms His praise 

by a precious negative: “There is no flaw in you.” As if the thought occurred to the 

Bridegroom that the complaining world would insinuate that He had only highlighted her 

good parts and had purposely not mentioned those features that were deformed or defiled, 

in summary He declares her universally and entirely beautiful and utterly devoid of flaws. 

A spot can easily be removed and is the very least thing that can disfigure beauty, but even 

from this little blemish the believer is delivered in his Lord’s sight. If He had said there is no 

hideous scar, no horrible deformity, no deadly ulcer, we might even then have marveled; but 

when He testifies that she is free from the slightest flaw, all these other forms of defilement 

are included, and the depth of wonder is increased. If He had simply promised to remove 
all flaws later on, we would still have eternal reason for joy; but when He speaks of it as 
already done, it fills us with a deep sense of satisfaction and delight. My soul, here is spiri- 
tual food for you; digest it properly, and be satisfied with the royal provision. 

Christ Jesus has no quarrel with His spouse. She often wanders from Him and grieves His 
Holy Spirit, but He does not allow her faults to affect His love. He sometimes rebukes, but 
it is always in a tender manner, with the kindest of intentions: It is “my love” even then. There 
is no remembrance of our follies. He does not cherish ill thoughts of us, but He pardons 
and loves equally after the offense as before it. If Jesus were as mindful of injuries as we 
are, how could He commune with us? Too often a believer will put himself out of humor with 
the Lord for some slight turn in providence, but our precious Husband knows our silly hearts 
too well to take any offense at our ill manners.

Gg. is glorious in the eyes of His people, since He has worked such wonders for them, 
in them, and by them. For them, the Lord Jesus upon Calvary defeated every foe, 

breaking all the weapons of the enemy in pieces by His finished work of satisfactory obedi- 
ence; by His triumphant resurrection and ascension He completely overturned the hopes of 
hell, leading captivity captive, making a show of our enemies openly, triumphing over them 
by His cross.

Ths should bea great encouragement in proclaiming the Gospel, since among the people 
in our communities—the disinterested, the rebellious, the careless—God has an elect peo- 

ple who must be saved. When you take the Word to them, you do so because God has 
ordained you to be the messenger of life to their souls, and they must receive it, for so the 
decree of predestination runs. They are as much redeemed by blood as the saints before the 
eternal throne.

his groaning is common among God’s people: To a greater or lesser extent we all feel it. 
It is not the groan of murmuring or complaint: It is a note of desire rather than of dis- 

tress. Having received a deposit, we desire the rest of our portion; we are sighing that our 
entire manhood, in its trinity of spirit, soul, and body, may be set free from the last trace of 
the Fall; we long to discard the rags of corruption, weakness, and dishonor and to be 
clothed with incorruption, immortality, glory—the spiritual body that the Lord Jesus will 
bestow upon His people. We long for the manifestation of our adoption as the children of 
God. “We... groan,” but it is “inwardly.” It is not the hypocrite’s groan, by which he 
would make men believe that he is a saint because he is wretched. Our sighs are sacred things, 

too holy and too personal for us to broadcast. We keep our longings for our Lord to our- 

selves. Then the apostle says we “wait,” by which we learn that we are not to be petulant, 

like Jonah or Elijah when they said, “Let me die”; nor are we to whimper and sigh for the 

end of life because we are tired of work or wish to escape from our present sufferings till 

the will of the Lord is done. We are to groan for glorification, but we are to wait patiently 

for it, knowing that what the Lord appoints is best. Waiting implies being ready. We are to 

stand at the door expecting the Beloved to open it and take us away to Himself. This groan- 

ing is a test. You can learn a,Jot about a man by what he groans after. Some men groan 

after wealth—they worship money; some groan continually under the troubles of life—they 

are merely impatient. But the man who sighs after God, who is uneasy until he is made like 

Christ—that is the blessed man. May God help us to groan for the coming of the Lord and 

the resurrection that He will bring to us.

here was a place in England that no longer exists, where a loaf of bread was served to 

every passerby who chose to ask for it. Whoever the traveler was, he had only to knock 

at the door of St. Cross Hospital, and the loaf of bread was his to enjoy. Jesus Christ loves 

sinners so much that He has built a St. Cross Hospital, so that whenever a sinner is hungry, 

he has only to knock and have his needs supplied. He has actually done better: This Hospital 

of the Cross has a bath; and whenever a soul is marred and filthy, it may go to this effective 

fountain and be cleansed. No sinner ever went into it and found that it could not wash 

away his stains. Sins that were scarlet and crimson have all disappeared, and the sinner was 

made whiter than snow. As if this were not enough, there is attached to this Hospital of the 

Cross a dressing room, and a sinner making application simply as a sinner may be clothed 

from head to foot; and if he wishes to be a soldier, he will be provided not just with street 

clothes, but with armor that will cover him from the sole of his foot to the crown of his 

head. If he asks for a sword, that will be given to him, and a shield too. He will be denied 
nothing that is good for him. He will have spending money as long as he lives, and he will 
have an eternal heritage of glorious treasure when he enters into the joy of his Lord. 

If all these things are available by simply knocking at mercy’s door, then, my soul, 
knock hard this morning, and make large requests of your generous Lord. Do not leave the 
throne of grace until all your wants have been spread before the Lord and until by faith you 
are confident that they will all be supplied. You need not be shy about taking Jesus up on 
His invitation. No unbelief should hinder when Jesus promises. No coldheartedness should 
restrain when such blessings are to be obtained.

THEN THE LORD SHOWED ME FOUR CRAFTSMEN. — ZECHARIAH 1:20 

[I the vision described in this chapter, the prophet saw four terrible horns. They were 
pushing this way and that way, dashing down the strongest and the mightiest; and the 

prophet asked, “What are these?” The answer was, “These are the horns that have scat- 
tered Judah.” He saw before him a representation of those powers that had oppressed the 
Church of God. There were four horns, for the church is attacked from all quarters. The 
prophet had good reason to feel dismayed; but suddenly there appeared before him “four 
craftsmen.” He asked, “What are these coming to do?” These were the men whom God 
had found to break those horns in pieces. God will always find men for His work, and He 
will find them at the right time. The prophet did not see the craftsmen at first, when there was 
nothing to do, but first the “horns” and then the “craftsmen.” The Lord always finds enough 
men. He did not find three craftsmen, but four; there were four horns, and there must be 
four workmen. God finds the right men—not four men with pens to write, not four architects 
to draw plans, but four craftsmen to do the work. Rest assured, you who tremble for the 
Church of God, that when the “horns” grow troublesome, the “craftsmen” will be found. 
You need not worry about the weakness of the Church of God at any moment; there may 
be growing up in obscurity the valiant reformer who will shake the nations. Chrysostoms 
may come forth from our Ragged Schools, and Augustines from the thickest darkness of 
London’s poverty. The Lord knows where to find His servants. He has in ambush a multitude 
of mighty men, and at His word they will take to the battle; “for the battle is the Lord’s,”! 
and He will get to Himself the victory. So let us remain faithful to Christ, and He, in the 
right time, will raise up for us a defense, whether it be in the day of our personal need or in 
the season of peril to His Church.

{es head and members are of one nature, and not like that monstrous image that 
Nebuchadnezzar saw in his dream. The head was of fine gold, but the belly and thighs 

were of brass, the legs of iron, and the feet partly of iron and partly of clay. Christ’s mysti- 
cal body is no absurd combination of opposites. The members were mortal, and therefore 
Jesus died; the glorified head is immortal, and therefore the body is immortal too, as the 
record states: “Because I live, you also will live.”! As is our loving Head, so is His body, and 
every member in particular. A chosen Head, therefore chosen members; an accepted Head, 
therefore accepted members; a living Head, therefore living members. If the head is pure gold, 
all the parts of the body are pure gold also. There is a double union of nature as a basis for 
the closest communion. Pause here, devout reader, and see if you can contemplate the infi- 
nite condescension of the Son of God in exalting your wretchedness into blessed union with 
His glory without being overwhelmed by the wonder of it. You are so feeble and poor that 
in remembering your mortality, you may say to decay, “You are my father,” and to the worm, 
“You are my sister”; and yet in Christ you are so honored that you can say to the Almighty, 
“Abba, Father” and to the Incarnate God, “You are my Brother and my Husband.” Surely 
if relationships to ancient and noble families make men think highly of themselves, we have 
more cause to glory than all of them. Let the poorest and most despised believer take hold 
upon this privilege; do not let an unthinking laziness prevent him from tracing his pedigree, 
and do not let him focus so much on the here and now that he fails to think profitably of 
this glorious, heavenly honor of union with Christ.

ne like “a son of man” appeared to John in Patmos, and the beloved disciple noticed that 
He wore “a golden sash.” A sash, for Jesus was never unprepared while on earth, but 

always stood ready for service; and now before the eternal throne He continues His min- 
istry as our great High Priest. It is good for us that He has not ceased to fulfill His offices of 
love, since it is one of our choicest safeguards that He ever lives to make intercession for us. 
Jesus is never lazy; His garments are never loose as though His offices were ended; He dili- 
gently carries on the cause of His people. A golden sash, to declare the superiority of His serv- 
ice, the royalty of His person, the dignity of His state, the glory of His reward. He no longer 
cries out of the dust, but He pleads with authority, a King as well as a Priest. Our cause is 
safe enough in the hands of our enthroned Redeemer.

Go to the jail, and walk through the wards, and notice the men with 

heavy overhanging brows, men whom you would not like to meet at night, and there are 

sinners there. Go to the reformatories, and note those who have betrayed a rampant juve- 

nile depravity, and you will see sinners there. Go where you will, you need not ransack the 

earth to find sinners, for they are common enough; you may find them in every lane and street 

of every city and town and village and hamlet. It is for such that Jesus died. If you will 

select for me the grossest specimen of humanity, if he be but born of woman, I will still 

have hope for him, because Jesus Christ came to seek and to save sinners. Electing love has 
selected some of the worst to be made the best. Pebbles from the brook are turned by grace 
into jewels for the royal crown. Worthless dross He transforms into pure gold. Redeeming 
love has set apart many of the worst of mankind to be the reward of the Savior’s passion. 
Effectual grace calls deep-dyed sinners to sit at the table of mercy, and therefore none of us 
should despair. 

Reader, by that love looking out of Jesus’ tearful eyes, by that love streaming from 
those bleeding wounds, by that faithful love, that strong love, that pure, disinterested, and 
abiding love, by the heart and by the tender compassion of the Savior, we urge you not to turn 
away as though it was nothing to you.

I MIGHT SAVE SOME. — 1 CORINTHIANS 9:22 

Be great object was not merely to instruct and to improve, but to save. Anything 
short of this would have disappointed him; he desired to see men renewed in heart, for- 

given, sanctified, in fact saved. Have our Christian efforts been aimed at anything below this 
great objective? Then let us correct our ways, for what good will it be at the last great day 
to have taught and moralized men if they appear before God unsaved? If through life we 
have sought inferior objects and forgotten that men needed to be saved, then we will be held 
accountable. Paul knew the ruin of man’s natural state and did not try to educate him, but 
to save him; he saw men sinking to hell and did not talk of refining them, but of saving 
from the wrath to come. To accomplish their salvation, he gave himself up with untiring zeal 
to spreading the Gospel, to warning and beseeching men to be reconciled to God. His 
prayers were persistent and his labors incessant. His consuming passion, his ambition, his 
calling was to save souls. He became a servant to all men, working for them, feeling a woe 
within him if he did not preach the Gospel. He laid aside his preferences to prevent preju- 
dice; he submitted his will in things indifferent, and if men would just receive the Gospel, 
he raised no questions about forms or ceremonies. The Gospel was the one all-important 
business with him. If he might save some, he would be content. This was the crown for 
which he extended himself, the sole and sufficient reward of all his labors and self-denials. 
Dear reader, have you and I lived to win souls to this extent? Are we possessed with the same 
all-absorbing desire? If not, why not? Jesus died for sinners. Can we not live for them? 
Where is our tenderness? Where is our love for Christ, if we do not seek His honor in the 
salvation of men? Lord Jesus, saturate us through and through with an undying zeal for 
the souls of men. 



DECEMBER 8 ™ MORNING & 
YET YOU HAVE STILL A FEW NAMES IN SARDIS, PEOPLE WHO HAVE NOT 
SOILED THEIR GARMENTS, AND THEY WILL WALK WITH ME IN WHITE, 

FOR THEY ARE WORTHY. — REVELATION 3:4 

WE may understand this to refer to justification. “They will walk in white”; that is, they 
will enjoy a constant sense of their own justification by faith; they will understand 

that the righteousness of Christ is imputed to them, that they have all been washed and 
made whiter than the newly-fallen snow. 

Again, it refers to joy and gladness, for white robes were holiday dress among the Jews. 
They who “have not soiled their garments” will have their faces always bright; they will 
understand what Solomon meant when he said, “Go, eat your bread in joy, and drink your 
wine with a merry heart, for God has already approved what you do. Let your garments be 
always white.”' The one who is accepted by God will wear white garments of joy and glad- 
ness while they walk in sweet communion with the Lord Jesus. Why are there so many 
doubts, so much misery and mourning? It is because so many believers spoil their garments 
with sin and error, and as a result they lose the joy of their salvation and the comfortable 
fellowship of the Lord Jesus; they do not walk here below in white. 

The promise also refers to walking in white before the throne of God. Those who 
have not soiled their garments here will most certainly walk in white in heaven, where the 
white-robed crowd sings perpetual hallelujahs to the Most High. They will possess joys 
inconceivable, happiness beyond a dream, bliss that imagination knows not, blessedness 
that even the stretch of desire has not reached. “Those whose way is blameless” shall 
have all this—not of merit, nor of works, but of grace. They shall walk with Christ in 
white, for He has made them “worthy.” In His sweet company they will drink from the 
fountains of living waters. 

am EVENING & 
IN YOUR GOODNESS, O GOD, YOU HAVE PROVIDED FOR THE NEEDY. 

— PSALM 68:10 

Il God’s gifts are prepared gifts laid away to meet wants He has foreseen. He antici- 
pates our needs; and out of the fullness that He has treasured up in Christ Jesus, He 

provides from His goodness for the poor. You may trust Him for all the necessities you may 
face, for He has infallibly foreknown every one of them. He can say of us in all conditions, 
“I knew that you would be this and that.” A man takes a journey across the desert, and 
when he has completed a day and pitched his tent, he discovers that he wants many com- 
forts and necessities that he has not brought in his baggage. “Ah!” he says. “I did not fore- 
see this. If I had this journey to do again, I would bring these things with me—they are 

necessary to my comfort.” But God is already aware of all the requirements of His poor, wan- 

dering children, and when those needs occur, supplies are ready. It is goodness that He has 

prepared for the poor in heart, goodness and goodness only. “My grace is sufficient for you.” 

“As your days, so shall your strength be.”* 
Reader, is your heart heavy this evening? God knew it would be; the comfort that your 

heart requires is treasured in the sweet assurance of this text. You are poor and needy, but 

He has thought upon you and has the exact blessing that you require in store for you. 

Plead the promise; believe it and obtain its fulfillment. Do you feel that you never were so 

consciously sinful as you are now? Behold, the crimson fountain is open still, with all its for- 

mer efficacy, to wash your sin away. You will never come into such a position that Christ 

cannot help you. You will never arrive at a place in your spiritual affairs in which Jesus 

Christ will not be equal to the emergency, for your history has all been foreknown and 

provided for in Jesus.

— ISAIAH 30:18 

od often delays in answering prayer. We have several instances of this in the Bible. 

Girne did not get the blessing from the angel until near the dawn of day—he had to wres- 

tle all night for it. The poor woman of Syrophoenicia received no answer for a long while. 

Paul asked the Lord three times for “a thorn. . . in the flesh”! to be taken from him, and he 

received no assurance that it would be removed, but instead a promise that God’s grace would 

be sufficient for him. If you have been knocking at the gate of mercy and have received no 

answer, shall I tell you why the mighty Maker has not opened the door and let you in? Our 

Father has personal reasons for keeping us waiting. Sometimes it is to show His power and 
His sovereignty, so that we may learn that God has a right to give or to withhold. More 
often the delay is for our benefit. You are perhaps kept waiting in order that your desires 
may be more fervent. God knows that delay will quicken and increase desire, and that if He 
keeps you waiting, you will see your need more clearly and will seek more diligently, and 
that you will treasure the mercy all the more on account of the wait. There may also be 
something wrong in you that needs to be removed before the joy of the Lord is given. Perhaps 
your views of the gospel plan are confused, or you may be relying upon yourself instead of 
trusting simply and entirely in the Lord Jesus. Or God makes you wait for a while so that 
He may display the riches of His grace more abundantly in the end. Your prayers are all 
filed in heaven, and if not immediately answered they are certainly not forgotten, but in a 
little while they will be fulfilled to your delight and satisfaction. Do not allow despair to make 
you silent, but continue to present your requests to God. 

am EVENING & 
MY PEOPLE WILL ABIDE IN A PEACEFUL HABITATION. — ISAIAH 32:18 

eace and rest do not belong to the unregenerate; they are the peculiar possession of the 
Lord’s people, and of them only. The God of Peace gives perfect peace to those whose 

hearts are fixed upon Him. Before the Fall, God gave man the Garden of Eden as his quiet 
resting-place; sadly, how quickly sin spoiled the fair abode of innocence. In the day of uni- 
versal wrath when the Flood swept away a guilty race, the chosen family was quietly secured 
in the resting-place of the ark, which floated them from the old condemned world into the 
new earth of the rainbow and the covenant, symbolizing Jesus, the ark of our salvation. Israel 
rested safely beneath the blood-sprinkled dwellings of Egypt when the destroying angel smote 
the firstborn; and in the wilderness the shadow of the pillar of cloud and the flowing rock 
gave the weary pilgrims sweet repose. Today we rest in the promises of our faithful God, 
knowing that His words are full of truth and power; we rest in the doctrines of His Word, 
which are consolation itself; we rest in the covenant of His grace, which is a haven of 
delight. We are more highly favored than David in the cave or Jonah beneath his plant, for 
no one can invade or destroy our shelter. The person of Jesus is the quiet resting-place of 
His people, and when we draw near to Him in the breaking of the bread, the hearing of the 
Word, the searching of the Scriptures, prayer, or praise, we find that any form of approach 
to Him brings peace to our spirits. 

I hear the words of love, I gaze upon the blood, 
I see the mighty sacrifice, and I have peace with God. 

’Tis everlasting peace, sure as Jehovah’s name, 

’Tis stable as His steadfast throne, forevermore the same: 
The clouds may go and come, and storms may sweep my sky,

THE LORD OPENED HER HEART. — ACTS 16:14 

[ Lydia’s conversion there are many points of interest. It was brought about by providen- 
tial circumstances. She was a seller of purple goods, from the city of Thyratira, but at just 

the right time for hearing Paul we find her at Philippi; providence, which is the servant of 
grace, led her to the right spot. Again, grace was preparing her soul for the blessing—grace 
preparing for grace. She did not know the Savior, but as a Jewess she knew many truths 
that were excellent stepping-stones to a knowledge of Jesus. Her conversion took place in 
the use of the means. On the Sabbath she went to a place of prayer, and there prayer was 
answered. Never neglect the means of grace. God may bless us when we are not in His 
house, but we have more reason to expect that He will when we are in fellowship with His 
people. Observe the words, “The Lord opened her heart.” She did not open her own heart. 

Her prayers did not do it; Paul did not do it. The Lord Himself must open the heart to 

receive the things that make for our peace. He alone can put the key into the door and open 

it and gain entry for Himself. He is the heart’s Master just as He is the heart’s Maker. The first 

outward evidence of the opened heart was obedience. As soon as Lydia had believed in 

Jesus, she was baptized. It is a sweet sign of a humble and broken heart when the child of God 

is willing to obey a command that is not essential to his salvation, that is not forced upon him 

by a selfish fear of condemnation, but is a simple act of obedience and of communion with 

his Master. The next evidence was love, displaying itself in acts of grateful kindness to the 

apostles. Love for the saints has always been a mark of the true convert. Those who do 

nothing for Christ or His church provide no evidence of an “opened” heart. Lord, grant to 

us the blessing of opened hearts always!

eaven is a place where we will never sin, where our battle with the evil one will be 

la there will be no tempter to ensnare our feet. There the wicked cause no trouble, 

and the weary are at rest. Heaven is the undefiled inheritance; it is the land of perfect holi- 

ness, and therefore of complete security. But don’t even the saints on earth sometimes taste 

the joys of blissful security? The doctrine of God’s Word is that all who are in union with 

Christ are safe, that all the righteous shall keep to the path, that those who have committed 

their souls to the care of Christ will find Him to be a faithful and unchanging protector. 

Sustained by such a doctrine we can enjoy security even on earth—not the high and glori- 

ous security that makes us free from every slip, but that holy security that comes from the 

sure promise of Jesus that none who believe in Him will ever perish but will be with Him 
where He is. Believer, reflect often and joyfully on the doctrine of the perseverance of the 
saints, and honor the faithfulness of God by a holy confidence in Him. 

May God bring home to you a sense of your safety in Christ Jesus! May He assure you 
that your name is graven on His hand and whisper in your ear the promise, “Fear not, for I 
am with you.” Look upon Him, the great Guarantee of the covenant, as faithful and true 
and therefore bound and committed to present you, in your weakness, with all the chosen 
race, before the throne of God; and in such a sweet contemplation you will drink the cup of 
salvation and taste the fruits of paradise. You will have a foretaste of the enjoyments that rav- 
ish the souls of the saints in heaven if you can believe with unwavering faith that “He who 
calls you is faithful; he will surely do it.” 

om EVENING & 
YOU ARE SERVING THE LORD CHRIST. — CoLossIANS 3:24 

o what special group was this word spoken? To kings who proudly boast a divine right? 
No! Too often they serve themselves or Satan and forget God who patiently permits them 

to wear their majestic crowns for a little while. Is the apostle speaking to those so-called 
“right reverend fathers in God,” the bishops or “the venerable archdeacons”? No; in fact, 
Paul knew nothing of these man-made titles. This word was not spoken even to pastors and 
teachers or to the wealthy and highly regarded among believers, but to servants and to slaves. 
Among the toiling multitudes—the journeymen, the day laborers, the domestic servants, 
the drudges of the kitchen—the apostle found, as we still find, some of the Lord’s chosen, and 
he says to them, “Whatever you do, work heartily, as for the Lord and not for men, know- 
ing that from the Lord you will receive the inheritance as your reward. You are serving the 
Lord Christ.” This saying grants significance to the weary routine of earthly employments 
and sheds a halo around the most humble occupations. To wash feet may be servile, but to 
wash His feet is royal work. To untie sandals is poor employment, but to unloose the Master’s 
shoe is a princely privilege. The shop, the barn, the kitchen, and the workbench become 
temples when men and women do all to the glory of God! Then divine service does not take 
place for a few hours and in a few places, but all life becomes holiness to the Lord, and 
every place and thing as consecrated as the tabernacle and its contents. 

Teach me, my God and King, in all things Thee to see; 
And what I do in anything to do it as to Thee. 

All may of Thee partake, nothing can be so mean, 
Which with this tincture, for Thy sake, will not grow bright and clean. 

A servant with this clause makes drudgery divine; 
Who sweeps a room, as for Thy laws, makes that and the action fine.

HIs WERE THE EVERLASTING WAYS. — HABAKKUK 3:6 

Wiis God has done on one occasion, He will do again. Man’s ways are variable, but 
God’s ways are everlasting. There are many reasons for this most comforting truth. 

Among them are the following: The Lord’s ways are the result of wise deliberation; He orders 
everything according to the counsel of His own will. Human action is frequently the hasty 
result of passion or fear and is followed by regret and change; but nothing can take the 
Almighty by surprise or happen contrary to what He has foreseen. His ways are the out- 
growth of an unchanging character, and in them the fixed and settled attributes of God are 
clearly seen. Unless the Eternal One Himself can undergo change, His ways, which are 
Himself in action, must remain forever the same. Is He eternally just, gracious, faithful, 
wise, tender? Then His ways must always be distinguished by the same excellences. Beings 
act according to their nature: When those natures change, their conduct also varies. But 
since God cannot know the shadow of turning, His ways will remain everlastingly the 
same. Furthermore there is no external reason that could reverse the divine ways, since they 
are the embodiment of irresistible might. The prophet tells us that the earth is split with rivers, 
mountains tremble, the sea lifts up its hands, and the sun and moon stand still when Jehovah 
marches out for the salvation of His people. Who can prevent Him or say to Him, “What 
are You doing?” But it is not only might that gives stability; God’s ways are the manifesta- 
tion of the eternal principles of right and therefore can never pass away. Wrong breeds 
decay and involves ruin, but the true and the good are marked by a vitality that time can- 
not diminish. 

This morning let us go to our heavenly Father with confidence, remembering that Jesus 
Christ is the same yesterday, today, and forever, and in Him the Lord is always gracious to 
His people.

THEY HAVE DEALT FAITHLESSLY WITH THE LORD. — Hosea 5:7 

eliever, here is a sad truth! You are the beloved of the Lord, redeemed by blood, called 
by grace, preserved in Christ Jesus, accepted in the Beloved, on your way to heaven, 

and yet you “have dealt faithlessly” with God, your best friend; faithlessly with Jesus, to 
whom you belong; faithlessly with the Holy Spirit, by whom you have been born again to 
life eternal! How faithless you have been in the matter of vows and promises. Do you 
remember your love in the early days, that happy time, the springtime of your spiritual 
life? How closely you held to your Master then, saying, “He will never charge me with indif- 
ference; my feet will never grow slow in the way of His service; I will not allow my heart 

to wander after other loves; in Him is blessing I could ever enjoy. I give up everything for my 

Lord Jesus’ sake.” Has it been so? Sadly if conscience speaks, it will say, “He who prom- 

ised so much has performed so little. Prayer has frequently been slurred—it has been short 

but not sweet, brief but not fervent. Communion with Christ has been forgotten. Instead 

of a heavenly mind, there have been earthly preoccupations, foolish vanities, and evil 

thoughts. Instead of service, there has been disobedience, instead of fervency lukewarmness, 

instead of patience petulance, instead of faith self-reliance; and as a soldier of the cross there 

has been cowardice, disobedience, and desertion, to a very shameful degree.” “They have 

dealt faithlessly.” Faithless to-Jesus! What words shall be used in denouncing this? Words 

are cheap: Let our penitent thoughts condemn the sin that is so surely in us. Faithless to Your 

sacrifice, O Jesus! Forgive us, and let us not sin again! How shameful to be faithless to 

Him who never forgets us, but who to this day stands with our names engraven on His 

breastplate before the eternal throne.

... SALT WITHOUT PRESCRIBING HOW MUCH. — EZRA 7:22 

alt was used in every offering made by fire to the Lord, and with its preserving and puri- 

Sie properties it was the grateful emblem of divine grace in the soul. It is worthy of our 

careful attention that when Artaxerxes gave salt to Ezra the priest, he set no limit to the quan- 

tity, and we may be quite certain that when the King of kings distributes grace among His 

royal priesthood, the supply is not cut short by Him. In ourselves we are often in short sup- 

ply, but never in the Lord. He who chooses to gather much manna will find that he may 

have as much as he desires. There is no famine in Jerusalem that causes the citizens to eat their 

bread by weight and drink their water by measure. Some things in the economy of grace are 

measured; for instance our vinegar and gall are given us with such exactness that we never 

have a single drop too much; but the salt of grace is not restricted in its provision. “Ask what- 
ever you wish, and it will be done for you.”! Parents need to lock up the fruit cupboard and 
the candy jars, but there is no need to keep the salt-box under lock and key, for few chil- 
dren will eat too greedily from that. A man may have too much money or too much honor, 
but he cannot have too much grace. When Jeshurun grew fat, he forsook God, but there is 
no fear of a man’s becoming too full of grace: A plethora of grace is impossible. More 
wealth brings more care, but more grace brings more joy. Increased wisdom is increased 
sorrow, but an abundance of the Spirit is fullness of joy. Believer, go to the throne for a 
large supply of heavenly salt. It will season your afflictions, which are unsavory without 
salt; it will preserve your heart, which grows corrupt if salt is absent; and it will kill your 
sins even as salt kills reptiles. You need much; seek much and have much. 

om EVENING & 
GIVE ME CHILDREN, OR I SHALL DIE. — GENESIS 30:1 

he cry of Rachel for physical children should be more than matched by the believer’s 
longing for spiritual children. Our great object in living is to glorify God, and we mainly 

achieve this end by the winning of souls. We must see souls born unto God. If we do not win 
souls, we should mourn as the farmer who sees no harvest, as the fisherman who returns to 
his cottage with an empty net, or as the hunter who has roamed in vain over hill and dale. Ours 
should be Isaiah’s language uttered with many a sigh and groan—“who has believed what they 
heard from us, and to whom has the arm of the Lord been revealed?”? As ambassadors of 
peace we should not cease to weep bitterly until sinners weep for their sins. If we intensely 
desire to see others believing in the Lord Jesus, we must act in accordance with the principle 
and pattern of Scripture. We must depend entirely upon the Spirit of God. Do we not fail in 
many of our efforts because we practically, though not doctrinally, ignore the Holy Spirit? 
His place as God is on the throne, and in all our enterprises He must be the beginning, the mid- 
dle, and the end; we are instruments in His hand and nothing more. 

We must be most of all clear upon the great soul-saving doctrine of the Atonement. 
“He made him to be sin who knew no sin, so that in him we might become the righteous- 
ness of God.”? This truth that Christ died in the place of sinners gives rest to the conscience 
by showing how God can be just and the justifier of whoever believes. This is the great net 
of gospel fishermen; the fish are drawn or driven in the right direction by other truths, but 
this is the net itself. 

We must declare the love of God in Christ Jesus. Always keep His abounding mercy 
connected to His unerring justice. Never exalt one attribute at the expense of another. Let 
boundless mercy be seen in calm consistency with stern justice and unlimited sovereignty. 

Believer, are you longing to see spiritual offspring? Do not let the sun set on this day with- 
out imploring God to show Himself strong in this regard. Beseech Him, “Give me children, 
or I shall die.”

THEY GO FROM STRENGTH TO STRENGTH. — PsALM 84:7 

hey go from strength to strength.” There are various renderings of these words, but all 
of them contain the idea of progress. “They go from strength to strength.” That is, they 

grow stronger and stronger. Usually, if we are walking we go from strength to weakness; 
we start fresh and in good order for our journey, but by and by the road is rough, and the 
sun is hot; so we sit down by the wayside and then resume our weary way. But the Christian 
pilgrim, having obtained fresh supplies of grace, is as vigorous after years of weary travel and 
struggle as when he first set out. He may not be quite so elated and buoyant, nor perhaps 
quite so hot and hasty in his zeal as he once was, but he is much stronger in all that consti- 
tutes real power; and if he travels more slowly, he does so more surely. Some gray-haired 
veterans have been as firm in their grasp of truth and as zealous in spreading it as they were 
in their younger days. But sadly, it must be confessed it is often otherwise, for the love of many 
grows cold, and iniquity flourishes; but this is their own sin and not the fault of the prom- 
ise, which still holds good: “Even youths shall faint and be weary, and young men shall fall 
exhausted; but they who wait for the LorD shall renew their strength; they shall mount up 
with wings like eagles; they shall run and not be weary; they shall walk and not faint.”! 
Fretful spirits sit down and trouble themselves about the future. “Unfortunately,” they say, 
“we go from affliction to affliction.” Very true, O you of little faith; but you go from strength 
to strength also. You will never find a bundle of affliction that does not have in it some- 
where sufficient grace. God will give the strength of ripe maturity along with the burden allot- 
ted to full-grown shoulders. 

om EVENING & 
I HAVE BEEN CRUCIFIED WITH CHRIST. — GALATIANS 2:20 

he Lord Jesus Christ acted in what He did as a great public representative person, and 
His dying upon the cross was the virtual dying of all His people. In Him all His people 

rendered justice its due and made an expiation to divine vengeance for all their sins. The apos- 
tle of the Gentiles delighted to think that as one of Christ’s chosen people, he died upon the 
cross in Christ. He did more than believe this doctrinally—he accepted it confidently, rest- 
ing his hope upon it. He believed that by virtue of Christ’s death, he had satisfied divine jus- 
tice and found reconciliation with God. Beloved, what a blessed thing it is when the soul 
can, as it were, stretch itself upon the cross of Christ and feel, “I am dead; the law has 
killed me, and I am therefore free from its power, because in Christ I have borne the curse, 
and in the person of my Substitute all that the law could do by way of condemnation has been 
executed upon me, for I am crucified with Christ.” 

But Paul meant even more than this. He not only believed in Christ’s death and trusted 

in it, but he actually felt its power in himself causing the crucifixion of his old corrupt 

nature. When he saw the pleasures of sin, he said, “I cannot enjoy these: I am dead to 

them.” Such is the experience of every true Christian. Having received Christ, he is to 

this world as one who is utterly dead. Yet, while conscious of death to the world, he can 

at the same time exclaim with the apostle, “I live.” He is fully alive to God. The Christian’s 

life is a matchless riddle. The unconverted cannot comprehend it; even the believer him- 

self cannot understand it. Dead, yet alive! Crucified with Christ, and yet at the same time 

risen with Christ in newness, of life! Union with the suffering, bleeding Savior and death 

to the world and sin are soul-cheering things. May we learn to live evermore in the enjoy- 

ment of them!

oth of them had an affection for Naomi and therefore set out with her upon her return 

Bs the land of Judah. But the test came: Naomi unselfishly set before both of them the 

trials that awaited them and encouraged them if they cared for ease and comfort to return 

to their friends in Moab. At first both of them declared that they would take their stand 

with the Lord’s people; but upon further consideration Orpah with much grief and a respect- 

ful kiss left her mother-in-law, and her people and her God, and went back to her idola- 

trous friends, while Ruth with all her heart gave herself up to the God of her mother-in-law. 

It is one thing to love the ways of the Lord when all is fair, and quite another to hold to 
them in the face of discouragements and difficulties. The kiss of outward profession is very 
cheap and easy, but the practical clinging to the Lord, which must show itself in holy devo- 
tion to truth and holiness, is no small matter. How do things stands with us? Is our heart fixed 
on Jesus, our body a living sacrifice? Have we counted the cost, and are we solemnly ready 
to suffer the loss of all things for the Master’s sake? The ultimate gain will be an abundant 
provision, for the treasures of Egypt do not compare with the glory to be revealed. Orpah 
fades from view; in glorious ease and idolatrous pleasure her life melts into the gloom of 
death. But Ruth lives on in history and in heaven, for grace has placed her in the noble line 
that produced the King of kings. Blessed among women will be those who for Christ’s sake 
renounce all; but forgotten, and worse than forgotten, will be those who in the hour of 
temptation violate their conscience and turn back to the world. This morning let us not be 
content with the form of devotion, which may be no better than Orpah’s kiss, but may the 
Holy Spirit work in us a clinging of our whole heart to the Lord Jesus.

AND LAY YOUR FOUNDATIONS WITH SAPPHIRES. — ISAIAH 54:11 

ot only what is seen in the Church of God but also what is unseen is fair and precious. 
Foundations are out of sight, and as long as they are firm, it is not expected that they 

should be valuable. But in God’s work everything is of the same value—nothing devalued, 
nothing irrelevant. The deep foundations of the work of grace are as precious as sapphires; 
no human mind is able to measure their glory. We build upon the covenant of grace, which 
is stronger than steel and as enduring as diamonds and upon which age makes no impact. 
Sapphire foundations are eternal, and the covenant remains throughout the lifetime of the 
Almighty. Another foundation is the person of the Lord Jesus, clear and spotless, as ever- 
lasting and beautiful as the sapphire, combining the deep blue of earth’s ever-rolling ocean 
and the azure of its all-embracing sky. At one time our Lord might have been compared to 
the ruby as He stood covered with His own blood, but now we see Him radiant with the 
soft blue of love—love abounding, deep, eternal. Our eternal hopes are built upon the jus- 
tice and the faithfulness of God, which are as clear and cloudless as the sapphire. We are 
not saved by a compromise, by mercy defeating justice or law suspending its operations; 
no, we defy the eagle’s eye to detect a flaw in the groundwork of our confidence: Our foun- 
dation is of sapphire and will endure the fire. 

The Lord Himself has laid the foundation of His people’s hopes. It is a subject for seri- 
ous inquiry whether our hopes are built upon such a basis. Good works and ceremonies are 
not a foundation of sapphires, but of wood, hay, and stubble; neither are they laid by God 
but by our own conceit. Foundations will all be tested before long: Woe to him whose lofty 
tower will come down with a crash because it was built on sand. The one who is built on sap- 
phires may face storm or fire with confidence, for he will pass the test.

Fey call of the Christian faith is the gentle word, “Come.” The Jewish law spoke harshly: 
“Go, pay attention to your steps as to the path in which you will walk. Break the com- 

mandments, and you will perish; keep them, and you will live.” The law was a dispensation 
of terror that drove men before it as with a scourge; the Gospel draws with cords of love. 
Jesus is the Good Shepherd going before His sheep, bidding them follow Him, and leading 
them forward with the sweet word, “Come.” The law repels; the Gospel attracts. The law 
shows the distance that exists between God and man; the Gospel bridges that awful chasm 
and brings the sinner across it. 

From the first moment of your spiritual life until you are welcomed into heaven, the 
language of Christ to you will be, “Come to me.” As a mother extends her hand to her tiny 
child and woos it to walk by saying, “Come,” even so does Jesus. He will always be ahead 
of you, bidding you follow Him as the soldier follows his captain. He will always go before 
you to pave your way and clear your path, and you will hear His life-giving voice calling 
you to follow Him all through your life; in the solemn hour of death, His sweet words with 
which He will usher you into the heavenly world will be, “Come, you who are blessed of 
my Father.”! 

This is not only Christ’s call to you, but if you are a believer, this is your call to Christ— 
“Come! Come!” You will be longing for His return; you will be saying, “Come quickly; 
even so come, Lord Jesus.” You will desire nearer and closer fellowship with Him. As His 
voice to you is “Come,” your response to Him will be, “Come, Lord, and stay with me. Come 
and occupy the throne of my heart; reign there without a rival, and consecrate me entirely 
to Your service.”

t is painful to remember that to a certain degree this accusation may be laid at the door of 
believers, who too often are in some measure spiritually insensitive. We may well bemoan 

There 
are gentle motions of the Holy Spirit in the soul that are unheeded by us: There are whis- 
perings of divine command and of heavenly love that are equally unobserved by our dull 
minds.

our soul. But we “have never known.” As we think of this we are truly and deeply hum- 

bled. How we must adore the grace of God as we realize from the context that all of our 

folly and ignorance was foreknown by God, and notwithstanding that foreknowledge, He 

has still been pleased to deal with us in mercy! Ponder and admire the marvelous sovereign 

grace that could have chosen us in the sight of all this! Wonder at the price that was paid 

for us when Christ knew what we would be! He who hung upon the cross foresaw us as unbe- 

lieving, backsliding, cold of heart, indifferent, careless, lax in prayer, and yet He said, “I am 

the Lord your God, the Holy One of Israel, your Savior. Because you are precious in My 

eyes and honored, and I love you, I give men in return for you, peoples in exchange for 

your life.” How wonderful and glorious is this redemption when we think how sinful we 

are! Holy Spirit, give us from now on a hearing ear and an understanding heart!

et us note that Christ delights to think upon His Church and to look upon her beauty. 

As the bird returns often to its nest, and as the traveler hurries to his home, so the mind 

continually pursues the object of its choice. We cannot look too often upon the face we 

love; we continually desire to have what is precious to us. This is also true with our Lord 

Jesus. From all eternity He has been “delighting in the children of man.”' His thoughts 

rolled onward to the time when His elect would be born into the world; He viewed them in 

the mirror of His foreknowledge. “In your book were written, every one of them, the days 

that were formed for me, when as yet there were none of them” (Ps. 139:16). When the world 

was set upon its pillars, He was there, and He set the boundaries of the people according to 
the number of the children of Israel. Many a time before His incarnation, He descended to 
this lower earth in the similitude of a man—on the plains of Mamre (Gen. 18), by the brook 
of Jabbok (Gen. 32:24-30), beneath the walls of Jericho (Josh. 5:13), and in the fiery fur- 
nace of Babylon (Dan. 3:19, 25). The Son of Man visited His people. Because His soul 
delighted in them, He could not stay away from them, for His heart longed for them. They 
were never absent from His heart, for He had written their names upon His hands and had 
graven them upon His side. As the breastplate containing the names of the tribes of Israel was 
the most brilliant ornament worn by the high priest, so the names of Christ’s elect were His 
most precious jewels and glittered on His heart. We may often forget to meditate upon the 
perfections of our Lord, but He never ceases to remember us. Let us chide ourselves for 
past forgetfulness, and pray for grace that we might constantly and fondly remember Him. 
Lord, paint upon the eyeballs of my soul the image of Your Son.

esus, the great I AM, is the entrance into the true Church and the way of access to God 
J eirsete He gives to the one who comes to God by Him four choice privileges. 

1. He will be saved. The fugitive entered the gate of the city of refuge and was safe. 
Noah entered the door of the ark and was secure. None can be lost who take Jesus as the door 
of faith to their souls. Entrance through Jesus into peace is the guarantee of entrance by the 
same door into heaven. Jesus is the only door, an open door, a wide door, a safe door; and 
blessed is he who rests all his hope of admission to glory upon the crucified Redeemer. 

2. He will go in. He will be privileged to go in among the divine family, sharing the chil- 
dren’s food and participating in all their honors and enjoyments. He will go into the rooms 
of communion, to the banquets of love, to the treasures of the covenant, to the storehouses 
of the promises. He will go in to the King of kings in the power of the Holy Spirit, and the 
secret of the Lord will be with him. 

3. He will go out. This blessing is much forgotten. We go out into the world to work 
and suffer, but what a mercy to go in the name and power of Jesus! We are called to bear 
witness to the truth, to cheer the disconsolate, to warn the careless, to win souls, and to 
glorify God. And as the angel said to Gideon, “Go in this might of yours,”? even so the 
Lord would have us proceed as His messengers in His name and strength. 

4. He will find pasture. He who knows Jesus will never lack. Going in or out will be 
equally helpful to him: In fellowship with God he will grow, and in watering others he will 
be watered. Having made Jesus his all, he will find all in Jesus. His soul will be like a 
watered garden and like a well of water that never runs dry.

lee tearing of garments and other outward signs of religious emotion are easily dis- 
played and are frequently hypocritical; but to feel true repentance is far more difficult, 

and consequently far less common. Men will pay attention to the most minute ceremonial 
regulations—for those things are pleasing to the flesh. But true faith is too humbling, too 
heart-searching, too thorough for the tastes of people of the flesh; they prefer something more 
ostentatious, flimsy, and worldly. Outward observances are temporarily comfortable; eye and 
ear are pleased; self-conceit is fed, and self-righteousness is puffed up: But they are uIti- 
mately delusive, for in the face of death, and at the day of judgment, the soul needs something 
more substantial than ceremonies and rituals to lean upon. Apart from vital godliness all reli- 
gion is utterly vain; offered without a sincere heart, every form of worship is a solemn sham 
and an impudent mockery of the majesty of heaven. 

Heart-rending is divinely worked and solemnly felt. It is a secret grief that is personally 
experienced, not in mere form, but as a deep, soul-moving work of the Holy Spirit upon the 
inmost heart of each believer. It is not a matter to be merely talked about and believed in, 
but keenly and sensitively felt in every living child of the living God. It is powerfully humil- 
iating and completely sin-purging, but it is also sweet preparation for the gracious consola- 
tions that proud, unhumbled spirits are unable to receive; and it is distinctly discriminating, 
for it belongs to the elect of God, and to them alone. 

The text commands us to rend our hearts, but they are naturally as hard as marble: 
How, then, can this be done? We must take them to Calvary: A dying Savior’s voice rent the 
rocks once, and it is as powerful now. O blessed Spirit, let us hear the death-cries of Jesus, 
and our hearts shall be rent even as men tear their garments in the day of lamentation.

GIVE ATTENTION TO YOUR HERDS. — PROVERBS 27:23 

| Bini wise businessman will occasionally hold a stock-taking, when he will examine his 
accounts, consider what he has on hand, and determine clearly whether his trade is 

prosperous or declining. Every man who is wise in the kingdom of heaven will cry, “Search 
me, O God... Try me”;! and he will frequently set apart special seasons for self-examina- 
tion, to discover whether things are right between God and his soul. The God whom we 
worship is a great heart-searcher; and in the past His servants referred to Him as “I am he 
who searches mind and heart, and I will give to each of you as your works deserve.”? Let 
me encourage you in His name to diligently search and solemnly test your spiritual state, 
for fear you should come short of the promised rest. This is what every wise man does, and 

what God Himself does with us all. I exhort you to do the same yourself this evening. Let 

the oldest saint examine the basics of his piety, for gray heads may cover evil hearts: And 

the young professor should not despise the word of warning, for the greenness of youth 

may accompany the rottenness of hypocrisy. Every now and then a spiritual giant falls. The 

enemy still continues to sow tares among the wheat. It is not my aim to introduce doubts 

and fears to your mind; I rather hope that the rough wind of self-examination may help to 

drive them away. It is not security but fleshly security that we would kill, not confidence but 

carnal confidence that we would overthrow, not peace but false peace that we would destroy. 

By the precious blood of Christ, which was not shed to make you a hypocrite, but rather 

that sincere souls might declare His praise, I urge you to search and look, for fear that in 

the end it will be said of you, “Tekel, you have been weighed in the balances and found 

wanting.”?

If He remembers even sparrows, will 
He forget one of the least of His poor children? “Cast your burden on the LORD, and he 
will sustain you; he will never permit the righteous to be moved.”?

Should 
the text not be read as a metaphor tinged with the prejudice with which the oriental mind 
universally regarded the sea in the olden times?

There must be a 
spiritual meaning here. In the new dispensation there will be no division—the sea separates 
nations and divides peoples from each other. To John in Patmos the deep waters were like 
prison walls, shutting him out from his brethren and his work: There will be no such barri- 
ers in the world to come. Leagues of rolling billows lie between us and family members whom 
tonight we prayerfully remember, but in the bright world to which we go there will be 
unbroken fellowship for all the redeemed family. In this sense there shall be no more sea. 
The sea is the emblem of change; with its ebbs and flows, its glassy smoothness and its moun- 
tainous billows, its gentle murmurs and its tumultuous roarings, it is never the same for 
very long. It is a slave of the fickle winds and the changing moon, and its instability is 
proverbial. In this earthly journey we have too much of this; earth is constant only in her 
inconstancy. But in our heavenly state all mournful change will be unknown, and with it every 
fear of storms that would wreck our hopes and drown our joys.

Eom the Lord Jesus tells His Church His love thoughts. “He does not consider it 
sufficient to declare them behind her back, but in her very presence He says, ‘Behold, 

you are beautiful, my love.”' It is true, this is not His ordinary method. He is a wise lover 
and knows when to hold back the intimation of love and when to declare it; but there are 
times when He will make no secret of it, times when He will put it beyond all dispute in the 
souls of His people” (R. Erskine’s Sermons). The Holy Spirit is often pleased, in a most gra- 
cious manner, to witness with our spirits to the love of Jesus. He takes the things of Christ 
and reveals them to us. No voice is heard from the clouds, and no vision is seen in the 
night, but we have a testimony more certain than either of these. If an angel should fly from 
heaven and inform the believer personally of the Savior’s love for him, the evidence would 
not be one bit more satisfactory than that which is born in the heart by the Holy Spirit.

break into pieces the towering mountains of almighty strength, you never need to fear. Do 
not think that the strength of man will ever be able to overcome the power of God. While 
the earth’s huge pillars stand, you have enough reason to live firm in your faith. The same 
God who directs the earth in its orbit, who feeds the burning furnace of the sun, and trims 
the lamps of heaven has promised to supply you with daily strength. While He is able to 
uphold the universe, do not dream that He will prove unable to fulfill His own promises. 
Remember what He did in the past, in the former generations. Remember how He spoke 
and it was done, how He commanded and it stood firm.

THE SHEEP FOLLOW HIM, FOR THEY KNOW HIS VOICE. — JOHN 10:4 

AN bee is it that provides the infallible evidence that you are a child of God? It is a fool- 
ish presumption to answer this by our own judgment; but God’s Word reveals it to 

us, and we may walk confidently when we have revelation as our guide. We are told con- 
cerning our Lord, “to all who did receive him, who believed in his name, he gave the right 
to become children of God.”' So if I have received Christ Jesus into my heart, I am a child 
of God. That reception is described in the same verse as believing in the name of Jesus 
Christ. If, then, I believe on Jesus Christ’s name—that is, simply from my heart entrust myself 
to the crucified but now exalted Redeemer—I am a member of the family of the Most High. 

Whatever else I may not have, if I have this, I have the privilege of becoming a child of God. 

The Lord Jesus puts it in another way: “The sheep follow him, for they know his voice.” Here 

is the matter in a nutshell. Christ appears as a shepherd to His own sheep, not to others. As 

soon as He appears, His own sheep perceive Him—they trust Him, they are prepared to 

follow Him. He knows them, and they know Hin; there is a mutual knowledge—there is a 

constant connection between them. And so the evidence, the infallible mark of regeneration 

and adoption, is a hearty faith in the appointed Redeemer.

WX Then the life of grace first begins in the soul, we instinctively draw near to God, but it 

is with great fear and trembling.

throne; and seeing there a God of love, goodness, and mercy he will realize the covenant char- 
acter of God rather than His absolute Deity. He will see in God His goodness rather than 
His greatness, and more of His love than of His majesty. Then the soul will bow just as 
humbly as before and enjoy a more sacred liberty of intercession; for while prostrate before 
the glory of the Infinite God, it will be sustained by the refreshing awareness of being in the 
presence of unlimited mercy and infinite love and by the realization of acceptance “in the 
Beloved.”! In this way the believer is invited to come up higher and is enabled to exercise 
the privilege of rejoicing in God and drawing near to Him in holy confidence, crying, 
“Abba, Father.”

4 fer Lord Jesus Christ was eternally rich, glorious, and exalted; but “though he was rich, 
yet for your sake he became poor.” As the wealthy believer cannot be true in his fellow- 

ship with his poor brethren unless from his wealth he ministers to their needs, so (the same 
rule holding with the head as between the members) it is impossible that our Divine Lord 
could have had fellowship with us unless He had given to us from His own abounding wealth 
and had become poor so as to make us rich. If He had remained upon His throne of glory, 
and we had continued in the ruins of the Fall without receiving His salvation, fellowship 
would have been impossible on both sides. Our position by the Fall, apart from the covenant 
of grace, made it as impossible for fallen man to communicate with God as it is for Satan to 
be in communion with Christ. In order, therefore, that communion might be enjoyed, it 
was necessary for the rich relative to bestow his estate upon his poor relatives, for the right- 
eous Savior to give to His sinning brethren from His own perfection, and for we, the poor 
and guilty, to receive of His fullness grace for grace, so that in giving and receiving, the One 
might descend from the heights, and the other ascend from the depths, and in this way be able 
to embrace each other in true and hearty fellowship. Poverty must be enriched by Him in 
whom are infinite treasures before it can begin to commune; and guilt must lose itself in 
imputed and imparted righteousness before the soul can walk in fellowship with purity. 
Jesus must clothe His people in His own garments or He cannot admit them into His palace 
of glory; and He must wash them in His own blood or else they will be too defiled for the 
embrace of His fellowship. 

Believer, herein is love! For your sake the Lord Jesus “became poor” that He might lift 
you up into communion with Himself.

ee is the representative head of His people. In Adam every heir of flesh and blood has a 
personal interest, because he is the covenant head and representative of the race when con- 

sidered under the law of works; so under the law of grace, every redeemed soul is one with 
the Lord from heaven, since He is the Second Adam, the Sponsor and Substitute of the elect 
in the new covenant of love. The apostle Paul declares that Levi was in the loins of Abraham 
when Melchizedek met him: It is a certain truth that the believer was in the loins of Jesus 
Christ, the Mediator, when in eternity the covenant settlements of grace were decreed, rati- 
fied, and made sure forever. Whatever Christ has done, He has accomplished for the whole 
body of His Church. We were crucified in Him and buried with Him (read Col. 2:10-13), and 
to make it still more wonderful, we are risen with Him and even ascended with Him to the 
seats on high (Eph. 2:6). It is in this way that the Church has fulfilled the law and is “blessed 
in the Beloved.”' She is regarded with satisfaction by the just Jehovah, for He views her in 
Jesus, and does not look upon her as separate from her covenant head. As the Anointed 
Redeemer of Israel, Christ Jesus has nothing distinct from His Church, but all that He has He 
holds for her. Adam’s righteousness was ours so long as he maintained it, and his sin was ours 
the moment that he committed it; and in the same way, all that the Second Adam is or does 
is ours as well as His because He is our representative. Here is the foundation of the covenant 
of grace. This gracious system of representation and substitution, which moved Justin Martyr 
to cry out, “O blessed change, O sweet permutation!” is the very groundwork of the Gospel 
of our salvation and is to be received with strong faith and rapturous joy.

he Lord Jesus is among His people; He walks between the golden candlesticks; His prom- 
ise is, “I am with you always.” He is as surely with us now as He was with the disciples 

at the lake when they saw coals of fire and fish being prepared for breakfast. Not physi- 
cally, but still in reality, Jesus is with us. And an important truth this is, for where Jesus is, 
love becomes passionate. Of all the things in the world that can set the heart burning, there 
is nothing like the presence of Jesus! A glimpse of Him is so overwhelming that we are 
ready to say, “Turn away Your eyes from me, for they have overcome me.” Even the fragrance 
of the aloes and the myrrh and the cinnamon, which linger on His perfumed garments, causes 
the sick and the faint to grow strong. A moment’s leaning of the head upon that gracious 
chest, welcoming His divine love into our poor cold hearts, and suddenly we are no longer 
cold but shine like seraphs, equal to every task and capable of bearing every suffering. If we 
know that Jesus is with us, every power will be heightened, and every grace will be strength- 
ened, and we will cast ourselves into the Lord’s service with heart and soul and strength; 

therefore the presence of Christ is to be desired above all things. His presence will be real- 

ized most by those who are most like Him. If you desire to see Christ, you must grow in 

conformity to Him. Bring yourself, by the power of the Spirit, into union with Christ’s desires 

and motives and plans of action, and you are likely to be favored with His company. 

Remember, His presence may be enjoyed. His promise is as true as ever. He delights to be with 

us. If He does not come, it is because we hinder Him by our indifference. He will reveal 

Himself to our sincere prayers and graciously allow Himself to be detained by our cries and 

by our tears, for these are the golden chains that bind Jesus to His people.

he reed is spongy and hollow, and so is a hypocrite; there is no substance or stability in 

him. It is shaken back and forth in every wind, just as the outwardly religious yield to 

every influence; for this reason the reed is not broken by the storm, neither are hypocrites 

called to face persecution. I would not willingly be a deceiver or be deceived; perhaps the 

text for today may help me to test myself to see whether I am a hypocrite or not. The reed 

by nature lives in water and owes its very existence to the mire and moisture in which it has 

taken root; let the water drain away, and the reed withers very quickly. Its greenness is 

absolutely dependent upon circumstances; a continuous supply of water makes it flourish, 

and a drought destroys it at once. Is this my case? Do I only serve God when I am in good 
company or when faith is profitable and respectable? Do I love the Lord only when I am 
enjoying comforts from His hands? If so I am just a hypocrite, and like the withering reed, I 
will perish when death deprives me of outward joys. But can I honestly maintain that when 
there have been few bodily comforts, and my surroundings have been adverse to grace 
rather than at all helpful to it, I have still maintained my integrity? Then I have hope that there 
is genuine vital godliness in me. The reed cannot grow without water, but the Lord’s plants 
can and do flourish even when there is a drought. A godly man often grows best when his 
worldly circumstances are daunting. He who follows Christ for money is a Judas; those 
who follow for loaves and fishes are children of the devil; but those who stay close out of love 
to Himself are His own beloved ones. Lord, let me find my life in You, and not in the shift- 
ing sands of this world’s favor or gain.

AND THE LORD WILL GUIDE YOU CONTINUALLY. — IsaiAH 58:11 

he LORD will guide you.” Not an angel, but the Lord will guide you. He said He would 
not go through the wilderness before His people, but an angel would go before them to 

lead them in the way; but Moses said, “If your presence will not go with me, do not bring 
us up from here.”' Christian, God has not left you in your earthly pilgrimage to be guided 
by an angel: He Himself leads the procession. You may not see the cloudy, fiery pillar, but 
the Lord will never forsake you. Notice the word will—“The LorD will guide you.” This 
makes it certain! We may be sure that God will not forsake us! His precious shalls and wills 
are better than men’s promises. “I will never leave you nor forsake you.”? Then observe the 
adverb “continually.” We are not merely being led sometimes, but we have a perpetual guide; 
not occasionally left to our own understanding, and so to wander, but continually hearing 
the guiding voice of the Great Shepherd; and if we keep close to His heels, we will not drift 
but will be led by a right way to our eternal dwelling. If you have to change your position 
in life, if you have to emigrate to another country, if it should happen that you are poverty- 
stricken or suddenly promoted to a more responsible position than the one you now occupy, 
if you are thrown among strangers or cast among foes, don’t tremble, for “the LorD will 
guide you continually.” There are no dilemmas out of which you will not be delivered if 
you live near to God and your heart is kept warm with holy love. You will not go astray in 
the company of God. Like Enoch, walk with God, and you cannot miss your road. You 
have infallible wisdom to direct you, unchangeable love to comfort you, and eternal power 
to defend you. “The LorD”—mark the word—‘“the LorD will guide you continually.”

he great test of your soul’s health is, What do you think about Christ? Is He the best of 
friends—“distinguished among ten thousand”'—your all in all?

I can gauge your piety by 
this standard: Does Christ take a high or low position with you? If you have thought little 
of Christ, if you have been content to live without His presence, if you have cared only slightly 
for His honor, if you have neglected His laws, then I know that your soul is sick—God 
grant that it may not be a sickness leading to death!

Would you be willing to die if you could add another trumpet to the melody that 
proclaims His praise? Then it is well with you. Whatever you may think of yourself, if 
Christ is great to you, you will be with Him in the end.

Mark that insect with gor- 
geous wings, playing in the sunbeams, sipping at the flowers, full of happiness and life—that 
is the worm’s end. You are that caterpillar, wrapped up in the chrysalis of death; but when 
Christ appears, you will be like Him, for you will see Him as He is. Be content to be like Him, 
a worm and no man, so that like Him you may be satisfied when you wake up in His like- 
ness. The rough-looking diamond is put upon the wheel of the gem-smith. He cuts it on all 
sides. It loses much—much that seemed costly to itself. The king is crowned; the diadem is 
put upon the monarch’s head accompanied by the trumpet’s joyful sound. A glittering ray 
flashes from that coronet, and it beams from that same diamond that was so recently fash- 
ioned at the wheel. You may venture to compare yourself to such a diamond, for you are 
one of God’s people; and this is the time of the cutting process. Let faith and patience have 
their perfect work, for in the day when the crown is set upon the head of the King, eternal, 
immortal, invisible, one ray of glory shall stream from you. “They shall be mine, says the 
LorD of Hosts, in the day when I make up my treasured possession.”? “Better is the end of 
a thing than its beginning.”

Rec if you are merely a professor and not a possessor of the faith that is in Christ Jesus, 
the following lines are a true sketch of your end.

Let us gaze upon him 
gently. A clammy sweat is on his brow, and he wakes up crying, “O God, it is hard to die. Did 
you send for my pastor?” “Yes, he is coming.” The pastor comes. “Sir, I fear that I am dying!” 

“Have you any hope?” “I cannot say that I have. I fear to stand before my God. Oh, pray 

for me.” The prayer is offered for him with sincere earnestness, and the way of salvation is 

for the ten-thousandth time put before him, but before he has grasped the rope, I see him sink. 

I may put my finger upon those cold eyelids, for they will never see anything here again. But 

where is the man, and where are the man’s true eyes? It is written, “In Hades, being in tor- 

ment, he lifted up his eyes.”? Why did he not lift up his eyes before? Because he was so 

accustomed to hearing the Gospel that his soul slept under it. If you should lift up your eyes 

in hell, how bitter will be your wailings. Let the Savior’s own words reveal the woe: “Father 

Abraham, have mercy on me, and send Lazarus to dip the end of his finger in water, and 

cool my tongue, for I am in anguish in this flame.”* There is a frightful meaning in those 

words. May you never have to spell it out by the red light of God’s wrath!

— JOHN 7:37 

atience had her perfect work in the Lord Jesus, and until the last day of the feast He 

P pleaded with the Jews, even as on this last day of the year He pleads with us and waits 

to be gracious to us. The long-suffering of the Savior is truly admirable as He bears with some 

of us year after year despite our insults, rebellions, and resistance to His Holy Spirit. Wonder 

of wonders that we are still in the land of mercy! 
Mercy expressed herself most plainly, for Jesus “cried,” which implies not only the 

loudness of His voice, but the tenderness of His tones. He entreats us to be reconciled. 
“God making his appeal through us,” says the apostle, “we implore you on behalf of 
Christ . . .” What earnest, pathetic terms are these! How deep the Father’s love that causes 
Him to weep over sinners and, like a mother, to tenderly call His children to Himself! Surely 
at the sound of such a cry our willing hearts will come. 

Provision is made most generously: Everything that man needs to quench his soul’s 
thirst is available. To his conscience the Atonement brings peace; to his understanding 
the Gospel brings the richest instruction; to his heart the person of Jesus is the noblest 
object of affection; to the whole man the truth as it is in Jesus supplies the purest nour- 
ishment. Thirst is terrible, but Jesus can remove it. Even if the soul were utterly famished, 
Jesus can restore it. 

Proclamation is made most freely, that every thirsty one is welcome. No other distinction 
is made but that of thirst. Whether it be the thirst of greed, ambition, pleasure, knowledge, 
or rest, he who suffers from it is invited. The thirst may be bad in itself, and not be a sign of 
grace, but a mark of inordinate sin that longs to satisfy itself with deeper lust; but it is not 
goodness in the creature that brings him the invitation—the Lord Jesus sends it freely and 
without respect of persons. 

Personality is declared most fully. The sinner must come to Jesus—not to works, ordi- 
nances, or doctrines but to a personal Redeemer who Himself bore our sins in His own 
body on the tree. The bleeding, dying, rising Savior is the only ray of hope to a sinner. Oh, 
for grace to come now and drink, before the sun sets upon the year’s last day! 

No waiting or preparation is even hinted at. Drinking represents a reception that has 
no special requirements. A fool, a thief, a harlot can drink; our sinfulness is no barrier to 
the invitation to believe in Jesus. We need no golden cup, no fine china, in which to convey 
the water to the thirsty; the mouth of poverty is welcome to stoop down and drink of the 
life-giving stream. Blistered, leprous, filthy lips may touch the stream of divine love; they can- 
not pollute it but will themselves be purified. Jesus is the fount of hope. Dear reader, listen 
to the dear Redeemer’s loving voice as He cries to each of us, “If anyone thirsts, let him 
come to me and drink.”

Nz saved! Dear reader, is this your sorry condition? Warned of the judgment to come, 
invited to escape for your life, and yet at this moment not saved! You know the way of 

salvation, you read it in the Bible, you hear it from the pulpit, it is explained to you by friends, 
and still you neglect it, and therefore you are not saved. You will be without excuse when 
the Lord shall execute judgment.

Is it not more than 
likely that you will stay as you are till death forever bars the door of hope? Do you recoil from 
this idea? Yet it is a most reasonable one: He who is not washed in so many waters will in 
all probability go filthy to his end. The convenient time never has come—why should it ever 
come? It is logical to fear that it will never arrive and that like Felix you will find no con- 
venient occasion until you are in hell. Think carefully about hell and of the dreadful proba- 
bility that you will soon be there! 

Reader, suppose you should die unsaved—no words can picture your doom. Write out 
your dreadful predicament in tears and blood; talk of it with groans and gnashing of teeth: 
You will be punished with everlasting destruction and banished from the glory of the Lord 
and from the glory of His power. Allow my words to startle you into serious thought. Be wise, 
be wise in time, and before another year begins believe in Jesus, who is able to save you 

completely. Consecrate these last hours to lonely thought, and if you are brought to deep 

repentance, it will be well; and if it leads to a humble faith in Jesus, it will be best of all. See 

to it that this year does not pass away with you still unforgiven. Do not let the new year’s mid- 

night bells sound upon a joyless spirit! Now, now, NOW believe and live.
