Quizzes are given biweekly and are comprehensive.

Collect drills and briefly check over
after school. Grades are recorded
once each week. Both the Teacher
Tests and Speed Drills and the Cur-
riculum [ Lesson Plans designate
which speed drills are graded. There
is room for a stamp or sticker next to
the grade if a student made no mis-
takes or improved.

Send speed drills home after they are
completed. A speed drill that was not
done due to absence or lack of time
can be completed at home by stu-
dents if parents desire.

Some parents like to display their
child’s speed drills on the refrigerator
or other places in the home.
